(a): Yes, Sir. The news item appeared in the Hindustan newspaper published from Patna on 21.7.2001. 

(b): Some instances of unauthorised travel mostly by short-distance/local passengers have come to notice. In addition to manning of
reserved coaches by ticket checking staff, intensive drives are conducted by Railways in association with the Police to prevent entry of
unauthorised passengers in reserved compartments. 
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
