THE MINISTER OF STATE OF THE
MINISTRY OF PLANNING AND PRO-
GRAMME IMPLEMENTATION (SHRI H.R.
BHARDWAJY): (a) The growth in Gross
Domestic Product (GDP)in 1990-91 at5.6%
i8 in line with the trend observed during the
1980's wherein the average compound
growth of 5.6% was r ed. The GDP
growth in 1990-91 appears lower than in
1989-90 because of higher than average
growthinthe preceding year (1989-90) when
the GDP growth was 6%.

(b) There has heen a declining trend in
public savings in the 80s which has contin-
ued in 1990-91. As percentage of GDP ,
public savings declined from 3.4. in 1980-81
to 1.6 in 1989-80 and to 0.9 in 1990-91. This
decline has been mainly due to worsening of

Sovernment savings consequent upon a
<harper increase in expenditure of Gov..- -
nients than their revenues.

(c) Gowt. have taken a number of meas-

res to reduce expenditure and increase
1evenue earnings. The measures to contain
Gowt. expenditure include reduction in sub-
sidies, absorbing the payment of additional
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deamess allowances by reducing other
expenditure, reducing budget deficit in order
to bring down the public debt and interest
payments. The measure to increase reve-
nue include widening direct tax base and
raising indirect taxes.
