(a) whether the Department of Land Resources is implementing three Watershed Development Programmes since 1995in the
country;,

(b) if so, whether the Government has reviewed the implementation of these programmes;
(c) if so, the outcome thereof;

(d) the project proposals received/cleared from various State Governments regarding Watershed Development Programmes for
poverty alleviation during the current year, State-wise;

(e) the number of the NGOs involved in Watershed Development Programmes during the last three years and till date;
() the funds allocated and utilized by these organizations during the said period so far, State-wise;
(g9) whether the funds are not being properly utilized by these NGOs; and

(h) if so, the steps taken by the Government to monitor the scheme properly?

Answer

MINISTER OF RURAL DEVELOPMENT ( SHRIKASHIRAM RANA )
(a) to (h): A statement is laid on the Table of the House.
Statement referred to in reply to part (a) to (h) of the Lok Sabha Starred Question No. 202 for answer on 16/12/2003.

(a@): Yes, Sir. The Department of Land Resources in the Ministry of Rural Development is implementing threemajor programmes

namely the Integrated Watershed Development Programme (IWDP) (from 1989-1990), the Drought PronéAreas Programmes

(DPAP) (from 1973-1974) and the Desert Development Programme (DDP) (from 1977-1978). Since 1.4.1995, a common approach
to implement these programmes on watershed basis has been adopted.

(b) & (c): The implementation of the watershed projects under IWDP, DPAP and DDP was reviewed in consultation with the
concerned State Governments and the Guidelines were revised in the year 2001 to further reinforce the effectiveness of these
programmes in the planning, implementing, monitoring and evaluation stages. The Guidelines od 2001 were again revised in March,
2003 and the Hariyali Guidelines came into effect from 1.4.2003. Under the Hariyali Guideline panchayats havebeen given priority for
implementation of all Watershed Development Programmes (DPAP, DDP and IWDP) of the Department of Land Resources.

(d): State-wise details of projects sanctioned, amount released under IWDP, DPAP and DDP during thecurrent financial year i.e.,
2003-2004 upto 10.12.2003 are given in Annexure - |.

(e): The number of NGOs involved in IWDP projects sanctioned in the last three years till 10.12.2003 is given in Annexure - II.
(f): The Department of Land Resources allocates/releases funds to DRDAs/ZPs.

(9) & (h): The performance of NGOs as PIAs in implementation of watershed projects has been mixed. The Ministrys regularly
monitoring the schemes/programmes through Area Officers, Independent Evaluators and National Level Monitors.
