(a) whether the commuters travelling from Mysore to Hubli or Davangere have to change train at Arasikere; 

(b) if so, whether there is any direct train between Mysore-Hubli via Hassan and Arasikere; 

(c) if not, whether the Government propose to introduce direct passenger train between Mysore-Hubli via Hassan and Arasikere; and 

(e) if so, the time by which it is likely to be introduced ?

(b) At present, 1035/1036 Mysore-Mumbai Express (weekly) provides direct train service between Mysore and Davangere/Hubli via
