(a):- The Government has declared seven existing domestic airports at Bangalore, Hyderabad, Ahmedabad, Goa, Amritsar, Guwahati
and the new Cochin airport at Nedumbassery as international airports. These airports already have facilities for operations of Medium
Capacity Long Range (MCLR) and Small Capacity Long Range (SCLR) aircraft used by most of the foreign airlines.
