(a): There were 11 consequential train accidents/derailments in the Surat/Bhusawal route of Western Railway duringthe last three
years i.e. 1997-98 to 1999-2000.

(b): Cost of damage to Railway property in the above accidents amounted to Rs.16.35 crores.

(c): Yes, Sir. Each and every accident was inquired into either by a Committee of Railway Officials or by the Commissioner of Railway
Safety, depending upon the seriousness of the accident.

(d): As per findings of inquiries, out of 11 accidents, 8 were due to failure of railway staff, 1 accident was due to equipment failure, 1
accident was due to miscreant activity and the cause of 1 accident could not be established.
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
