(a) & (b) The High Court of Kerala has sent proposals which include, imter-alia, computerisation of High Courts and computerisaticn
of courts in subordinate judiciary. 

A proposal to computerise the city courts of the state capitals or the place where the High Courts are located is under examination.
This will be a pilot project to begin with. There is no proposal to computerise other subordinate courts at present. 
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
