SCHEME FOR BACKWARD AREAS BY SHRI V.K. THUMMAR AND SHRI JWABHAIAMBALAL PATEL DUE FOR ANSWER ON
04.05.2005

(a): The Rashtriya Sam Vikas Yojana was launched in the Tenth Plan, for the development of backward areas, with three components,
namely, (i) Special Plan for Bihar with an annual allocation of Rs. 1000 crore; (i) Special Plan for the eight districts of the undivided
Kalahandi, Bolangir, Koraput (KBK) districts of Orissa with an annual allocation of Rs. 250 crore; and (iii) Backward Districts Initiative
covering 147 districts — 115 backward districts and 32 extremist affected districts for which Special Central Assistance of Rs. 15
crore per annum is to be provided for three years.

(b): List of 147 districts under the Backward Districts Initiative is enclosed as Annex - |. The District Plans were approved in phases
and funds started flowing from September, 2003. Bulk of the plans were approved in 2004-05.

(c): ltis too early to evaluate the success of the scheme.

(d): Does not arise.

(e): In view of reply to part (c) above, no remedial steps are necessary at this stage. However, from the financial year 2005-06,
Backward Regions Grant Fund has been established. The Rashtriya Sam Vikas Yojana (RSVY), envisaged to end in 2006-07, is to
be wound up with a suitable transition arrangement to protect every district now covered under RSVY.
