These include programmes like Fund for improvement of
infrastructure for S&T in Universities and Higher Educational Institutions, 'Ramanna Fellowship": aimed to support outstanding
performers, 'Shyama Prasad Mukherjee Fellowships': targeted at post-graduate talented students, "CSIR Diamond Jubilee
Technology Awards": for Innovators for developing technology of the highest benchmarks of competitiveness and excellence and for
inventions of school students, "Women Scientists Scheme": instituted to provide opportunities to women scientists, 'Swarnajayanti
Fellowships": for outstanding young scientists, Postdoctoral fellowship in Biotechnology, Bioscience Awards for career development
etc. All these initiatives are aimed at providing encouragement to young scientists.
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
