8. Minister of State for Food Processing 

9. Minister of State for Science & Technology 

10. Deputy Chairman, Planning Commission 

11. Chairman, Economic Advisory Council 

12. Chairman, National Commission on Farmers 

13. Member (Agriculture), Planning Commission 

14. Principal Secretary to PM - Convenor 

Secretaries of the Ministries/Departments concerned would be permanent invitees. The Chairman could invite any Minister/Officer
depending upon the context.
