of te lephones during the last three years are as 
follows :

1993-94 - 11.05 lakhs
1994-95 - 14.26 lakhs
1995-96 - 20.00 lakhs

(b) These targets were not revised. However, during 
1995-96, it was decided that by proper planning and 
putting all efforts, the Department should be able to 
achieve 29 lakhs telephone connections.

(c) The achievement made during the last three 
years are as given below :

1993-94 - 12.40 lakhs
1994-95 - 17.70 lakhs
1995-96 - 21.83 lakhs

(b) The Department of Tourism extends Central 
financial assistance to identified festivals on proposals 
sent by the State Governments, based on its merit, 
inter-se priority and availability of funds. There are over 
80 such festivals identified in different Union Territories/ 
States of the country. The festivals are norm ally 
organised on an annual basis.

(c) and (d) During 1996-97, a sum of Rs. 1.3 crores 
has been kept for allocation to the States for celebration 
of fairs and festivals and organising rural craft melas.
