(a) : The power generation from thermal, hydro and nuclear power plants in the country and its ratio during the current year (April-
November, 2005) was as under:

(b) to (d) : The last re-assessment studies of the hydro-electric potential of the country, completed by the Central Electricity Authority in
1987, have placed the economically exploitable hydro potential at 84,044 MW at 60% load factor, which, when fully developed, would
result in as installed capacity of about 1,50,000 MW on the basis of probable average load factor. A total of 845 hydro-electric
schemes have been identified in various basins which will yield 442 billion units of electricity annually. With seasonal energy, the total
energy potential is assessed to be 600 billion units per year. In addition, the re-assessment studies have also identified 56 sites for
pumped storage schemes with total installation of about 94,000 MW. 
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
