(a) & (b) Finance Minister has announced in his Budget speech of 2006-07 that the existing National Institute of Port Management,
Chennai has been renamed as National Maritime Academy and it is proposed to upgrade it into a Central University under an Act of
Parliament. The University would have regional campuses at Mumbai, Kolkata and Vishakapatnam. The Government is acting
accordingly. 
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
