(a)to(d): Yes, Sir. The proposed policy seeks skill upgradation and induction of women at supervisory levels in the construction work
and also encourage women as contractors. Public agencies are expected to take a lead in this. The proposed policy further provide
that enrollment of women on a preferential basis will be undertaken i n the training institutions, and that adequate provisions for the
safety and health of all workers, especially women engaged in construction activities, which are hazardous in nature, would be made
by the authorities executive the project. 

Use of modern techniques and modern safety equipment will be ensured on construction sites with strict penalties for non-compliance.
Support services like creches and temporary accommodation would be provided by the implementing authority at the construction
site.
