(a) whether huge quantity of wheat was spoiled and became unfit for human consumption during the current financial year due to
official negligence;

(a)&(b): No Sir. During the current year, only 828 MTs of wheat out of 142 lakh MTs procured indigenously and imported was found
damaged/unfit for human consumption due to natural calamities and operational losses.

(c): Does not arise.

(d): Government has taken several steps to ensure safe storage of wheat in godowns and temporary storage. Regular inspections are
done to assess the condition of stocks and to take necessary steps to maintain the quality of wheat stored.
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
