(a)to(f) The Draft Food Safety and Standards Bill, 2005 piloted by the Ministry of Food Processing Industries, which was subsequently
enacted by the Parliament as Food Safety and Standards Act, 2006 (34 of 2006), has received the consent of the President of India.

The Ministry of Health & Family Welfare has been entrusted with the implementation of the Food Safety & Standards Act, 2006. As
per provision of Section 92 of the Food Safety & Standards Act, 2006, the Food Authority is to make regulations to carry out the

provisions of the Act.

The Act will come into force on such date as the Central Government may notify in the Official Gazette. A Steering Group for setting up
of the Food Safety and Standards Authority under the Food Safety Act, 2006(34 of 2006) has been constituted under the

Chairmanship of Cabinet Secretary.
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
