(c): During the year 2006-07, 125 countries had imported software and 191 countries had imported hardware from India. Region wise
destination of electronics hardware and computer software and services exports during 2006-07 is enclosed at Annexure. 

(d): As per Report of the Working Group on Information Technology for Eleventh Five Year Plan (2007-2012), the export of electronics
hardware by the year 2010-2011 is estimated to be US$5.9 billion and the export of computer software and services by the year
2010-2011 is estimated to be US$72.1 billion. 

(e) and (f): Central Government formulates the Foreign Trade Policy, incorporating therein various export promotional schemes. The
policy is amended from time to time, as per needs, to provide reasonable and just facilities for boosting Foreign Trade. 
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
