1966;

(b) if so, the reasons for such notices
when even the first phase of the Port's
construction has not yet been completed
and the second phase is due to begin; and

(c) Government's reaction in the matter?

The Minister of State in the Ministry of
Transport and Aviation (Shri C, M. Poona-
cha): (a) to (c). Yes, Sir. Retrenchment
of these workers has been  necessitated
because of the completion of work on
which they were engaged. 9 out of the 68
workers, to whom notices have been issued,
have been ahsorbed in other employment
at the Port and 15 more are likely to be
offered  alternative cmployment. Efforts
are heing made to find alternative employ-
ment for other persons to whom notices
have been issued.

Shri Indrajit Gupta:. Is the Minister
aware of the fact that the Administrator of
this port has informed the representatives
of the workers that the project work of the
first phase including building of township
and of cargo berths is virtually at a stand-
still because enough finances have not been
provided by the Centre, and that is the
reason why this retrenchmeant is  taking
place, if- so, may I kmow what steps are
being taken by the Government in this

regard?

Shri C. M. Poonacha:, The first stage of
main civil works and other works con-
nected with this harbour project has been
completed and the port has been formally
inaugurated. But some additional works
connected with extension work of berths
and other things are under the considera-
tion of Government for neccsary sanction.
There is no doubt a little bit of ume lag
in hetween the two. But, as for the older
works which have been completed, the
labour which is found surplus in some res-
pects have had to be retrenched.

Shri Indrajit Gupta: The first phase
and second phase of this prgject are al-
ready drawn up and it is a continuous pro-
cess. I want to know, after the Central Ge-
vernment has taken over the responsibility
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of this port as a major port, the responsi-
bility being no longer that of the State
Government, why is it that the workers of
this mechanical department, who will be
required for works throughout the two
phases, were retrenched when they were
given to understand that the work would
go on for several years?

Oral Answers

_—
Shri. C. M. Poonacha: Other types of
work are quite different from major pro-
ject work such as reclamation berth, sand
pump trestles, slipway etc. These are diffe-
rent types of works: Other categories of
workers who are engaged in a different type
of work, who are found in that respect
surplus, have got to be retrenched and they
have been retrenched.

Shri Indrajit Gupta:, Sir, one point he
should clarify.

Mr, Speaker: First he said that there is
a time lag and then he said that there are
«ifferent kinds of work.

Shri Indrajit Gupta: He should say
whether it is not a fact that the first phase
mcludes building of township and iron ore
berths etc., and that has not been complet-
ed even now.

Shri C. M. Poonacha: Those works’ are
continuing. These workers 63 of them,
belong to other categories such as handling
of cranes at the quarries, boulder supply
work etc. The work is almost completed
at the quarries. A certain number of work-
cry were employed there. Thap section of
the work is compleie and the labour com-
‘nected with that type of work have been
retrenched.,

Dr. Ranen Senm: In today’s comdition,
when unemploymeny is growing in the
country, is it the policy of the Government
to discharge the workers as soon as a p:.rﬁ-
cular project work is over or is it the|policy
of the Government to find out avenues for
re-employment of those workers?

Shri C. M. Poonacha:, The policy of the
Government is to find employment to the

workers tn the maximum exten; posible.

But, undey, certain circumstances, certain
amount of retrenchment will have to be
effected, and thay will be done under the
Industrial Disputes Act, strictly according
to the law. This very point was mentioned
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by the Labour Unions concerned. In the
memorandum of settlement reached om
17-6-66 the relevant portion reads:

8964

“‘Regarding retrenchment, men-
tioned as Item No. 1 of the charter
of demands, ii is agreed that when
the new schemes are sanctioned, for
which the management have moved
the Government, the retrenchment
mav be avoided, as far as possible.”

Shri Surendranath Dwivedy: Mav I know
whether the retrenchment notices have been
issued under the Industrial Disputes Act?
May I know why the discharge of workerd
like Shri Paria and Shri Mahanty, union
leaders, is not referred to the tribunal yet.

Shri C. M. Poonacha: ‘I do not koow
the details of the individval cases men-
tioned hy the hon. Member.

Shri Surendranath Dwivedy: The houn.

Minister has just now read out the settle.
ment reached with the union. In the same
settlement, it is mentioned that condliation
has failed and that this should be referred
to arbitration. 'Why have you not done it?

Shri C. M. Poonacha:. 1 was referring to
the retrenchment that has been effected so
far: which numbers 68. I do not have the
names of the individuals in respect of these
63. But 1 can say that it has been done
strictly in accordance with the Industrial
Disputes Act. The other information re-
lating to individuals, I do not have with

Shri Manubhai Shah: Out of 1276
essential consumer goods etc, 1171 are
iraders and about 90 are higher people like
.industrialists or men who possess factories.
The arrests are for hoarding, blackmarket-
ing, charging higher prices—for different
offences.

Shri Hem Raj: May 1 know whether

any clue was got from these traders or other
persons  about  officials; if so, whai is the
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number of offidals and what action has
been taken against them?

Shri Manubhai Shah: Officials also have
been arrested and action is being takem
against 32 officials. 1 will give the designa-
tions of some, if you like. They are: Assis-
tant Food and Supply Officer, Jullundur; As-
sistant Inspector of Police, Patiala; Market
mg Insp Kulu; Ind jes Officer, Hia-
sar; Palta District Food and Supply Control-
ler, Hoshiarpur; constables at Bhatinda
Police Station; Shri Surendra Kumar Gupta,
Sub-Inspector of Food and Supplies. They
are officials of different levels in different
departments.

Shri Hari Vishnu Kamath: May I re-sub-
mit on a point of order that the amswer
is incomplete?

Shri Manubhai Shah: For instance, the
District Commissioner of Ambala is looking
into the conduct of Inspectors of Food
Supplies in other districts. They have taken
care to see that there is an independent in-
vestigation as far as possible.

Shri Indrajit Gupta:. In spite of the
figures which were given by the hon. Minis-
ter in the beginning of his reply, I want
to know whether it is not a fact that the
overall impact of this drive so far in Punjab

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Shrimati Ramdulari Sinha: May I know
what are the conditions under which the
managernent of a corporate body is taken
over by the Government and whether such
conditions are satisfied and what will be
the total recurring and non.recurring
liability that the Government will have to
undertake in taking over the management?

Shri Shafi Qureshi: This question has
been  answered many times. Whenever
there Is a grievance or a complaint about a
mill not runnirlg due to inefficiency or
difficulties of mi it or absol
plant and machinery or financial difficul-
ties, the State Governments refer the mattey
to the Central Government. Then am
investigation committee is appointed under
the Industries (Develof and Regula-
tions) Act. After the report of the Com-
mittee is submitted, the Government thinks
about the feasibility of taking over the mill.
Then, an authorised controller is appointed.
As for the finance. It is the authorised
controller whe  makees a reference 1w
Government that such and such amount of
money should be made available so that the
mill can run smoothly.  There is no
question of referring the matter to any
corporate 'body,

Shri Priya Gupta: In the case of banks,
there are certain security arrangements taken
by the Government of India when they fail.
May 1 know whether in the case of textile
mills also, Government are thinging of any
such security measures before a textile
mill is opened so that inbetween the mills
mayv not close down due to certain reasons?
If no such schme is already there, may I
know  whcther steps will be taken by
Government to finalise such a scheme, be-
cause we do require textile mills in our
country which will be run properly?

‘Shri Shafi Qureshi:. For the information
of the hon. Member, I must state that out
of about 600 mills, it is only a question of
about 17 mills which are closed at this time,
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Whenever any financial guarantee is re-
quired by the mills; Gevernment guarantee
that, and the money is made available to
them, and then it is for the banks to see
whether thé mill hag got enough apital and
enough asets in order to ensure that the
money which they advance is state.

Shri Priya Gupta: Instead of allowing
the mills to be closed down, may I
know whether Government are thinking of
any security arrangement?

Shri Manubhai Shah: The compensatory
action is twofold. Wherever there is a mill
which has gon old and decrepit, we im-
mediately issue a new licence for a much
larger capacity so that all the working forces

are absorbed in that very place, Secondly;

under the reirenchment compensation
scheme passed by this House, there is
adequate provision for retrenchment com-
pensauion.

Shrimati Vimla Deshmukh: May 1 know
the names of the closed mills and since
when they are closed?

Shri Shafi Qureshi: The four closed mills
are: The Sawatram Ram Pershad Mills,
Akola; the New Pratap Spinning and
Weaving Manufacture Co., Ltd., the Vidar-
bha Mills, Berar; and the Aurangabad
Mills Ltd.,, Aurangabad.

CALLING ATTENTION TO A MATTER
OF URGENT PUBLIC IMPORTANCE

REPORTED DEPLETION OF RICE STOCK IN
KERALA AND PROPOSED CUT IN RICE RATION

Shri. A, V. Raghavan (Badagara): I call
the attention of the Minister of Food,
Agriculture, Community Development and
Cooperation to the following matter of
urgent public importance and request that
he may make a statement thereon:

“The rcportey depletion of rire stock
in Kerala and the proposed cut im
the rice ration.".

The Minister of Food, Agriculture,
G ity Develop t and Cooperation
(Shri C. Subramamiam): It is a fact that
the stocks of rice available with the Gov-
emment for distribution through informal
rationing that is in force in Kerala have
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become depleted. This is  the leanest
period for the rice crop scason and stocks
of rice available with Government ‘of India
have fallen to a low level all over the
country and not in Kerala alone. As the
House is aware, we had a shortfall of 84
million tonnes of rice. We bave stepped
up our imports of riee to the maximum
extent possible. It is expected that with
the steady arrivals of the rice that hag
been purchased abroad and with the
relcasés from the stocks from the surplus
States, it will be possible to keep the distri-
bution system gning till the gituation im-
proves with the harvesting of the new rice
crop. The Government is watching the
position very carcfully and is doing cvery
thing possible to maimtain supplies to the
State. There is no propusal for any imme-
diate cut in the rice ration in Kerala

Shri A. V, Raghavan: May 1 know what
is the quantity of rice required this month
and what is the present stock position in
the State?

Shri C. Subramaniam: Generally I do not
give the stock position. But we have ade-
quate rice to meet the situation for distri-
bution during September.

Shri Kappen (Muvattupuzha). Are Gorv-
ernment aware that many,families in Kerala
today do without a facal a day and the
price of rice in.many parts of the State
ranges from Rs. 280 to Rs. 3:00 and even
at that price rice is not available, while in
the neighbouring State of Madras the price
is much lower? What steps are Govern-
ment taking to rush rice to the State amd
also_ ...

Mr. Speaker: Not so many questions.

Shri Kappen: Is it also a fact that the
shortage of rice is due to corrupt practices
in some of the checkposts? What steps arc

Government taking to remedy this situa-
tion?

Shri C. Subramaniam: As far as the
distribution is concerned, it is only m

Kerala State that every individual is assured
of a supply of rice and wheat; it happens
in no other State, and it is only with regard
to the extra quantities available that some
people purchase in the open market. Even
with regird to the open market price,
prices in Madras have also ghot up; if any-
thing, in my own district adjacent to Kerala,
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it is much more than in Kerala. This is
bound to be because this is the leanest
season, the pre-harvest season, The harvest
is coming in Kerala just now and also in
October. As a matter of fact, during the
last two weeks there is a significant drop
in the open market price in Kerala.

shri P. Kunhan (Palghat): Is it not a fact
that all sections of people have pat forward
a persistent demand that they must he
supplied 180 gms. of rice? What is the
rcaction of Government to that demand?

