Will the Minister of Petrolenm and
Chemicals be pleased to state:

(a) whether a high-level investment
delegation recently visited India to
discuss Japanese capital participation
in the development of petro-chemical
industry in India; and

(b) if so, the outcome of
visit?

The Minister of State in the Minis-
try of Petroleum and Chemicals (Shri
Alagesan): (a) A gix-member techni-
cal delegatinn of petro-chemicals ex-
perts from Japan sponsored by the
Japan Consulting Institute in India is
presently touring India to get ac-
quainted with the various petro-
chemical manufacturing programmes
‘in India and to explore the possibili-
ties of collaboration, The technical
delegation will be returning to Japan
by the 10th October, 1964. A report is
expected to be submitted to the Gov-
ernment of Japan and the Govern
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ment of India based on which the
prospects of flnancial collaboration
wil] be explored.

(b) This will be known after the
delegation returns to Japan and sub-
mits its report along with any pro-
posals for collaboration.

Shri D. C. Sharma: May I know
whether this delegation is interested
in the whole complex of our petro-
chemical industries or only in some
partg of it?

Shri Alagesan: We should like 1o
await their report; only then shall we
be able to know the extent of their
interest.

Shri D. C. Sharmn: How long will it
take Government to receive the re-
port, consider it and arrlve at some
kind of final conclusions? Can any
approximate time be given for that?

Shri Alagesan: Even if the dele-
gation's report ig received by the end
of October, it should be possible for
us to take a decision thereon within
a month or two after that.

Shrimati Savitri Nigam: What were
the terms of reference given to this
committee? May I also know whe-
ther this committee is enquiring into
the possibilities of only collaboration
or the further prospects of making
this industry more and more use-
ful? o

Mr. Speaker: Where is the commit-
tee? Only a delegation is touring
round the country. There is no ques-
tion of any terms of reference being
given to a delegation.

Shrimati Savitri Nigam: Even if it
be a delegation,‘they must have come
for some specific purposes. What
were the purposeg for which this
delegation had come?
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Shri Alagesan: That has been suffi-
clently explained in the main answer.
They will go to various places where
we shal] have our refineries, examine
the possibilities of establishing petro-
chemical projecty and then make an
assessment.

Shri P. R. Chakravertl: May I
know whether Government have
worked out the financial involvement,
and if so, the extent thereof?

Mr. Speaker: That would be known
after the report is received,

8hri Kashi Ram Gupta: May I know
whether the collaboration with Japan
will be on Government level or
with private enterprise in Japan?

Shri Alagesan: This delegation con-
sists of representatives of private in-
dustries in Japan.

Shri Indrajit Gupta: May I know
whether any offers were ever reé-
ceived or invited for collaboration in
this fleld from any other countries
which are experienced in petro-che-
mical industries, or there is any spe-
cial reason why we went in for Japa-
nese collaboration?

Mr. 8peaker: The hon. Member
should appreciate that 'we are here
dealing with a particular country
only . ..

Shri Indrajit Gupta: I want to
know whether there are any special
reasons why the Japanese offer has
been more to our liking?

Shri Alagesan: We have been hold-
ing talks with various parties in Ame-
sica, in UK etc, But no definite con-
clusions have been arrived at as yet.

Dr. Ranen Sen: It was reported ear-
lier in this House that negotiations
were going on with a French firm.
May I know how far that has ad-
vanced?

Mr. Speaker: The Freach firm is not
relevant to the main question.

Bhri Oza: May I know whether
Government have taken a fina] deci-
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sion about which of the petro-che-
mical industrieg will be in the public
sector and which will be in the private
sector?

Shri Alagesan: That will take some
time, The whole thing is under exa-
mination.

Shri Li'adhar Kotokl: Did this dele-
gation examine the question of setting
up petro-chemical industries based on
natural gas produced in the Assam oil
flelds?

Mr. Speaker: They are touring
round,
Shri Alagesan: T am afrnid they

will not be visiting Assam. They will
go to other places like Koyali, Bombay
etc,

Shri Ramanathap Chettiar: Did the
Japanese delegation discusg the ques-
tion of equity participation ‘in our
petro-chemical industry or is it only
lending money by way of yen credit?

Shri Alagesan: 1 would submit that
we have to await the report.

House Collapse in Delld

*479. Shri 5. M. Bamerjee: Will the
Minister of Heme Affairs be pleased
to siate:

«&) whether his attention has been
drawn to the news regarding the col-
lapse of a double-storey building in
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the morning of 12th July, 1964 in
Delhi resulting in death of ten per-
song and injurieg to six persons;

(b) if so, whether any enquiry has
been made; ang

(c) if so, the findings thereof?

The Deputy Minister in the Minis-
try of Home Affairs (Shri L. N.
Mishra): (a) Yes, Sir.

(b) Yes, Sir.

(e) It was found that the house had
outlived its life, that the wallg of the
house were built with lakhori bricks
in mud. The Engineers of the Corpo-
ration expressed the opinion that due
to heavy anq incessant rains, water
had seeped through the brick-in-mud
walls and precipitated their collapse
and along with them the floor and the
roof.

Shri §. M, Banerjee: Is it a fact that
house-owners, specially ¢f Delhi, do
not repair their houses for years to-
gether with the result that the condi-
tion of the houses has become worse?
If so, would Government take any
action against them and compel them
to repair or renovate them?

Shri L. N, Mishra: There iz a spe-
cia] provision in the Delhi Municipal
Corporation Act, sec. 348, under which
there is a machinery to sttend to that.
The overseer Inspects those houses
and reports to the Assistant Engineer
and Executive Engineer. Action is
taken. Thev are asked to revair the
houses: if they do not, the Corpora-
tion on its own repairs the houses.

Shri S. M. Banerjee: Is it a fact that
apart from private houses, many
houses in colonles llke Minto Road
ani other placeg are beyond repair.
These gvernment quarters have not
been renovated by Government and
the nccupants have been asxed to stay
at their own risk. Will a census  of
such houses be taken and repair work
started?

Shri L. N, Mishra: [ cannot say
about particular houses, L1 there are
general instructions.
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Mr. Speaker: The questivn was
about a particular house,

Shri S. M. Banerjee: It arizes out of
that. Othewise, many houses wi!l col-
lapse every day.

The Minister of Staty in the Minis-
try of Petroleam and Chemienls
(8hri Alagesan): (a) and (b). On
behalf of an American Consortium,
an American firm hag submitted a
proposal for production and distribu-
tion of fertilisers to the extent of 1°
million tonnes of nitrogen, by the
end of the Fourth Plan period. The
firm has been allowed to undertake
a feasibility study to be completed
by the end of December, 1964. The
terms of participation etc, will be
known only - after - the - feasibility re-
pest is received,

Shri Indrajit Gupta: In view of the
fact that the present serious short-
fall in fertilisers has been found to
be due primarily to the failure of
licensed private sector units to come
up to the mark, am 1 to take it, in
view of the Minister's statement, that
henceforth Government intends to
rely more on foreign capital coming
into fertiliser production fleld rather
than on trying to set up indigenous
manufacture which has failed to
come up to the licensed capacity so
far?

Shri Alagesan: It is a question of
balancing the various factors. It is
very imperative that we should in-
crease our food production in as
short a time as possible, So, we are
attacking this problem on all fronts,
There are public sector fertilizer
factories, Some private parties have
also been licensed to establish ferti-
lizer factories. Now we are exp.or-
ing whether with the help of foreign
capital we shall be able to put up
these factories in as short a time as
possible.

Shri A. S. Saigal; May I know whe-
ther Government hag entered into
any agreement with the private manu-
facturere of the American group?
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Shri Alagesan: No, Sir.

Shrimatj Tarkeshwari Sinha: In
view of the fact that there has been
a shortfall of 40 per cent in the
Second Plan in the production of
fertilizer, this Consortium is coming
into the picture for the expeditious
disposa] of the production programme
of the Fourth Plan and the unful-
filled part of the Third Plan. May I
know whether the requirements of
the components and the raw materials
will be provideq by this Consortium
or they will maintain the same rigi-
dity in regard to this as in the matter
of providing aid, that is to say, all
the raw materialg and the components
for the fertilizer programme will be
available only from that country?

Shri Alagesan: It is a long ques-
tion.

Dr. L, M, Singhvi: But a pertinent
question.

Shri Alagesan: 1 do not deny it
Ladies always put pertinent questions
As far as the fulfilment of the target
laid down for the Third Plan is con-
cerned, it will not be possible for us
to achieve it and we have stated it
on the floor of the House. If the
proposal of the Consortium comes into
fruition, every attempt will be made
by us to see that at least by the second
year of the Fourth Plan we achieve
the target for the Third Plan.

Shrimati Tarkeshwari Sinha: My
question has not been answered. Be-
cause of the rigidity in the gvailabi-
lity of raw materials and compe-
nents. ...

Shri Humayun Kabir: May I point
out . ..

Shrimati Tarkeshwari Sinba: May 1
finish my question?

Shri Humayun Kabir: You are re-
peating it.
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Shrimati Tarkeshwari Sinha: When
the proposal is discussed with the
Consortium may I know whether an
assurance will be taken from it that
thig rigidity will not be maintained?

Shri Humayun Kabir: Ag the ques-
tion was repeated, there is nothing to
add. The powmnt 1s, we are trying to
enter 1nto an agreement with this
Consortium to overcome two major
difficulties, One is the question of
foreign exchange, An hon. Member
on the other side suggested that we
should not take foreign capital. But
he forgets that without foreign ex-
change ferti.izer factories cannot be
built and, therefore, we have to get
thig foreign exchange. With regard
to the question of raw materials etc.
they will be found in the country.
Whenever we enter info the agree-
ment, we shall ensure that all the
necessary factors are taken care of so
that by 1968 we not only fulfil the
target for the Third Plan but exceed
it by about 50 per cent.

Dr. L. M. Singhvi: May 1 know
whether Government have familiaris-
ed themselves with the tentative ideas
of the participants of this Consortium
about the raw material to be used
about the production programme,
about the capital outlay and by what
time how many fertilizer factories
would be made available as a conse-
quence of this proposal?

Dr. M. M, Das: Steps are being
taken to carry out this screening. We
are going to appoint some officers
who will take up this work,

Shri P. R. Chakraverti: May 1
know whether Government has con-
sidered the gquestion of putting the
refugees’ mind at ease because of
the stress and strain through which
they have passed by employing social
workers?

Dr. M, M. Das: Yes, Sir; there are
some officers, known as sewaks, who
have been employed and who are in
charge of sometimes 200 families and
sometimes 250 families or so.

Shri S. M. Banerjee: I would like
to know whether the living and
working conditions in these camps,
specialy in Madhya Pradesh, have
improved after those children and
others had died there; if so, whether
the inhabitants of these camps are
also given some sort of employment

Dr. M. M. Das: Yes, Sir; we are try-
ing our best to find employment for
these refugees. For the information
of the hon. Member I may say that
the living conditions in these camps
have been improved much,

Dr. M. M. Das: These families have
left of their own accord in spite of
repeated persuasions by the officers
in charge of the camps not to leave
the camps, The reasons so far as-
certained for leaving these camp; are
the following. Firstly, hot climate
of the locality and the tented accom-
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modation to which the migrants were
not accustomed; secondly, shortage
of water caused by sudden increase
of population; thirdly, inclination to
join relations in West Bengal—thus
has been a very potent cause; fourth-
ly, a large number of the refugees
who were in camps had thewr re.a-
tiong and friends settled in West
Bengal and they joined the campers
here to find out the possibilities of
rehabilitation facilities to be yiven
by the Government of India. But when
they found that the possibilities were
not wvery bright according to their
estimation, they left the camps; and,
lastly, desire to be settled on agricul-
tural .ands and reluctance to do any
manual labour. These are the few
causes whith we have found.

