(@) & (b): The trains, whose average speed, on the entire run in both directions is minimum 55 kilometres per hour on Broad Gauge
and 45 kilometres per hour on Metre Gauge are designated as Superfast and a surcharge is levied for travel by such trains. Panchvati
Express has been declared as superfast train with effect from 15.11.2004 as it fulfills the required speed criteria.
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
