(),(9)&(h): The Government of Tamil Nadu is implementing a Group Personal Accident Insurance Scheme for the benefit of workers of
match and fireworks industry in Tamil Nadu. The scheme is designed to give relief in case of death, or injury to insured persons due to
accidents. The Tamil Nadu Government has also constituted a welfare fund for the workers in registered match factories and fireworks

factories to provide education, recreation, medical aid and other welfare amenities to the workers
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
