In order to provide trained manpower in sub-centres only for treating minor ailments,the Government in consultation with the Medical
Council of India is in the process of considering the introduction of a short-term rural medical course. The objectives are to provide
trained persons in rural villages to provide treatment for minor ailments, early diagnosis, stabilization & referral and promoting public
health activities and to reduce dependence of rural population on unqualified persons.
