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INTRODUCTION· 

I, the Chairman of the Estimates Committee, having been authorised by 
the Committee, present this Seventy-fifth Report of the Estimates Committee 
of the Second Lok Sabha on the Action taken by Government on the recom­
mendations contained in the Forty-fifth Report of the Estimates Committee 
(First Lok Sabha) on the Ministry of Community Development -C.P.A. 
Part IV. 

2. The Forty-fifth Report of the Estimates Committee (First Lok 
Sabha) was presented to Lok Sabha on the 19th March, 1957. The Gov­
ernment furnished their comments on the recommendations contained in 
this Report on the loth September, 1957, except to the one recommendation 
relating to the Programme Evaluation Organisation (planning Commission). 
As the replies in many cases were incomplete, the Ministry was asked to 
furnish more detailed and fuller replies. Thereupon, the Ministry furnished 
further comments to soml! recommendations on the 14th/26th August, 1958, 
and the Programme Evaluation Organisation (planning Commission) on the 
24th September, 1958. In addition, the Ministry furnished the latest po­
sition in respect of some recommendations on the 4th/6th February, 1959. 
The Study Group 'F' of the Estimates Committee examined the replies on 
the 1st September, 1959. Further particulars required by the Study Group 
on certain points were received from the Ministry on the 9th and 27th Nov­
ember and 26th December, 1959 and examined by the Study Group on the 
30th January, 1960. 

3. This Report incorporates the original ccmments as well as subsequent 
comments of the Ministry (wherever received) on the original reccmmenda­
tions. The Report has been divided into four Chapters:-

I. Report 

II. Recommendations that have been accepted by the GoVeJIlment. 

III. Replies of the Government that have been accepted by the Com-
mittee. 

IV. Replies of the Government that have not been finally accepted 'by the 
Committee. 

4. Analysis of the action taken by Government on the recommendation s 
contained in the Forty-fifth Report of the Estimates Committee (First Lok 
Sabha) is given in Appendix IV. It would be observed therefrom that out of 
47 recommendations made in the Report, 39 recommendations, i.e. 83 per 
cent of the recommendations have been fully accepted by Government, 
while 3 recommendations, i.e. 6·4 per cent have been accepted partly or with 
Dlodifications. Of the rest, reply in respect of I recommendation i.e. 2· I 
per cent has been accepted by the Committee while those in respect of 4 re-
commendations, i.e. 8·5 per cent have not been accepted by the Committee.

5. The Estimates Committee in Chapter I of their Sixty-third Report (Second Lok Sabha) stated that the Committee did not feel satisfied with the reply given by the Ministry to their recommendation contained in para­graph 103 of their Thirty-eighth Report (First Lok Sabha) on the Ministry of Community Development-C.P.A. Part I. The Ministry of Community Development and Co-operation in their letter dated the 29th December, 1959 have now furnished further information on the action taken by them in the matter, which is reproduced as Appendix III.

CHAPTER I 

REPORT 

The Estim~tes Committee, in paragraph 43 of their Forty-fifth Report 
:.(First Lok Sabha) observed that in the Second Plan period the Ministry of 
,Communications aimed at providing a post office to each group of villages within 
a radius of 4 miles and having a population of 2,000. In addition, post 
offices were to be provided at the Headquarters of all Community Develop­
.ment and NBS Blocks. The Committee, therefore, recommended that the 
Ministry of C'Jm:nlntity D.!velopment should see that full advantage was 
·take:l of the developm!nt plan of the Ministry of Communications in provid­
.ing p.)st offices a:d other commclnication facilities in the villages in Commu -
niry D.!velopment and NES Blocks. They further stated that at the Head 
.q uarters of a Block, facilities should invariably be provided for depositing 
money and its withdrawal. 

