a) to (b) Yes, Sir. The Government have decided to recast the National Literacy Mission to focus on literacy o f women. Action has
already been initiated to recast the Mission and seek necessary approvals. 

(c) to (f) Yes, Sir. The prime focus of the Mission would be on women and they would constitute the major component of its clientele.
However, males would not be excluded from its ambit.
