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INTRODUCTION

I, the Chairman, Estimates Committee having been authorised by
the Committee to present this Hundred and Forty-Sixth Report of the
Estimates Committee on Action taken by Government on the recom-
mendations contained in the Ninety-Fifth Report of the Estimates
Committee (Second Lok Sabha) on the Ministry of Finance—
Rehabilitation Finance Administration.

2. The Ninety-Fifth Report of the Estimates Committee (Second
Lok Sabha) was presented to Lok Sabha on the 28th April, 1960.
The Ministry of Finance furnished their comments on the recommen-
dations contained in this Report between 14th August and 20th
October, 1961. The replies were examined by the Study Group F’ of
the Estimates Committee (1961-62) in their sitting held on the 26th
October, 1961.

3. The Report has been divided into the following three Chapters:—
I—Report

II—Recommendations  that have been accepted by
Government

III—Replies of the Government that have been accepted
T by the Committee.

4. An analysis of the Action taken by Government on the recom-
mendations contained in the Ninety-Fifth Report (Second Lok Sabha)
of the Estimates Committee is given in Appendix II of this Report.
It would be observed therefrom that out of 13 recommendations made
in the Report, 38.5%, have been accepted by Government, while the
replies of the Government in respect of 61.5'75 of the recommendations
have been accepted by the Committee.

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CHAPTER I
REPORT

™ The Estimates Committee are glad to state that the points brought
out in their Ninety-Fifth Report (Second Lok Sabha) have been re-
plied to by Government generally to their satisfaction.

2. The main business of the Rehabilitation Finance Administration
was to give financial assistance on reasonable terms to the displaced
persons from Pakistan to enable them to settle in business and in-
dustry. In para 27 of their above Report, the Committee had pointed
out that since this activity of the Administration had ceased and in
future it would mainly be occupied with servicing and recovery of loans
for which it took help from the Collectors as well as Settlement Com-
missioners in the States, Government should consider whether the con-
tinued existence of such a big organization was necessary. The Com-
mittee note that in pursuance of the observations made by them, the
Administration has since been dissolved at the close of the business on

the 31st December, 1960.

3. In para 21 of their report, the Committee had expressed a
doubt whether all the over-due loans amounting to Rs. 515 lakhs would
ultimately prove recoverable. In reply, the Government have stated
that every endeavour will be made to recover as much as possible out of
the over-due loans. Since the residuary work pertaining to the re-
covery of loans has now been taken over by the Rehabilitation Finance
Administration Unit, a subordinate office of the Ministry of Finance
Department of Economic Affairs, on the liquidation of the Rehabilita-
tion Finance Administration, the Committee trust that every effort shall
be made to expedite the recovery of loans to the fullest possible extent
and Government will exercise due care and caution while sanctioning
the writes off of any of these outstanding loans.
