(@) & (b): Petroleum & Natural Gas Regulatory Board (PNGRB) has roll out a plan for five year of CGD Network Development in 333
cities. Muzaffarnagar is one of the city considered in the roll out plan. PNGRB has invited bids for Jhansi geographical area, whichis a
part of Bundelkhand.

Further, subject to obtaining various approvals and meeting the Statutory norms, 4 and 3 new Auto LPG Dispensing Stations (ALDS)
are proposed to be set up during the next three years by Oil Marketing Companies (OMCs), in Bundelkhand area and Muzaffarnagar
area respectively.
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
