(a) to (d ) The NH-75 (including 75 Ext) starts from Gwalior and passes through States of Madhya Pradesh, Uttar Pradesh, Jharkhand
and terminates in Orissa. The details of the single lane stretches are as under:-

1. Madhya Pradesh 524 12  km 54 .0 to km 57.00 of Jhansi- Khajuraho 
      Section & km 38.0 to km 47.0 of Rewa − Ranchi 
      Section
2. Uttar Pradesh 91 0
3. Jharkhand 464 0
4. Orissa  14 12.70  Jharkhand/Orissa Border to Remuli

These stretches are proposed for double laning. 

(e) Funds are released State-wise and not stretch-wise. 
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
