SPEAKER  Hon.  Members.  it  is  with  deep
 sorrow  that  |  rise  to  inform  the  House  that  the  great
 freedom  fighter  Aruna  Asaf  Ali  passed  away  on  the  29th
 of  July.  1996  around  4  p.m.  in  the  Ram  Manohar  Lohia
 Hospital.  New  Delhi,  at  the  age  of  87  years.

 Aruna  Asaf  Ali  represented  the  radical  face  of  India’s
 treedom  movement.  She  was  astaunch  socialist  who
 believed  in  the  establishment  of  an  equitable  economic
 order  and  a  fair  deal  for  the  working  class  a  Corporator.
 who  demonstrated  that  the  system  best  administered  15
 best:  a  journalist  of  rare  objectivity:  an  activist  who
 steered  the  movement  for  empowerment  of  women.  and
 a  secularist  in  profession  and  practice  She  symbolised
 the  composite  culture  of  India.  In  her  demise.  the  nation
 has  lost  one  of  the  greatest  Indian  women  of  the  century.
 We  will  miss  her  when  we  celebrate  fifty  years  of  our
 independene.

 |  am  sure  the  House  will  join  me  in  paying  homage
 to  the  departed  colossus  that  Aruna  Asaf  Ali  was.

State-wise  information  of
 miik  production.  requirement  of  milk  and  per  capita
 availability  of  milk  is  given  in  Statement.

 (c)  Milk  Production  at  present  is  not  sufficient  to
 meet  the  recommended  nutritional  requirement  of  220
 gm.  per  head  per  day.

 (d)  Main  reason  are  as  under  :
