(a) the present status of the Kota Super Thermal Power Plant; 

(b) whether all generating units of the plant have become operational; 

(c) if so, the details thereof and if not, the reasons therefor; and 

(d) the time by which the full power generation capacity and commercial production are likely to be started therefrom?

(a) to (d) : Presently, Kota Super Thermal Power Station has an installed capacity of 1045 MW from six units as per the details given
below:-

Total (MW) 1045

All the aforesaid 6 units with the aggregate capacity of 1045 MW are operational. 

The Unit-7 of 195 MW capacity has been synchronized with grid on 30.05.2009 and is under commissioning with coal firing. The unit
is expected to be put on coal within August, 2009, and the commercial production (COD) is expected by September, 2009, after
which the total installed capacity of the Kota Super Thermal Power Station would be 1240 MW. 
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
