(c) whether the functioning of the Railways has been affected to a large extent as a result of non-filling of vacant posts; and

(d) the efforts being made by the Railways to fill up the key posts in the Railways?

(b) Vacancies as on 1.4.2010 have occurred due to normal retirements, voluntary retirements, deaths, promotions and on account of
creations of posts etc. and process of their filling up is continuous through recruitment, transfers and promotion. There is always a time
lag between occurrence of vacancies and processing the same for filing up which involves notification of vacancies, holding
examinations, finalization of select panels and issues of appointment letters. The Railways are committed to filing up vacant posts,
promptly as per the laid down procedure.

(c) No, Madam. The efficiency parameters for train operations have shown continuous improvement over the years. Further, the
productivity of employees, measured in terms of net tonne kilometers(NTKMs) and passenger kilometers (PKM) per employee has
also shown continuous improvement over the years.

(d) Notifications for filling up of about 1,90,000 posts have been issued.
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
