(b): Railways have huge throw-forward of ongoing projects with limited availability of resources. The projects are progressed as per
availability of resources. To expedite completion of projects, a number of initiatives have been taken to generate additional resources
through non budgetary measures like Public-Private Partnership, funding by State Governments and other beneficiaries. To reduce
delay on account of land availability, security issues, forestry clearances etc. meetings with State Government/ Central Government
officials are held from time to time. Contract conditions have been modified to bring efficiency in contract management and field units

have been further empowered.
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
