Will the Minister of PETROLEUM AND NATURAL GAS be pleased to state:

(a) the total number of letters received by the Director (LPG) from Members of Parliament for giving LPG connections on priority basis
in Azamgarh and Jaunpur areas of Uttar Pradesh ; 

(b) the action taken on the said letters ; and 

(c) the time by which LPG connections are likely to be provided to the persons recommended by the Members of Parliament ?

Answer

MINISTER OF STATE IN THE MINISTRY OF PETROLEUM & NATURAL GAS (SHRI R. P. N. SINGH ) 

(a) to (c) : During the year 2011-12, the Government have received 8 recommendations from Hon'ble Members of Parliament, for
release of 116 LPG connections in Azamgarh areas of Uttar Pradesh. Out of which 113 LPG connections have been released. 2
connections could not be released as they fell outside the area of operation of LPG distributorship and in one case, 
it could not be released as the name and address was not clear. 
Similarly, the Government have received one recommendation from Hon'ble Member of Parliament, for release of 9 LPG connections
in Jaunpur areas of Uttar Pradesh during the same period, and all the 9 LPG connections have been released. 
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
