(a) to (c) As per the Statistics of School Education brought out by the Ministry of Human Resource Development, the State-wise
number of Government, Local Bodies and Private aided schools during 2010-11(Provisional) are at Annex-l. Data on the number of
students who have passed out from these schools is not maintained separately.However, as per the annual publication "Results of
High School and Higher Secondary Examinations" of the Ministry of Human Resource Development, the total number of students
passed in the Higher Secondary Examination during 2008, 2009 and 2010 in the country is given below:

The data on the number of students studying in these schools is not maintained separately. However, State-wise number of students
enrolled in Classes X, Xland Xllin all types of schools during 2010-11(Provisional) is at Annex-Il.
