(a) whether the Government has banned the use of Chinese telecom equipment in the country including the border States in view of
security reasons; 

(b) if so, the details thereof; 

(c) whether the Government has held any meeting with the telecom operators and has given instructions to them not to use Chinese
telecom equipment in view of security concerns; 

(d) if so, the details thereof; and 

(e) the response of telecom operators thereto?

(c) to (e) A meeting was held with telecom operators who expressed concerns over such ban. The matter is still under consideration of
the Government. 
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
