(a) to (d): Yes, Madam. The implementation of NHM is reviewed by the Government from time to time. On the basis of such review,
emphasis has been laid on accreditation and strengthening of public nurseries, development of new nurseries in private sector,
rejuvenation of existing orchards, protected cultivation, creation of post harvest management infrastructure and markets in the Annual
Action Plans of the States.

State-wise details of the physical targets fixed and achieved under NHM during the last 3 years and the current year are at Annexure -
LI & IV.

Assistance is available for setting up terminal markets, wholesale markets, rural markets/apni mandis and retail markets under NHM.
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
