MINISTER OF STATE IN THE MINISTRY OF RAILWAYS (SHRI K.H. MUNIYAPPA)

the availability of resources and operational feasibility. Likewise, no proposal has been sanctioned during the last three years
specifically for the purpose of linking places of pilgrimage.
