(a) : Out of 32 States/Union Terriotories which have been sanctioned financial assistance for setting up State Consumer Helplines, 22
State Consumer Helplines are functional. Otheres are at different stages of getting it operational.

(b) & (c) : Of the remaining four State/UTs, Goa has set up a helpline under project e-PDS. Government of NCT of Delhi and
Chandigarh Administration has sought financial assistance for setting up of Consumer Helpline. The Government of Jammu and
Kashmir is yet to avail of financial assistance for setting up of Consumer Helpline.
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
