vi. Employability Enhancement Training Programme (EETP).

vii. National Employability Enhancement Mission (NEEM).

(e): The impact of vocational courses introduced through Ministry of Human Resource Development during the last one year has not
been studied. However, as per information provided by the Universities/College during XI Plan period, 3, 15,821 students were
admitted under Career Oriented Courses in different Universities/Colleges and 50,109 students got Placement/Employment through
Colleges/Institutions.
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
