It was decided that a pre-feasibility study be undertaken by Government of
Rajasthan containing all the technical parameters required to assess the possibility of developing the port at Jalore. IWAI has finalized
the Terms of Reference for the study, which has been forwarded to Government of Rajasthan for necessary action. 
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
