(@) No Madam. At present the NITI Aayog deals with NGO-partnership portal for the NGOs to sign up. However, registration by the
NGOs are not done, and Aadhar number has not been made mandatory for the NGOs to sign up. The total number of NGOs who have
signed up on the NITI Aayog web Portal as on 14th December, 2015 is 70,624 out of which number of those pertaining to Bihar is
3,442.
