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SHRI SOMNATH CHATTERJEE (BOLPUR): Is two hours time for me? | am very happy.
MR. CHAIRMAN: No, it is for the whole discussion.

SHRI SOMNATH CHATTERJEE : Mr. Chairman, Sir, | rise to raise a discussion on a subject which is extremely
important not only for us in this House, not only for the educational institutions or for the students community only
but for the entire people and particularly, for the future of this country as according to me or some of us, that never
before such diabolical attempts have been made in this country striking at the country's ethos, its culture and
tradition as are being done under the present dispensation.

Sir, my hon. friends in Bharatiya Janata Party may have strong views against what | am going to say but | hope they
will, at least, show tolerance to listen to what others have to say in the matter....(Interruptions) This is in
anticipation. That will depend on your response to my request. But | would very expectantly make a special appeal
to those friends in the NDA and its allies, who perhaps still have secular credentials, to ponder how their support to
BJP is being utilised or rather mis-utilised for matters other than the governance of the country and how the future
of the country is being mortgaged to forces of the divisiveness, darkness and backwardness affecting the unity and
integrity of this country as well as the great liberal tradition that we have nurtured for years together.

This is not a routine matter that we are raising in this House. But we feel it is our duty to take all possible action to
expose the sinister moves of this Government and to oppose to our utmost capacity the dangerous attempts that
are being made by the forces of disunity, communalism and obscurantism from overtaking the country and
particularly, spreading poison affecting the minds of younger sections, generations of our country.

Sir, it should be well known but it bears repetition that pluralismis the keynote of Indian culture and religious
tolerance is the bedrock of Indian secularism.

| believe, we shall profit if | take the liberty, with your kind permission, to read out a few lines from a recent Supreme
Court judgement in the case of Valasamma Paul vs. Cochin University. It refers to the provisions of our Constitution
and states, 'Our Constitution created a secular State based on the principle of equality and non-discrimination.' | am
reading from Volume 3 Supreme Court cases of 1996. In page 545, it is said, 'Striking a balance between the rights
of the individuals and the duties and commitments of the States to establish an egalitarian, secular order'. Dr.
Munshi, on behalf of the Drafting Committee, had said and | quote:

"Religion must be restricted to spheres which legitimately appertain to religion and the rest of life must be
regulated, unified and modified in such a manner that we may evolve as early as possible a strong and
consolidated nation."

It has been said in page 562, 'Pluralismis the keynote of Indian culture and religious tolerance is the bedrock of
Indian secularism. It is based on the belief that all religions are equally good and efficacious pathways to perfection
or god realisation. It stands for a complex interpretative process in which there is transcendence of religion and yet
there is unification of multiple religions.' Interestingly, the learned Judges quote from an article of Shri Arun Shourie,
written in 1986. | need not read it here because he has disinvested himself now. Probably, he will disown what he
wrote in 1986.

According to most of us, the greatest menace that this country is facing since this Government came into power is
the continuous attempt of the sangh parivar to spread communal poison in young minds. We are all aware of the
militant and fundamentalist activities of the RSS. Its pretension so far has been that it was a social and cultural
organisation, but it now stands fully exposed as its members are actively participating in the political process.

Now, the point is, in this NDA Government, which is dominated and controlled by RSS Members in the garb of BJP
activists, can we conceive of an NDA Government and its policies independent of RSS thinking and RSS policies?
Whatever may have been provided in their manifesto or whatever may have been provided in their so-called
common programme — | do not know — but it is impossible that the RSS will not be controlling this Government and
this country today. This is what is happening. And our friends, the non-BJP partners, have now become active
participants to the enforcement of policies and programmes which are out to destroy this country and the process
has started.

The anti-people and divisive policies of the BJP and the RSS are being implemented through the help of these non-
BJP partners. &€, (Interruptions) Yes, you are a partner in this. There is no doubt.

The installation of this Government has given a big boost for the RSS and its affiliated organisations. RSS is no
fool.

