SHRI H.D. DEVE GOWDA (KANAKPURA): With your kind permission,
I would like to raise a very tragic incident of a precious life of Shri
Nagappa, the former Minister of Karnataka. He was abducted about 110
days back by brigand Veerappan. Two days back, he had sent a recorded
message that Nagappa died because of the encounter made by the other
State. But [ am not going to give any credential for his recorded message.
That is not the issue before us.... (Interruptions)

SHRI P.H. PANDIAN (TIRUNELVELI): Sir, he said, ‘the other State’.
The Chief Minister of Tamil Nadu has totally denied this incident.

MR. SPEAKER: Please sit down.
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SHRI H.D. DEVE GOWDA : I am not going to give any credential for the
recorded message. That is what I said.

Sir, this issue is a menace to both the States. Several important and
precious lives were lost in the past. The State Governments have tried their
best by constituting the Special Task Force, even in the past, to end this
menace. But unfortunately we were unable to succeed.

On various occasions, the Government of India has also co-operated by
sending the BSF or the Special Forces to operate along with the Task
Forces of both the State Governments.

Unfortunately, the change in Governments in each State at times has
created certain frictions and they are unable to handle this issue in a proper
co-ordinated manner. This is the reason behind all these things.

I was also there for about one-and-a-half years as the Chief Minister of
Karnataka. I tried my best. At that time, we were able to make some
progress. Dr. J. Jayalalithaa was also there at that time as the Chief
Minister of Tamil Nadu. Veerappan’s brother, Arjun was killed during that
period. We did our best. Hardly three people were left with him. That was
the situation. Unfortunately, subsequent developments have deteriorated
the situation. I do not want to make any political speech to gain any
political mileage. This incident has created a lot of tension in Karnataka.

The message from Veerappan, whether true or not, has created a lot of
tension in the minds of the people of Karnataka. The events that happened
in 1992 should not be repeated at any cost. The Centre should now act
without any delay. I do not want to raise what happened in Godhra. This
recorded message has created tension in the State of Karnataka. That is my
primary concern. A precious life has been lost. I am not going into the post
mortem of who 1s right, who is wrong, who has failed or at what stage the
State Governments have failed. I am not going to raise all these issues at
this juncture because it would further aggravate the situation. My primary
concern 1s to see that the whole matter 1s ended. The Government of India
should play a very prominent role here.
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The family members of Shri Nagappa had met the hon. Prime Minister, the
Deputy Prime Minister and all other leaders including Dr. Jayalalithaa.
They had prayed and requested them with folded hands to co-operate in
getting Shri Nagappa released from the forest brigand. All efforts had
failed and this incident has happened three days ago.

I have got my own experience, as Chief Minister, of how the matter was
handled. There is some sort of a non-co-operation; there is no proper co-
ordination. I do not want to blame either side. The Government of India
must take the responsibility of heading the Special Task Force and both the
States must co-operate to remove political areas of differences on which
State Government has taken what stand at what time. All these things are
irrelevant now. Karnataka and Tamil Nadu should be freed from this
menace hereafter.

Several precious lives have been lost. Several officers were killed and
butchered apart from several elephants being killed. I do not want to take
the valuable time of this House. The Government of India must come out
categorically today.

I can quote how the Government of India has reacted at various stages.
This 1s not a political issue. Both the States must live in harmony and
peace with proper understanding. Allowing this type of a menace to
continue is going to create further tensions in both the States. The hon.
Deputy Prime Minister should come to this House and announce that they
are going to take the entire responsibility to see that this menace is put an
end to. This responsibility must be taken up by the Union Government
instead of allowing both the State Governments to have their own areas of
friction.

There are certain pitfalls. I can say with some responsibility that there are
some people giving out messages to the man who has created all these
tragic events. Over the last twenty to twenty-five years, successive
Governments have tried their best, whether it was the Karunanidhi
Government or the Jayalalithaa Government or the Deve Gowda
Government or the Krishna Government. This 1s not the issue. There are
people who are giving information to the brigand because he has fed them.
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He has maintained his own agencies or organisations to get feedback on
how the task forces are going to move.

So, all these things are going to be a hindrance. That is why, the
Government of India should take the responsibility. The Central
Government should monitor the whole thing. Both the State Governments
should respond and extend their cooperation and see that this menace of
Veerappan should end. I think that will be the real tribute to late Nagappa’s
family. I know their concern. I know the family as to how much they have
suffered on account of this abduction. The entire family today is put in
such a sorry state of affairs. We are all concerned about the family. So, the
real tribute we can pay to the bereaved family is to put an end to this
menace. The people of Karnataka and Tamil Nadu should live peacefully
and see that they should maintain the cordiality.

I demand the Deputy Prime Minister and the Minister of Home Affairs to
come to this House and spell out whether the Government of India is
prepared to take the responsibility with the co-operation of these two
States or not. There could be a joint operation under the leadership of the
Central Government. I think, this is the answer to this problem. This 1s all I
want to say. ... (Interruptions)

SHRI H.D. DEVE GOWDA : Let my friends from the ruling party bear
with me for a moment. It is not a question of mixing politics. In the
beginning itself, I said that we do not want to mix politics. I have seen the
statement made by Dr. Jayalalithaa. I said that I could not give any
credence for a recorded message. That is why, I said that I do not want to
mix politics. There is no need to get any political mileage on this issue. ...
