SHRI SUDIP BANDYOPADHYAY (CALCUTTA NORTH WEST): Sir, I rise to speak on a very
important issue. ... (Interruptions)

SHRI BASU DEB ACHARIA : Sir, the Government must respond to our demand.

There is no response from the Government. ... (Interruptions)

SHRI BASU DEB ACHARIA : The Government must respond. The hon. Minister of Finance is
here. He should make a statement. ... (/nterruptions) It is a sell-out.

DR. RAM CHANDRA DOME (BIRBHUM): Sir, a very important issue has been raised here. The
Government must respond and make a statement. ... (Interruptions)

MR. SPEAKER : Shri Basu Deb Acharia, I cannot compel the Government to make a statement.
Please understand. Let Shri Sudip Bandyopadhyay speak.

SHRI SUDIP BANDYOPADHYAY : Sir, two incidents of atrocities on Christian minorities have
occurred yesterday — one at Agra and the other in Haryana. It is for a long time that this type of
incidents are happening continuously. The Christian minorities particularly are feeling very
helpless. The Christian minorities are to be protected. Such type of heinous activities should be
dealt with very firmly and exemplary punishment should be given against those who are responsible
— whether it is the Bajrang Dal or any other political party or political group. The Government is to
investigate the matter.

Such incidents are happening day in, day out, in the country, but no proper steps are being taken. ...
(Interruptions) Sir, we firmly protest and say that such types of activities are to be dealt with firmly
and exemplary punishments are to be provided so that such incidents do not happen any further.

Sir, three nuns are fighting with death. They have been brutally injured. They have been admitted in
the hospitals. We urge upon the Central Government, and we also appeal to all the State
Governments, to take this matter with all priority and to see that in future, the minorities are
protected in this country. ... (Interruptions)

SHRI SOMNATH CHATTERIJEE : Sir, this is not a solitary or isolated incident. This is a pattern of
activity ...

This is a calculated
move to go on affecting the interests of the minorities. They are infinitesimal small, about two per
cent in this country, and they are being selected. Today’s newspaper mentions that the Bible has
been burnt. This is how their religious sentiments are being injured. ... (Interruptions) Therefore, 1
say that this dastardly attack must be curbed. Such attacks should not only be curbed but totally
eliminated. Sir, we strongly protest. I believe, the House as a whole should protest against this
activity. ...

SHRI MADHAVRAO SCINDIA : Mr. Speaker, Sir, our country is facing a very dangerous situation
on the communal and caste fronts. The whole country is atomising or made into small bits and
pieces, to serve certain political purposes. I think, all of us, the Members of Parliament should now
look at the inherent dangers that exist in the situation. Let us at least speak with one voice. We must
be against fanaticism on all sides. It is a fight between liberals and the hard-liners. All of us must
support the liberals in whichever community they exist; and we should not turn a blind eye to the
hard-liners or the fanatics, even if he is associated with us. We must try and curb these activities.
This is the responsibility of both the Government and all the political parties sitting here.

Since these incidents are happening in quick succession, I think, it
is but right that Members of Parliament should hear the Home Minister. Let him make a statement
on this as to what exactly are his views; what exactly has happened; and what is the Governmental
information. This is my first suggestion.

I would like to ask the Government how long has it been since the National Integration Council met.
These are the days when we are seeing great dangers on the communal front. So, this is the time
when the National Integration Council should be called where the tempers can be cooled. It is
because there we have people who are not as sentimental as some of the Members sitting on the
other side who are not even prepared to listen to sanity. The danger is really here more than there.
We have some people here who are not prepared to listen to sanity. They have their own agenda and
they have their own programmes. The country may go anywhere, but, they think, their programmes



must continue. These are my two suggestions, i.e. A statement by the Home Minister and the quick
meeting of the National Integration Council where all these matters can be discussed coolly. ...
