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SHRI SOMNATH CHATTERJEE (BOLPUR): Sir, from the very beginning we are trying to put up a united view of
the whole country on this very important issue. Certain observations have been made today by Shri V.K. Malhotra.
We have again been trying on that. But since we spoke and the House was adjourned, we have not heard anything
from the Government. | understand from the whispers that some sort of preparation is being made on the
Government's side. But so far we have not been taken into confidence, and certainly we shall respond to that.

We are repeatedly requesting the Government to put up a united stand so far as this House and the country are
concerned. If that attempt is being made, we shall welcome it. Sir, | believe that your initiative is essential. Now
since there is no response from the Government, | endorse the request made by Shri Dasmunsi and Shri Mulayam
Singh Yadav, and request you to adjourn the House till 5 o'clock.
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The Lok Sabha then adjourned till Seventeen of the Clock.
