Title: Request to appoint a commission to look into the welfare of ex-servicemen, particularly the rank of Jawans
and Havaldars.

SHRI A.C. JOS (TRICHUR): Speaker, Sir, | am raising a very important question. A large number of ex-Servicemen
in this country, especially the javans and people belonging to the rank of Havaldars are in great difficulty. Their
pension has not been properly evaluated. Their service has not been properly evaluated and their pension has not
been revised. The Fifth Pay Commission has given a report. Along with that report, the Government has published
an order but that order is applicable only for the ex-Servicemen above the rank of Havaldars. Javans are the real

people who are suffering. There has always been insurgency or war and they get wounded. They are the real
sufferers but they are not properly taken care of by the Government.

My request to the Government is to appoint a Commission to look into the welfare of the ex-Servicemen as far as
possible so that they can get some relief in this matter.
