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THE MINISTER OF HEALTH AND FAMILY WELFARE (DR. ANBUMANI RAMADOSS) Sir, 1
would like to brief the House on the situation arising out of spread of infectious diseases in Mumbai,
after heavy rains and floods, resulting in loss of human lives and steps taken by the Government in this
regard.

The State of Maharashtra experienced unprecedented rains from 27t to 29th July, 2005. Mumbai
city experienced record rains in a single day. Coupled with the high tides, the exit channels for the rain
water got blocked submerging large areas of Mumbai city; suburban areas of Kalyan, Kurla, Thane and
districts of Ratnagiri, Raigrah, Sangli, Kolhapur and Sindudurg. Health facilities including medical
stores in Raigarh and Ratnagiri, Kolhapur and Sangli got damaged.

The post flood scenario was conducive to vector-borne and waterborne diseases. The diseases
that recorded a higher incidence were fever, diarrhea, hepatitis, cholera, leptospirosis, dengue and

malaria. As informed by the State Government up to 18th August, 2005, there were 42133 diarrhea
cases (21 deaths), 381 hepatitis cases (2 deaths), 68257 fever cases (26 deaths), 1042 leptospirosis cases
(77 deaths), 1166 malaria cases (21 deaths), 191 dengue cases (6 deaths), 54

cholera cases (1 death) and 25 undiagnosed deaths. In all, up to 18th August, 2005, there were 179
deaths due to above mentioned diseases in the affected areas of the State. If permitted, I would like to
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bring in a small correction in these figures. The data received from the State Government of
Maharashtra today shows that there were 202 deaths in Mumbai and 104 deaths took place in other
parts of Maharashtra. So, in total there were 306 deaths in the whole of Maharashtra including Mumbai.

I am reviewing the situation on daily basis. The Health Secretary, Government of India has
discussed with the Chief Secretary and the Secretary (Health) of Maharashtra in detail about the
situation. Officers of Directorate General of Health Services are in constant touch with the State health
authorities[snb22].

I would like to inform the hon. Members that the Government has taken adequate steps to
contain the increased incidence of above-mentioned water borne and vector borne diseases. The steps
taken are:

A high level team lead by the Director-General of Health Services including the Director
General, Indian Council of Medical Research and the Additional D.G. Health Services & the Director,
National Institute of Communicable Diseases and the Director, National Vector Borne Disease Control

Programme visited Mumbai on 12" August and reviewed the situation.

Eleven clinical specialists, including 12 public health specialists and six entomologists deputed
by the Ministry of Health and Family Welfare from NICD, Central Government hospitals, National
Vector Borne Disease Control Programme and ICMR provided relief material and assisted the State
health authorities in instituting public health measures under the overall supervision of Director-
General, Health Services, Government of Maharashtra.

In addition, three public health specialists from All India Institute of Hygiene and Public Health,
Kolkata and ten doctors from Central Government Health Scheme, Mumbai are ready to be deputed at a
short notice on State's request.

A laboratory set up by the Central Government in National Institute for Research in
Reproductive Health, Mumbai by pooling resources from ICMR and the Directorate General of Health

Service's institutions is providing laboratory support. Upto 18th August, this laboratory has tested 400
samples by IgM Elisa method of which 297 were found positive for leptospirosis.

A coordination mechanism has been established at All India Institute of Physical Medicine and
Rehabilitation with the Director of the Institution as its head, the Director, National Institute for
Research in Reproductive Health, and the Joint Director, NICD, who is liaisoning and coordinating with
State health authorities for prevention and control of outbreaks. This team is in constant touch with
State health authorities.

Advice on post-flood public health measures have been communicated to Maharashtra health
authorities.
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The Central Family Welfare Training Institute at Mumbai organized 17 health camps and

exhibitions on water borne diseases with their own staff, CGHS doctors and help from NGO sector.
About 50,000 people attended these camps.

All the critical essential drugs requisitioned by the State Government such as bleaching power
(45 metric tonne), halazone (one crore tablets), chloroquine (5 lakh tablets), doxycycline (15 lakh
tablets), IV fluids (50,000), ORS (5 lakh packets), tetracycline (2 lakh tablets), crystalline penicillin
(one lakh vials) and arithromycin (5000 injections), 500 chloroscopes, 50 leptospira ELISA diagnostic
kits have been sent.

Three water treatment plants of Indian Red Cross Society are already deployed in the field.
IRCS has also dispatched 5000 family kits. Further, the International Federations of Red Cross through
the Indian Red Cross Society is providing 20 ventilators to augment critical care.

A round the clock help line and control room of the State health authorities was functioning.

The State Government deputed about 1,289 medical teams for rendering medical relief.
Sufficient stocks of medicines were made available at the district/sub-district level. Public health
measures have been undertaken, which includes chlorination of water, sanitation measures and
insecticide spraying.

The State Government also carried out health education activities which included creating health
awareness through visual media, health information through public address system, press notes and
advertisements regarding dos and don'ts.

Adequate man-power and medicines are available to provide medical relief. The situation is
under control.

The Government of India have released about Rs. 1000 crore for immediate relief measures
including emergency health measures to be taken in Maharashtra to help people. So, it is expected that
there should be no shortage of resources.

The situation is being monitored on day-to-day basis. In the last 24 hours there is only one
death in Mumbai.

Many officials of the Central Government have gone
there, they have stayed put there and they are having a surveillance of diseases and monitoring the
situation very closely. The State Government has taken numerous steps to control the whole situation.

MR. SPEAKER: You will continue to have it properly attended.
DR. ANBUMANI RAMADOSS: Yes Sir. I am reviewing the situation every day.
