Title: Reference regarding successful launching of Polar Satellite Launch Vehicle (PSLV-C9) by Indian Space Research

SHRI BIKRAM KESHARI DEO : Mr. Speaker, Sir, I would like to know from the hon. Minister one specific question. A lot of
areas in the country are drought-prone areas. So, in order to make them drought-proof areas, what steps has the
Agriculture Ministry suggested to various Ministries, like Irrigation Department and other Revenue Departments? The Relief
Codes of various States are outdated and archival and are there since the British time. What steps has the Government
taken to change these Relief Codes in various States, which are very outdated?

SHRI SHARAD PAWAR : Whatever relief we should provide to affected people has been discussed by the Government of
India last year and the latest formula for every item has been finalized and communicated to every State, and
implementation has been started.

Regarding long-term solution, there is a separate programme for DPAP areas, for permanently drought-affected areas. A
number of programmes have been suggested, like Watershed Development Programme. All these programmes have to be
implemented by the State Governments. There is a special budgetary provision for all this. Also recently, we have
introduced National Rural Employment Guarantee Scheme at national level. One can use this Scheme and entire labour for
implementation of these types of programmes, and States can definitely give priority to this.
