 SHRI  K.  PARASURAMAN  (THANJAVUR):  Hon.  Deputy  Speaker,  Sir,  under  the  guidance  of  our  hon.  Chief  Minister  Puratchithalaivi  Amma,  I  would  like
 to  bring  to  the  notice  of  the  Minister  of  Shipping  about  the  need  for  development  of  inter-State  sea  transport.
 Though  the  Government  has  taken  many  steps  to  strengthen  the  road,  rail  and  air  transportation,  inter-State  transportation  through  sea  route  has
 not  been  given  priority.  According  to  European  Commission,  more  than  80  per  cent  of  commodities  are  transported  through  sea  in  many  developed