Shri C. Subramaniam: At present, we
tannot consider any increase, It is with
great difficulty that we will be able to mam-
tain even the present level.

Shri A. K. Gopalan (Kasergod): He has

said in his statement that the stocks of rice
ilable with G have b

depleted. He also stated that it is possible
to keep the distribution system going till
the situation improves with the harvesting
of the new paddy crop and also with stocks
available from the surplus States, With
regard to availability from surplus States, ig
it a fact that the availability was much less
than the target? Also as regards the
barvesting of the new paddy crop, is it trut
that due to a bad harvest, there s a
shortage? 1If so, what steps are Govern-
ment taking to avoid an immediate cut in
the rice ration?

Shri C, Sub Unfort ly, less
year even in the so-called surplus states,
the production was very much less than
before. Therefore, they are not in a posi-
tion to supply as much as we expected from
them, In spite of that, I have given an
assurance’ that it wouwid be possible to keep
the distribution system going by imports
and also reliance on whatever quantities
we are able to get from surplus States.
They are also coming to our help; in spite
of difficulties in their own States, they are
giving us some quantities for distribution
in Kerala.

Shri Tridib Kumar Chaudhuri (Berham.
pur): The Minister stated that it would be
possible because of imports and also sup-
plies available from surplus States to keep
the distribution system as it is going. But
has he taken into consideration the fact

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that although this is the lean season, it has
always been the complaint in Kerala that
the rice quantum there is very low?
Taking all these things into consideration,
may | know whether there is any proposal
at least to increase the import quantum,
or is there any possibility of getting add:-
tional imports in the near future, so that
something can be dohe in K=rala?

Shri C. Subramaniam: We are trymg to
get as much import as possible. Unfortun-
ately, rice is a scarce commodity in the
world market, but . we have searched
throughout the world, and wherever rice
was abailable even at a high price, it has
been possible for us to purchase and we aic
getting them. As far as the rice content in
the ration of Kerala is concerned, I am
surc the hon. Member will make a com-
parison between what is distributed in West
Bengal and in Kerala, As a matter of fact,
Kerala is getting a little higher than what
is being given in even West Bengal.

(i) The ‘Champion” brand match boxes
are special deluxe match boxes of hand-
made matches made by Kora Gramodyog
Kendra at Bombay. ‘These matches are
made by the Kora Gramodyog Kendra in
boxes of 25 sticks and the regular sale-
price of these match boxes has been 10
paise per box of 25 sticks. These matches
are non-standard fancy matches which are
made with the approval of the Central
Excisc Deparument; the sticks are better-
made and superior and carry the highest
rate of duty in the Excise Tariff for
matches, Although the regular sale price
of these match boxes is 10 paise per box
of 25 sticks, the Local Price Reduction
Committee of the Khadi Gramodyog Bha-
van at New Delhi authorised the reduction
in the selling price to 7 paise per box in
the case of some old accumulated stocks
of such match boxes. This old stock was
cleared finally on the 18th of August, 1966
and from the 19th August, 1966, a fresh

Dr. L, M. Singhvi (Jodhpur): 1 am
grateful to the Members who participated
in the discussion on the statement of the
Railway Minister with regard 1o railway
accidents  The hon,  Minister, Mr. 5. K.

dence of railway accidents is twice as much
as those on the bLroad-gauge lines,  This
is not merely an accident, and it is
not correct to say therefore, that a mere
zonal reorganisation would not cure the
problem of accidents on the metre-gauge.
Certainly, a rcorganisation of that ‘sort is
one of the wost basiz things which should
be attempred bl)' the Government. The
Government have .variously and at various
times reacted in this matter by saying that
there is a posnihility of creating this zonc
aml at other times they have said that
there is no immediate possibility of creating
this zone, T would like to sce that the
Government comes out at least with a com-
mitment in principle, accepting the sound-
ness of the idea, and perhaps giving us a
phased pi-ugramme if their financial strin-
geney is  at  present such that it does not
permit them 1o take up the programme of
zonal rcorganisation immediatelv. 1 hope
the Government will not allow its policics
and its assurances 1o lapse into lethargy and
that this House would take the reassu-
rances not merely through the disarming
candour and the spirit of accommodation
of the hon.

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Shri- P. K. Deo (Kalahandi): Sir, before
the House takes up further discussion of
this Bill, before anybody points out, 1
think it is my duty to inform the House
suo motu, pointing oui the inadverient
mistake that has occurred in my speech
yesterday, While quoting from the judg-
ment of the Madhya Pradesh High Court
im the case of Khubchand Baghel v.
Vidyacharan Shukla, I read out a wrong
line; it was by mistake, I request that it
may be deleted. The relevant line in that
regard should read as follows:

“Thus, it is clear that those allegations
are false, It is also difficult to see
how a person of normal intelli-
gence and decency could commit
any honest mistake in this regard.”

1 am very sorry about this thing. I
apologise to you and to the House,

Shri K. L. More (Hatakanangle): S§ir, I
welcome this measure, At the outser, I
congratulate the Law Minister on bringing
this measure, I would like to make two
observations on this occasion. The first is
regarding the security deposits,  The
Report of the Election Commission on the
third General Elections has recommended
the increase of the security deposit to
Rs, 1500 in the case of Lok Sabha and
Rs, 750 in the case of Assemblies. In my
humble opinion, this increase is not good.
The report of the commission says that
there were a large number of light-hearted
contestants, who had no suhsiantial elec-
toral support; they were coming into the
contest only to gain something or strike
bargains, etc, Therefore, they had recom-
mended that the security deposit should be
increased. But in my humble opinion, this
increase is going to bring many hardships
to the poor candidates who have subs-
tantial electoral suppori, especially the
scheduled castes and scheduled tribes.
These poor people will be put to very
great difficulty, Therefore, this recom-
mendation has not been accepted by the
Minister and T congratulate him on that,
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My second suggestion is about election
cxpenses. The report says that the maxi-
mum limit laid down at present is
Rs, 25,000 in the case of Lok Sabla, and
for the Assemblies it waries, . In some
States, it is Rs. 9,100; in some Rs, 8,000,
Rs. 7,000, Rs, 6,000 and so on. That limit
4s not ‘the same in all States. That dis-
crimination is still there, I am not in
favour of all these maximum limits be-
cause, as observed in the repbrt, the limits
are not maintained. Money should not
play a role in the elections, because the
intention of the Constitution is that there
should be free and fair elections,

In order to achieve this end, the end
being fair and free elections, money should
not play any role at all, Therefore, I
am of the view that it should be the
responsibility of the Government or an
independent machinery like the Election
Commission to provide such circumstances
or occasions where nobody could bring into
play money.

In this respect, I want to make onc or
two suggestions, A candidate has to spend
money on printing pamphlets, advertise.
ments, on propaganda work etc, They
have categorised 'the items for which
"expenses are incurred, They have also
made an observation with regard to the
limit, If the propagands work is under-
taken by the Election Commission it
would be a pood thing, The most impor-
tant thing is just to publish the names of
the candidates, The candidates must be

known to the voters. Tf the Election
Commission just makes a provision for
common advertisement, then it would

lessen the work and reduce the expenditure,
Tn the report it is said that there should
be publicity of the names with photo-
graphs and there should be provision for
broadcasting also, It was about posters I
was saying that there should be a common
poster for each constituency in which the
names of all the contesting candidates
should be there with the photographs and
it should be placed before the voters, This
will lessen the necessity of expenses. .

Another thing is, we should not attach
any value to these corruption matters etc.,
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(Amdt.) Bill
which arise from money matters and ex-
penses, If this work is undertaken by the
Commission and the responsibility of
advertising or publishing the names of the
candidates on a common board or some
thing like that is taken over by them, then
it will lessens the expenses.
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The next point that I would like w make
is regarding the voters. The report has
said that the system of giving the woters
identity cards with photographs attached
is impracticable, But that is what is need-
ed, It will be a golden day when the
Representation of the People An is so
amended as to incorporate this, provision
and arrangement is made to give the voters
identity cards with photographs attached.
This will lessen false personification and
other evils of elections.

With these few suggestions, Sir, that elec-
tion expenses, as far as practicable, should
be lessened and that the maximum laid
down at present should be minimised. I
support . the motion, ’

Shri Alvares (Panjim): Mr. Speaker, Sir
after the experience of three elections, it
was proper that Government should bring
an amending Bill to improve the method
of elections and also to make the represen-
tative character of elections more perfect,
But we find that instead of being com-
prehensive about it, the Government have
only made certain provisions and not a
complete and wholesale review. If I con-
cede that the elections are free, it must
also be said that the elections must be fair
also, The elections are undoubtedly free
to a very large extent, but democracy
would not serve its purpose if the elections
are not fair also. Certain provisions have
been omitted in this Bill because the
Government is hesitang to incorporate those
measures recommended by the Election
Commission which would make the elec-
tions fair as well as free

Sir, right at the outset, may I thank the
Government for making representation to
the Lok SabFa from Jammu and Kashmir
an clective process, Hitherto they were

nominated by the President, hereafter they
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will be elected. Thercfore, we  welcome
this suggestion amd the provision whereby
the Members of Lok Sabha from ]alumu
and Kashmir will be clected, At the same
time, may I join the Secretary of the Cong-
ress Legislative Party when he said that so
far as ‘occupicd Kashmir' is concerned we
must make a symbo}ic reservation  of  an
additional two seais 1o the Lok Sabha
which may be kept unfilled,  The Jammu
and Kashmir Legislative Assemblv, T under:

The next point [ would like to refer to
is in respect of fair elections, The Election
Commission has undertaken a  rather com-
prehensive review of what would constitute
fairness, Tt is not enough if the cleciions
are merely free, They must be fair also so
that there is a conveyance of the feeling to
the public that this democracy has the
wherewithal to survive all vicisitudes, parti-
cularly, in the question of clection expenses,
1f elections are frec, then, what makes them
mot fair? Tt is submitted bv the Election
Commission, in a review, that the clection
expenses contribute to its non-fairness, if 1
may usc that word.