Tractors are required
for the enlarged programme of re-
clamation in States where land has
been offered for resettlement of the
new migrants, besides Dandakaranya.
In wview of the urgency, tenders have
already been invited for the import
of 15 Grawler tractors from U.S.A. for
which foreign exchange has been re-
leased. The number of additional
tractors required would depend on
the area of land available and suitable
for reclamation. Land surveys are
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being made and approximate Te=
quirements of additional tractors are
being worked out. The tractors will
have to be obtained from D.GO.F, or
imported from abroad depending c¢n
availability and foreign exchange re-
sources.

Shri Indrajit Gupta: May I know
the total area of these various pieces
of land, which are sought to be re-
claimeq for this purpose, and whether
it Is for agricultural purposes?

Dr, M. M. Das: Up till now, 1,864,000
acres have been made available tn us
or offered to us by the different State
Governments. Our estimation is that
out of this, 1 lakh acres will be re-
claimable, that is, will be fit for agri-
culture. Our programme is that every
year, during the working season for
tractors, that is. from the end of rains
to the beeinning of rain=. 60000 acres
of land should he reclaimed. The ex-
istine 12 units of tractors which are
wnTkine in Dandakaranva have a capa-
city of reclaiming only 36.000 acres of
land during one working season. For
the rest of the land, we have to find
new tractors.

and other varieties of cloth, telegraph
poles by ASCU treatment, Sal and
Teak round timber and sawn sec-
tions, Oils and Oil c1kes. In the next
working season, it is proposed to ex-
pand the centres and set up additional
centres.

2, For a comprehensive and real-
istic assessment of the potentialities
for the integrated development of the
region, the National Council of Ap-
plied Economic Research was request-
ed to conduct a survey of the area.
The Report of the Council disclosed
the presence of considerable mineral
and other resources and suggested
their utilisation by the establishment
of cement. paoer and other industries.
It also recommended the conducting
of systematic and regular fleld in-
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vestigations of the mineral resources
an_d carrying out a full techno-econo-
mic survey of the region.

3, The Revised Project Report of
the Dandakaranya Development
Authority also outlines the small
scale and medium industries which
can be gponsored by Dandakaranya
Development Authority or in co-ope-
ration with other Central or State
Government Agencies. A team of the
Smal] Industries Service Institute of
the Ministry of Industry and Supply
have recently studied the possibilit-
ies for small scale industries in the
area and their report is awaited.

In
fact the District Magisirate visited
the jail on September 22, 1984,
accompanied by the Additional Dis-
trict Magistrate and the Civil Surgeon,
Purnea and enquired from Shri Gupta
whether he was comfortable and was
being properly looked after. Shri
Gupta is said to have replied in the
affirmative and does not seem to have
complained of any ill-treatment.

Shri Hem Barua (Gauhati): There
ig a serious complaint that Shri Priya
transferred from the

Gupta was
Purnea jail to another jail without
the requisite permission. When he

had been to the other jail, the autho-
rities of that jail refused to accept
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[Shri Hem Barua.]

Shri Priva Gupta and he was shunted
back to the Purnea jail again. But
the Purnea jail authorities wouid not
accept him and there was a lot of
trouble. He had to stand for quite
gome time under a tree when the
sun was very bright and wvery hot.

Shri Warlor (Trichur): Mr. Spea-
ker, 1 welcome this Bill, at the same
time with certain reservations, In the
statement of objects and reasons, it is
stated that one of the major recom-
mendationg of the Press Commission
concerns the establishment of a Press
Council in India consisting of people
principally connected with the Press,

1204 (Ai) LSD—5
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which would safeguard the liberty of
the Press, evolve and maintain stan-
dards of journalistic ethics, keep
under review developments tending
towards monopoly and concentra-
tion of control and promote research
and provide common services for the
Press. If these objects are to be gain-
ed, it is well that we have a Press
Council to look after these matters
and raise the standard in general of
the Press in India,

But the main thing in these objects
is to keep under review developments
tending towards monopoly and concen-
tration of control, This hag become
already a menacing feature in our
press world, It is not necessary even
to quote figures from either the Press
Commission’s Report or the Press Re-
gistrar's Reports or even the Report of
the Ministry of Information and Broad-
casting, because it is the talk of the
town. Everybody knows it, Now, one
group, the Express chain controls over
11 per cent of the circulation of the
dailies in India and the next group
the Times publications control about
7 per cent, both together accounting
for 19 or 20 per cent,

It is heard, and I think there may
be some truth in that, that Indian
Express is going to swallow up the
Times of India very soon, that nego-
tiations are already advanced to such
a siage, that the case is also supported
by big people in the Cabinet, by in-
terested parties who are always sup-
porting the Goenka group in the
Fourth Estate.

Shri Bade: You have got a special
C.1D?

Shri Warior: It is already known to
the public, and it is not a secret with
me alone. ...

Shri Harl Vishnu Eamath: Open
secret,

Shri Warlor: It is an open secret,
if at all it is a secret. The only impe-
diment for the Express group to swa-
llow up this big concern is not even
the question of how much is to be
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[Shri Warior]

paid. but whether the Government
will ok. it or not, whether Govern-
ment i vigilant or not in its declared
objective of curbing the monopoly.

Today, incidentally or coincidental-
ly, the Ceylon Parliament is discuss-
ing the press, and there the Govern-
ment had to requisition the help of
the military to protect that democra-
tic institution of Ceylon,

That is the essence of the matter,
because whether there is monopoly
or not is not the question at all now.
It has been suggested by the Mahala-
nobis Committee Report that there is
concentration of wealth and also a
monopolistic tendency in industry, It
is not a question of circulation., Circu-
lation is only a very small yardstick
to know whether there is monopoly in
the Fourth Estate because where the
economy itself is in the hands of a
few individuals or families or con-
cerns, and they are controlling the
entire field of industry and finance
in this country, naturally, there is no
necessity to enquire into the aspect
whether by circulation it can be de-
cided that there is monopoly or not.
It is a foregone conclusion that where
the economy is in the hands of a few
tycoong of filnance and commerce and
industry, naturally this industry is
not an exemption and that it will
also be controlled by them.

This has been establisheq by the

reputed journalist, Shri Chalapati Rao, -

in one of his addresses. He has said
that there is no question of doubt in
this matter, Before I quote him, I
would like to read a comment made
by none other than the late Pandit
Jawaharlal Nehru, our Prime Minis-
ter. He had an experience, and he
said:

“l was recently in Bombay. I
addressed a meeting, a small one of
about 2} lakhs or 3 lakhs, I spoke
only briefly, for just about two
hours. I do not claim anything for
myself, but I happen to be the
Prime Minister of India and Bom-
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bay dailies next morning did not
carry a line of that meeting.”

This is how they treat the Prime
Minister of India, and how will they
treat the other ordinary people of
India? So, it {s a menace to our de-
mocracy,

‘What happens ig this. These peo-
ple are linked with so many of these
industrial and financial houses that the
Press Commission itself has reported
that they never publish those items
of news which will be against their
own interests. In the Press Commis-
sion’s Report, at page 352, I have the
quotation here, they have said cate-
gorically that whenever the interests
clash, they never publish those items
which go agalnst their interests, That
is the finding of the Press Commission.

But the tragedy of the whole thing
is that the Press Registrar, and for
that matter the Government, is still
hesitating to definitely declare that
there is a monopoly in the press.
Even in this Statement of Objects and
Reasons it is said that they want only
to keep a watch, keep under review,
and not come forward boldly and say
that there has been established a
monopoly and that the Government
is going to take action against it, so
that there will be more diffusion of
this control over newspapers, That is
one of the main things,

The Federation of Working Journa-
lists in their annual conference had
suggested taking action against this
monopoly in a resolution. They have
said:

“There can be no denying the
fact that there already exists in
the Indian newspaper industry
considerable degree of concentra-
tion. We feel that there is a
danger that this tendency may
develop in future, We are of
the opinion that it would not be
desirable in the interests of free-
dom of choice that this tendency
ghould be accentuated.”
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So, the question of questions is
whether the Government i prepared
to come forward, just like the other
governments in the neighbouring
countries, to curb this tendency of
monopoly in the press, to take strin-
gent action against those concerns
which are more and more concentrat-
ing in their hands this power of the
newspapers and industry, and also to
give as much help to the other papers
which are groaning under the weight
of these people,

They have not only concentrated the
power in their hands of newspapers.
Even in the Press Trust of India,
which js almost g monopoly news
agency, these people are always there.
Even the Editors’ Conference—I may
be excused by the editors who may
be here—is always controlled or in-
fluenced by these big monopolist
groups. Hence, it is suggested that the

Government must take some very
definite action in this matter.
I do not want to quote the figures

that are available already in the pub-
lished reports of the Presg Registrar
ag well as the Government. My only
contention is that circulation will not
alone be a yardstick; if at all a yard-
stick, it will be a very small, short
yardstick,

Why we are against this monopoly,
that also must be mentioned. It is be-
cause it is a menace to our demo-
cracy., Look at the daily press today.
They appear to be very unattached or
detached, to be standing above every-
thing and then giving their opinions,
as if they are not influenced by any
considerations at all, and the public
take that for what it is worth. They
do not know what lies behind these
views and news aired by them. Ac-
tually, these people are ggainst all the
basic tenets of our mnational policy,

- they go to the extent of being even
anti-national when it is the question
of their interests being safeguarded.

For instance, we have seen in the
press—and there are so many cuttings
from the press that we can produce—
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that they attack the basic policies of
our Government in regard to non-ali-
gnment and peace, They are for align
ment, They surreptitiously bring for-
ward this view to the public, and then
by the time the public is well prepar-
ed for that, they have their coup d’
etat, That is how they are doing n
other countries,

Then, they attack the public sector
projects and the role of the public
gsector in our planned economy, They
do not say that they are totally against
the public sector, but they publish
news and views and other materials
in a way that the public may begin to
think that the public sector is comple-
tely rotten, that we cannot expect
anything from it, it is all corruption, it
has to be scrapped and the entire
thing must be given lock, stock and
barrel to the private sector. So manv
of these public sector undertakings
have been malipned unnecessarily
and quite unjustifiably by these peo-
ple and they prepare the public
mind in such a way that at any time
they can scrap the entire policy.

This is what they are doing, and
hence we think that it is a menace to
the future of our democracy, to our
planned economy, the basic tenets of
our foreign policy and what the pgo-
ple cherish,

They are solely interested in safe-
guarding their profits and their vested
interests, They do not even shrink
from making huge collaborations. For
instance, take Statesman. It was for-
merly a British concern, Now the
British concern ig there but at the
same time the shares are owned by
Indian monopoly concerns in Indian
industries. How can we be sure that
the Statesman or for that matter Indian
Express or the Times of India will
actually support the demands of the
people in the expression of their de-
mocratic and nationalist feelings? Gov-
ernment must bring forward a more
stringent measure and ask the Press
Counci] to take proper action against
these monopolistic tendencies before
it is too late, before they take over
Government,
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There are certain things which are
a departure rather, from the recom-
mendations of the Press Commission
und they must be looked into very
carefully by the Joint Committee, For
instance, clause 4 is there. Almost all
papers have objected to it. That does
not mean much because we know
which are the papers which are ob-
jecting to it. If a legal tribunal is
formed my apprehension is that all
these legal paraphernalia will be
brought in and it will be a long drawn
out battle whether what is written
was justified or not justified. It is very
difficult to come to a decision. We have
the experience of the labour tribunals,
There also things are not decided
for two or three years. It is 8 cum-
bersome process, Anyhow, I have my
own fears about it and it must be
looked into. I keep an open mind on
this because the culprit should not be
left out and al the same time the
freedom of the press should also be
maintained. Suppose I am one of
those small writers in the Press and
suppose I am hauled up every
week........ (Interruptions.) I have
been recently hauled up, true, But
the Council must look into these things
properly, Clause 13 is the most impor-
tant provision, Some of us in the
journalistic world are just like cats
fallen in hot water once. Such a cat
whenever it finds cold water, it
thinks it is hot water and is very ap-
prehensive of it. That sort of thing
should not happen and this clause
should be amended suitably to protect
journalists,

The hon. Minister was pleased to
say that it was just like medical pro-
fession or legal profession but there
wug no such code of conduct for jour-
nalists and so on—It all depends upon
their own independence and their own
experience, If it is thought just like
medical profession or legal profession.
it will be very harmful and the new
people will find it very difficult to
come forward.