The Ministry in September, 1957 replied that the matter had already 
been taken up with the Ministry of Communications to provide P & T faci­

lities at all block headquarters and the facilities were being prl)vided. Again 
in A1clgtlst, 1958, they further informed that the Directorate General of Posts 
:~nd Telegraphs had been requested to provide postal facilities at all the 
Block Headquarters. They added that nearly 93% of the Block headquarters 
hl1 p:ntal facilities nd 80% telegraph facilities and that efforts were being 
made to have a complete coverage. When further asked to furnish the reply 
regarding the facilities to be provided at the Headquarters of the Blocks for 
depositing m)ney and its withdrawal, the Ministry stated that at that moment 
m)re than 95% of the existing Block headquarters were provided with postal 
facilities and that the postal facilities would be provided at all the block head­
quarters. The Committee do not consider the reply as satisfactory as specific in-
form2tion in respect of provision of Savings Bank facilities at the Block Head-
,quarters sought for has not been supplied even after replying thrice. They ars 
of thg view th2t greater care and attention should be given while furnishing 
information to the Committee. 

2. In paragraph 74 of their Forty-fifth Report (First Lok Sabha) the 
Estim:ltes Committee desired that in the Community Development areas a 
rough assessment should be made of the extent of unemployment and under­
employment in each village or in each Village Level Workers' circle 
so that in the light of the results of the survey the problem might be tackled 
in a planned way by fitting them in the programme of cottage industries and 
village craft in each Block. 

In reply, the Ministry statei that the infortDltion regarding the employed 
ani u:1em.?loyed ha1 been c:llled for in the Basic Block Survey Reports. When 
a,kej to sta~e wh!th!f th! informltion c'lllei f.)r in the Basic Block Survey 
Reports had been reviewed and what action had been taken thereon, the 
Ministry replied that with the expansion of the Programme, the Ministry 
h Ii ii,cntin'.le:i ClUing for the Bl<;ic Block Survey Reports. They added 
thit th! Blo:::k Rep:>rts w.!re, however, prepared and ml.intained at the Block

and State level and that the position regarding preparation of these reportS' 
had considerably improved as almost all Progress Assistants were appointed. 
in the different States by 31-3-59. The Committee feel that this matter 
has not been dealt with systematically. As it is not clear from the further-
reply furnished by the Ministry whether the information was being compiled in 
Block Reports and whether attempts were being made in a planned manner to 
fit in persons in the programme of cottage industries and 'Village crafts, the Com-
mittee reiterate the original recommendation and hope that early action (Dill-
he taken in the matter.

SUBJECT: -E%tensWn of Savings Bank facilities to Post. Offices in 

rural Areas. 

With a view to encouraging the habit of thrift among the rural population, 
the question of liberalising the orders regarding grant of S.B. powers in post 
offices in rural areas has been under the consideration of the Government. 
Under existing orders, S.B. powers cannot be granted to a post office which is . 
not permanent and since most of the post offices in rural areas are in an ex­
perimental stage, it has not been possible to extend the S.B. system to 
these areas. The position has been carefully reviewed by the Government and 
taking all factors into consideration and with particular reference to the fact 
that the P.O.S.B. is to take a leading role in the mobilisation of country's 
economy for the 2nd Five Year Plan, the Government have decided to permit 
the grant of S.B. powers to experimental post offices. It has also been decided, 
as a matter of policy, that post offices at the headquarters of Panchayats, 
Community Project Areas and National Extension Blocks should, as far as 
possible, be vested with S.B. powers. In vesting the post offices with S.B. 
powers the Heads of Circles should, however, see that 

(I) the Branch Postmaster placed in charge of the post office has a 
sound financial standing and is suitable to do the work ; 

(it) arrangements for the safe custody of the cash and remittance of 
cash to and from the office are satisfactory ; 

(iiI) there is a demand for the facility in the area, or there is a fair chance 
of the facility proving useful or popular; 

(iv) there is fair chance of the permanency of the office in case the office 
is in an experimental stage. 

The D.G. desires that the powers to grant S.B. powers to post offices 
vested in the Heads of Circles should be exercised liberally and the proposals 
received for the grant of S.B. Powers decided expeditiously.

I am directed to invite 8 reference to paragraph 103, printed at page 32 of 
the Report cited above. A Press Release appearing in the H.trdultan Titus 
dated the 24th Nov., 1959 (relevant extract enclosed), indicates that the Esti­
mates Committee did not feel satisfied with the reply given by the Ministry of 
Crmmunity Devekpment & Co-operation, to their reccmmendations that the 
Ministry of Ccmmunity Development & Co-operation (previously 
Ccmmunity Projects Administration) in consultation with the 
Programme Evaluation Organisation should systematically contact 
Upiversities and other Institutes of Social Sciences capable of under­
taking research in social problems and seek their assistance. The Committee 
have reiterated that in the context of imponant social chan~es 
taking place in the country the Mir.istry of Ccmmunity Development & Co­
operation should seek active co-operation of all the InstitUtes of Social 
Scitnces for research work. 