Mr. Chairman, the clear intention is to use education as a tool of indoctrination and to keep it as a restrictive
commodity for a section of the society. Sir, | shall give you few examples of how the secular character of education
in this country, which has been nurtured over the years and assiduously maintained, is now being turned into a
religious-centred education which naturally tends to be obscurantist, regressive and unpredictable. What are the
goals of the BJP and RSS? They are very clear. The goals are to communalise consciousness and to demobilise
people from democratic polity. Now, the ample resources of the Government are at their control. These funds are
being increased, the amounts have been increased and from the area of researches, they are being transferred to
areas more to perpetuate their hegemony than for spread of research and development in this country. They are
liberally using these funds and resources for the spread of Hindutva which has a specific meaning so far as BJP
and RSS are concerned. Sir, in this, now the resources of the Indian Government as a whole and also the Indian
capital are available to divide this country asunder for the spread of their precept of Hindutva.

Sir, no educational or cultural organisation today is free from their assault and many of the educational and cultural
institutions, most of them, have been converted into instruments for implementing the communal agenda of the
Sangh Parivar. Sir, kindly see who are the people who are now controlling this. There are a number of prestigious
institutions in this country. The Chairman of ICHR is Prof. D.R. Grover, who defended and argued on behalf of RSS
on Ram Temple Shrine matter. | do not have to give their credentials; they all stand condemned. The Indian Council
for Social Science Research was headed by Prof. Sondhi who had tried to exercise his own independent
judgement. He has been summarily removed now. The Indian Institute of Advanced Studies is headed by Shri G.C.
Pandey, a well-known sympathiser of RSS. University Grants Commission, which is now espousing astrology and
Vedic mathematics, is headed by Dr. Hari Gautam whose RSS convictions are well-known. In Indira Gandhi
National Centre for Arts, somebody is appointed for 10 years. He is a Member of Parliament belonging of BJP.
Personally, I know him, but he has surrendered to the forces of communalism and divisiveness. Now, its another
member is a very close associate of our Minister for Culture. The National Council of Educational Research and
Training (NCERT) is headed by Dr. Rajput. Of course, his views on Indianisation, spiritualisation and
nationalisation of school syllabus and value education are well-known.

The Indian Council of Philosophical Research is headed by Shri Kirit Joshi, President of Dharam Hinduja
International Centre. Of course, even films are not being left out of it. The National Film Development Corporation is
headed by one of our former colleagues who switched over to BJP. | do not wish to take much of your time. Please
see how it is expanding recently.

Even an active RSS person on the plea of looking after NRI interests is being appointed or has been appointed --
we do not know, the hon. Minister will clarify it -- as NRI Adviser in the Indian Embassy in Washington whose main
credential is that he is the representative, the Sarsanghchalak, of RSS in USA.

It
will benefit students, teachers, professionals from modern streams like doctors, architects, marketing,
financial, economic and political analysts. "



Prof. Jaspal, who is not a member of the Communist Party of India (Marxist) and if he is, | am very proud and happy
for it. 1 would like to quote him:

"Now it will be possible for us to predict earthquakes more accurately than geophysicists, the weather
and climate with greater accuracy without the need of ground based and satellite observations or
mathematical models. All uncertainties would be wiped out by going back to our traditional wisdom of
astrology. Even the mathematics we use will come from the Vedas. Why just this much only? We will be
able to tell whether we are going to be mugged by a ruffian, lose money on the stock market, win an

SHRI SOMNATH CHATTERUJEE : Sir, he has expressed his hope:

"I hope no self-respecting university would ask to start such a department. "

This is being advocated and we find on the Doordarshan a list of some 22 universities which are cash starved
Universities. They are being offered liberal funds for the purpose of taking up courses in the Astrology and Vedic
Mathematics.