In the first Representation n[ the People
Act, a candidate was enquired to submit
the total expenses as election expenses, In
a subscquent amendment made, there is a
dichotomy,  division ~ of responsibility,
wherehy a candidate is required only te
submit a list of expenses incurred by him
personally, Tt is well known all over. that
in addition 1o the moncy that a candidate
spends himsclf, for which a limit is Taid
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10000 in a
constituency—now  all  constituencies  are
single-member  constituencies—there is  a
large awount, a large volume of expenscs
incurred by the political party 10 which
that candidate belongs. We have Lad the
experience in Bombay in the last clections,
where lakhs of rupees were spent by the
party sponsoring  the candidate, or by his
friends, or other allied institutions, in the
North of Bonrbay, Each party has clection
expenses running into lakhs of rupees, Heae
is an instance where o statitey provision
of limitation of expenses is by-passed, and
the Government, bv ‘not accepting this
recommendation of the Election Commission
whereby the wiality of expenses from any
souree’ shoukd be limited, has kept the door
open, or lefie a leophole,  for  every
organisation to spend a lot of money which
is not accountable and  the account for
which is not necessary to be filed before the
Election Commission,  Thercfore. 1 would
suggest that the Government should accept
the suggestion of the Election Commission
that the ity of  cxpenses  incurred,
cither by the candidate himsclf, or by any
pelitical party, or association. or friend,
should be accountable for, because other-
wise this limit of Rs. 10,000 for a parlia-
mentary constituency has no meaning and
has no relevance,

the corporate sector to the political funds

i have got two more points. One is in
regard to the question of election officers,
A very salutary provision has been accepted
here whereby the district election officer
is now an officer of the Election Commision,
It would have been better if a more
specific  provision
whereby, in addition to the officer being
an officer of the Election Commission, he
will be entirzly undes the discipline of the
Election Commission., It is obvious that
the Election Commission cannot set up
the entire machinery for the whole of India
to conduct the elections. The Election
Commission has namrally to relv on the
State Governments, While it relies upon
the State Government for the conduct of
the elections, the officers of the State
Governments are not entirely under the
discipline of the Election Commission,
Therefore, we find a situation wherein, as
for instance in Gonda, in the election of
Shri Dandeker, the electoral officer was
pressurised by the State Government to
indulge in certain malpractices, I am sure
that if the district eicction officer is now
brought under the total discipline of the
Election Commission, and not made liable
to answer to the State Government, all
these malpractices could be avoided,

Lastly, the High Courts have been made
responsible for trying election cases, I am
glad that election tribunals’have been done
awiay with, They were costly and dilatory
and often they got hamstrung because of
writ petitions or stay orders from High
Courts, The tria] of election cases by High
Court is something which is welcome, and
we do hope that many of ‘the dilatory
tactics will have been eliminated, decisions
will be coming soon, apart from being
not costly, I do hope that early justice,
speedier  justice and cheaper justice will
come  because of the provision for
eliminating the tribunal and entrusting
that work to the High Court,

Se,
nobody can claiim that a munority party is
ruling the mation, Since that party has got
a majority of votes over the other parties,
it has got the right to mule in a
democracy, »

After we enacted our Constitution, we
Lave had three elections and the fourth
one is fast approaching. The world has
applauded us by saying that democracy
has succceded in India, We have got
adult franchise, That has also succeeded
and the elections have so far worked well,

Under this Bill the work of the election
tribunal is being entrusted to the High
Court, I doubt very much whether this
change will result in expeditious disposal
of .election disputes, This change can only
avoid a writ petition or stay order to the
High Court from the tribunal, We expect
that all the election petitions should be
disposed of within six months of the
elections? 'Whether it is pomible or not,
it is for the Law Minister to see, 1 want
only to express my doubt how far this
change is going to result in speedy disposal
of cases, .

Coming to election expenses, in a country
where poverty is rampant, I ‘find that more
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and more money is being spent on
elections, When we say that we want to
usher in socialism and the socialistic
pattern of society, if the election expenses
are going up every time, how can the poor
peasants or other poor people come to this
House by contesting the elections? Now
the submision of the election expenses is
merely a farce and nothing else. 1 doubt
whether the p P ion will tigh
the return of election expenses,

It has bheen suggested that judges or
district courts should be entrusted with the
election work, In a big country like ours,
with a large number of polling booths
spread over the villages, can we find
sufficient number of judicial officers to
tun the entire election machinery, So, the
election machinery has to be run through
the revenue authorities of the State
Government, At the most, we can have
an agent of the Election Commission to
supervise the work of these officials, There
is no other alternative. Therefore it is not
possible that the judiciary can be entrusted
with this work,

Then, yesterday it was observed by some
hon, Members that in the case of Members,
who are disqualified because of corrupt
practices, the disqualification should not be
removed i diately, T e ly agree with
the suggestion that in the case of one who
is disqualified for -a corrupt practice if the
disqualification is removed immediately and
he is allowed to contest again and come
to this House, that is not a happy thing
for democracy, 1 feel that such things
should not happen. We should see that
when corrupt practices are proved by a
court of law and are held as proved by
a High Court, whoever he may be, he
should not be allowed to conmtest and the
removal of disqualification, whether he is
A or B, is not a happy thing for the
working of democracy.

With these words, I feel that the measure
before the House may help to carry smooth
elections and next time we may find that
the representatives of the people returned
to this House are better in quality so that
we may have better working of democracy,

Mr, Speaker: Shrl Ram Sewak Yadav, .

Mr. Speaker, Sir, I welcome this Bill.

$hri Gauri Shankar Kakkar: But I am
very sorry to say that whatever report the
Election Commission has submitted is not
a very exhaustive report and has not
covered other aspects so that free elections
are guaranteed, 1 would point out some
salien; features of this Amendment Bill and
the other items which have been ignored
by it,

Th first thing is that the election tribunal
has been abandoned and now for an
election petition the jurisdiction is the High
Court, A new forum has been created, In
this respect T will submit only one thing,
If the Judge of the High Court is to try
an election petition, the convenience of the
litigant or the petitioner is to be looked
into, That would be possible if the Judge
were to go to the District headquarters,
sit there and do the case. A number of
witnesses are to be examined, a number of
documents are to be filed which are to be
scrutinised and  sometimes, when the

~ handwriting is challenged, even the experts

are summoned; so, if the High Court Judge
has to decide the election petition sitting
in the High Court, it would cause much
expense and inzonvenience t¢ the litigant.
So, if at all the election tribunal is to be
abandoned and the High Court becomes the
forum, the judge should go to the District
headquarters, sit there and dispose of the
election petition, That will lessen the
expenses and will also be convenient to
the witnesses, That is my submission.

Then, I find that here one clause is still
retained about disqualification, If a
Member has been found to be disqualified
on account of indulging in corrup: practice
by the pronouncement of a High Court
or any other forum, that is by a judicial
pronouncement, 1 fail to undemtand how
an administrative forum, the Election
Commission, has been given the right to

condone it and make him all right for
contesting the election, That is a sort of
an insult to the judiciary, Once a person
bas been found to be disqualified on
account of corrupt practice, for that period
he should not be allowed to contest any
clection; otherwise it will mean that the
pranouncement of the judiciary is being
undone by an administrative machinery,
that is, the Election Commission,

With regard to the ailotment of symbols,
s0 many years after independence we have
noticed how the ruling party, the Congress
Party, riding on a pair of bullocks has
come to this stage, In our side and
everywhere the saying is prevaleny that
bullocks hardly have any intelligence, It
is said so in UP; Tyagiji knows it—

Shri Gauri Shankar Kakkar: Sometimes
the performance herc and ou'side also goes
to ventilate this fact. When the eloctorate
of this country is ignorant, illiterate, poor
and backward, let there be a provision for
the change of symbols at least after every
election, Let them leave the bullocks and
take some other symbol and then let them
show whether they are able to atiract te
clectorate, That would be most proper
and that would show what Shri Tyagi was
vaying yestérday that he would welcome
that the Opposition Members should have
a say in the Joint Committee with regard to
this legislation, I submit that there is some-
thing magic in the pair of bullocks, * Why
should there not be a change of the
symbol, when in India election is to be
conducted on the basis of the symbol on
account of the ignorance of the electorate?

Then, it has been said by the Election
Commission that on account of the
multiplicity of candidates sometimes they
are not able to manage the election affair,
I find from the repert of the Election
Commission that during the General Elec-
tions of 1962 the independent candidates
for the Lok Sabha secured 128 per crnt
of the votes in the country, There should
be a provision to allow genuine indepen-
dent candidates, who have succeeded in the
last election, to retain the symbol which

: SFITET
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they were allotted during the 1962 elections,
It is not always that ifdependent candidates
are being set up as has been said by the
Election Commission by this side ¢r by that
side. 1 have the experience of facing a
Minister of Siate of the Government of
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*India and I can say in this House how

official influence,undue influence, is being
excrcised, specially when a minister is in
the field, 1 would have been glad if the
Election Commission had gone into those
fears, 1 suggest, the Law Minister should
ascertain - as to how many licences for
revolvers and guns are granted, how many
loans are advanced, how much grant is
advanced during one month or two months
on the eve of elections, They are genuine
fears and the Election Commission has nat
looked into them, I you look into all these
things, that is, granting of licences, giving
contracts, giving quotas, giving grants and
loans just on the eve of elections in order
to lure the electorate of this country, there
would be innumerable cases. There will be
figures which will come out and sy that it
is not a free election which your democratic
set-up is guaranteeing, When I had to
face the Minister in Fatehpur, which is a
very poor district, both the suites in the
imspection house were got reserved for
45 days for the Minister who was contesting
the election, The District Magistrate, the
SP and other officers were dancing
attendance on him all the time, Then
there are other things. When a minister
is moving, there is some sort of awe or
fear, If you really believe in a democratic
set.up, then you should allay all appre-
hensions from the electorate and the
candidates who are opposing you in the
clections,

J find, during 1961, there was some
amendment to the effect that if there is
recourse to religious or  caste sentiments.
that will amount to corrupt practice, May
I tell you one thing? When only four days
were left for the poll, that Minister<I will
not mention his name because he is not
here in the House—overnight came forward
with pamphlets showing pandit such and
such and that pandi; was the State Minister
facing the election, It is a recurring
offence from the very beginning committed
by such responsible persons who have been
Secretaries, Administratorg and what not.
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My submission is that there are certain
things indluded which amount to an offence
but there is an open play of these offences
being committed by the ruling party and
still no cognizance is being taken of all
that,

There is no denying of the fact that in
order to have deep roots of democracy, there
should be free elections and without any
influence of the Government. For that, I
may submit, the Law Minister should come
forward with a comprehensive amending
Bill of the Elections Act. This would
hardly suffice.

In the end, 1 submit that there is an
All-India Voters Council registered in Delhj
ot which the hon. Speaker happens to be
the President, This is a non-political body
and 1 would suggest to the Law Minister
to take notice of that institution which is
a non-political body whose aim and purpose
is to educate the electorate to elect proper
candidates for Parliament and State
Legislatures,

In this Bill, 1 find that a provision has
been made for disqualification of the
contractors and others, There is one parti-
cular provision that if a Government e¢m-
ployee is found to be an election agent of
any candidate, he shall be fined etc. I sub-
mit that this is a redundant clause. A
Government employee will never come for-
ward to become an election agent. But
what they do is that they are exercising
their influence for the ruling party candi-
dates, There should be a provision that if
it is manifest or proved that there has been
any undue influence or any sort of favouri-
tism by any Government servant, he should
be punished and awarded rigorous imprison-
ment, That provision should be there and
this redudant cause will not give any
remedy.

1 conclude by saying that all this should
be an eye-opener to the Congress Party who
have gone into three General Elections and
they should work for the ideal democratic
set-up of the conutry,

Shri G. N. Dixit (Etawah): Mr. Deputy-
Speaker, Sir, I thank you for giving me this
opportunity. T have to make two or three
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suggestions to the Law Minister, to the
Joint Committee and also to the House,

The frst one is about the Delimitation
Act. Unfortunately, as our Delimitation
Act is constituted and as the provisions
have been made in the present Bill, we are
going to deprive this Parliament of certain
powers, As has been said, the Parliament
has been always world-over zealous as mot
to give up powers but to snatch more
powers. What is the position in England?
Under Article 105, we have said that unless
there is a law made by Parliament, the
powers of the Parliament shall be the same
as prevailing in the United Kingdom.
Now, in the United Kingdom, the positior
is like this. There is the Redistribution
of Seats Act of 1949 and by that Act there
are three or four boundary commissions
and the work of these boundary commis
sions is that they make a report to the
rarliament. When their report comes u
Parliament, the final power vests with the
Parliament to increase the number of seats
or not to increase the number of seats, to
accept the delimitation or not to accept the
deliniitation. The same position obtams
in the United States of America.