One word about the Constitution of
the Council, Sir, It is going against
the recommendations ag well as the
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memorandum given by the working
sournalists, The word working journa-
st is there but his representation will
be a microscopic minority in the
Council. Not more than 7 of them will
be there, By whatever other name you
may cal] it, the managerial section,
etc. gets about 12 or 13. That should
not be allowed because in this Bill the
pivotal point, the basic man is the
working journalist and he must bg pro-
tected and if that is to be so, they
must have more representation in the
Council. I hope we will have
another opportunity to discuss these
things when the Bill comes back from
the Joint Committee,

The Minister of Information and
Broadcasting (Shrimati Indira
Gandhi): Mr. Speaker, Sir, I am glad
to see the widespread interest in this
measure. Wherever I have gone in
the last few weeks, 1 have been
questioned about it. Most of the
newspapers have commented on it
editorially, and the fact that the Gov-
ernment of India have brought back
the Bill, which was shelved ten years
ago, is indicative of the great impor-
tance which we attach to it.

In the long debate which took
place in the Rajya Sabha, many op-
posing viewpoints were put forward
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and criticisms were made of some of
the provisions of the Bill but, so far
as I can remember, not a single
Member opposed the Bill,

The setting up of a Press Council
wag ‘an important, perhaps the most
crucial, recommendation of the Press
Commission. It was felt at that time
that the sooner the Press Commission
was set up the better it would be for
the profession of journalism, for the
newspapers themselves and for the
democratic process to which we all
attach so much importance. Demo-
cracy, as We know, entails the balan-
cing of the rights and privilegeg with
duties and responsibilities. In a tota-
litarian set up the people and press
are regulated by Government but in
a democracy the society must regulate
itself. So, ideally, a code of
conduct should grow ‘from within
and should be sustained by in-
ternal sanctions. But, so far as I
know, neither on the part of the
profession of journalism, nor of the
newspaper industry, have we wit-
nessed any such attempt at self-regu-
lation. Nor have we noticed any
move towards a code ol conduct, es-
pecially in curbing restrictive and
unfair practices.

I hope hon. Members will not
misunderstand me. I have had my
share of bouquets and brick-
bats from newspapers of the
right, the left and the centre, as well
as from those who are not supposed
to have any politics at all. I bear
them no grudge and I would like to
give credit where it is due. As news-
papers go, our newspapers in India
are of a high leve], but cases do occcur
of breaches of accepted standards. So,
the need for some machinery of self-
regulation is self-evident,

I am not unaware of the dangers
inherent in this situation. Freedom
of expression is a fundamental right
but it is also one which can be easily
abused. Lamartine said:

“When the press is the echo of
sages and reformers, it works
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well; when it is the echo of tur-
bulent cynics‘ it merely feeds
political excitement.”

Similarly, Benjamin Franklin wrote:

“If by the liberty of the press,
we understand merely the liberty
of discussing the propriety of
public measure; and political
opinions, let us have as much of
it as you please; but, if it means
the liberty of affronting, calum-
niating, and defaming one ano-
ther, 1 own myself willing to part
with my share of it whenever
our legislators shall please to
alter the law; and shall cheer-
fully consent to exchange my
liberty of abusing others for the

privilege of mot being abused
myself”
Some newspapers, while writing

about this Bill have commented that
the regu.ations can be misinterpre-
ted in the wrong hands. But that is
true of any law or regulation, Yet,
we cannot do without laws. Civili-
zalion consists of the individual's
voluntary acceptance of certain curbs
on his behaviour and his desires. No
civilized society can exist, or live an
ordered life without regulations. For,
while each man wants to be free, it
is society's duty to see that his free-
dom does not impinge on the freedom
of others.

In this Bill an effort has been
made to safeguard the rights of the
press and to protect its freedom of
expre:sion. We do hope that the new
law will promote healthy traditions of
journalism. If there are any lacunae
or wrong trends, the proposed Joint
Committee will no doubt look into
them and correct them. Government
have no other desire than to provide
the best possible and the most care-
fully devised machinery for self-
regulation,

An important question is how free-
dom of the press and of the journalis-
tic profession cap operate within the
framework of an industry. The Press
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[Shrimati Indira Gandhi]
Council will have to deal with both
these aspects: with  professional
matters as well as with the future of
the industry.

Some hon. Members have sopken of
the growing concentration and the
monopolistic tendencies. These ten-
dencies are not good anywhere. But
in India, where most of the large
newspapers are not only in a foreign
language but emanate from cities
which are unrepresentative of the
vast majority of our population, there
is the grave danger that the view-
point and self-interest of an exceed-
ingly small section of society may be
presented authoritatively as the voice
of the people. These tendencies can
be checked only by assuring free and
fair competition and by lending %
helping hand to small and medium-
size papers. The other day there was
a conference in Delhi of such news-
papers and a long list of demands
was presented. I certainly hope that
Shri Diwakar’s Committee, which is
dealing with this matter, will go into
these problems thoroughly and give
us practicable suggestions for ameli-
orating the difficulties of the smaller
newspapers.

Sir,, 1 do not wish to go into details.
But one thing is certain, that to serve
any useful purpose, the Press Council
must be invested with dignity and
authority, so that it cannot be brought
into contempt and so that it is res-
pected by the Press as a whole. The
recommendation that the Chief Justice
of India should nominate the Chair-
man is to ensure that the Chairman
should be a person of high integrity
and impartiality and preferably of
high judicial experience and expertise
in assessing evidence.

In the difficult times through which
our country is passing the press has
to remember its vast social responsi-
bility. Tt is my fervent hope that the
proposed Presg Council will be a
means to that end., It is with this
desire that Government have intro-
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duced this Bill and seek to carry it
through with whatever changes may
be deemed necessary by the Joint
Committee.

Personally, I should like the tre-
mendous powers of the press to be
used to revea] the true voice of India,
to urge and encourage our national
efforts, to help in forging national
unity and to achieve an identity of
purpose with national policy. Thus,
it could play a truly significant role
in winning public co-operation and
strengthening public participation in
the great and challenging tasks which
await us.

have been. Press Commission was
on the anvil of the House. Inciden-
tally, I welcome the hon. Minister of
Information and Broadcasting who
has resumed her duties. Shrimati
Indira Gandhi is the third of her
generation, of her celebrated family.
Her great grandfather was a Titan in
this House, her great father sat on
that side of the House and now she
herself has come in! These are green
and new pastures and I hope she will
breathe a new spirit into the Ministry
of Information and Broadcasting. 1T
hope she will fulfii her ambition of
doing the right thing by the right
time because there is so much to do
in this Ministry in regard to journals
and broadcasting.

When we were students, we used to
recall the days of the great Pandit
Motilal Nehru sitting on that side
fighting with the great giants of
British imperialism. In the days gone
by, when he died, he said, “Swaraj is
coming.” Perhaps, he never dreamt
that it would come so soon. That
came after 15 years. Yet today the
fruits of swaraj are not within our
hands!

Sir, once upon a time, journalism
was a great missionary institution.
There were great journalists who
wrote for less than Rs. 100 a month.
There were great journalists who
drew their salary for the month of
January in the month of December
in the third or fourth or fifth or sixth
instalment. And today there are
journalists who draw Rs. 3000 or
Rs. 4000 or even Rs, 6000 and who are
the hirelings of the press lords. Some
of them are not fired with the real
spirit of nationalism or freedom.

Sir, I am reminded of one of those
great men, late Mr. Benjamin Guy
Horniman. I had the honour of
speaking to Pandit Jawaharlal Nehru,
not once but twice, on the subject of
unveiling a portrait of Mr. B. G.
Horniman which was to be presented
by me to the Press Club here, Yet a
great journalist said, “r will put it
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before the Committee” and, later on,
he said that the Committee consists
of men who draw Rs. 200 or Rs. 300
only! Well, the gentleman had once
licked the boots of the British Raj
during the Bengal famine. Nehru
understood what struggle; were wag-
ed for free journalism. Horniman
was g great friend of the Nehru family
apart from being hailed by Mahatma
Gandhi. Today the new generation
of journalists does not seem to know
who was Mr. B. G. Horniman.

Today we have the twin evils of
journalism, the monopolistic press
and the yellow journalism. My
esteemed friend Shrimati Tarkeshwari
Sinha referred to the other side. I
would like to remind her that the late
Prime Minister had said that action
shall be taken against the Blitz for
contempt of the House. He did not
hesitate to say, as the leader of the
House, that action shall be taken
against the Blitz. And Mr., Karanjia
was hauled up before this House. The
late Prime Minister, as the leader of
the House performed his duty of
taking action against the Blitzz He
may have given long interviews to
the Editor of the Blitz. But may I
know. which great man has not done
so? The late Pandit Pant also gave
long interviews to him. Time was
when the lady also gave him lung
interviews and there appeared in the
Blitz her fulsome photographs. 1f we
boycott something, we must boycott
from ‘A’ to ‘Z’. Not having done that,
it does not lie in the mouth of the
honoured lady to denounce Blitz
which has a terrific circulation.

Now, I may tell you, Sir, I have
watched journalism in the city of
Bombay from the year 19257 As a
student, 1 have seen the crowds. 1
have seen the great editors and I
have watched anq met the small
journalists and the great journalists.
There were papers like Navakal and
Bombay Chronicle now no more!
Navakal was a patriotic paper. I
still remember its editor, the late
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Mr. Khadilkar who was hauled up in
Bombay High Court for sedition and
wag given two years imprisonment
though he was defended by one of
the great orator-lawyers of India,
Mr. Bhulabhai Desai. He wrote that
the British were fomenting trouble
between Muslims and Hindus, and
that was the first time when the first
communal riots occurred in Bombay.
But now who remembergs Mr.
Horniman? And who remembers
Mr. Khadilkar? The monopolistic
press has come in—the presg lords not
only earning huge amounts of money
—and it has invaded Hindi journalism
but Marathi, Tamil, Telegu and every
type of Indian language journalism.
Mr. Horniman has gone; Mr. Khadilkar
has gone. Mr. Khadilkar went back
to the hard wall and lived In
Yerrawada jail for two years. How-
ever, those great days are forgotten
by the new generation of journalists.
Today, we have got a monopolistic
press. The external finance has play-
ed havoe on our journalism. They
have wrought havoc in the sense of
buying up papers by means of huge
bank balances. They take a cheque-
book in their pockets and go about
seeing whether they can buy up the
very stars in the heavens!

My hon. friend Shri Warior disclos-
ed a very important thing when he
said that the Times of India should
not be permitted by Government to
be bought up by any other group of
papers. If the Government of India
and the Finance Minister permit the
Times of India, with the accounts
muddle that it is in now, and with
the inquiry that is going on into its
effairs, to be bought up by another
powerful group of papers, our free-
dom will be in great peril, and all the
objectives for which we had fought
and for which the people had fought,
and for which many of the great
heroes and heroines whose names
are not even known to us, except to
their nearest and dearest ones, had
fought—and all the objectives of our
nation would be in peril. Some of
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these press lord; should have been
inside jail walls. Some of the pro-
prietors of the chain newspapers
should be inside jail walls. I make
bold to say that not oniy here, but I
said it at the time when Shri Krishna
Menon was standing for election to
the parliamentary constituency last
time, to the hundreds of thousands of
people on the Juhu Sands. Why did
I go to the Juhu sands to say that
when that was not my constituency
at all? I went there because I found
that the statement of Pandit Jawahar-
lal Nehru was blacked out. I felt
that it was a slap at us; I found that
it was an insult on uz that the Prime
Minister’s statement should ve blacked
out by a couple of blackmarketeers
who could own a paper, and 1 felt
that it was time that some of us stood
up and raised our voice against it; and
30, I stood before a crowd of a
hundred thousand people on the Juhu
Sands and said that the ownerg of the
Times of India and the Indian Express
"should be jailed for many of the
malpractices that they had done. I
said that with the full knowledge of
law, because I had successfully
defended Benjamin Guy Horniman
half a dozen times in the law courts,
and. therefore, 1 knew what the law
was. 1 had also been hauled up for
a fefamation once. 1 was the first
man to be hauled up when the trial
of Mahatma Gandhi's assassination

' was going on, because I had written

one simple sentence that the late
Jamnadas Mehta who was sitting on
one of the Benches here before, pre-
tended to be innocent though he was
guilty. I had written like that because
a diary had been shown to me written
by Godse in that connection. I was
one of the very few to have seen the

, diary of Godse wherein he had noted
. that “T saw Jamnadas Mehta on 26th

. in Bombay;- 27th: T.was .in Gwalior,
and on 28th I came to Delhi,” and

. on 30th—he shot Mahatma Gandhi!