2. It is regretted that the recommendations of the Estimates Committee 
could not be implemented earlier as the Agency for fulftlling this task, was 
still in the making at that time. As the Committee are aware, this Ministry 
have since establi~hed a Central Institute of Study & Research in Community 
Development at Mussoorie. It was intended that this Institute would do the 
~earch work in collaboration with the Universities and other research organi­
sations. 

3. II' its first meeting held on the 15th and 16th October, 1959 at Dehra­
dun, the Advisory Board of the Central Institute (extract enclosed) have re­
commended that research work in regard to fundamental or basic studies 
in Community Development programme should be taken up by the Univer­
sities and other research organisations and research in respect of studies of 
current probl(ms arising from the operation of the programme should be taken 
care cf by the Central Institute and the Orientation and Social Education Orga­
nisers Training Centns. It was also recommended by the Board that a study 
in the broad held of "Communication" should be entrusted to the Universi­
ties. 

4. This recommendation of the Advisory Board, which accepts that of 
the Estimates Ccmmittee, is being implemented by the Principal of the Cen­
tral Institute of Study and Research in Communit, Development, Mussoorie, 
under the general guidance of the Research Committee set up by it. Therefore 
with the establishment of the Research Wing of the Institute, the recommenda­
tion of the Estimates Committee will now be implemented by the Central Ins­
titute in direct contact with the Universities and other Institutions of Social 
Sciences. In fact the Universities of Patna and Baroda are already contem­
plating to stan research work and their detailed proposals are awaited. Steps 
are also being taken to set up "Study Wings" at all the Training CentreS to take 
up specihc problems for study and held research. 

5. I 8m therefore directed to bring these developments to your notice 
and to the notice of the other members of the Estimates Committee.

RESEARCH WORK 

The Committee does not consider the Government's reply satisfactory 
to iti previous suggestion that the Community Projects Administration in 
consultation with the programme Evaluation Organisation should systema­
tically contact Universities and other institutes of Social Sciences capable of 
Wldertaking research ir. Social problems and seek their assistance in brin~'­
ing to bear an independent outlook on the existing development programmes 
so far as the Social aspect was concerned. 

In the context of important social changes taking place in the 
country, the Committee~ has reiterated its view that the Ministry of 
Community Development should seek active co-operation of all the Institutes 
of Social Sciences for research work. 

Extracts from the proceedings of the first meeting of the Advisory Board of 
th~ Central Institute of Study and Research in Community Development 
held on 15th October, 1959 at Dehradun. 

Item NO.5 Building up of Research Wing in the Central Institute deter-
Item No.6 mining the scope of its research and promotion of research 

through Universities and other agencies including training 
centres run by the Ministry. " 

It was noted that Study wings had already been agreed to in the case of 
four Social Education Organisers Training Centres and that the scheme for 
other Training Centres was Wlder consideration. The proposal to start 
Study Wings in the Orientation Training Centres was accepted but it was 
recommended that the Studies should be made by the Instructors 
in Rural Economics/Sociology who should be given suitable orientation fi}r 
the purpose. Previous experience of field research should be included 
as an additional qualification in all future recruitment. To enable the Ins­
tructors to devote time to research, the teaChing staff at the Training Centres 
should be suitably strengthened, if necessary. 

It was considered that a clear distinction should be made betWeen fun­
damental or basic studies and studies connected with current problems 
arising from the operation of the programme. The Board recommended that 
the former should be taken up by Universities and other Research Organi-
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sations while the latter should be taken care of by the Central Institute of the 
Training Centres. As illustrations of suitable subjects of fundamental 
research, "the role of the programme in fostering a sense of communit) 
among the people" was indicated. It was also recommended that a study 
in the broad field of communication should be entrusted to Universities 

The studies to be conducted at the Training Centres would be of two 
kinds:- .