Sir, all the leading mathematicians and scientists of this country held a seminar the other day here. Their appeal
was to stop this fraud on our children. They said that this course of Vedic Astrology and Vedic Mathematics have
more to do with promoting a particular brand of religious majoritarianism and associated obscurantist ideas than any
theory of development of mathematical or scientific teaching in India. They also said that the so called "Vedic
Mathematics" is neither Vedic nor Mathematics. They say that the imposition of "vedic maths' will condemn
particularly those dependent on public education to a sub-standard mathematical education and will be calamitous
for them. Sir, we are proud of signatories to this Press Release.

Sir, recently two conventions were held with regard to NCERT courses. | have mentioned one. Sir, this has become
a unique institution in this country. This is more for the spread of Hindutva. They do not bother about any rules or
regulations. | am told that they are going to appoint some teachers for spoken Sanskrit. The only qualification for
this post is that you have to apply. If you apply, you get the job. They have advertised it in the Employment News.
Sir, the teachers who have some self-respect are leaving this institution. Somebody is appointed who is closely
related to the Director of this institution for a faculty in which she has no expertise. This is what is happening. We
would demand proper inquiry. But what is the scheme of things? What is going to be taught?

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"If | was asked what greatest treasure which India possesses and what is her finest heritage, | would
answer unhesitatingly that it is the Sanskrit language and literature and all that it contents. This is the
magnificent inheritancea€;.. "

SHRI PRIYA RANJAN DASMUNSI : Only Shri Nathu Ram Godse did not read these lines. Everybody else has.

"This is the magnificent inheritance and so long as this endures and influences the life of our people and
so long of the basic genius of India continues. If our race forgets the Budha, the Upnishadas and the
great epics (Ramayana and Mahabharata) India would cease to be India."
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SHRI SOMNATH CHATTERJEE : Of course, you are the embodiment of obscurantism.
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SHRI PRIYA RANJAN DASMUNSI : Shri Goswami Giridhari Lal emphasised astronomy and not astrology in the
Science Congress.
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SHRI PRAVIN RASHTRAPAL : All Congressmen need not be Hindus. There are Muslims and there are people from
other castes and communities. We are free from caste system.

MR. SPEAKER: Shri Pravin Rashtrapal, he is not yielding. Prof. Malhotra, please address the Chair.
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MR. SPEAKER: Is this the way to discuss the issues in the House? Dr. Ram Chandra Dome, this is too much. What
are you doing? Why should there be a running commentary?

MR. SPEAKER: Prof. Malhotra, please conclude now.
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MR. SPEAKER: Shri Ramdas, he is not yielding. You must know the procedure.
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SHRIMATI| SONIA GANDHI (AMETHI): Mr. Speaker, Sir, secularism is the bedrock of our nationhood. Our
nationhood is the composite outcome of five thousand years of the mingling of virtually every major religion and
spiritual tradition that has inspired humankind. It is this continuing synthesis which has imparted to our civilisation its
unique character. It is this coming together of thought and experience which has made our nationhood a continuing
celebration of diversity.



The National Policy on Education adopted by Parliament states in paragraph 8(v), "In our culturally plural society,
education should foster universal and eternal values oriented towards the unity and integration of our people.” It
goes on to say, "Such value education should help eliminate obscurantism and religious fanaticism." As the 1986
National Policy constitutes the nationally approved framework for education sanctified by the endorsement of this
highest forum of our Constitutional democracy, the Parliament of India, it is only with the consent of this Parliament
that any change can be brought about in the noble and fundamental objectives of the National Policy. The 1986
National Policy was reviewed in the Tenth Lok Sabha in 1992. Some amendments were carried out in some
paragraphs of the 1986 National Policy on Education, but these did not touch the core values set out in 1986 -
values which derived from our Constitution itself.

This House, of course, needs no reminding that our Constitution commits us to a secular republic. Notwithstanding
the attempts made to inject semantic confusions on the meaning of the word secularism, | believe our jurisprudence
has never had any difficulty in understanding the scope and significance of secularism in contemporary India.
Therefore, when we see attempts being made to trespass on core values of our secularism in the pursuit of a
particular ideology, it behoves us, Members of Parliament, to alert the nation to such transgression.