What we did was like this, In article 82
of our Constitution, we have said only so
much that the Parliament shall appoint an
authority to make re-adjustment as a con-
sequence of the census in such a manner as
the Parliament may direct. Now, that
provision of the Constitution has not said
that the decision of the Delimitation Com-
mission shall be final. Article 105 gives
the same powers to the Parliament as are
given in the United Kingdom by the Redis
tribution of Seats Act. Therefore, my sub-
mission is- this, I have.read the debate on
the Delimitation Bill in which my friend
Mr. Tyagi participated and so many other
hon. Members participated and it was said
during that debate by every hon. Member
and also by the Deputy Minister who was
piloting the Bill that this body was a quasi-
judicial body. A quasi-judicial body cannot
be a law-making body. Tt you say what
you have 3fated here, it will have the full
force of law or it will be the law. Then,
it will be giving very wide powers to a
quasi-judicial beody.

This point needs consideration as to how
to adjust the powers given in the Constitu-
tion under article 105 to Parliament and
under article 82 and how to k&‘p in view
that the Delimitation Commission may be
constituted by the High Court Judges but
that does not go 2 long way and act against
the mandate of the Parliament. After all,
in the Delimitation Act, we have given
certain directions to the Delimitation Com-
mission to act in a particular manner,
There must be some provision to see that
the Delimitation Commission does dot act
contrary to the mandate of Parliament,
But, as we have said in this Act and as
we have said in that Act, interpretation
can be made that the power of the
Delimitation Commission is complete and
that when it makes delimitation, it
becomes the law. This is my first suggestion
for the consideration of the Government.

My second suggestion is about the work
being assigned to the High Courts to decide
the election petitions. This is a very good
thing. But some difficulties must be kept
in view. The most important difficulty is
that about the election petitions, the
burden of proof is as in a criminal trial
and the procedure is as in a civil court, It
13 very necessary for a Judge of the High
Court or of a tribunal to be fully conver-
sant with both the criminal law and the
civil low, Anybody knowing only one law
cannot be a proper person to decide the
case, Previously, the District Judges knew
both the civil law and the criminal
They were the proper persons to be ap-
pointed. Then, about appointing a special
Bench of the High Court, only those Judges
must be appointed who are fully conversant
with both the criminal and the civil law.

Another point is this, So far as the
procedure is concerned, you will have to
amend the procedure as in the Civil Pro-
cedure Code because if the same procedure
is in the High Court and if there is delay
according to the entire procedure of the
Civil Procedure Code, then your intemtion
of expediting election petitions will be
marred, Therefore, you will have to sub-
stitute a middle-course, that is, the session's
trial procedure and you will have to find
a via media for the procedure tor having
expeditious hearing.

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The third point you have to keep in
view is this that there should be no appeal.
Then, in the High Court also, time will be
taken.. Either you make a law that there
should be no appeal, that the judgment of
the single judge will be final....
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The Minister of Law (Shri G. §. Pathak):
That has been proposed in thas,

Shri G. N. Dixit: That is all right. Then
I am sorry.

There is another thing about qualifica-
tions and disqualifications, 1 personally
feel having been in this House for four or
five years that one of the most important
purposes of the Parliament, apart from
other purposes, is to enact law and when
it is its purpose to enact law, the body
which enacts law, the people who enact
law must be law-abiding.  (Interruption) .

I said that they should be law-abiding.
A law maker is not a law maker umless he
abides by law.

Therefore, 1 suggest that this may also
be included as one of the disqualifications
that if the Speaker, either of this Parliament
or of any Legidlature, certifies that a parti-
cular person is habitually -breaking the law
in the Hopse, as has been habitual in this
House, he should be debarred from stand-
ing for elections. This is my suggestion. I
say that if the Speaker certifies that a parti-
cular person has got the habit of breaking
the rules here in this House or in any of
the Legislature, he should be disqualified . .

Shri Gauri Shankar Kakkar: I rise on a
point of order. The hon. Member is saying
about breaking the law inside the House,
Is it possible? Breaking the law inside the
House Is something very serious. I might
say that there have been no instances of
breaking the law inside the House. If it
ir interpreted like that, it is a very serious
thing because it amounts to violence, Is it
propei? .

Shri G. N. Dixit: May I meet the point
of my hon. friend?
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Mr, Deputy-Speaker: There is no point
of order here.

Shri G. N. Dixit: The rules of this House
are Jaw. My friend, being a lawyer, must
know this. The rules and regulations of
this House are law.

This is my third suggestion.

Shri K.-C. Sharma: 1 congratulate the
hon. Law Minister on his having brought
forward this amending Bill. 1 would like
to make just one submission in this connec
tion. OQurs is a great democracy. It is a
new experiment that we are having, per-
haps the first in the world, with 480 million
people, who have fought three elections
successfully. Despite many comments from
my hon. friends opposite, I dare say with.
out any fear of contradiction that never in
the world has” any other country with 480
million people fought elections so fairly,
so peacefully and go mcqﬂsfully as India
has doné these three general elections. It
is to the credit-of-the Thdian people, and
it is ingrained in them as a discipline; it
is their old tradition to rise to the occasion
when it is a question of the whole nation,
when it is a question of the whole people
or a question of the future of the genera-
tion being at stake. We are capable of
rising to the occasion, and we have given
enough proof of it, and I feel proud that
our people have done it, and I expect that
our people will do it again.

Anyhow, there are two great tendencies
in the world which we have to reckon
with. Now, the world is one, and we can-
not afford not to be affected by what goes
on beyond our country. In this connection,
I would like to read out from Iam T
Bluhm's Theories of the Political System
Mill’s observation on thig matter. He says
that there is a power clite, and the power
elite manages the affairs so well that the
candidates of their choice will contest the
clections and also win, they will hold
th= power and they will get what they
intend ‘to get. The common men have no
voice. The press is in their hands; the

- public platform is in their hands. The
common man in the factory or the man in
‘the fields is helpless. They do not” have
security of their person; they do mot even
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have the right of living as ordinary animals
in the world, if the power elite does not
wish it. Bluhm says:
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“Whatever else it may mean, freedom

means .. "

Freedom meang the right to be free. That
right to be free is meant only for the power
elite,

“Whatever else it may mean, freedom
meang that you have the power to
do what you want to do when you
want to do it, and how you want
to do it. And in American society,
the power to do what you want,
thg power to do what you want,
requires money .7,

Shri D. C. Sharma: And. where you want.
Shri K. C. Sharma: He further sayn:

“Money provides power and power
provides freedom.”. '

Sir, 1 come from a village, and 1 have
scen able-bodied people begging and kneel.
ing down, and our position is no betterif
we compare ourselves with the American
Power. Therefore, so long as we are
evonomically backward, to talk of freedom
has no reality behind it, To be free under
such circumstances has no meaning at all.
In order to be free, i order to be respect-
able and in order to have dignity and
freedom, the first responsibility of our
people is to see that we are economically
strong and selfrelient. The second thing
is to educate our people for an under
nourished people have no future, neithér
have the unskilled.

The othier influence on our people and
our economy and our social life is one
which believes in what is called the dialec-
tic system. What is this dialectic system?
The Instance 1s given of a sced. A sced
is thrown into the soil; the seed fades away
and a plant rises in its place, and when the
plant rises, a soed is developed again; that
seed is a greater and better seed than the
former one. Simi].ar]]'. this society must be
made to fade away; it must be abolished,
and in the course of revolution, a new
society and a new order would drlfe in its
place here and then there would be super-
abundance and men would be free.
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In one way we are facing the danger of
the power elite in whatever shape it may
be. My hon. friend was saying that some
Ministers were bought and some Members
were bought. But I would submit that he
widl be the fool of a money-bag who will
buy a Member or a "Minister. What the
rich do is to have what is called corporate
government in Europe. They take hold of
the first class students in the college or in
the university and give them 500 dollars a
month and then those youngmen come
into the administration as the first secretary
or the second secretary and they will wield
the power. What is the wse of buying up
a Minister? What is the use of helping
him in Aghting elections? The power is
with the secretary. They bring their
persons there in the administration and
the government is carried on on their be-
half by thase sectetaries and others. There
is a system there; there is a logic there, and
there is a science there about how to get
the power from behind the curtain. So,
Ministers are never bought.

So far as the present Government is con-
cemed, I can confidently say that cur
Ministers have never been bought. What-
ever other fanlts we may have, at least we
have got something of the spirit and
teaching of Gandhiji in us, something of
the tradition of our ancient glory, and
there is no price that can buy a Congress
Minister. L[kt iy Tofi. friend rest asured
of that. The power is bought at some
other lewel.

. In conclusion, I would submit that in a
democracy there are certain obligatioms of
the citizenry. Firstly, they have to accept
the democratic system of Government. The
second is supply of information regarding
the government amd-its worklng to  the
common pegple. The third is active service
for national defence and the fourth 1is
proper tax payments.

Then there is the obligation conceming
public offices etc. Then the obligation to
vote in the election. Qut of the ten listed
here, I have read only five or six. The Law
Minister should incorporate some provision
for “compulsory voting, some provision
making it obligatory on the candidates to
accept the democratic system of govern-
ment, the obligation w be peacoful and
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law-abiding, as my hon. friend, Shri Dixit
said. No persqn should be entitled to come
here who is not ready to abide by the law.
The law-breaker has no right to be Law-
maker.

Shri §. Kandappan (Tiruchengode': Mr.
Deputy-Speaker, it was heartening to hear
some of our Congressmen fervently plead:
ing for fair elections. So I think there is
still some hope for democracy in this eoun-
try. Rut no amount of rhetoric expressions
of allegiance to democracy and fervent pre-
mises to uphold democracy will lead us
anywhere if Government de not come for.
ward even to accept the fair suggestions and
recommendations made by the Election
Sommission.

Yesterday Shri Tyagi went to the extent
of saying that the Government shouid come
forward to accept all the suggestions made
by the Opposition parties. We.are very
thankful for this gesture shown by Tyagiji.
But I do not expect so much indulgence
from the Government. The Opposition
would be very much satisfied if Government
come forward to accept the Important re-
commendations made by the Election
Comm ission.

In the statement of objects and rTeasons,
reference is made to two things, election
expenditure and multiplicity of candidates.
There are two recommendations of a vital
nature concerning these two points which
the Government have totally ignored. Re-
#erence has been made to the recommenda.
ton re: election expenditure by members
on both sides; strangely Government have
not accepted that. The Election Commis-
sion hag recommended that the number of
motor vehicles that might be wused for
dlectioneering purposes should be limited
to thsee in an asembly constituency and
six in a parliamentary constituency. It has
also recommended that the use of public
transport vehicles other than buses plying
on regular schedules should either be com.
pletely prohibited or strictly regulated on
the polling day dn all fairness, Gowern-
ment  should agree to accept these
recommendations, I am at a loss 1o under-
stand why Government kesitate to stralngh
way ‘accopt these,
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With regard to multiplicity of candidates,
this unhealthy, it not pernicious, tendency
is increasing. The Election Commission in
p- 124 of its Report has this to say:

“In regard to the unduly large number
of independent candidates, it is
common knowledge that many of
them only stand with a view to
striking a bargain with one or the
other of the serious candidates and
then withdrawing from the contest
for a consideration, or with a view
to splitting the votes of a small
section of the people on caste or
communal grounds. These are
tendencies which militate against
fair democratic electiong and should
be eliminated”.

On this, 1 would like to point out only one
thing. There are parties and groups even
now in many States which carry on pro-
pang on com 1 lines. I would cite
a particular case. In Tamil Nad, there
was a party called Commonweal Party which
was liquidated soon after Shri Kamraj be-
came Chief Minister of Madras State
Unfortunately for that party, itg leaders put
their interests above the party. So they
succumbed to the temptations and lures
offered by the Chief Minister, One of their
leaders was taken in the Cabinet and the
whole party was liquidated. Now the party
is again being revived. The leader of that
group along with some other communal
leaders are now raising this issue in Tamil
Nagd openly. It is rumoured that this is
being supported by Shri Kamaraj and the
Chief Minister Bhaktavatsalam and other
high-ups in the State hierarchy. I do net
know the extent of their complicity in this
matter. But I would like to ask Government
what for js our Constitution and what are
Government doing when there is open pro-
paganda on communal Tines, when there is
an open demand that the elections should
be based on communal lines. Why can’t
they be brought to book and profer action
taken against’them? This is a very serious
mater.