And yet why does not my hon. friend
_go to the law courts and file a suit for
defamation? I faced this case of
_ defamation against me and.1 had to
_apologise and 1 had to pay Rs. 12,000
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because it was a civil suit filed against
me. If there had been a case for
criminal  defamation, then Shri
Jamnadas Mehta would have lost the
case. But it was a case for civil
action. And you know how civil
remedy is very hard. It is open to
anyone to go to the law court and
file a civil suit for defamation, and
it would be difficult even on just
grounds to get the civil protection. I
shall not say more about this point,
because there are lots of other points
to be covered.

Newsprint is being tampered with.
Newsprint is being exploited by these
press lords. Even in the 2u5th Report
of the Estimates Committee it has
been stated that the circulation claims
of 151 newspapers checked had an
element of exaggeration to the extent
of 450,000 copies per issue, which
would have meant a saving of 2,200
tons roughly of newsprint amounting
to nearly Rs. 17 lakhs of foreign
exchange. 1 would like to know this.
Who were the officers who permitted
this? Who were the Ministers who
permitted this? I do know that there
are certain high-ups here, and a few
Minister; right here, and there are
one or two Chief Ministers also, who
are very much enamoured of these
press lords, and they have been giv-
ing all kinds of extravagant cohces-
sions to them. If only those conces-
siong had been given to small tiny
newspapers in the land in the district
towns, to which the hon. Minister
Shrimati Indira Gandhi had made a
reference, if only we had only put
a little drop of water in their mouths
when they were starving and when
they were about to close down, what
a power they would have been today!

I have seen the late Mr. Sadanand
struggling, and struggling with a
fattened, heavy leg, because the poor
man was suffering from filaria. And
yet unto the last, he went on fighting
with any amount of courage, He had
fixed his marriage at six o'clock, and
there were .only six people at the
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time of the marriage, and 1 was
invited half-an-hour before it. That
was the posilion then, because such
a great patriot he was. And he was
running the Free Press Journal. But
that was recently closed down for
nearly a month because the wages of
the employees were in dispute. Simi-
larly, the Bombay Chronicle also was
closed down for all time because the
present owners thought that they
were making more money by selling
newsprint and taking printing jobs.
Today, we do not have that old type
of patriotic journalists in the field.
We have a new set of people coming
into the field of journalism. Is the
Press Council going to take care of
all these people? Is the Press Ceuncil
going to tuke care of newspapers that
take newsprint and sell it in the
blackmarket, depriving the small
newspapers of their legitimate share
of new:print, the small newspapers
having no mouths, having no guts,
having no exponents and no advocates
to argue their case before Govern-
ment to request Government to give
them concession; to build up their
papers. All the big new:papers get
as many facilities and as many import
licences as possible for the purchase
of printing machinery ete., but it the
small newspaperman goes to Govern-
mernt for getting any of these things,
he does not get them, What is the
press council going to do for these
small newspapers?

Even in England, we know what
has happened in regard to the powers
of the press council to enquire into
the ownership of papers. Though the
Royal Commission of 19569 had said
that the press council shall have the
power to enquire into the ownership
of paperg yet what is the position
that we find there? Mr. Cecil King
closed down the Daily Herald, which
was the paper of the Labour Party,
and he has started the Sun only a
month ago on the eve of the British
general elections. ] would like to
_point out that he spent £ 430,000 for
six months for advertising that the
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Sun needed rising up! If in England
they could not do it, are we going to
do it in our country? And yet, I say
that we couia do il, becauge we can
profit by the sufferings and tribula-
tions of British democracy. We have
benefited by their democracy, and we
can fight this chain ownership. Are
these half a dozen men going to hold
us to ransom? Each one of them has
got some business or the other; one
has got the jute business, and any
member of other allied business or
industry. Only yesterday, it came out
in the proceedings of Parliament that
a sum of Rs. 26 crores was due from
the private sector steel companies.
And yet what are those stcel magnates
doing? One of them, either the
TISCOs or he IiISCOs have been
putting money in The Statesman and
the Hindu, May we know from where
the money has come to be put in The
Statesman and Hindu or intractors or
in pomades or scents or in an asso-
ciate company like that of the Birlos,
manufacturing even enamelware and
sanitarywarc? Why can they not leave
thege smal] businesses to nthers? Why
do al}f thm=e profits run into these
businesses? They want to control
public opinion, and public opinion is
controlled through some of the Minis-
ters even right here, I would submit
that our top-ranking Ministers, whe-
ther he be the Minister of Finance or
anybody else, should not show any
partiality towards any one of the
paper lords.

I must frankly say that Shri C. D.
Deshmukh and Dr. John Mathai
when they were Ministers—perhape
that was so because they were from
the services—were very hard with
these people. 1 remémber I once
went with a begging bowl to Shrl
C. D. Deshmukh about Mr. Sadanand,
when one of the yellow journals of
Bombay—T shall not name it—had
reported that action should be taken
against Sadanand because he had
bought machinery in Europe and im-
ported it to India. But do you know
under what efrcumstances he got all
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that? I have seen thal with my own
eyes. If a man begs, borrows or even
‘steals and gets all these things in
order to build up a healthy news-
paper, is he to be prosecuted for
that? When I put forward Sadanand'’s
case like this before Shri C. D.
Deshmukh, he said, “I am not going
to do anything about it; you may
approach the Reserve Bank Gover-
nor". And I went to the then
Reserve Bank Governor, Shri Rama
Rau, and he also pleaded helplessness.
And poor Sadanand died of frustra-
tion and perhaps also of heart failure.
What a good and fine journalist he
-was, who spent the last drop of his
blood to build up our fearless jour-
nalistis.

Again, take the case of the Nationa!
Herald, which hag been built by the
Nehrus and edited by one of India's
foremost editors, Mr. Chalapathi Rau.
That newspaper is not getting all
the benefits which the bigger news-
papers are getting; it is not getting all
the benefits which all the mighty
papers are getting. Is the Press
Council going to do something in such
matters?

I find that the press counci] is going
to consist of thirteen members, half
of whom are going to be editors. I
take my hat off to these editors. But
then that young and noble breed of
editors has gone and is vanishing
from the face of India. We are yet
to have a new generation of great
heroes and heroines who will fight
and say to the proprietors ‘If you do
not agree to what I have written, I
am prepared to walk out; you can
write whatever you like and have it
published, but T shall walk out’. We
have not got that type of editors now.
We have yet to produce them.

The PT] and the UNT are the hand-
maids of the proprietors. None of
them will even report for two inches
of space a report of what we say now.
because if they do so, they will be
knocked off thelr jdbs. These news
ageneles conglst of flne young men,
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pleasant young men, patriotic and
capable young men, but they have
been caught up in the machinery.
The UNI is a capitalist organisation
headed by one of the biggest news-
papers, namely the Hindustan Times
owned by the Birlas. The PTI is a
handmaid of the Times of India and
Express groups. To illustrate my
point, I would just mention the case
of the question about the manutfac-
ture of a cheap car, which came up
in this House the other day. You
may read what all the newspapers
had reporied on the 12th September
last, and you may also read what the

Hindustan Times had reported.
Because Mr. Birla runs Hindustan
Motors—therefore, there could not

even be a proper report of what had
happened in Parliament in the
Hincustan Times. Thore was only a
repect of how Shri Dasappa got  the
worst of it; they said that Shii
Dasappa was taken to task; that was
the whole burden of the reporting in
the Hindustan Times, and there was
nothing aboui anger regarding .prices
of cars, there wa: nothing about the
fiasco of car prices, and nothing
about anything that hit the consu-
mers. This is the way in which big
papers which are owned by half a
dozen or a dozen industrialists report
about things which affect the economy
and the prestige of the country, and
it is these papers that we hug to our
bosom unfortunately.

Therefore, I would like to repeat
the proposal that I had once made in
this House some time ago. 1 remem-
ber that Pandit Jawaharlal Nehru
just looked up when I mooted the idea
on the floor, I was the first man to say
that sooner or later we would have
to have a public sector daily in all
the languages. The public sector is
the mighty sector which has got a lot
of money: it is not the money of the
rich landlords or the capitalists but
it is the money of the sweat and toll
of the people of Indla, and with that
money we shall have to produce a
paper which will give the best for the
people of India. It one single paper
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like that is published, all these press
lords will be on the run because this
public scctor paper can be edited by
fine young men who are still working
journalists, and it can be edited by
patriotic men who will give the public
what they want and not what the
press lords want because they have
plenty of speculation in the jute bazar
in Calcutta or in the Bombay Stock
Exchange and they have the money-
machinery through the banks and all
sorts of means at their command.
If they want to make money, I have
no objection; let them make as much
money as they like; let them stuff
this Parliament House also with cur-
rency notes, but we shall not permit
them to dictate the policies of the
Government of India or the people of
India through the UNI, the PTI and
half a dozen newspapers. Bombay's
oldest textile mill: were sold by

Shri Dharamsey Morarji to the
Dalmias. 1 have seen it with my own
eyes. Today, you would not see them

anv more, because the reserves from
that mill were appropriated by
Dalmija Jain and used to purchase
ghares in the Times of India, into
which an inquiry is going on now.
Hereafter, we should not permit any-
one to pocket the reserves of any
company to buy up g single big news-
paper and start dictating policies to
the Government and unscrupulously
strive to run the Government of the
country.

Therefore, the Government of this
country should not, in any shape or
form, be in the hands of, or under
the dictates of, these newspuper lords.

Mix. Deputy-Speaker: e has al-

ready taken 15 minutes.

Shri Joachim Alva: I have spent
more time in journalism than most of
the speakers who have spoken.

" mr. -Deputy-Speaker: There. are
other Members also wishing to speak.
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Shri Joachim Alva: I am not quot-
ing the figures I have here, which re-
veal a lot. But I say this. This Par-
liament, irrespective of party, Con=
gress, Jan Sangh, Swatantra, Com-
munist or other, should fight this
menace. Otherwise, it will be too
late, and we will find ourselves stran-
gulated. It will be like the Nazi
menace which caught hold of Europe
and to get rid of that menace they had
to go through a bloody war.

We have got young men and women
who can run a paper in the public sec-
tor. The Press Council can do very
little unless and until it can corner
the monopolistic ownership of the
papers. It will find each family, each
big house, having dozens nf members
owning this and that under benami-
dars, By this means, they will own
paper. We must lay down clear-cut
principles by which we shall not per-
mit anyone to wield tne economic
policies of this country through these
journals. All our talk of sucial and
economic progress, all our talk of the
welfare state, will avail us not if we
allow half g dozen peope to dictate the
policies of our country.

Yellow journalism has come directly
as a result of monopolistic practices.
Yellow journalism is a product of the
monopolistic press. That it exists in
our country is a reflection on the state
of our society. OQur finest moral valucs,
the finest human values and the great
democratic values are being slowly
lost. If we have lost the great wvalues
angd principles which Mahatma Gandhi
has bequathed to us, whose fault is it?
It iz because of such kind of papers;
these vipers, these cobrag have intrud-
ed into our garden. Have we forgot-
ten our ideals—the great ideals of de-
mocracy and other things?