We must prevent this perversion, the perversion of policy, to suit goals which may be the goals of a particular
persuasion alone and not the goals of the nation as a whole.

Mr. Speaker, Sir, as Shri Somnath Chatterjee said earlier, an abortive effort was made to undermine the secular
ethos of our education at the 1998 State Education Ministers' Conference. The outcry at that time over certain
items, over the agenda papers, for that particular Meet stalled the initiative. There was, at that time, some kind of
vigilance from the part of the Government to see those members of the Council of Ministers who had gone out of
step were actually reined in. However, | must say that that vigilance is completely missing now.

This debate has been necessitated by continuing efforts, overt and covert, to divert value systems in education into
channels that do not reflect the consensus of the nation on the nature of our nationhood.

The single most disturbing step is the attempt to launch a national curriculum for school education based on the
perception and prejudices of some people, of some ideologues of a certain persuasion instead of the nation as a
whole. The 1986 Policy took great pride in the consensual process through which the NPE was evolved. The
Central Advisory Board of Education was fully consulted in the matter and the National Development Council was
convened on 29! April, 1986 to consider every aspect of every dimension of the Draft Policy before it was placed
before Parliament. Indeed, it was at this very meeting that the Prime Minister of the day pronounced himself on a
point which we today, 15 years later, are obliged to remind ourselves, and | quote what he said:

"We have to see that a religious revivalism is not allowed to use our educational process as a tool for
fundamentalism. "

Itis, Mr. Speaker, Sir, a matter of great regret that this is what precisely appears to be the motive for the secretive
and non-consensual approach which is being resorted to by the Ministry of Human Resources Development to
push its so-called national curriculum. The Central Advisory Board on Education is being bypassed. The National
Council of Educational Research and Training (NCERT) is being marginalised as an institution where a favoured
few are being drawn into the process, and those with differing or contrary views are being totally ignored.

The State Education Ministers have also not been asked for their views. The Inter-State Council and the National
Development Council have not been consulted. The process of consultation adopted in 1986 as well as in 1991
and 1992 is singularly absent from the current exercise.

We demand, therefore, that till a broad spectrum of experts has been consulted, and the States in their generality
have given their consent, the Government should not contemplate any changes, let alone the 'U' turns, it appears to
be considering with regard to the core values and national curriculum for any level of eduation.

There are key references to secularism and national integration in the National Policy on Education, which must be
respected. They cannot be modified by executive action; only Parliament has the right to do so. Until that happens
- I do not believe that it can ever happen - the Government must recognise that those references are essential to
the Policy. They must be preserved, whether this be through the 1992 plan of action or any innovative steps this
Government desires to take. As such, it is important that we recall what these references are, and | shall take the
liberty to read them out.



It was declared in 1986 that:

"All educational programmes will be carried out in strict conformity with secular values."

It was further stated that:

"Education has an acculturating role, it refines sensitivities and perceptions that contribute to national
cohesion."

The 1992 programme of action reinforces these general directions by including, as | quote:

"A matter of foremost priority, national integration and adherence to national values and concerns,
observance of secular, scientific and moral values, inculcation of an understanding of our composite
culture with its rich diversity."

There is no escaping these national imperatives. We cannot and we must not accommodate the ideological
idiosyncrasies of a particular school of thought. Yet, we find that repeated efforts are being made to chip away at
the bases of our education. There has been widespread concern that these efforts are being made with a specific
intent, an intent which | am afraid, if implemented, is likely to push our educational system towards obscurantism,
irrational prejudices and bigotry.

The House is aware of the assault mounted, for ideological reasons, on the Indian Council of Historical Research,
the Indian History Congress, the Indian Philosophical Congress and the Archaeological Survey of India.