Shri Tyagi: There is no such thing.

Sbri 8. Kamdappan: There is I am pre-
pared to preve it. There are individuals
who are doing it.
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Shri Tyagi: The DMK might be doing
it, not the Congress.

This in itself is
eloguent testimony of their complicity in
this kind of propaganda. I know Gowern-
ment are deliberately refraining from doing
anything to counteract this because they
know fully well that their future lies only

. in splitting the votes. That has been our

past experience. I would plead with Con-
gressmen who still have some decency left
in them that they should abhor this kind
of practice, and in their anxiety to get into
power, they should not stop to such a low
level.

Also they should try to effectively identify
people who come to vote, The Com-
mission is at a loss to suggest any means
to give effect to this, It says it is not possi-
ble to issue voter's identity cards with
photograph attached,

1t may not be feasible, but still T think

men are already in possession of so many
cards reminding them of the death of
consumer goods in the country, let them
possess one more card which will remind
them of their responsibility. I think it is
not a difficult thing.

The most importap: question that has
been raised and that has occupied the time
of the House is that relating to the election
.xpenses, The Election Commismion, while
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saying that the change ~should be either
drastic or Lhe section should be abolished—
that was the recommendation of the Elec-
tion Commission—also said that although
the heavy expenditure now incurred by
is undersirable, it is not easy
to find practical, effective and generally
accepted methods which would make them
spend less, Now, the question for the con-
sideration of the House is whether any con-
crete proposals which may be effective and
which may be practical are coming forth or
have been suggested by the hon, Mem-
bers of this House, If you accept the pro-
posal that the amount should be enhanced,
that is impossible, that will be accentuating
the evil. Tf you remove Rs, 25000 ceiling,
you are taking away a curb on expenditure,
which curb is exercising restraint on at
least law-abiding people. On the other
hand, if you decrease the amount, then
again the question would be what should
be the figure which should be substituted
in place of Rs. 25000 or the sum for
the Legislative Assembly. If you retain
the present law and they say in respect
of some items the expenditure should be
incurred by the Government—that is the
suggestion by some of the hon, Members
—that again is not a practical suggestion.
Another suggestion has been made that the
State should run the election even for the
candidates, 1 submit that there has been
no concrete suggestion which may justify
any change in this section. Iy must be re-
membered that in the year 1961 when some
changes were made in this Act, at that time
too no change was suggested. So far as
this provision is concerned, it was introduc-
ed in the year 1956. Therefore, we have got
to take the practical aspects of the matter.
So far as the corporate sector is concerned,
we know that there was a section intro-
duced in the law in 1960 which aims at
limiting the donation given by the com-
panies to political parties.

Shri Tyagi: It has not been very healthy.

Shri G. S. Pathak: May be healthy or
unhealthy; then something healthier could
have been suggested. Tn some other mat-
ters also we have to remember that law is
not the remedy for every evil. After all
those who contest elections and come into
the legislatures, they can control their own
conduct and control our own conduct.
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Political education and public  opiniod,
electoral morality these are the things
which have 'got to be developed as is hap-
pening in England, where although con-
tests are increasing in number yet the elec:
tion petitions are .decreasing, there are
some corrupt practices which have become
unknown in England, Therefore, we

A suggestion was made about the multip-
licity of candidates, We must remember
article 84 which savs that a citizen
possessing certain qualifications has got a
right to be chosen as a candidate, Will
you not be taking away that right?

So far as
the observation on presidential elections is
concerned, that is not a matter relevant to
this Acy but to the Presidentia] and Vice-
Presidential Elections Act, You do not
make 2 law for rare occurrences, On the

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out, received just his own woite and one

more vote, You cannot treat such occur-
rences as serious occurrences and you can
not make a law for things which are not
happening: and, therefore, to suggest that
security should be imposed on the right to
stand for election to the office of the Presi-
dent is not a very good suggestion, and
therefore Government has not accepted it.

I assure Mr, Tyagi that 1
have examined the relevant provisions of
the law, I have not got sufficient time to
give details of the existing law and the
question would be whether the existing law
should be altered or some new law should
be made in order to effectuate the object
which Mr. Tyagi has suggested, That is a
serious question which 1 am considering.

Shri Tyagi: What is lhg existing law?

Shri G. S. Pathak: I will tell you. It
happens that sometimes we forget what the
law is and we do not apply thar law,

Shri Kashi Ram Gupta:. What is Mr,
Tyagi's point?

Shri G. §. Pathak:. His point is that
government servants must be punished in
case they take pary in the election process.

Shri Tyagi: They can vote but mot work
for a candidate,

Shri G. §, Pathak: I want to . remind
Mr, Tyagi-and this House that under sec-
tion 129 there is prohibition against all
those officers who take part in the election
work including the clerks and the junior
officers from doing any act which may fur-
ther the prospect of any candidate,

Shri Tyagi: Is it only advisory or there
is some punishment for breach of this rule?

Shri G S. Pathak: The punishment is
six months and fine. Police officers cannot
persuade, induce or influence. There is sec-
tion 171 C of the Penal Code. There is a
chapter on electoral offences in the Indian
Penal Code which applies to all persons
whether they are government servants or
not, )

Shri Tyagi:. What is the punishment for
the breach of the law?

shri G. 8. Pathak: Six months or fine or
both for breach of section 129,
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Shri Dade (Khargone): 171 C is only
meant for undue influence.

Shri G. §. Pathak: I have mentioned
171 C because in the speeches the ex-
presion ‘undue influence’ exercised by offi-
cers was repeatedly mentioned, Therefore,
the question is whether we should make
any new law or the law which exists is ade-
quate eneugh to meet the situation. There
are some 3000 constituencies for assemblies
and about 500 for the parliament and there
are so many officers, district magistrates,
special divisional magistrates and  almost
all of them are absorbed in the election
work and they are subject to this law. It
is also to be borne in mind whether yo
want to take away the right to express one's
opinion about any candidate withour a:
intention of influencing, that is to say, the
_right to vote from the Government servant.
Uinder the Government Servants Conduct
Rules, they are prohibited from taking part
in elections,

Shri Tyagi: Has anybody been convicted
so far? You have not asked anybody to be
dismissed on that ground.... (Interrup-
tions) .

Shri G. §. Pathak: I do not want to
detail you any longer on this point, There
are many matters on which I could make
some observations.

Mr. Deputy-Speaker, Sir, the proposed
Bill which 1 am moving for consideration
is 2 non-controversial measurc consisting of
two main The definiti of pro-
perty and the power to the RP to investi-

’ gate and enquire into the cases which power

they do not possess just now. The pro-
posed Bill is being sponsored i replace-
ment of the existing Railway Stores (Un-
lawful  Possession) Act, 1955, providing
for the proper investigation and prosecution
of cases relating to railway property im-
cluding goods in transit and also to provide
for deterrent punish being ded
to offenders connected there with. The word
“property™ hitherto was :elined as the pro-
perty which belongs 1v the railway. But
the property did not include the property
that is in charge of the railways and for
which we have got 'o pay in case it 15 lost.
Even though the unlawful posession of the
railway stores is an offence under the railway
Stores (Unlawful Pessession) Act, 1933, the
Act does not regulate the manner or proce
dure of investingation, enquirv, ets, into
the offences. The offences under the Rail-
way Stores (Unlawful possession) Act, 1955
are therefore enquired into in regard to the
provisions of the Criminal ocedure Code,
by the police of the land. In the proposed
Bill, the proccdure for investigation and
enquiry, etc., into the offences relating to.
the railway property is being provided.
That is also a change.

The nee] for inlmducins the Bill hbas
arisen because of the fact that the claims
bill which was 29 million in 1953%:54 rose
to 42 million in 196263, which was an
enormous increase. Apart from this, the
amendment of the Indian Railwavs Act,
1961. has cast a greater responsibility on the
railways in respect of carriage nf goods and
animals, Now the railways are responsible
for claims for losses, destruction, damages,
deterioration and for undelivered goods
tendered for despatch, unless it is proved
that such losses etc,, are due to an act of
God. - On account of these reasons, it has
become imperative for the Government to
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take effective steps to prevent such losses to
the railways.

Hitherto, the work was carried on under
the Criminal Procedure Code by the police
of the State, They have got plenty of other
functions and naturally this became their
secondary affair and therefore, the respon-
sibility now is squarely taken by the rail-
ways themselves. Due to he Government
Rilway Police being fully occupied with
the problems of law and oder and other
crimes including heinous crimes which would
necessarily claim their first attemtion, they
in fact do not have enough iime at their
disposal to pay as much attention as is
required to cases relating to offences against
railway property.

Then again, there is another difficulty.
The railways are spread over a large part
of the country and the property, etc, that
are entrusted with them are carried from
one part to another: it almost becomes an
all-India jurisdiction. Therefore, as the
juridiction of the State police is restricted
to its own State boundaries, it becomes
often difficult for the police to make a
through and fruitful investigation into such
offences. Besides, the investigation of cases
in respect of railway property requires a
special knowledge of railway working which
the GRP is not expected o possess. GRP
is the Government Railway Police which

looks after these things. Tt is an admitted

fact that during the course of the investi-
gation, information of valuable importance
is elicited from the criminals in respect of
&e modus operandi and the whereabouts
of their associates. It would, therefore,
follow that prevention, detection, investiga-
tion and prosecution of offences relating to
railway property are interdependent func-
tions which cannot be isolated trom each
other. Therefore, the power of investiga-

tion and enquiry must rest with the Railway °

Protection Force. It is, therefore, proposed
to replace the Railway Stores (Unlawtul
Possession) Act, 1955 by a more compre-
hensive Act which is the present one, so as
to bring within its ambit the unlawfol
possession  of goods entrusted to the rail-
ways for transit and to make the punish-
ment for such offences more deterrent. It
is also. at the same time, proposed to in-
vest the power of invut[ptim: of offences
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relating to Railway Property in the Rail-
way Protection Force,

Mr. Deputy-Speaker: There is no point of
order. Please sit down. Ndw, the time

allowed for this Bill is one hour. Hon.
Members will be brief in their remarks.
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Shri Nambiar (Tiruchirapallix Mr. De-
puty-Speaker, Sir, 1 have heared the speech
of the hon, Minister of Railways and 1t
appears al:mrding to him, ang it looks as
if it is an innocuous Bill. It is not so.
The provisions of this Bill will reveal that
this is mot such a simple Bill. If railway
property is stolen or taken away by any
unauthorised persons, they are to be puni-
shed. Everybody feels that there is so much
theft and pilferage taking place in the
railways. It must be prevented with a
strong hand. That is accepted. But this
Bill empowers the RPF with the powers of
the police—not only ordinary powers of
apprehension, but even of prosecution. I
am against such sweeping powers being
given to any force other than the police.
Suppm a theft takes p]ane in a State. The
first duty of the RPF is to prevent thefts
But if a theft takes place, the RPF must
find out the culprit and hand him over to
the police. The RPF itself should not pro-
secute. Otherwise, in a State there will be
more than one police force acting. Clause
2(1) says:

“‘member of the Force’ means a
person appointed to the Force, other
than a superior officer”.