1 shall conclude by xeferring to
what Sir Harry Douglas, Chairman of
the Economic Council of the Trade
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Union Congress recently said in
London. He talked of modernisation
of the machine, ‘We shall modernise,
we shall not stick to old ideas'; And
he used a very expressive phrase whon
he said, ‘The old rogues of elephants
shall not be permitted to come into our
garden'. We have some old and new
rogues who have come into the Indian
garden. They have to be exterminat=
ed. Unless we do kill them all, we
shall have no peace, np contentment
and no happiness for the milliong of
this land.

Bhri P. Venkatasubbaiah (Adoni):
Mr. Deputy-Speaker, Sir, I rise to sup-
port the Bill which has been brought
forward by the hon. Minister of In-
formation and Broadcasting. It is long
overdue. It is not a day too early that
we have come to discuss this.

When we consider this Bill, our
mind; go back to the great editors and
leaders of public life who had started
many newspapers and moulded public
opinion in the cause of fre.dom stiug-
gle. In those memorable old days cach
leader of standing has been editing a
nespapers which played a historic
role in the fredom of this country,

Coming to the present days, it Las
been appropriately said by many spea-
kers that the Press is now cuntrolled
by big monopolists and does not play
the useful role ag it is intended and it
is necessary that the Press Council
should go into thig with attention,

The Joint Committee should see that
as far as practicable every encourage-
ment is given to the small newspapers
that are doing useful work in the re-
gional languages. It has been stated
that 18 members of this Council will
be from among the journalists and not
less than six would be from editors. I
<cap my without fear of contradictien
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that the newsaper editors that gre now
in the big newspapers have not been
able to exercise their own independent
judgement and they are often influcnc-
ed and motivated by the policy that
they set for that paper by :hosze who
run those newspapers. Representation
should be reduced for them from six
to three and adequate repres.ntation
should be given to the working journa-
lists as well as for the language news=-
papers. I think their number must be
incrcased from three to six. We have
been agitating these days that the re-
gional languages should have a useful
place in all spheres of life and we
should give every encouragement to
language newspapers. [t is only in the
fitness of things that the language
newspapers should get adequate re-
presentation in this Press Council.
There are difficultieg that the language
newspap-T experience in the matter of
getting  advertisements, newsprint
quota etc. The Press Council should
be enabled to bestow its thought and
give special treatment so far as the
initial difficulties of the language
papers are concerned. They are sirug-
gling hard and are not able to meet
with success very much in spite of
their very best efforts and in spite of
the fact that they take up iocal issues.
In this context, I suggest that very ea-
couragement should be given to these
newspapers.

There are welcome provisions zbout
the composition of the Couneil in this
Bill. The Chief Justice will nominate
the Chairman and the other persons
will be nominated in consultation with
the Chief Justice, the Chairman and &
representative nominated by the
President. This is a laudable process
and 1 hope that the Press Council will
play its role in moulding public
opinion and also in protecting the
newspapers and journalg that are
brought in this country and do their
duties properly and also that much of
the mud-slinging and slanderous pro-
paganda that is being carried on by
the so-called yellow journals would
be put down. The proper Iimage
of the country, ity economic
policies, it; adherence to demo-
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cratic socialism and the working of the
‘Government and its policies ghould be
very well projected in these news-
papery without attaching any bias or
without trying to distort the proper
image or policy and giving a twist to
some of the policics that are being
pursued by the Government

With these words, Sir, I support thc
Bill.

Dr, Sarojini Mahishi (Dharwar
North): Sir, the Presg in India has
played a very significant role in the
pre-indipendznce days also in awaken-
ing social and political consciousness
among the people, and in the post-
independence period in creating so:ial
consciousness and educaling the peo-
ple in the democratic values. The
Press, during the pre-independence
period, had to struggle very hard
aguinst odds. Many leaders, political
and social, had associated themselves,
fortunately, with som: of the papers
through which they could ventilate
the grievances and they could educate

the prople. I am remindcd of Lok-
manya Tilak, Mahatma Gandhi and
other lenders of our country. I re-

member ap occasion whep Loukmanya
Tilak published an editorial in one of
his papers—Maratha and Kesuri—on
the occasion of a Hindu festival. That
artcile, particularly the porticn refer-
ring to the meeting of Shivaji with
Afzal Khan, wag interpreted by the
Privy Council as seditious ag a result
of which Lokmanya Tilak was thrown
behind the bars.

The Press has gathered strength
and momentum in this country,
though facing odds and =lsg moving
against the times. But anyway, it
ghould get all facilities wand there
should be freedom of the Press sub-
sequent to our attainment of indepen-
donce. 1 may quote here that the
Privy Council interpreted the parti-
cular article published by Lokmanya
Tilak in this way:

“The offence consisted in excit-
ing or attempting to exelte in
others certain bad feelings to-
wards the Government and not
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in exciting .or attempting to excite
mutiny or rebellion or any sort
of actual disturbance great or
small.”

Therefore, the article hag been so in-
terpreted to have g particular thing.
But we notice that the word “sedi-
tion"” has been deleted in the Draft
Constitution from article 13(2). Dele-
tion of the word “sedition” from Draft
Article 13(2), therefore, shows that
the criticism of Government exciting
disaffection or bad feelings towards it
is not to be regarded as a jus:.ifying
greater freedom has been given 1o (he
expression or Press unless it is much
as to undermine the security or tend
to overthrow the State. Therefore,
greater freedom has been given to the
Press. Subsequently, »#w notic ., in
the decision given by the Sup:rome
Court, also, in the casc Rrmosh Thepar
vs. the. State of Madras, freedom of
Press has been interpreted in a very
liberal way. It gays:

“There can be no doubt that the
freedom of speech and expression
includes freedom of propagation
of ideas ~nd that freedom is en-
sured by froedom of eirculation.
Liberty of circulation is as ecssen-
tial to that freedom as the liberty
of publication. Indeed, withoyt
circulation the publication would
be of little wvalue.”

This is how a part of the judgement
given in the casc of that particular
paper Crossroad reads. Therefore, we
notice here that the Press has been
given all the liberty. Again, in an-
other case—Brij Bhushan and others
vs The State of Delhi—with reference
to the ciruclation of a particular
paper, it was said:

“The liberty of the Press con-
sists in laying no previous restraint
upon publications and not in free-
dom from censure for criminal
matters when published. Every
free man has an undoubted right
to lay what sentiments he pleases
before the public; to forbid this is
to destroy the freedom eof the
Prem”

Therefore, the freedom of the Press

is there. But it should mlso be exa-
mined whether this freedom is proper?
being utilised. Of course, there are
very narrow and stringent r.strictions
laid upon legislative powers to curtail
thig freedom. This ijs a fundamental
right—freedom of speech inciuding
freedom of expression, freedom of
publication freedom of circulation
either by expression or by photo-
graphy or by lithography or by what-
ever means publication is possible.
Therefore, the Press, no doubt, has
attained so much freedom in our
country. At the same time, this
freedom, in certain corners, is
being misused. There are so many
papers, espccially after independence,
that have come up in different langua-
ges in different corners of the country.
But in spite of the fact that therc are
s0 many newspapers, dailies and pe-
riodicals, in the country, we find that
there is a vast difference as regards
the proportion of the number of news-
papers in the country and the number
of readers. I do not know what
measureg are going to be adopted by
the hon. Minister for inculcating the
habit of reading in the public. The
proportion is so deplorable that the
higheﬁt circulation of any Indian paper
in the country is not more than 1}
lakhs. I learn that in England if the
circulation of a paper is reduced to 20
lakhg it would close down its oftice be-
cause it cannot run the paper. Of
course, We cannot compare our condi-
tions, social and literary conditions,
with those prcvailing in the United
Kingdom or in the United States of
America. At the same time, after at-
taining independence we should be
able to inculcate this habit of r-ading
in the public. It is 2ls0 g very strong
means of educating the penple in the
democratic and social values which
are quite essential and are at the
grassroots of our democracy.

But, Sir, there are papers in our
countrv, very small papers especially
in the language Press, which try to
encash their capacity to defam~ others,
which try to live and exist upon
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criticising or entertaining unhealthy
criticism. These papers, I know, are
sold like hot cakes. The moment Lhey
come to the market th:y are sold out.
What is there to control these papers,
to check these papers, io curb the cir-
culation of these papers? As it has
been rightly said in that particular
case, Brij Bhushan and Others vs The
State of Delhi, which I quoted earlier,
freedom does not mean freedom from
censure for criminal matters when
published. Ther.fore, this particular
thing also has to be attended to.

Therefore, the papers, especially the
language papers, suffer due to wvery
many handicaps. We say that the
Press should be given proper encour-
agement. The other day the hon. Minis.
ter was pleased to say that g Wage
Board would be set up to look into the
conditions of working journalists also.
‘Press’ does not necessarily mean
“newspapers” as they cume vcarly in
the morning, but it means the whole
paraphernalia which is working be-
hind this Press. Therefore, the small
papers also should be encouraged. At
the same time, a certain check or cont-
rol should be exercised over those
papers. In the matter of granting
quota of newsprint or in th: matter of
giving advertisements, it is only the
big papers which are fortunate enough
to get them. Giving of advertise-
ments by the Government dcpends
upon the circulation 2f a paper. The
circulation number can olso be man-
oeuvred. Some of the inspectors can
make it quite evident that the number
of papers in circulation is the number
of papers brought out which can be
known from the machinery which
brings out the exact figures upon fit.
But certain papers are there which
never put the white paper helow the
marhine to get the news printed, They
find it more profitable to s away
that white paner in the blackmar'et
and make monev. If thev a1l put the
white naner in the market they know
it will bring more mon-v than if they
sell it with the printed material ns
newspaper. Many papers make good
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money in that way also. Therefore,
this is a very appreciable, praise-
worthy Bill that has been brought be-
fore the Housze and an attempt is be-
ing made for sc.l-regulaiion among the
journalists, among Lhe people work-
ing in the Press.

Yesterday, while referring tu this
particular matter, Shri D, C, Sharma,
said that the number of editors on
the Council should not be so much,
it should be in proportion to the othar
people working in the press. Of
course, the number of editors is only
one in a Press and the number of
compositors wand correspondents is
very great and we cannot have any
proporiion betwcen the editors and
the number of other journalists work-
ing there. Therefore, what I mean
to say is,—of course, whethzr an
editor is editing the vaper for a big
businessman or is himself a publisher
and editor of any paper he is respon-
sible for that particular pavper, for
the things publithed in that paper—
the representation of six editors on
this Council is welcome, but we must
see that more than 50 per cent of the
rercsentation is given to ‘he language
newspapers because language news-
papers in India are in 13 or 14 lan-
Euages.

I would speciully like to refer to
this particular thing that the forma-
tion of a Council which ought to have
been done earlier ha, zome before the
House now. But in this particular
matter this Council has got a variety
of functions to perform. One of the
functions—I am referring only to
one or two of the functions mentioned
here—is to keep under review any
development likely to restrict the
supply and dissemination of news of
public interest and importance and
also the arrangements made for the
reproduction in India of material
obtained from other countries. To
gee that facilitieq for publishing- the
news from abroad is given to all
these papers, it will review all these
things, review and take proper re-
medial action to see that these things
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are fulfilled and that these condtions
are satisfied. That is one of the im-
portant things,

Another function to which I
would like to refer is the one to pro-
vide facilities for the proper educa-
tion and training of persons in the
profession of journalism. That is
more important, because many of the
universities are not able to make pro-
vision for imparting instruction in
journalism. There are g few diploma.
courses and degree courses jn some
universities. But in service training
for the working journalist, a sort of
orientation and rcorientation training
facilities should also be given.