If I may say, to mix communal ideology with history textbooks and scientific facts is tantamount to playing with fire. In
a country as diverse and complex as ours, such an approach is not only incorrect, but also fraught with dangerous
consequences. ...(Interruptions) The House is also aware of the games being played with the NCERT and the
UGC. The 'Saffronisation’ of Education at all levels will be resisted by the Congress Party — | say this with all the
strength at my command - and | am sure that it will be resisted by all secular forces represented in this House and
outside. ...(Interruptions)

Let me remind the Government that in the field of education the one glaring omission is the pursuit of universal
primary education and universal literacy. Time and again, we have pledged ourselves to this goal. Instead of
wasting precious time and resources by tinkering with the 'secular curriculum' content, should the Government not
apply its precious energies to pursue these vitally important goals?

It has so far made absolutely no headway on the long pending Bill for making education a fundamental right.

Mr. Speaker, Sir, finally, instead of being so excessively obsessed with the past, should we not focus more sharply
on the future? It is a truism to say that our children are our richest future resources. We should, therefore, engage
ourselves in an endeavour to see that the careers and attitudes of our children are so shaped that they are at par
with the best in the world, both in terms of technical skills and scientific temper.

Mr. Speaker, Sir, we hope this debate will put the hon. Minister of Human Resource Development on notice that he
cannot substitute a National Agenda with the hidden agenda. We also hope, this debate will alert the hon. Prime
Minister to the need for continuous vigilance to ensure that the hidden agenda, his Party agenda after all, is not
smuggled through the back door in the mistaken belief that no one is watching, because Mr. Speaker, Sir, we are
watching and we will not let the Government get away with the ideological sleight of hand.

DR.C. (SHRIMATI). SUGUNA KUMARI (PEDDAPALLI): Mr. Speaker, Sir, change of any educational curriculum is
subject to Constitutional commitments. Our Constitution is committed for secular character and to maintain this
sacred commitment the element of religion should not be brought in.

During the Twelfth Lok Sabha, when the Government of India wanted to introduce Sarasvathi Vandanam as a
mandatory part of the curriculum, several sections had opposed that introduction of such a prayer in the schools
would give an impression that Hindutva is made a part of the curriculum. On behalf of the Telugu Desam Party we
expressed categorically that such an attempt is not desirable in the interest of our Constitution and its commitments.
Subsequently, the then HRD Minister had called for a meeting of the Ministers of Education from different States.



Andhra Pradesh was represented in the meeting by the then Education Minister, Shrimati Pratibha Bharati. She
made our Party's stand and Government's stand very clear, that introduction of Sarasvathi Vandanam as a part of
the curriculum is not desirable. On this occasion, we reiterate our stand that any such attempt is not desirable and
the Government have got a responsibility to maintain the secular fabric of the Constitution.

It is the BJP that is striving for the new ways in education because,
Sir, this nation decided, as long ago as 1986, through a National Policy for Education, that was placed before
Parliament, accepted by Parliament, modified again by Parliament in 1992 as to what are the new and effective
ways of educating our children.

Sir, to discover this new and effective ways of subterfuging our children the BJP way, the hon. Minister has
resorted to subterfuge. The Minister has twisted the paragraph 11.5 of the preface -- it is not written by him but
written, on his direction, by the Director of the NCERT, and he has to adopt it for himself -- of the 1986 Policy to
give himself a justification for his subterfuge. Mr. Chairman, Sir, | have brought with me the original text of
paragraph 11.5 and | would like to read the first sentence to you. Please listen to this very carefully. It says:

"The implementation of the various parameters of the new policy must be reviewed every five years. "

It is not the Policy that has to be reviewed every five years. Moreover, what is the purpose of the review? That is
stated in the plan of action of 1992 and quoted in the second paragraph of the preface where it says that the
fundamental need is for the modernisation of the curriculum. Modernisation through Jyotir Vighyan! Modernisation
through degrees in Karmakand! Modernisation through vedic Mathematics! Sir, the thrust of the proposed new
national curriculumis not the mundane business of implementing the parameters of the National Policy on
Education or the National Curriculum Framework of 1988 — 13 years old — but fundamentally towards altering these
parameters and altering the content.