That means even the Rakshaks will have
the right to apprchend and even arrest
without warrant any person who is suspec-
ted to be in possession of railway property.
Any RPF man can enter into a train, catch
hold of a passenger and say “You have
taken railway property. You are  under
arrest””. He can be straightway arrested,
put in a lock-up, without even a reference
to a megistrate and prosecuted without
resort to the man being produced before
a police officer,

Shri Tyagi (Dhar Dum): Suppose a person
tries to set fire to the bogey and is caught
red-handed. Should he not be arrested
straightway by the RPF?

Shri Nambiar: He should be handed
over to the police. There can be only one
police force in a State. Can you have two?
"Today you are giving this power tp the
RPF. Tomorrow, if P&T come forward
and say that they have got their properties
throughout India and.they must also have
a protection force which must have the
same powers as the police, then there will
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be three police forces. An industrialist may
say he wants his property to be protected
and he wants a force with the powers of
police, This is ridiculous. This power
can never be taken away from the police
and handed over to the so-called RPF. The
RPF has got a very good job to do, which
we appreciate. They must prevent theft
and pilferage. But as soon as they appre-
hend any offender, they must catch hold of
the person and allow the law of the land
to prevail.

Mr. Deputy-Speaker: His time is up. He
should conclude. Only 1 hour lhas been
akotted to this.

Shri Nambiar: This is a very  serious
matter; we cannot be hustled like this.

Shri Hari Vishnn Kamath (Hoshangabad):
Under rule 292, I move that the time for
this Bill be extended to two hours.

Shri Nambiar: Clause 6 says:

“Any superior officer or mempber of the
Force may, without an order from a
Magistrate and without a warrant, arrest
any person who has been concerned in
an offence punishable under this Act or
against whom a reasonable suspision
exists of his having been so concerned.”

We are giving powers to the RPF to arrest
people without warrant, without cven. re-
ference to a magistrate. Mere suspicion is
enough. If they misuse such vast powers,
what is the guarantée against it?

The Minister argued that the railways
are spread all over the country and if 2
theft takes place in one State, we will not
be able to get the asistance of the palice
in another State, .and so the culprit canmot
be apprehended. That is no argument
Suppose a murder takes place in one State
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and the murderer goes to another State. Is
the law of the land not sufficient to appre-
hend that man? Similarly the railwayg also
can do it. This shortcut method of giv-
ing powers to the RPF, aking them to go
all over the country and find out the cul-
prit is not proper. T opposc this method
of giving each and every member of the
RPF the powers of the police. This is
very dangerous not only to the rtailway
passengers, but to the railway workers also,

Let me give an example. Suppose a rail-
way worker doing work on the railway line,
after finishing his day's work, takes his tools
home. Anybody inimical to him can bring
an RPF man and say, “This is a theft".
The poor worker can be apprehended, ar- E 1
rested and put in jail. This is most dan-
gerous. Such vast powers should mot be
given to any one. It should be confined
to the police force of the State. I, therefore,
strongly object to handing over this power
to the RPF to this extent. It is against
natural justice and againil the establish-
ed legal procedure in the country, and it
has to be opposed tooth and nail.

Shri Shinkre (Marmagoa): There is mo
doubt that this Bill is highly necesary, es-
pecially in the context of what is happen-
ing today, when so many political parties
are indulging in acts of complete vanda-
lism, when so much of railway property is
being destroyed and a considerable part
thereof is bemg taken to soj unknown
destination. But my doubt is whether this
Bill is constitutionally right and proper.
Because, as it is, the unlawful posesion of
property, whether it belongs to the railways
or others, is a common offence which has al-
ready been prescribed in our penal code.
The penal code talks of receiving stolen pro-
perty. Receving stolen property and posses-
sion of unlawful property practically am-
ounts to the same. That being so, would it
not amount to somes sort of discrimination
that only in the case of raillway property
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there is a different treatment given to that
offence? 1 would respectfully submit that
the Railway Ministry should examine this
aspect of the matter and think in terms of
amending the respective section of the
Indian Pena] Code and bring the unlaw-
ful possession of railway property under the
common criminal law, instead of keeping
it as a separate law, bécause there will not
be any justification for keeping railway pro-
perty alone on a different foofing from the
treatment given to simiar offences in the
case of other property.

The argument of Shri Nambiar that the
Railway Protection Force should not be
given these powers does not hold any water,
to my mind, because there are several other
Acts under which we have given powers to
other forces. These powers must be given
to the Railway Protection Force, because
this is the only force that we can expect to
be effective all through the length and
breadth of the country, because railways
have property from the northern most part
to the southern tip and from the east to
the west. The State police, as constituted,
bhas so many restrictions and impedi
ments. ..... )

Shri Bade: India is one.

Shri Shinkre: India is ome, but the im-
pediments, restrictions and barriers that
the State police have to overcome and croes
are so many. So, why should there be any
objection to entrusting this power to the
Railway Protection Force? If you say that
the Railway Protection Force is corrupt, the
State police can also be equally corrupt.
So, we have to see which will ensure more
efficinecy. 1 have no doubt in my mind
that only by giving these powems to the
Railway Protection Force we can be sure of
some effective steps being taken in this com-
nection.

But, as I ‘maid earlier, my only doubt is
whether such a Bill could be enacted with-
in the framework of our common criminal
law. We know that this offence has al-
ready been mentioned and a punishment
prescribed for that. I know that by clause
(5) we are making this offence non-cognisa-
ble so as o take it away from the com-
petence and jurisdiction of the common
police. But whether it is proper to do
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is a matter that the Railway Ministry must
examine first, because it will amount to
discrimination, for the same offence is cog-
nisable when it concemns some other person
or even Government Property, other then
railway property, but when it concerns rail-
way property it is not cognisable. Whether
it is proper within the framework of the
common criminal law is the only point
which the Railway Ministry and the Gov-
ernment have to examine. Otherwise, 1
do not see any objection to this Bill as such
and, therefore, I support it

Shri Rane (Buldana): Sir, I rise to sup-
port the Bill. I do not agree with the
view which has been expressed by those
Members who oppose this Bill. In my opi-
nion, offences against railway property have
gome up. The destruction of railway pro-
perty is going on on a very large scale.

Mr. Deputy-Speaker: The hon. Member
will continue his speech the mnext day.

tence, moved by Shri Karni Singhji of
Bikaner, in regard to providing adequate
compensation to  goldsmiths who have
suffered loss- as a result of this measure.

I am right in saying that of all the
perverse pieces of legislation introduced in
this House during the last fifteen ycars,
futile legislation, legislation that runs con-
trary to the laws of economics and human
pature and has caused great harm and dis-

tress to lakhs of small people throughout .

the country, this Gold Control Act shines as
of the first magnitude, It has done such
incalculable harm ang caused so much of
distress out of all proportion even to the
professed objectives of this measure. I um
very glad that public opinion, the force of

public opinion, has made this Government.

retreat at least partially from
guided path.

I believe that the entire credit for this
reversal goes to the goldsmiths of India.
I would like to pay my tribute to this body
of men, small men, men without those
resources which big  business comman.is,
who have shown courage, a readiness 1o
stand up for themselves and a capacity for
sacrifice which, to its shame, big businecss
in this country, in its timidity, has not
shown all this time. I take off my hat ro
thie group of people, the small people, who
have shown what it is to stand up for
what they believe in, who have shown thie
courage of their conviction, in contrast
to Indian big business.
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1 would like to warn the goldsmiths that
the concession that has been made yester-
day by the Prime Minister is a very inade-
quate one. If they think that, by this con-
cessiorr they are going to be restored "o
their livelihood, they will be making a .mis-
take. This is a very deceptive concession,
made on the eve of clections. It is an
election dodge, meant to throw dust in the
eyes of these who are victims of this
measure. Nothing but the complete repcal
of this Act and its removal from the Statute
Book will do justice to those concerned,
whether they are peasants or they  are guid-
smiths.

In case the goldsmiths throughout the
country are misled by this, I am very glad
that in any event, in my constituency, the
goldsmiths seem to be more aware. This
morning my Party receiveg a telcgram from
the Secretary of the Rajkot Sonachandi
Karigar Mandal, which 1 should like to
read to the House to show that at least
some of them have realised what the state-
ment made by the Piime Minister means
and what it does not mean It says:

“SUCCESS OFTEN COMES TO
THOSE WHO DARE AND ACT.
IT SELDOM GOES TO THE
TIMID DO OR DIE. NO COM-
PROMISE. ADAMANT DEMAND
FOR COMPLETE WITHDRAWAL
OF GOLD CONTROL ACT IM-
MEDIATELY."”

That is the demand which we put before
the House. So long as the Act is on the
Statute Book, we shall not be satished, we
shall continue to agitate alongside of our
goldsmith friends.

When the Act was introduced here, it
was claimed that it would have three re-
sults: one was to lessen the so-called Jure
of gold; the second was to bring down the
price of gold; and the third was to stop
smuggling of gold. Let us sce—two fcars
have passed—what results have heen
achieved,

Has the lure of gold diminished? In
that case, let the hon. Minister tell us how
much gold has been surrendered to the
Government to show that the lure has
diminished.

-
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Has the price gone down? The Finance
Minisier—it is reported in the Statesman of
26th August, 1966—made an amazing claim.
He had the audacity to say:

“As a result of the Golg Control Order,
the value of the rupee in terms of
gold had stabilised.”

1 am amazed at this because the official
figures tell an entirely different story. I
shall now give the official figures showing
the rupee price of gold on the 31st March,
1964, 1965, 1966, and on lst September ihis
,,rzr.

On the 31st March, 1964, before the Act
was put on the Statute Book, the price of
primary gold per tola was Rs. 13061, On
sbe $1st March, 1965, ie. three months
after the Act was put on the Statutc Book,
* the price had risen to Rs. 142:69. On the
315t March, 1966, the rupee price was
Rs. 161.28. In five months of this year,
i.e. from 31st March, 1966, tdf 1st Scptember
the price has gone up to Rs. 167.90. In
ether words, in one year, the price went
up by Y.25, in the second year by 1299
and in the last four or five months by 4_.14
per cent, This is a reply to the Finance
Minister who has tried to mislead us,
There is a close coordination between the
fall in the value of the rupee and the rise
in the price of gold. The plain fact is
that, so long as the value of the 1upee goes
down, all prices rise and the price of gold
also rises,

The Tthird claim was about smuggling.
Has smuggling stopped? Will tne nun.
Finance Minister tell us by how wucn sinug-
gling has gone down? Will he give wus
figures of gold confiscated during the fast
two years to show that smuggling has
stopped? We know that smuggling goes on
and, so long as there is a wide margin bet-
ween the Indian price of gold and the
international price of gold, smuggling will
go on. If on the one hand the risk ot
smuggling has risen, on the other hand
the margin of profit has risen and pcople
will take risks for the sake of ~roht.

So all the three ohjectives of the Gold
Control Act have miserably failed. They
have failed because, as I said, it is an utterly
misconceived measure, going against the
laws of human nature and df economics.

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The traditional demand for gold .n this
country was based on the peasants’ require-
ments of gold as a form of secure saving.
That traditional incentive has been ag-
gravated by the inflationary policics ot this
Goverament which have made the rupee
worlhless. The other day a friend of mine
described to me the Indian rupee as
“V.C.10", and when I askeq him why he
called the rupee “V.C10”, he said because
the Indian rupee vanishes into the aw as
fast as the fastest jet plane, which is called
“V'C.10"

Therefore, there is no gold problem In
India. There is only a rupee problem. The
need is not for gold coutrol; there is need
for rupee control, and that is oue Lhing
which my hon. friends opposite will not
control, All that they can du is to decrease
the size of the oneTupee note, An an-
nouncement has been made recently that
the one-rupee note is going to shrink along
with its value because this will save wn-
rency paper and effect economy. This is
the kind of rupee control they opelieve m.
What is required is that the value of the
rupee must not shrink; the value »f the
rupee must be the same; an honest rupee
must be there which people accept as a
form of investment.