I would also like to draw the at-
tention of the Minister to one im-
portant point, namely, that power to
censure has been given under clause
13. This is only powsar to censure
publicity. No disciplinary powers
have been given to the Counecil; it is
only a moral disapprobation that the
Council ean have at the mosi, Under
sub-clause (1) this decision of the
Council shall be final and it shall
not be questioned in any court of
law. The Council can sue and be
sued. At the same time the decision
of the Council unler sub-clause (1)
shall be final and cannot be qu:stion-
ed in any court of law. This partl-
cular thing has been discussed at
great length in the other House also,
I learn. Under article 136 the Sup-
reme Court ean entertain any appeal
from any decree or decision or de-
termination or sentence or order. But
should we leave all this to the de-
cision of the Supreme Court to en-
tertain any case on this particular
thing? That is one thing. And un-
der article 226 the High' Court is
empowered. Under article 32 it is a
remedial right given to the citizen un-
der Fundamental Rights. But should
there be resort only to lhese things
and should there be no other via
media in between?

And, secondly, ig this a court at
all? Is this Press Council s court at
all? For the purpose of enquiry its

proceedings will be treated as judicia:
proceedings according to the provi-
sions of the Code of Civil Procedure
for (a) summoning and entorcing
the attendance of persons and ex-
amining them on oath (b) re-
quiring the discovery and production
of documents, (c) receiving cvidence
on affidavits, (d) issuing commissions
for the examination of witnesses or
documents.

After all these things are done,
what is the result, what is the our-
come that is going to come out of
this judicial proceeding or from this
particular enquiry? At the most,
after once publicly ecensuring any
editor or any journalist, for the se-
cond time it can report to the Central
Government, and the Central Gov-
ernment should take action on that.
But I hope there will be cordial co-
ordination establish:g between the
two and the Central Government
would take immediate action op the
report of the Press Council.

I do not know whether its decision
is in the naturc of a julicial decision:
it cannot be. I hope the hon. Minis-
ter will make all these things clear.
And if at all the Press Council is to
function and discharge its funclions
in 3 very able manner, becaus: the
Press Council has been newly form-
ed and is going to lay down very
healthy conventions and traditions in
the field of journalism, 1 wish that
in order that the powers given to it
can be utilised properly the other in-
cidental and ancillary powers be also
given to it so that the Press Coun-
eil may dischargz those functions.

I take this opportunity to congra-
tulate the new Minister who has
taken.a very bold step in overhauling
the machinery of the Information
and Broadcasting Department.

Deputy-Speaker, Sir, may I at the out-
set express my deep sense of gratitude
for the very valuable suggestions that
have fallen from the hon Members
from all sides of the House. ] am glad
that not even one person has question-
ed the need for having a statutory
body, the Press Council.

Sir, the Royal Commission in the
United Kingdom, after our Press Com-
mission’s report was published, re-
marked in 1961-62;

“The more valid these excuses
for the Council’s inactivity in the
economic fleld may be, the greater
is the criticism against the consti-
tuent bodies which have denied it
the necessary powers and finances
If however the Press is not willing
to invest the Council with the
necessary authority and to contri-
bute the necessary finance the
case for a statutory body with
definite powers and the right to
levy the industry is a clear one.”

Even in England where you have got
a voluntary body functioning, you
have this expression of opinion by the
Royal Commission in clear and unmis-
takable terms.

“Ag 1 have already pinted out, the
object of the Press Council is to pre-
serve the liberty of the press and
maintain and improve the standards
of newspapers.

Some discussion hag taken place with
regard to the composition of the coun-
cil which consists of a chairman and
25 others. The chairman is to be nomi-
nated by the Chief Justice of India.
Of these 25, 13 will be drawn from
among the working journalists; that
is, more than half would be from
among the working journalists, and
of these, six will be editors who do
not own or manage the business of
newspapers, and of these six, at least
three will be from newspapers pub-
lished in our own languages. The
Joint Committee in their wisdom may
suggest some other ratio, but I am
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only submitting here that as it is the
majority consists of working journal-
ists,

R

The right of the Chief Justice to
nominate the chairman has been ques-
tioned by some of the hon. Members.
The real position is this. Originally
we wanted a small committee of the
Chief Justice, the Speaker of this
House and the Chairman of the Rajya
Sabha to take part in this selection.
But both the Speaker and the Chair-
man have indicated their inability to
get involved in this as they think that
it will affect their independence and
their position. So, we were left only
with the Chief Justice, who I am glad
to say has agreed to mnominate the
chairman. The provision is that the
chairman will have to be nominated.
If he is nominated by the executive
there will be the charge that he is a
tool of the Government. The legisla-
ture has refused to come into the pic-
ture. We thought, therefore, that the
most independent body, namely the
Supreme Court could have the voice
in this matter, and, therefore, it was
that we had suggested that the Chiet
Justice should nominate the chairman,
and the Chief Justice was very pleas-
ed to agree to nominate the chairman.

It has also been stated that the
powers of the press council are not
adequate. Hon. Members are aware
that there is clause 13(2) under which
in suitable cases, the council may re-
port to the Central Government with
their recommendations, after one or
two censures, as the case may be. As
to what the effect of the recommenda-
tion is going to be, I shall not say, be-
cause franily, I want to be sincere and
I want to ¥ serious about this matter,
and I would say that I am doubting
whether much can be done, but it is
always open to us to amend the laws
that ‘may fetter the right of the Gov-
ernment to act in those cases. But, as
it is, we have clause 13(2) in regard
to this matter.
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There has also been 3 reference to
monopolies. I may gtate straightway
that the Registrar of Newspapers has
been paying considerable attention to
this aspect of the development of the
newspaper industry. One of the func-
tions of the press council would be
to make study of such ownerships and
to reocmmend to Government neces-
sary remedial measures. Under rule 8
of the Registration of Newspapers
(Central) Rules, 1958, it is obligatory
for the publisher of every newspaper
to publish in the first issue of the last
week of February each year, the par-
ticulars including inter alia the names
and addresses of individuals who own
the paper and the partners and
shareholders holding more than one
per cent of the total capital. So, I
would submit that some precaution
has been taken in this regard already.
If there is a change of ownership or
if there is an accumulation of shares
in one hand, that will be indicated
under the present existing law.

There was also some reference to
the monopolistic tendencies that were
developing in the country. Shri
Warior gave an instance of it. I am
not going into the instance referred
to by him, but may I point out to him
that the Press Commission themselves
have defined the term ‘monopoly’?
They have said that monopoly is
deemed to prevail if a predominant
part of all the newspapers sold in
the whole country or a substantial
part of it is supplied by one person
or by one group of inter-connected
companies. P

Shri Warior: The  Mahalanobis
Committee also has given a definition
of that term.

Shri C. R. Pattabhai Raman: I am
coming to that. Asg has been pointed
out by the hon, Member, the Mahalan-
obis Committee also has dealt with
the existence of monopolies, I am
only stating that the Press Commis-
sion had also defined the term and had
recommended that the press registrar
should keep a close watch on the cir-
culation of newspapers and if he came
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to the conclusion that a monopoly had
developed in a particular area or in
a language he should bring it to the
attention of the proposed press coun-
cil which should conduct an investi-
gation. I would submit that this is a
vital responsibility which will fall
squarely on the shoulders of the press
council.

Actually, the registratrar of pnews-
papers has drawn attention to mono-
polistic tendencies that exist in the
country. 1 would refer to Chapter V
of the Annual Report of the Registrar
of Newspapers for India, 1964, which
refers to this and says: '

“From the study conducted in
the following pages, it would be
evident that monopolistic trends
continue to exist. Thig growing
trend would have been higher
and the rate of growth much fast-
er had it not been for the inevit-
able curbs which hag to be placed
on the allocation of newsprint to
the newspaper combines who have,
during the past eighteen months,
from time to time, approached
the Government for additional
quota to bring out new publica-
tions, dailies, weeklies gnd month-
lies. It is, therefore, the shortage
of foreign exchange which iz re-
tarding the growth of these com-
bines.”.

Thig is the report of a Government
officer, namely the Registrar of News-
papers, which has been placed before
the House. A study of some of the
pages of that report is wvery illumi-
nating. This report also points out
that in 1968, the daily newspapers
under common ownership commanded
a circulation of 38.17 lakhs represent-
ing 68.4 per cent. of the total circula-
tion of dailies. The Bill enjoins an
important function on the press coun-
cil to study dewvelopments which may
show trends towards monopoly or
concentration. I have already refer-
red to that part of the Bill where the
attention of the presg council is pro-
posed to be drawn to it.
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[Chri C. R, Pattabhi Raman]

It T remember right, Shri Bade
proposed that the press council should
be given the responsibility of distri-
bute newsprint and Government ad-
vertisements. I am afraid that both
these fall outside the purview of the
press council. The press councils else-
where also have not been entrusted
with this responsibility.

Shri Bade: That is at the root of
the matter, If you want to destroy
monopoly, the distribution of news-
print should be entrusted to the press
council,

Shri C. R. Pattabhai Raman: I may
take the House into confidence and say
what the present positon is. It is
another Ministry which sanctions the
foreign exchange for newsprint, What
is sanctioned ig distributed by us. We
are taking into account regional
claims, language claims and the claims
of English papers and circulation
figures etc. and then make the allo-
cation of newsprint, That is the posi-
tion now. But I dare say that thig is
also one of the matters which the
press council can take up. What is
more important is that the Joint Com-
mittee Jwill certainlly deliberate on
this important aspect of the matter.

Shri Warior: 1 would ke to draw
the attention of the hon. Minister to
the report of the Registrar of News-
papers himsed where certain instan-
ces have been cited of some of the
monopolies having started new papers
and periodicals without getting any
fresh quota of newsprint. I do not
know how that has been possible.

Shri C. R. Pattabhj Raman: The
snag of the matter is that. I have
great respect for the hon. Member, and
I am aware of what he is saying. I
may tell my hon. friend that there
are gome cases where papers are being
published and printed without any
fresh pewsprint gquota at all. The
point is how they have been able to
get the newsprint. That matter
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under inquiry. It is not as if it has
escaped our attention, but there it is.
Sometimes, they may also get things
printed on glazed paper or white
paper which is costlier. We are not
concerned with that here, We are
only concermed with newsprint.

8hri Warior: They are printing on
newsprint, and especially foreign-im-
ported newsprint and not the NEPA
newsprint.

Shri C. B, Pattabhi Raman: As I
have already pointed out, the press
council ig going to have prominent
persons; most of them will have to be
connected either with journalism or
with something connected with jour-
nalism. There cannot be anyone with=
out journalistic experience or some
standing in the journalistic field.

It has also to be noted that the In-
dian Federation of Working Journal-
ists themselves have desired that the
Chief Justice of India should nomi-
nate the chairman Thereafter we
had discussions in the press consulta-
tive committee also, to which I have
already made a reference in my open-
ing speech. And then this present pro-
vision has been incorporated.

There have also been some com-
ments about the need for training and
research programme. As the hon.
Members will note, there is already a
provision in the Bill for that purpaose.
But the question has been put whether
there will be an effective training.
The Press Commission had recom-
mended that the preas council ghould
be charged with the responsibility of
creating suitable agencies for recruit-
ment, education and training in the
profession of journalism. Actually,
they have recommended the getting up -
of an organisation calleq the press in-
stitute, It is true that there are some
universities which have courses in
journalism. But there is a great meed
for an institution for advanced train-
ing in jourmalism. There i no provi-
sion in the universities or elsewhere
for imparting what is culled in-service
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training in journalism. This ig rather
important. Masg communication media
are changing rapidly, and it is neces-
‘sary that facilities should be provided
for journalists to keep abreast of
developments in this field.

There is also g reference to the re-
gulatory character of the functiong of
the Press Council. Really, I wish to
point out at the very outset because
there were some harsh things said
about journalists—that by and large,
the press in the various languages in
Indiz has acted with a deep sense of
responsibility. I would be failing in
my duty if I did not say that particu-
larly during the emergency period—I
do not say that the emergency does not
exist now; I am saying that when we
were having these border skirmishes—
not one paper was found -writing
against us; they all really stood be-
hind us as one man.