Sir, consider this sentence from page vii (small Roman letters) -- he is still using Roman letters despite going into
the Vedic Mathematics — of the preface where you have this marvellous sentence. He says: ‘Indigenousness' - 1 do
not know where Dr. Rajput gets his English from. But he says:

"Indigenousness of the curriculum therefore is being strongly recommended. It has, therefore, stressed
the need to get education rooted in Indian reality. "

This is in your preface and | find Professor V.K. Malhotra has fled the scene. Sir, the answer to this nonsense — |
say it with responsibility — was given by the hon. Minister's predecessor in the Rajya Sabha on the 121" May, 1992
when Shri Arjun Singh said, and | hope | can quote from the records of the Rajya Sabha:

"l was very distressed, Madam, to hear from an hon. Member that this Policy was a relic of our colonial
past and we had not made any departure from the policies that were pursued during the British colonial
rule. In all humility but firmly, | would like to refute this insinuation. Let us be aware that after we achieved
Independence, eminent people in the sphere of education, persons like Dr. Sarvapalli Radhakrishnan,
persons like Dr. Kothari were given the responsibility to review and recommend changes in the policies
and programmes for education in an Independent India."

He further said:

"l just cannot imagine that anyone could even suggest that persons of such eminence adopted the
colonial past as the framework for the education of a free India."

Does Professor Joshi regard himself as a greater freedom fighter or a greater Minister of Education than Maulana
Abul Kalam Azad? Does he regard himself as greater educationist than Dr. Kothari? Indeed! Does he regard himself
as a greater Hindu than Dr. Sarvapalli Radhakrishnan? Sir, this Minister's objective is not indigenisation but
saffronisation and because he cannot saffronise by securing a national consensus on a new national policy of
education, he is smuggling in by subterfuge his bizarre of what is good for our children.

Sir, | challenge the Prime Minister to convene a meeting of the National Development Council on education as
Rajivji did in April, 1986 to discuss the new direction in which Professor Joshi wishes to take our children's
education. And if the Prime Minister wisely wishes to have nothing to do with his colleague's divisive ways in
education, then | challenge the hon. Minister to convene the State Education Minister's Conference as the one he
convened in 1988 at which the hon. Minister was humiliated by his State counterparts and repudiated by his own
Prime Minister. Let the nation see whether the Minister's saffron agenda can get the endorsement of even his NDA
partners such as the TDP, let alone the nation as a whole. Is that not why the Ministry of Human Resources



Development has failed for the last three years to even constitute the Central Advisory Board for Education? This is
the first time since 1935 that the nation has been so long without a Central Advisory Board for Education.

Minister to paragraph 10.2 of the National Policy on Education, 1986 which
he is duty bound to implement, whether he likes it or not. | am again reading paragraph 10.2 from the authentic text
which says:

"The Central Advisory Board for Education will play a pivotal role in reviewing educational development,
determining the changes required to improve the system and monitoring implementation.”

It is said 'pivotal role'. Mr. Minister, why have you tried to pull the wool over the eyes of the nation by listing in your
acknowledgements here, at such great and misleading length, all those whom you claim to have consulted? They
count for nothing compared to the Central Advisory Board for Education which has been given a pivotal role by the
National Education Policy in making any significant changes. You do not dare to go to the Central Advisory Board
for Education because it will throw out of the window your partisan and motivated right to twist the minds of our
children and saffronise their souls. This Parliament will never accept such saffronisation of education.