All this was foresecn. It is not for the
first time that we are saying it here. When
the Bill was introduced in this ITouse, my
hon, leader, Prof. Ranga, opposed it woth
and mnail. Mr. Dandeker spoke at later
stages. 1 had also appended my Mmute of
Dissent to the report of the Joint Com-
mittee. We foretold what would bappen.
From my Minute of Dissent appended to
the report of the Joint Committee, I will
read a sentence. This is what 1 eaid:

“The present Bill is an exercise m
futility. Worse, it recks of hypo-
crisy, since even its proponents
must know at the back of their
minds that every one of its provi-
sions will be violated.

“Tempted by the huge profit o be
obtained from buying gold abroad
and selling it  here, the smuggler
will continue his activity with an
added margin of profit balandng
the added risk of punishment.
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[Shri M. R. Masani]
Dealers and goldsm‘il'ha will conti-
nue to make 22 carat arnamcnts on
the sly instead of making them
openly and honourably so long as
the women of India prefer the real
article to the 14 carat variety
enjoined by this law. All that this
measure will suceeed in doing is
to tempt honest people to be dis
honest. 1t will lesson respect for
the law. It will help to create
opportunities for further bureau-
cratic barassment and corruption.”

Ang this was exactly what has happened in
the last two years. Now belatedly this Go-
vernment comes forward ang trics to buy
us off with illusory concessions, What we
require is a complete repeal of this measure
which has failed. 1t has to be.taken off the
statute-book, and if you keep it on the
statute-book it will become cven more of
a dead letter than it has been during the
last two years.

Now, there is no doubt that in the com-
ing years the value of the rupee is going to
fall and the price of gold is going to rise.
I make this forecast here that the price of
gold, in spite of these measures, is going
to rise for simple reason that the rupee
value is going to fall; and the rupee value
is going to fall because of the Fourth Plan
which the cabinet has accepted and which

. was laid on the Table the other day.

This Fourth Plan, Shri Asoka Mehta has
boasted, has not deviated in any way,
according to him, from the memorandum of
1965. What an admission for a Government
to make! Since the memorandum was put
on the Table in 1965 under the Prime
Ministership of Shri Lal Bahadur Shastri,
there was a war between us and Pakistun,
sensational development have taken place in
our international relationships, India has
gone bankrupt and our rupee has to be
devalued, All this has not had the sligh-
test effect on the wooden heads of the
Plamming Commission and the Cabinet, and
Shri Asoka Mechta comes and says “We have
not deviated from our memorandum of
1965 Why have fiot deviated? Why have
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you not scrapped that memorandum? kb
there no need to learn the important lessons
of the last fifteen years? How can you tell
us that what was valid in March, 1965, is
valid in September, 19667

This Government is going to reduce the
vilue of the rupee further, and because
they will do so, the price of gold will go
up. They may go on trying their best to
prevent it, but they will not succeed.

These present concessions have been justi-
fed and repeat of the Act has not been
accepted, because as I see, they want to
keep control on bullion. Two claims have
been made, the Finance Minister has said,
as he has been quoted in The Statesman
of the 28th August, 1966, that:

s

“State trading in buillion will help to
keep down the pric\e of snlr].," .

Have we ever learnt that State trading im
anything keeps' down the price of that
commodity? Can any one item of material
be shown where State trading or monopoly
has kept the price down? I read in The
Times of India ~f th> 28th Auogust, 1966,
that a survey conducted by rhe National
Consumey Service in Delhi shows that the
Superbazar prices are higher by 2 to 20
per cent than in the free market.

An hon, Member: That has no value.

Shri M. R. Masani: The Mational Com-
sumer Service is trying to serve the com-
sumer in whom we are all interested.

Shri B, R, Bhagat: It is bogus.

Shri D. C. Sharma (Gurdaspur): I get my
things from the Superbazar and the things
are cheaper there,

Shri M. R. Masani: The fact is that if
there is any item in which there 3 State
trading, then the prices of that item in-
evitably go up. Wherever there is State
trading, the prices go up, This is a law
of economics. Therefore, to think or to
suggest that because Government are doing
State trading, the prices will come down
is an entirely false claim.

Similarly, it is claimed that the conttol
on bullion will prevent smuggling. 1 have
already shown that, so long as the value of
the rupee goes down and so long s the giha
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price in India is much higher than the
price of gold abroad, smuggling will go on,
because there are people with an adventur-
ous spirit, people who will break the laws
for a margin of profit and who are pre-
pared to take risks for that purpose.

In this process, as my hon. friend Shri
Prakash Vir Shastri has pointed out, in-
calculable harm or damage has l'een done
to millions of people in this country. As
many as 20 lakhs of people have been
rendered unemployed. [ would like to
plead, in the spirit of the amendment
moved by* hon. friend Shri Karni Singhji,
that the ameliorative measures ang r:lief
measures should not stop on the ground
that these petty concessions have been made;
otherwise, a new injustice will be done on
top of all that has been done before,

Thousands of people bave been crucified
on the cross of gold, thanks to the policy
of this Government. We want to tell thuse
people that we ape with them, that our
solidarity with them will continue as it has
done from the wvery start, and that our
Party will not rest until this Gold Control
Act is blotted out from the statute-book
of India.

Right throughout the country, the Gold
Control has been opposed hy the millions
of our countrymen, not because it affected
the rich people of our country but because
the masses and the poor people were affect-
ed adversely, I do not know how far it is
true, but it is eaxd thut close to 450 people
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died in some way or other as a result of
this unfortunate measure, As Shri Shasfri
very rightly said, if this be the case, it is
a matter of great shame for any govern-
ment to bring about legislation whick
could have resulted in the loss of humam
life.

The announcement made by the Primc
Minister yesterday which brings alwout
certain amendments 1o the existing Gold
Control Act has been hailed by certain
section of our people in the country, but
I feel that it is an election stunt. 1f the
same thing had been brought m about four
months ago or at the tme of the AICC
session at Bombay, there would have been
some grace at least, but now to bring about
this small concession at a time whén the
clections are coming close by proves that
whatever grace there could have been abo
been lost. 1 only have one fear in my mind,
that the Government may reintroduce this
immediately after the elections. I hope that

For any welfare State to some totally
ignore the feelings of the people in a demo-
cratic set-up is indeed unfortunate. [ hope
that this Government will now realise that
they cannot flout the feelings of the people
for any length of time, Legidation brought
in without adequate care or planning does
no credit to any government. 1 would
only read a portion from the Evidence befote
the Joint Committee presented to the Lok
Sabha, A colleague of mine, Dr. L. M
Singhvi, asked the question:
“Did the Committee have ociasion to
form an estimate of the resources
required for an adequate and mti-
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factory rehabilitation of unemploy-
ed goldsmiths?” ’

The reply to this was given by Shri S. S,
Khera, Cabinet Secretary:

“No.  'Wé were working purely by rule
of thumb. We were limited by the
time at our disposal”.

That a measure as important ¢s this that
could affect millions -of people in  the
country should have been worked out by
the rule of thumb is a matter of very great
shame and regret to all of us.

Mistakes are made by any administration.
This reminds me of what what my tfather
once told me when 1 was a little boy. He
said that the greatest of man will make
mistakes but it takes an cven greaterman
to be able to own up the mistake. I hope
that when our Government make mistakes,
they will not wait three or four years and
let the people of this country suffer before
this own up their mistakes but bring in
legislation to change bad laws whenever
they feel the time is due

While supporting my amendment for
adequate compensation for the goldsmiths,
I will go on to say further that Government
should not insist on the repayment of lcans
granted as a rchabilitation measure. Alt-
though there is an assurance that those
goldsmiths who have been imprisoned will
be released, I hope that each and everyone
of them will be released, that Government
may consider compensation in kind by
giving equipment for small home and cot-
tage industries connected with gol,d;mi_lhy.

Let us bear ome’ thing in mind, that
whatever hardships have come to omr poor
goldsmiths in our country have certainly
not been as a result of their fault. It was
brought about because our own Govern-
ment brought in a measure without careful
thought, without even realising how ad-
versely the poor man in the street would
be affected.

I shall close my remarks by saying only
this much that our Government which is
#0 much obsessed with western ideas should
realise that all western laws, customs, eic.,
paat be haposed on the castern mind.
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In our country, for whatever it is worth,
gold has a certain intrinsic value tor the
people. It may be that in America vr other
countries pure gold cannot be kept by the
people, but the same cannot be applied to
our country because the yardsticks are
different. 1 believe even Mr, Kamaraj, the
President of the Congress Party, has voiced
his feelings against gold control, and 1 am
glad that at long last the Government has
‘brought about certain amendments to
awmeliorate the rigours of this law,

I shall close with just one remark, Let
us not in future make the same mistake as
we have done this time. You brought in
prohibition and you brought in the ex-
penditure tax, now you bring this gold
control and scrap it ton. The people of
India are not here to be experimented with.
You have been in power nearly 20 vears.
I am sure any Government in power 20
years must have learnt a lession or two.
I hope no new experiments will be foisted
on the people of India so that the Govern-
ment and the people may have to suffer
in the long run as a result of this.

Shrimati Vimla Devi: Mr. Chairman, Sir,
without going into all the aspects of gold
control, the Government suddenly in 1968
promulgated the Gold Control Order with
the object of stopping smuggling, to bring
out the concealed gold, reduce the price of
gold, wean the people away from the love
of gold and to make the people invest in
the eco ic de tal plans. But
none of these five objectives has been
achieved.

The Government wanted to stop smuggl-
ng; but smuggling iy on the increase
after the Gold Control Order came into
Hﬂg. The Gover have fi d
only five per cent of the smuggled gold
whereas Rs. 40 crores to Rs. 50 crores worth
of gold is being smuggled into this country.
Onme-fourth of it is going into the making
of ornaments and three-fourths is being
hoarded. Instead of chasing the hoarders
of gold, the Goverminent always choose the
umall people and the goldsmiths who are
using just one-fourth of the quantity. They
are very much afraid of going and search-
ing the houses of big people. When one
or two houses of big people were being
scarched, the Finance Minister imme-
diately interfered and them he was apolo-
gising, rather, he was seeking the apology
trom the Enforcement Directorate who
went to check these houses. To the appeal
of the goldsmiths and the smaller people
the Government was deal. They always
wanted the Opposition to give concrete
suggestions, put they have not followed
even one concrete suggestion out of the
suggestions given by the Opposition. When
the Gold Control Order was promulgated,
we said that smuggling would mnot be
stopped unless the bullion market was
brought under Government control. But
they did not want to do it. They said
that the Government camnot buy because
they cannot lose foreign exchange. Anyhow,
Rs. 5R crores worth of foreign exchange
was lost. S0, I am glad that at least now
they are considering the bringing of the
bullion market under their control.
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Fhen, let me refer to the investment of
gold by the common people in our deve-
lopment schemes. The common people are
afraid of investing in banks because, after
the experience of the Palai Bank, they are
afraid of investing in private banks amd
also  because they do nor believe im
Mundhras and Jains. What about the
Government? They do not want to mvest
in the Government schemes because after
collecting the poor tax-payers' money, the
Government are investing it only om
Dharma Tejas who swindle the Govern-
ment’s money and through the Governmest
they swindle the people’s money. 3o,
before the Government asks the people w
invest in these schemes, it must win the
confidence of the people to make them
mvest in the schemes.