It is also true that there are black-
sheep in the journalistic family as in
other families, as in the families of
lawyers, doctors and so on. I am proud
to be a lawyer myself, but simply be-
cause one or two in the profession may
be black-sheep, we cannot condemn
the whole profssion.

Shri S, M. Banerjee: Why did you
proceed against four papers?

Shri C. R. Pattabhi Raman: I donot
know whether he is asking me, who is
connected with the Information and
Broadcasting Ministry, as to why I
proceeded against those papers.

Shri 8. M. Banerjee: I consider the
Government to be a collective body.

Shri C. R. Pattabhi Raman: I am
sure the proceedings against certain
newspapers would be defended by
more able persong when the time
comes for that. I am here concerned
with the Press Council. 1 am another
1#mb of the Government, I am not
really defending, I cannot defend, be-
cause I have no facts before me as to
what hag been done in those cases.
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This is really not within the purview
of this Ministry, so far as the action
against the papers is concerned.

The tendency to indulge in anti-na-
tional, communal and obscene matter
is certainly noticeable. | am not going
to run away from that. Thig should
be chacked by the Press Council rather
than by the State.

The Press Council will be an auto-
nomous body charged with the res-
ponsibility of maintaining high stand-
ards of conduct by newspapers and
journals. It is also a body of the
Press to keep its erring members
under restraint so that the freedom of
the Press given to us by the Constitu-
tion is not abused. It is really a
self-regulatory body for the Press and
all would welcome it.

1 am glad that the hon. lady Mem-
ber from Mysore, who has distinguish-
ed herself in the legal field, spoke
about Ramesh Thaper's case. I have
already quoted in this House about
that. I had the good fortune to ap-
pear in the case in the Supreme Court.
There the late Shri Patanjali Shastri,
who was later to become Chief Jus-
tice,—Shri N. C, Chatterjee who is a
distinguished friend of mine was
there—speaking for the Court_made
these observations—there was also the
Brij Bhushan case and my hon. friend,
Shri Chatterjee who appeared in that
case wag there, Thig is what Justice
Patanjali Shastri gaid:

“There can be no doubt that the
freedom of speech and expression
includes freedom of propagation
of ideas and that freedom is en-
sured by freedom of <circulation.
Liberty of circulation is as essen-
tial to that freedom ag the liber-
ty of publicatian, Indeed without
circulation the publication would
be of litfle value”.

This was said in the Cross Roads case.
This is precisely what fell from the
learned jurist, I cannot improve on
the language.
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[Shri C. R, Pattabhi Raman]

Subsequently, in the Brij Bhushan
case where my hon. friend, Shri
Chatterjee appeared, the same expres-
sions were used. Therefore, this
guaranteed fundamental right is most
important. I dare say there may be
many mistakeg committed even by
Government. It is the right of the
subject in a democracy to point out
the mistakes and anything which goes
against the freedom of the presg can-
not really be welcomed by a democra-
tic state or any party wedded to those
principles. I am certain that the press
upholds this principle. It is quite true
that in totalitarian states, this question
does not arise at all. But in India
where we have the greatest democra-
tic nation functioning in the whole
world, we are proug of these guaran-
teed fundamental rights.

Press

With your leave, I would quote a
few sentences from the Indian Press
Law Enquiry Committee Report, it wag
ag early as in 1848. They say:

“Freedom of speech and of pub-
lication consists primarily, as has
been very truly said, not in the
liberty of the individual to speak
or write what he chooses, but in
the liberty of the public to hear
and read what it needs. No one
can doubt if a democracy is to
work satisfactorily, ordinary man
and woman should feel that they
have gome share in government..
Freedom of the press is essential
to political liberty. Where men
cannot freely convey  their
thoughts to one another, no free-
dom is secure. Where freedom of
expression exists, the beginnings
of a free society and a means for
every retention of liberty are al-
ready present. Free expression is
therefore unique gmong liberties".

Then they go on to say—this is rather
important:

“Freedom of expression is not
merely g reflection of important
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interests of the community but also
a moral right. It is a moral right
because it has an aspect of duty
about it. The presg itself should
accept responsibiliy for perform-
ance in the public interet, There
should be a code of ethics with the
same sanction behind it .as the
ethical code of lawyers or the
medical profession”.

Thig is precisely what the Press Coun-
cil seeks to do.

‘With regard to one aspect namely
reference to ‘blackmail’ which was al-
luded to, I myself haq brought in two
amendments. One amendment was
for knocking off the word ‘black-
mail’.

I am glad I had the benefit of the
views of all sections of the House, I
hope this will also help the Joint
Committee in their deliberations after
which the Bill will come bad to us
again.

Shri Bade: He has said that the
Chief Justice of India has kindly
agreed to nominate the Chairman, But
can we discuss the nomination? We
cannot say anything against the Chief
Justice and no one outside also can
say anything against him because
it constitutes contempt of court.

Shri C. R. Pattabhi Raman: The
hon. Member is aware that the judi-
cial act of a Judge cannot be discussed
in the House, but not the nomination
which he has very kindly undertaken
to do. The nomination may certainly
be open to some little criticism here.
The House is not therefore prevented
from expressing its opinion.

As you know, it hag to be done by
some authority. As I said, the legis-
lature did not want to take part in
that. As regards the executive, I am
sure the House will not approve of
their nominating the chalrman of the
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Press Council. Therefore, we have to
go to the third limb which is very pro-
per in the circumstances, because after
all, the fourth estate is called the
fourth limb of the state.

Shri K, C. Sharma: What kas led
the hon. Minister to bring the Chief
Justice into this? Could he not find
any other organ?

Shri C. R. Pattabhi Raman: The
Indian Federation of Working Journ-
alists wanteq it. It was also in the
original Bill.

Mr. Chairman: It is too late to raise
this question after the discussion is
over.

The Question is:

“That this House concurs in the
recommendation of Rajya Sabha
that the House do join in the Joint
Committee of the Houses on the
Bill to establish a Press Council
for the purpose of preserving the
liberty of the Press and of main-
taining and improving the stand-
ards of newspapers in India, made
in the motion adopted by Rajya
Sabha at its sitting held on the 15th
September 1964, and communica-
ted to this House on the 17th
September, 1964, and resolves
that the following 30 Members of
Lok Sabha be nominated to serve
on the said Joint Committee,
namely: Shri Peter Alvares; Shri
C. K. Bhattacharyya; Shri N. C.
Chatterjee; Shri Tridib Kumar
Chaudhuri; Shri Yudhvir Singh
Chaudhary; Shri C Dass; Shri L.
Elayaperumal; Shri Ansar Har-
vani; Shri T. D. Kamble; Shri
Cherian J. Kappen; Sardar Kapur
Singh; Shri M. K. Kumaran; Shri

Mr. Chairman: Punjab is not in-
habited only by represantatives frome
the Opposition or the Congress Party.
All parties are represented here.
Therefore, every party wiil get its
time according to its strength.

Shri D. C. Sharma (Gurdaspur):
Sir, at the very outsat I wish to sub-
mit that the calamity which has over-
taken almost all the States in India is
not the first of its kind. I want to ask
the Government of India, when this
calamity occurs every year, when we
are told about this Najafgzarh area,
when we are to'd about Jumna, Bag-
mati and other rivers where flood
takes place, why isit that the Govern-
ment does not take due precautions
to stop these floods? Sir, prevention
is the better part of cure. 1 know
that when floods occur the Govern-
ment does everything in its power to
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help the people. But in spite of that,
cattle are destroyed, lands go under
water, human lives are lost and so
many other calamities overtake our
population.

I would like to ask the hon. Minis-
ter one question. India has been free
for the last 17 years and these flonds
have been occurring every year. Why
is it that they have become hardy
annuals, why is it that they have be-
come annual occurrences, and why is
it we are asked to debate this point
every time in this House. Therefore,
I think it is the duty of the Govern-
ment and the duty of every Member
of this House to whatever party he
may belong, to take not only long-
term measures for the prevention of
these floods but also short-term mea-
sures so that the population is not
put to any trouble every year.

I do not want to go into the extent
of damage that has been brought about
by these floods. I think the hon.
Minister has been very candid in
this matter. If I may be permitted to
#ay s0, it ig for the first time that we
have got a very reliable report from
the Government. Of course, there
are some persons who may differ from
this report. They may say that the
damage is greater than what is given
in the report of the Government,

An Hon. Member: Because they are
mot dependable,

Shri D. C. Sharma: But there is no
doubt about the fact that the Govern-
ment has been very fair with us, very
fair with the population, very fair
with the people of the country and
wery fair with those people who are
affected. How are these losses to be
made- good—the loss of crops? Of
course, nobody can make good the loss
wuffered on account of loss of human
lives. Who can do anything about
that? My heart goes out to all those
persons who lost their lives during
these flnods, and I think the whole
Hous~ is full of sympathy for those
persons. . . .
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Shri D. C. Sharma: I want to ask
the Government wnether they are
gving to do something for taz sur-
vivors of those persons. It 1s the
moral duty of the Government to do
something for the families of those
persons who lost theiwr lives in the
aoods.

My second point is this. Only this
morning some persons cime and told
me that so many houses have falen
down. A gentleman came and told the
story of Sonepat. The same story is
repeated everywhere. The same story
15 more or less to be found in my
constituency also. The same story
is to be found in all parts of India—
Rajasthan, Uttar Pradesh, Bihar,
Assam, West Bengal and other States.
Here is my hon. friend from Midna-
pur. He has suffered from floods. 1
would say, the Government should do
something to make good the losses
that the farmers have suffered on ac-
count of their cropg being damaged
altogether by these floods. Why do I
say so? Unless the Government pay
the penalty for its neglect, the peralty
in terms of money, th= penaty in
terms of prayaschith, I think these
floods will not become things of the
past, these floods will go on ocsuring
every year.

My third point is this. The hon.
Minister has given us two statements.
I have gone through both these state-
ments. We know where the disease
is, what the trouble spots are, which
of the rivers are dangerous and how
the whole thing starts. I would say
that the Governmsant should prepare,
first of all, a short-term plan far those
cities and villages which are affected
every time these floods o:cur, I would
also say that the Government should
have blue-prints of thos2 rivers which
are causing us trouble. It will be
said that it is very difficult t» control
these rivers, that Kosi is known as the
river of sorrow, that Bagmati is an
erratic river, that Beas is a river which
is as whimsical as vou can imagine it
to be and so on. But all these things
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do not cut any ice with this House
today. I would, therefore, say that
a high-power commission should be set
up to prepare village-wise account, to
prepare a blueprint for the protection
of every village that is affected, every
city that is affected by these rivers
which are causing us trouble.

So, 1 was submitting very respectfully
that something has got to be done. I
know that the hon. Minister will say
something to alleviate the human
suffering, to bring hope to the minds
of the affected persons. I say that
will not be enough. We want to have
a foolproof remedy for these ills
which are recurring every day, every
year; unless that is done, the trouble
will go on recurring. It may be said
that we will require so many crores
of rupees, that the whole Five Year
Plan money will have to be spent on
it. I may tell you that the population
of India is not prepared to listen to
these things because, as it has been
stated, these calamities are due to
three causes. The rainfall is there.
But what about drain No. 8 and drain
No. 87 There is no effective construec-
tion of drains. Those drains were

not deep enough and strong enough .

man. Therefore, you should take

action against the persons who have
constructed this defective drain. You
have to entrust the whole case to some
establishment like the SPE to see why
this drain was constructed in such a
defective manner that it could not
stand the floods.

Therefore, 1 would say that while
we have got to look to the needs of
the people who are in distress and
have to satisfy those needs as fully as
possible, while we have to see that
such floods do not take place in future,
we have also to see that those drains
and bunds which were man-made and
that too under the supervision of
engineers are in good condition.
Therefore, Government has to order
an all-round, all-out, foolproof, un-
biased enquiry into these happenings.
It should place before this House not
only a long-range @plan but also a
short-term plan. Dr K. L. Rao is a
person who knows all these things. I
hope he will be able to satisfy us in
such a way that next time no debats
on floods takes place in this House
and even if there are floods there are
no damages to human life, crops and
other things and everything goes ea
smoothly.