Your preface claims a very special awareness of India's rich intellectual and cultural heritage. If you have this pride
really of this awareness, then why had you given an exclusive place of pride to Sanskrit - or Samskrit, as you refer
to and write it in English? Referring to Soniaiji's intervention, His Holiness Swami Chinmayananda brought up here
the origin of Sanskrit in our current Education Policy.

| draw the attention of the hon. Minister to paragraph 5.33 of the 1986 Policy a copy of which | have here with me.
Paragraph 5.33 says:

"Efforts will be made to delve into India's ancient fund of knowledge and to relate it to contemporary
reality. This effort will imply the development of facilities for the intensive study of Sanskrit and other
classical languages. "

The Education Policy of 1986, as reiterated in 1992, links the study of Sanskrit to the study of other classical
languages. And in the 1992 review, the revised policy formulations, one more sentence is added to the original
paragraph 5.33 and that sentence reads like this:

"An autonomous commission will be established to foster and improve teaching, study and research in
Sanskrit.. "

And that is why, Swami Chinmayanda stopped but it actually said "in Sanskrit and other classical languages”. Why
did Swami Chinmayananda forget that? And what are these classical languages?

| got with me the Plan of Action of 1992. | refer to para 18.7.5 which is about monitoring and evaluation. It is at page
186. What are these classical languages? The position is made completely clear. It says:

"A Committee comprising representatives of the Department of Education, Rashtriya Sanskrit Sansthan,
Rashtriya Ved Vidya Pratishtan and NGOs working in the field of Sanskrit, Persian and Arabic languages
would be constituted to monitor and evaluate implementation of schemes for the promotion of Sanskrit
and other classical languages. Similar arrangements would have to be made at the State level."

The 1986 Policy, the 1992 modifications and the Plan of Action of 1992 make it abundantly clear that we regard
Sanskrit as one of at least three classical languages that are spoken and used in India and need to be nurtured,
namely Sanskrit, Arabic and Persian. But what have you done? You have referred to Arabic and Persian as foreign
languages. | would draw your attention to page 55 of the National Curriculum. In section 2.8.5, under the heading
‘Foreign Languages', you have said ‘foreign languages like Arabic and Persian'. How can you change it?

DR. VIUAY KUMAR MALHOTRA : Do you think that Arabic and Persian are Indian languages?

SHRI MANI SHANKAR AIYAR : Yes. This is exactly what we mean by saffronisation. | am glad that this point has
come up.

DR. VIJAY KUMAR MALHOTRA : Sanskrit is mentioned in our Constitution, but not Arabic and Persian.

The
adoption of Zero and the decimal place value systemin India unbarred the gates of the mind to rapid
progress in arithmetic and algebra. These and other advances in mathematics are contained in books
written by a succession of eminent mathematicians from the fifth to the twelfth century A.C. There are
earlier books also such as Baudhayana, ¢.8™ century B.C., Apastamba and Katyayana both of ¢. 5
century B.C. which deal with geometrical problems, especially with triangles, rectangles, and squares.
But the earliest extant book on algebra is by the famous astronomer Aryabhata who was born in, " Does
the hon. Minister know this?, "AC 476. He wrote this book on astronomy and mathematics when he was
only 23 years old. Aryabhata, who was sometimes called the inventor of algebra must have relied, partly
at least, on the works of his predecessors. The next great name in Indian mathematics is that of Bhaskara
I, (AC 522) and he was followed by Brahmagupta (AC 628), who was also a famous astronomer and who
stated the laws applying to shunya or zero and made other notable advances. The last great name is that
of Bhaskara Il, who was born in A.C. 1114. He wrote three books on astronomy, algebra and arithmetic.
His book on arithmetic is known as Lilavati which is an odd name for a treatise on mathematics, as it is
the name of a woman."

There are frequent references in the book to a young girl who is addressed as "™O Leelavati™ and is then instructed
on the problems stated. It is believed, without any definite proof that Leelavati was Bhaskara™'s daughter. The style
of the book is clear and simple and suitable for young persons to understand. This book is of 1940s. The book is
still used and partly for its style, in Sanskrit schools. So, what is this? Is not it much more accurate, much more
elegant and certainly more grammatical than the NCERT recycling worn out cliché?