What about women? Mcn aiways say—
at least not all but a few Congremsmen
always say—that women are very much i
love with gold, much more than their
husbands; that they want to hoard gold;
and they say, why not give up gold. Let the
Government give the women or the girls
sccurity, education, employment and a right
in their fathers’ property. If this is dome,
the women will give their gold to the State.

Shrimati Vimla Devl: .... I shall confine
my remarks to a few points. I want the
Government to scrap the Gold Control
Order completely.” T éhall proceed with the
subject point by point. I do not agree
with Shri Masani when be said that the
bullion market cannot be, controlled by
Government.  Surely, they can afford t»
buy gold at the international market rate
and supply the people To some extent—
do not say totally—smuggling could be

stopped that way. The bullion market
must be brought under Government
Control.

It the Government are golng to follow
the concrete suggestiong from wus, then I
will give one suggestion.

be able to confine themselves to a ceiling.
I do not want any hoarding in the form
of ornaments also. Hoarding in ornaments
is alw bad.

I do not congratulate the Government on
having given the concession, as was said
by the Prime Mimister. 1 congratulate, om
the other hand, the valiant people, the
goldsmiths and others who fought for three
years and suffered for this cause, They
were on the path of agitation, and because
of that agitation, and because they had
the full backing of the middle-class people
and gthers, they were able to win this con.
eesion from the Government. 1 am oom-
vinced that any amount of question or
solution of problems raised m the House
by the Members are not acceptable to the
Government, but that when there is a big
mass agitation of the people, nnly then the
Government are driven to come forward
with their proposal. I congratulate the
goldsmiths and others, for their success.

Lastly, I want that all the goldsmiths
who have been in jail should be released.
Suicide cases have been launched against
many of them, but who is going to launch
cases  against the murderers of three
hundred goldsmiths?

Finally, 1 want that the loans
which have been given to the goldsmiths
should not be cut down.

Shri Hanumanthaiya (Bangalore City:
Yesterday, the statement made by the Prime
Minister on gold control has brought almost
universal satisfaction. The Gold Control
Order met with great opposition when 11
was made. Many of us, even in the Con-
gress Party, felt that this measure may work
hardship, may result in waste of money,
may not be able to succeed in achieving
its objective. Yet, in spite of our befter
sense, we allowed this Order to be  pro-
mulgated and worked. Subsequent events
showed that we were justified in our appre-
hension that the Gold Control Order was
doing more harm than good.

In the month of April, during the last
session of Parliament, I had the opportunity
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to propose the scrapping of the Gold Con-
wrol Order on the floor of this House. I
quoted even the author of the measure,
Shri Morarji Desal, to show that he was
also in favour of scrapping the Gold Con-
trol Order, because he wag not satisfied with
the way in which it was being implement-
ed. Whatever may be the reason, he was
of that opinion. Members from all the
sides of the House, whether it was the
Communist Party, Swatantra Party, Con-
gress Party or the PSP, and the Members of
the other House were of the view that it
was time that we revised the Gold Control
Order sp a8 to see that its harmful effects
are done away~with.

But, Government took a long time. They
appointed a Committee. It is a revealing
thing that when a Committee of officials
was appointed, it did not see what the
public feeling was, what the public demand
was. It saw from its ivory tower what was,
m its opinion, good for the country or for
the economy. We often say that in a demo-
cracy the people are sovereign.  Having
said that, we behave like sovereigns
ourselves. Here is an instance where public
opinion has exgressed itself and yet those
people who are in the ivory tower, went
against it.

The Gold Control Order has got both
good and bad aspects. S0 far as hoarding
geld is concerncd, it is necessary that this
Order should remam. Here I have got
1o make a suggestion. Very few of us have

understood the place of gold visa-vis
currency. In the international monetary
world, people are thinking of reform.

France, in particular, is advocating the
return of currency to the gold standard. I
am not prepared to say that is a desirable
thing, but I am only pointing out that
people have begun to think, very great
people, people who have got experience,
people who are experts in the line,  have
begun to think in terms of restoring the
gold standard.

About ten advanced countries of the
world are also engaged in the discussion as
to what form of ‘international currency is
necessary to métt the demands of the time,
What 1 am pleading T that we have to
think afresh on the problem of gold, its
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place in our economy in relationship to the
currency. U you leave it to permanent
offidals, they will not be able to see what
is happening beyond their files or probably
beyond their air<onditioned rooms. This
is a matter where a person has to keep his
eyes and ears wide open not only to what
is happening in this country, either in the

villages or in the towns, but in the world.

1, therefore, earnestly suggest to Govern-
ment that a committee must be constituted
of the concerned people to  examine the
problem of gold atresh. This is being done
in the world. This is being done by all
thoughtful people in the world. We wake
up top late to solve this all-important pro-
blem which either makes— onr - currency
value more or less we will not be able 1o
take a decision in time, unless we make a
thorough study in advance.

This revision of the Gold Control Urder
should have been done carlier. The opinion
of Members of Parliament was disregarded:
the opinion in the country was disregarded.
S0 much suffering was occasioned.  They
only wanted to consult a few officials and
they did comsult them. The advice that
was given was not, as everyone knows, con-
ducive to democratic or set-up. This baby,
the Gold Control Order, nobody was pre-
pared t hold. The Finance Minister also
was not prepared to hold it. Ultimately,
it is the Prime Mimister who summoned
courage enough to handle it and handle it
I am, therefore, specially thank-
ful to the Prime Minister that she handled
this issue wisely and in a way that is
acceptable to the people.

One suggestion I shall make and close
my speech.  So far as all those people who
have been arrested in connection with the
agitation against the Gold Control Order
are concerned, they in 2 way stand justified
Therefore let them be released immediately
and let a happy atmosphere be restored in
the countrv.

Shri A. K. Gopalan: Mr. Chairman, the
announcement of the Prime Minister yester.
day i the House to modify the Gold Con.
trol Order will no doubt give some relief
to the goldsmiths and the gold workemn.
The demonstration of the goldsmiths in
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front of Parliament has been withdrawn
and 1 will request that those who were
arrested should be released immediately and
the cases against those people should be
withdrawn,

1 would have felt grateful if these steps
had been taken three years age. The Gov-
ernment after cruel harassment of the poor
goldsmiths for more than three years after
reducing the families of thousands of gold-
mmiths into destitutes, leading to suicides
of hundreds of goldsmiths, after beating to
pulp a large number of goldsmiths, firing
and teargassing them and after putting
thousands of gold workers into prisons—
after all this—is coming forward with this
modification.

The plight of the goldsmiths during the
last three years can be compared only with
the plight of Indian artisans who were
turned into destitutes under the regime of
the British East India Company.

While modifying the Act the Govern-
ment also proposes to  maintain  certain
provisions to” continue the harassment of
the goldsmiths. Therefore the concessions
are only partial and will not satisfy them
to the Ffullest extent. These halfhearted
measures will not solve the basic problem.
T want to state th:it I am for mobilising
hidden gold for the cause of the country; I
am for putting an end to the smuggling of
gold, but these moble aims. which are sup-
posed to be the purpose of the Gold Con-
trol Act, are sought to be defeated due to
the policy of the Government. The gold-
smugglers have been carrying on their acti.
vity merrily despite the penalties provided
by the Act. The Customs officials continue
to play an important role  abetting  this
crime and the Gold Control Act has not
obstructed the anti-social practices. Gov-
emnment knows very well how gold is being
smuggled into this country. Exporters
deliberately under in voice thelr products
while exporting their products and illegally
obtain a higher amount through their
agencies abroad. This illegally acquired
foreign exchange is brought in the country

in the form of gold through smuggling.
Since the price of gold is much higher in
India than the prevailing intemational
prices, these smugglers get a higher return
for their transactions. This is golng om
since long and the Government is [fully
aware of it. But the Government has not
been able to stop this smuggling.

The other day, it was pointed out in the
House that there is a big gap between the
value of exports and the amount of foreign
exchange earned. The businessmen respon-
sible for this either deposit the part of the
foreign exchange eamed in foreign banks
or smuggle it in the country in gold chips.
The much advertised raids organised by
the Customs officials are often resorted o
compel the gold smugglers to pay more
bribe. Though Walcot has been arrested,
there are many more such Walcots who are
enjoying official patronage today.

As far as the production of gold is con-
cerned, I want Lo point out that in 196162,
India produced 136498 ounces of gold
while in 196667, the production is esti-
mated at 110,000 ounces.

Mr. Deputy-Speaker:  Tihe hon. Member

should conclude now.

Shri A. K. Gopalan: I want to point out
that the question of all the questions is
whether the Government is serious to pat
an end to the smuggling of gold by nation-
allising all the export and import trade and
whether it is keen to unearth all the stocks
of hidden gold. The operation of the Gold
Control Order during the Tast three years
is a convincing proof that there is not an
iota of concern in the approach of the
Government to these important issues. So,
if the Go.ernment does nor want to change
its bullion policy drastically and punish
severclv the gold hoarders  and smugelers,
then it is better that the Act be scrapped.

Shri Umanath (Pudukkottai): If I bave
understood the position taken by Shri M, C,
Chagla on the question of allowing thesis in
the respective Indian languages, he has
stated that the institute will permit the
writing of thesis in the various Indian
languages provided two conditions are
satisfied, And it is on those two provisos
that I want to ask a question, The first
is adequate materia] in the language being
available; second, competent supervisors
and examiners being available, I think this
Institute has been there for the past ten
years. I would like to know whether any
investigation was undertaken by the
Institute to find out if adequate materials
in various Indian languages are available
and also whether competent supervisors and
examiners are available, If so, what was
the result? 1If not, whay steps have
Government taken to bring about a
situation in these two directions?

Shri Sezhiyan : Are Government aware of
the growing apprehension in the minds of
the non-Hindi people that all the Insti-
tutions of higher education and research
of an all-India character happen to be
situated in Hindi-speaking areas, due to
which there is an increasing pressure and
coercion to make these institutions of
all-India character just Hindi institutes,
and that being so, there is need to establish
institutes of higher education and research
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with the same facilities and ecentral assis-
tance in the non-Hindi areas, especially in
the south, so that they could go on with
that and keep up the same standard of
work without linguistic fanaticism from
outside?
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Shri N. Sreckamtan Nair (Quilon): In
view of the fact that this Institute is
carrying on post-graduate and research
studics, in view also of the fact that there
must be some uniform standard tor students
as well as teachers, and in view further of
the fact that there is scarcity of teachers
knowing Hindi and examiners knowlng
Hindi and also of books in Hindi on the
various subjects handled by the Instirute,

- may I know whether it is the policy of

Government to surrender to the pressures
exerted by the Hindi fanatics and
imperialists and allow the standard of
universities education to be lowered so that
we become a laughing steck in the world
in matters of international importance?

Shri Rajaram (Krishmagiri): I want fo
know whether because the Institute of
International Studies happens to be located
at Delhi, Government are thinking of
introducing Hindi inside the Institute,
removing any chance for other regional
languages like Tamil, Gujarati, Malayalam
and others. I was told tha; there was no
teacher or professor in the Institute to
teach in other languages like the ones I
have mentioned and that this Institute has
no research study so far undertaken in
any other language. I want to know from
Government whether they are going to
maintain any standard in consonance with
the standard of - education in foreign
universities,

We have
professors and teachers from all over India,
We have professors from abroad; students
from abroad have come to this institution,

given by people who have come from
abroad and who have been tremendously
impressed by the very fine research work
that is being done in this school.