Shri Liladhar Kotoki (Nowgong):
Mr. Speaker, it is the fitness of things
that the problem of floods. . . .

Mr. Speaker: There is no flood ia
Assam,
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Shri Liladhar Kotoki: I shall come
to it, Sir. But before that I want to
join my friends from Punjab in urg-
ing the Minister to do all that is vos-
sible to remove the difficulties created
by flood and water-logging in Punjab.

It is not true that there is no flood
in Assam. The statement itself refers
to floods in Assam. The statement that
was laid on the Table of the House on
the Tth September says on page 4:

“The damage that has occurred
so far and my inspection of the
areas convinces me that a very
thorough and competent grganisa-
tion is immediately called for for
the maintenance of flood embdnk-
ments in Assam. The standards of
maintenance have also to be im-
mediately improved. As regards
the erosion which has been the
main cause for large-scale damage,
it is necessary to find out economi-
cal methods of tackling this pro-
blem. These erosions shift from
place to place and area to area.
So they require continuous and
constant investigation and study
for effective control.”

So, Sir. ... (Interruptions.)
Mr. Speaker: The simultancous
translation apparatus should be

switched off when it is not in use.

Shri S. M. Banerjee: It is a constant
disturbance. ... (Interruptions).

Shri Liladhar Kotoki: So, this
shows that floods control measures so

far taken in Assam have not had the
desired effect.

In this connection, I would refer to
the Report of the High Level Commit-
tee on Floods published in 1858 in
which various recommendations were
made for control of floods in Assam.
I will only request the hon. Minister
to just enquire whether measures so
far taken conform to the recommenda-
tions made in the High Level Commit-
tee Report.

So far as
erosion 1s concerned, the damage 15
permanent. 1t eats away viulages and
towns; peop.e are uprooted and they
have to be rehabilitated elsewhere. it
1s a very difficult problem that has
arisen in my State. The problem 18
also too big for a State like Assam
to takfe. Therefore, my submission
is, here is a case where the Centre
must take the full responsibility of
tackling the prob.em of flood and ero-
sion caused by the Brahmaputra and
the Barak.

In this connection, Sir, I would like
to refer to the very right step that has
been taken by the Government to
tackle the problem of sea erosion caus-
ed to the coasts of Kerala. In that
State it was found necessary to have
the advice and services of international
experts. So far as erosion caused by
the mighty Brahmaputra is concerned,
1 submit, it will perhaps be necessary
to requisition the services of inter-
national experts to advise the Central
Government as to how to tackle this
problem. It may also be necessary to
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get aid from other countries because
it will we a very colossal programme.

Sir, I know my time is up. There-
fore, while concluding I will again re-
quest the Minister to give his careful
and earnest thought to salvage our
State from the damages of flood ana
erosion.

Shri Chandrabhgn Singh (Bilas-
pur): The discussion which has been
going on has been very amusing. When
you want to analyse the causes, you
have to remember a few basic facts.
The first is the annual average rain-
fall: the second is the process of sur-
face flow; the third is the process of
percolation and absorption, and the
fourth ig the surface evaporation.

As regards annual average rainfall,
statise show that this has not in-
creased in the recent past.

The second point is that the pro-
cess of surface flow of all our river
valleys, is the result of thousands of
years of work of nature, ultimately
deciding th:a direction the rivers will
go and fall and meet the sea. I think
in our intense desire to construct
national highways connecting various
towns and cities all over the country,
care has not been taken of storm
water drains. Go along any national
highway and you will find thousands
of acres of land under water due to
the roads which act as an embank-
ment preventing the natural flow of
water. This you see in the morth.
south, east and west. Railway tracks
crisscross the country thousands of
miles blocking the mnatural flow of
water and creating lakes, ponds,
puddles with stagnating water all
along.
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The big canals arising from big
dams, some of them the tallest in the

world some the longest in-length,
others covering the biggest area
against meander along the country-

side with utler disregard to the natu-
ral flow of water,

The third factor, the percolation
ani absorption. has also been mate-
rial]y affected. The ground water
level anq underground water table
has been rising at an alarming rate
and the foundations of big buildings
in Amritsar, Delhi and other places
have been endangered. The capacity
for percolation and absorption has
been materially affected and this has
added to the volume of surface flow.

Surface evaporation has also been
affected due to humidity and moist
condiions beyond all limit.

The engineers who planned the
roads, the railway lines and canals
have made blunders with the sole aim
of effecting economy by not
buildine enough bridges, culverts,
submersible roads, overbridges and
caus~w ys and have been definitely
unmindful of the natural drainage.

Shri Kashi Ram Gupta: On a point
of order. Is the hon. Member read-
ing his speech?

Shri Chandrabhan Singh: I am
reading from my notes,

Mr. Speaker: I did not notice it.

Shri Chandrabhan Singh: Go to
any large cily in the country, Delhi,
Kannur, Lucknow, Patna, Calcutta,
Cuttack, Ahmedabad, Poona or Surat
and vou wlil have ample evidence of
the truth of my assertion. The tra-
gedy is that to get more land- for
lebensroum, living space, al] the
lower level areas have been colonised
and thus you gee the prospect of
colonies remaining water bound. The
pools of water and quagmire breed-
ing mosquitoes and germs of enteric,
diarrhoea, dvsentery, cholera, hepa-
titis ang other water-borne diseases
become danger spots ¢f death and
destruction.

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We hear of so many commissions
and inquiries and every year the
story is repeated ad nouseum with
increasing impunity and complete
disregard for public good, safety and
amenity. It ig very definitely a sad
affair for which the public, the local
authorities ang finally the Govern-
ment are fTully responsible. I com-
pletely fail to understand why this
state of affairs hag been allowed to
go on.
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If you come to the villages, the
story is worse than ever. There is
no publicity for the villagers and the
villages; which remain waterlogged
and water-bound for full four months
in the monsoon. The villagers walk
in knee-deep water daily along their
lanes for all their morning easing
and other amenities and they think
that it is their lot to remain like that.
They say:

1 recently went to a few villages
in my constituency in Bilaspur dis-
irict. I coulg not go even on horse
back and had to walk with knee-deep
and ankle-deep water before I could
reach there. Why this should be so
after 17 years of independence baffles
me. I am hundred per cent eertain
that the Planning Minister, the mem-
bers of the Planning Commission and
officers of the department responsible
are arm-chair theoreticians and
white-collar administrators busy in
air-conditioned offices and houses,
travelling by planes or in air-condi-
tioned compartments with very poor
knowledge of Indian conditions. But
they are experis in American., Russian
and Japanese methods. 1T appeal to
the planners to completely change

their outlook. and if they cannot
make room for others.
with Dr. K. L. Rao, an acknow=-

ledged expart in this sphere, I do not
know sbou! the country, but ] am
exne~ting a great dea! from him. He
must remnvs a'l  uvbstarles to  the
natural flow of water. He must give
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[Shri Chandrabhan Singh)

enough scope for easy discharge by
creating fresh bridges, culverts and
channels all along the railways, high-
ways ang canals which must be lined
with pucca cement paving. The pre-
sent tendency to leave potholes all
along these channels must be stopped
and along with the new construec-
tions. special efforts must be made
for easy flow of water so that there
is no collection anywhere. I know
this is a tremendous task, and may
talce 10 to 15 years to complete, but
it must be completed.

Mr. Speaker: How many pages
more?

Shri Chandrabhan Singh: 1 would
appeal Yhat every village must be
connected with a good, pucca road,
ultimately leading to a modern maca-
damised highway at a distance of
three mileg at the most. Let there
be a road building scheme planned
for seven years.

Let this be a
high-powered body, and let their
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decision be final. What the Members
of Parliament can do is to adopt five
villages, one in each Vidhan Sabha
constituency in collaboration with
their colleagues in the State Assem-
bly, and develop them _as model
villages. The first priority should be
Eiven to the development of lanes,
roads, waterways, with an eye on
drainage and flood prevention.

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Shri Krishnapal Singh (Jalesar): ln
spite of his great anxiety, the reason
why the present Minister has not
succeeded in solving the problem is
the fact that there is no organisation
which can help him in working out
his schemes. What I mean is this,
that we need a special commission or
special body—I] made this suggestion
last year ioo to the hon. Minister—
which will exclusively and constantly
pay sole attention to this problem
and will try to solve it. We need a
body here in the Cenire ag well as
in the States down to the district
level. We should have a separate
body which would for all the twelve
monthg in the year pay full gttention
to this problem and to no other. The
setting up of such a body is one of
the ways of solving this problem.

We have floods every year, and this
body shouldq be allotted sufficient
funds to deal with this problem. It
shoulg have on it representatives
from the different Ministries which
are concerned with it, such as the
Railway Ministry, the Ministry in
in charge of Communications, the
Health Ministry, Works, Housing and

Supply Ministry and the Food and
Agriculture Ministry. I hope that
such a body will be brought into

existence very soon. Then it will be
much easier for the present Minister
and for everybody else to be able to
give relief to the people who are
affected. and to prevent floods in the
future.

The gecond reason why we need
such a body is that although the
Centre may be very anxious, the
Staies are not equally anxious in re-
gard to this matter. I shall give an
example. Recently, a note hag been
eirculateq with certain  figures. So
far as UP is concerned, I can assure
the hon. Minister that those figures
are totally wrong. I have myse!f
been visiting some of the flooded and
water-logged areas of three districts
of UP. In Aligarh, 15 people have
died, gnd several hundreds of villages
have been flooded and waterlogged.
In Mathura, at least three tehsils
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have suffered immense damage.
Then, there is an area about fifteen
miles from Mathura on the way to
Hathras town, which ig like a sheet
of water. There is another place in
one of the tehsilg in Mathura distriet,
where there is a lake about ten miles
in length, which has affected very
good and fertile land of about eight=
een to twenty villages, Nothing has
been done in this regard simply be-
cause the local officials and the State
Government have not taken adequate
steps. In Etah also, conditions are
more or less similar.
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Therefore, if we have one orga-
nisation which will constantly pay
attention to this problem, we can ex-
pect that it may be solved within a
reasonable limit of time.

One word about gratuitous relief.
Gratuitous relief is inadequate, I
would suggest that taccavi should not
be given. It is a8 great nuisance.
When people go to get taccavi, they
have to pay a poriion of it te the
petty officials. When the time comes
for realisation of the taccavi, they
have quite often to be pu: into lock-
up because they cannot afford to pay
back. The best thing iz to give them:
as much help as possible in the shape
of gratuitous relief. -

I would like to emphasise here that
we should have a scheme for cons-
truction of houses in rural areas.
Whenever a village has bren  des-
destroyed by floods, we should have
a plan ready to build a fresh village,
if we are seriou; about housing
schemes in rural areas. This is an
ideal opportunity which nature has
afforded w: and we shou'd take the
fullest advantage of it and put into
effect schemes of housing in rural
areag,

Dr. M. 8 Aney: Considering the
extent of the damage and the wide-
ness ang vastness of the problem, I
believe a separate Commission ought
to be appointed by the Government
of India to investigate into 1ihe
whole problem as an all-India prob-
lem. That is one thing very neces-
sary.

For the last 15 years the Planning
Commission have been sitting and
studving the entire problem of Indian
economic uplift. Yet, the question of
the damages done by the floods and
the rate of relief that should be given
hag not received any adequate consi-
deration, in fact no consideration at
all, at the hands of the Planning
Commission. It is rather a matter of
surprise.

Therefore, I feel it is necessary to
have a gseparate Commission.

I agree with the suggestion made
by my hon. friend there that there
should be a separate organisation
11so to help the Minister in charge of
this problem here to give his un-
divided and devoted attention to the
problem througout the year,

If these things are done, there is a
possibility of the question being
tackled in a proper spirit.
