If the Railway Minister has a business in that House, then
they should have accordingly adjusted the timings of the discussion on the Railway Budget in this House. Who is responsible for this? When the
discussion is being initiated on the Railway Budget it is the duty of the Railway Minister to listen to the discussion. He must listen to the views of the
principal Opposition party. I am going to start the discussion but I am very sorry about this type of attitude of the Government...(Interruptions)

SHRI K.C. VENUGOPAL: Madam Chairperson, I am starting my speech with great pain.

I rise to oppose the Budget proposals presented by the hon. Railway Minister, Shri Suresh Prabhu ji in this august House. This year also the
hon. Minister has only given many visions for the future without substantiating as to wherefrom the finances will come.

The hon. Minister has promised to build a bridge even though we have no bricks. Last time also we observed that. We know the problems of
the Indian Railways. The problems of the Indian Railways are well diagnosed. The solutions to the problems have also been deliberated upon. What
we need is to increase the revenue and a missionary goal to increase the infrastructure for fulfilling the passenger comfort and their safety. But in
both the ways, this Government has failed miserably. I am sorry to say this.

The Railway Budget does not give any answers to the fundamental issues related to infrastructure development, income accumulation and
quality travelling. The Budget was trying to simply befool the people of the country by repeating many ongoing projects and already implemented
schemes. It is unfortunate to say that the Budget presented in the challenging time of international economic crisis and aftermath of the Seventh
Pay Commission is lacking direction and vision. These are not my words. The Metro man of India, hon. E. Sreedharan has observed like this.

"Shri E. Sreedharan, the Principal Advisor, Delhi Metro Corporation is disappointed of the 2016-17 Railway Budget as his inputs and
recommendations on delegation of commercial powers to lower level were not incorporated. The Budget presented by the Railway
Minister, Shri Suresh Prabhu is silent on how to mobilise the resources for the railways to move forward and his expectation of extra
budgetary resource is wishful thinking. "

Shri Sreedharan has told The Hindlu like this. "It is hardly going to materialize as no one will come forward for partnering in rail projects if the rate of
return is below 15 per cent. It is not going to take the Railways anywhere." He has against said:

"The Railway Minister has also not given enough thought on freight traffic and for enhancing operations of goods trains. No steps have
been taken to enhance the capacity on the existing lines. Signalling was one area that has not been touched at all. Unless capacity is
increased, how will earning go up? "

These are not our words. These are the words of Shri E. Sreedharan, the Metro man of the country.

Madam, the hon. Minister has given three strategies to transform the railways. He has elaborated them. The three pillars have been
packaged as new revenue, new norms and new structures. I want to ask one guestion to the Minister. Let him please enlighten the House at least
one new initiative which he has taken in this Budget to increase internal revenue generation. The fact is that you would not even find a single
initiative except the present familiar rhetoric.

The Government has been in power for about two years. If you wanted to change the norms, you could have done it by now. These cannot
be made as an excuse for not performing. You are taking the excuse for new norms to be created. The fact remains that the fiscal health of Railways
has been deteriorating in the last two years. The operating ratio has been 'adjusted’ to 90 per cent by deferring payment to DRF. Last year, the
hon. Minister in his Budget speech told that this year, the operation ratio will be 88 per cent or something like that. Now it has been adjusted to 90
per cent. How was 90 per cent adjusted? It was done by deferring payment to DRF. Operation Ratio is adjusted to 90 per cent by deferring
payment to DRF. The truth is, you are creating new norms only to encourage the debt financing.

You have stated as: "We need to re-imagine the conventional ways of solving issues. Co-operation, Collaboration, Creativity and
Communication should be the hallmark of our decision-making and actions." Do all that. There is no problem. But when the appropriate time will
come, people will evaluate you on the basis of the delivery against your promises and it would not be possible to hide behind the lexicon of
corporate jargons.

I would like to point out some of the bogus claims made in the Budget. The Budget claims that there is no increase in passenger fare and
freight charge. That is right. Hon. Minister, how can we believe it? How can we believe you? You told us in the last Budget also that there is no
passenger fare hike, no freight hike. The last year's Budget was also like that. There was no passenger fare hike, there was no hike in the freight
rates. But what happened after that? What happened in-between? There were hikes in the passenger fare and freight charges. The Government



was brilliantly cheating the people who were relaxed after the last Budget for not having any increase in the fare. I will point out something. On 11th
November, 2015, the Railways doubled the cancellation charges for the railway tickets. It happened after the last year Budget. The hike was justified
saying that it was for helping the genuine passengers to get their tickets confirmed. The Government also came out with new refund rules by which
there will be no refund after the departure of the train and one has to cancel four hours before the scheduled departure train for getting the refund.

Because of these new refund rules, the cancellation charges of second class confirmed ticket 40 hours before the scheduled departure of the train
has been increased from Rs. 30 to Rs. 60, double the charges. Similarly, for third AC it was increased from Rs. 90 to Rs. 180. For the second sleeper
class, cancellation charges has been increased from Rs. 60 to Rs. 120, while for second AC it was increased from Rs. 100 to Rs. 200.

Just after the last Winter Session of Parliament, after the Supplementary Budget was passed, Railways announced up to 33 per cent increase
in tatkal charges. It was not a minimal increase. The minimum tatkal charge of AC three tier has been increased from Rs. 250 to Rs. 300, while the
maximum has been hiked from Rs. 350 to Rs. 400. For AC two tier, the hike was from Rs. 300 to Rs. 400 as minimum charges and from Rs. 400 to
Rs. 500 as maximum charges. Similarly, in the sleeper class tatkal charges were increased from Rs. 90 to Rs. 100 as minimum and Rs. 175 to Rs.
200 as maximum.

On 1%t April, 2015, the Railways doubled the rate of platform ticket from Rs. 5 to Rs. 10. Along with that, freight rates of various
commodities, including pulses and urea affecting farmers, were increased up to ten per cent. In November, 2015 the minimum train passenger fare
was increased from Rs. 5 to Rs. 10 in non-suburban services. This happened after the last year's Budget presented by hon. Suresh Prabhu. He told
us in the last Budget speech that they were not hiking the fares. But, in-between the Railways increased the passenger fares as well as the freight
charges six times. That is why I am asking how we can believe what you are saying.

I am told that this time also the bureaucrats asked for a hike. But because of the compulsion of elections, it has been deferred for some time.
It has been deferred for some time for election sake. In the Railway Budget, usually new trains are introduced, if there is any fare hike that is also
spelt out. If there are any increases in the freight charges or if there are any new trains to be introduced, everything is spelt out in the Budget. That
is the transparency which is generally shown in the Budget. But here that transparency is lacking. In the Budget they are saying that everything is
smooth. But after the Budget, in-between they will do all these things which are anti-people.

If you recall the Budget speech of the last year, it was stated that the passenger capacity would be increased by 1.8 million passengers daily,
that is in the current fiscal year. But if you look at their finances, passenger revenue earnings during 2015-16 — this is given by the Ministry itself --
indicate a huge shortfall against the target set. The gross traffic receipt has also shown a shortfall of Rs. 15,744 crore. It is clear from the earning
figures that no additional capacity has been created or whatever was created did not fructify in any enhanced productivity.

I have also gone through the statement in the Annexure regarding the status of various declarations made in the last Budget. I could not see
any measures to enhance the capacity to accommodate the additional 1.8 million passengers daily.

In this Budget, unusually the hon. Minister puts some inputs in Annexure as to what the Government have done since the last Railway Budget.
I have gone through the Annexure. About the bio-toilet, in the last year's Budget, it was mentioned that in 650 trains bio-toilet would be introduced.
What was implemented? Bio-toilets were implemented only in 270 trains, which means, only in 40 per cent bio-toilets have been introduced. Bio-
toilets were being implemented for a long time. As you know, Madam, during our Kumari Mamata Banerjee's time, it was started. Every year, bio-
toilets are increasing.

If the Railways have to become self-sustainable and financially strong, it needs to leverage on internal revenue resources to meet its
whopping capital expenditure requirement. That is the main issue. Depending upon the extra budgetary allocation will be detrimental to the health of
Railways in the long run. No measures are taken in the Budget to unleash the untapped revenue potential of Railways.

As stated in the previous Railway Budget, the Minister's ambition was to mobilise Rs.1.7 lakh crore for planned expenditure. You had
estimated in this Budget an outlay of Rs.1 lakh crore towards planned expenditure for 2015-16. I would like to ask a simple question to the hon.
Minister. The Annexure provided in the speech does not provide any details as to how this has been met. There is a very big gap — I am describing
that. As per the previous year's Budget Estimate, Rs.40,000 crore was the budgetary support from the Finance Ministry. In addition, a sum of
Rs.17,000 crore had to be generated through the internal revenue sources. That is what you told in the Budget speech. You have admitted in the
Budget that the internal resource generation diminished, and accordingly the appropriation to DRF has been moderated to Rs.5,500 crore in RE from
the BE 2015-16 provisioning of Rs.7,900 crore. With all these reductions, excess of receipts over expenditure in RE 2015-16 stands at Rs.11,402.40
crore. I have a simple question. This House would like to know as to how the planned expenditure of Rs.1 lakh crore has been estimated. How would
the additional fund of Rs.49,600 crore be arranged? A sum of Rs.49,000 crore would be a shortage. How would he arrange Rs.49,000 crore? Is it
through some PPP or debt financing? This august House has the right to know the details of the funding and the modalities for accessing it? These
details are important as we decide the future of Railways. We cannot afford, Madam, to lead this organisation to a debt trap and destruction.

The Minister has also increased the planned expenditure of Rs.1.21 lakh crore in this BE 2016-17. He has not given any details again as to how
this spending will be funded. Rather, the appropriation to the capital reserve fund has been reduced to Rs.5,750 crore against the BE of Rs.17,000
crore for 2015-16. With the internal resource mobilisation one of the worst ever — the Minister owe an explanation to the House as to how the
expenditure of Rs.1.21 lakh crore could be met. The optics of gigantic numbers may look impressive but it cannot hide the truth.

The Minister seems to be fascinated by the prospect of funding through debt financing. But I want to remind the Minister, debt financing
without ring fencing the Railways from risks associated with it, is a perfect recipe for future destruction. Be it LIC, bilateral pension funds,
multilateral and bilateral lending agencies or any other sovereign funds, they are all commercial lending people. They did not come for charity. Unless
you identify viable projects with justifiable IRR, no financing institution will come forward to support these projects.

I would also want to ask the Government regarding the innovative measures taken by the Government to boost the Railways in the country.
Are there any measures in the Budget? There was a mention in the Budget regarding the quality of travelling. Bio-toilet is good; e-platform ticket is

also good.



These are the biggest clichA®s used in the Railway Budget. But these are not new things, these are ongoing things. The facilities like bio-
toilet, e-platform ticket, e-ticketing etc. are old thing. We would like to know the implementation part of these things. I think the hon. Minister will
enlighten us with statistics during his reply.

There is a mention of new way of funding through institutional financing, especially the hon. Minister stated in last year's Railway Budget itself
that LIC has agreed to give Rs. 1.25 lakh crore for five years. This time the Minister repeated that LIC has agreed to give that much money. But we
would like to know what are the conditions attached to it. Why is the Budget silent on that account? What will be the interest rate and what are the
modalities involved? We would like to know that because LIC also does not give money for charity.

Then, we would like to know the priorities of the Railway Ministry. Every time, the hon. Minister talks about new idea, about increasing the
doubling of lines, electrification etc. But what are the priorities? In the Budget Speech, the hon. Railway Minister spoke about Mumbai-Ahmedabad
Bullet Train. The Government of Japan has already agreed to give Rs. One lakh crore for this project. The hon. Minister should please enlighten us on
this project. He is spending external funding to the tune of Rs. One lakh crore for a single line, Mumbai-Ahmedabad Bullet Train. But what about the
rest of the country's future expansion of railway lines? If you spend that amount of Rs. One lakh crore for enhancing the present capacity and
ongoing projects of Indian Railways, it would have been a better idea. But I do not know why the hon. Minister is thinking that Mumbai-Ahmedabad
Bullet Train is the most needed project.

SHRI MALLIKARJUN KHARGE (GULBARGA): Venugopalji, it is because if Prabhuji wants to reach urgently from Mumbai to Ahmedabad, this is
necessary and from Ahmedabad, if the Prime Minister wants to come to consult him, this is very essential.

HON. CHAIRPERSON : Mr. Venugopal, you continue.
SHRI K.C. VENUGOPAL: Madam, I yielded for my leader.

Madam, the same scenario exists in the proposed PPP for various projects. The hon. Minister repeatedly talked about PPP in freight corridors,
PPP in port connectivity, re-development of stations, satellite terminals etc. But the Budget is not clear about the proposal of private partnership in
various projects. Non-clarity in the proposed PPP has led to a wide suspicion of a possible privatization in Railways. The Government has a moral
responsibility to clear all possible doubts in this regard.

The hon. Minister also talked extensively about the achievement in increasing the quality of customer experience in trains. I am from Kerala.
In the Kerala Express which runs from Thiruvananthapuram to New Delhi, a lot of passengers travel every day. I would like to say that there is, at
least, one robbery every week. Then what is the safety aspect of passengers, especially women passengers? There are a lot of incidents of theft and
robbery in trains, especially in long distance trains. There are no guidelines in the Budget to tackle these series issues. Unfortunately, for the first
time, the hon. Minister introduced two new bogies named as Deen Dayal Coaches.

THE MINISTER OF RAILWAYS (SHRI SURESH PRABHU): Madam Chairperson, I would like to clarify one or two points to the hon. Member. He is so
concerned about law and order, about robberies in trains. He should please talk to the Home Minister of his State who is his friend, because law and
order in the State is the responsibility of the State Government. This is one thing. There is a GRP. ...(Interruptions)

HON. CHAIRPERSON : Please allow him to speak.

SHRI SURESH PRABHU: Secondly, all these great ideas, we are trying to follow. Mumbai-Ahmedabad bullet train was started when hon. Prime
Minister Manmohan Singh talked to the Japanese counterpart, and we are taking it forward.

Thirdly, all the PPP projects was the idea of our Planning Commission then headed by the Prime Minister and the Deputy Chairman, Shri
Montek Singh. It was a good idea which we are trying to take forward. ...(Interruptions)

SHRI K.C. VENUGOPAL : My fellow Member has pointed out that this has not happened in Kerala. It happens on the way, inside the train itself,
because it is a long distance train. Anyway, whether it is the duty of the State Government or of the Central Government, it is the duty of the Indian
Railways to look after safety of the passengers.

I am talking about the new coaches introduced by the hon. Minister. Two coaches have been introduced named as 'Deen Dayal'. What does
it mean? We do not experience this type of naming of coaches. ...(Interruptions) We hear about naming of the trains but naming of the
coaches...(Interruptions)

Devil still lies in the details. I doubt whether the Indian Railways have developed any viable financing model for these projects. Hon. Minister,
you are selecting some projects for external funding, for EBR. You are talking about the EBR. Last time also, you were talking about the EBR. We
would like to know how much money you have earned from EBR last year. You are talking about the LIC. Other than LIC, how much money did you
get from EBR? From my own experience I can say that in my constituency, for doubling, you have allocated some funds from EBR; not a single
rupee has come so far. Due to fund constraint, we are suffering for doubling works in my constituency.

It is the responsibility of the Minister to explain before the House what are those projects identified for debt financing and on what basis they
have been selected. Any laxity in this will prove to be catastrophic for Railways and will burden this organisation with a debt trap which will
strangulate the lifeline of the nation forever.

Madam, I am coming to Kerala, being a Member of Parliament from Kerala. Hon. Railway Minister had assured a lot of things. Before the
Budget Session, during the Question Hour, when I asked him supplementary questions, he told me to wait till the Budget. Budget has come. I had
already pointed out at that time itself, last year you allocated some money for doubling. I agree that you have allocated some money for doubling.
But what happened is this. Those who need to monitor these things have been transferred. CAO of coaching, who is looking after these doubling
projects, has been transferred. That post itself has been transferred to Allahabad without any information. We, the entire MPs from Kerala, beyond



the political limits, met the hon. Minister in presence of the Chief Minister and five Cabinet Ministers of Kerala Government. The Minister assured at
that time itself; it will be reinstated within time. Four-five months are already over. The Minister is telling about good governance in the Railway
Ministry, fast-tracking of the Railway projects. Four months ago, he assured the Kerala MPs in front of the Chief Minister that the CAO post will be
reinstated but nothing has happened. Only one communication came but nobody has come to take the charge as CAO. That is why the doubling
projects of entire Kerala have been stuck. In one way, you are allotting money in papers and there is no specific mechanism for project
implementation. What does it mean? When it will be delivered? Definitely, there is a lack of direction. That is what Sreedharan also said, there is
a lack of direction in this Budget. I think the Minister will look after that.

Secondly, the Minister elaborated on the suburban trains of other two-three States. You mentioned about the Kerala suburban trains also but
no money has been allocated for these Suburban trains. It is a dream project of Kerala Government. Kerala Government came with some
partnership proposals. They have already agreed for 50 per cent partnership in this project. No money has been allocated for Trivandrum-
Chengannur suburban trains.

Palakkad Coach Factory is one of the ambitious projects of Kerala Government. Land has been acquired by the State Government and given to
the Ministry two or three years ago. The Government and the Ministry is lying on the newspapers. Nothing is happening there. A wagon factory was
announced in the Budget in Alappuzha which is my constituency. The land has been acquired for this purpose but the Railways is not coming
forward to look into it.

Another thing is about the pitiable condition of the trains running in the Southern areas. Hon. Minister is talking about some technological
things, new initiatives, Swachh Bharat and Digital India. I would like to invite you to travel in a train running in Kerala. We all MPs will come with
you. You can verify it yourself. There was an Accident happened because of the old bogie. Fortunately, there was no casualty. These bogies are
very old. These coaches are very old. They are also very ugly.

SHRI SURESH PRABHU: How old are they?

SHRI K.C. VENUGOPAL: You are a man who came for a change. That is what you are telling. The question is that whatever manufactured in the
Northern part of India that is not coming to the Southern part of India. That is the real picture. The coaches manufactured in Chennai are not given
to Southern region. It is really a serious concern as far as the passengers are concerned especially the commuters in Kerala. In Kerala, lakhs and
lakhs of commuters are travelling everyday. They have also requested for some extension. What is the harm in giving some extension?

There is something regarding RoBs also. You have been allotting RoBs in the Budget. But no money has been given. Even the completed
RoBs are not getting money from the Railways. Kerala Government has submitted so many proposals to you. According to the RoB pattern, 50 per
cent cost should be shared by the State Government and 50 per cent cost should be shared by the Central Government. But that 50 per cent from
the Railways has not been given. Therefore, this issue should be examined.

I am coming from Alappuzha. I met you six months before. Alappuzha is the gateway to the backwaters of India. Most of my colleagues
have visited backwaters. It is because most of the committees are meeting in Alappuzha and Kochi. Those who have not visited Alappuzha, I am
inviting them this time to visit that place. That is really a God's own country. There are beautiful backwaters, beautiful beaches and in between
there are beautiful canals. A lot of foreigners are coming to our railway stations every day. I would like to request you to take some steps in this
regard. You have given the status of pilgrim station to some stations. I am happy that you have given this status to Chengannur. You have visited
the Guruvayur Temple and have darshan of God Krishna. You promised outside the temple that you will do something for this temple. But the people
are disappointed. Therefore, I would like to request you that Guruvayur should also be included in the pilgrim centres. That is what we are
demanding.

Hon. Minister, another area of concern is the way how the Railway projects are being handled. There are hundreds of projects which require
sufficient funds for their completion. Most of the railway projects run into time and cost overrun. There are no specific steps taken in the Budget to
ensure that effectiveness of project implementation. Ambitious target is one thing. I am agreeing that ambitious target is there. But to put in place
a credible mechanism to ensure effective implementation is another thing. This Budget is lacking that effective implementation.

The Budget does not speak any credible mechanism for a speed and cost effective implementation. All together, the Budget which has been
presented by the hon. Suresh Prabhu ji is a disappointing one; it has no directions. It has only visions. Vision will not survive the purpose of the
people of India.

Therefore, I am urging the hon. Railway Minister to please come forward with new proposals in his reply to this discussion.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: Shri Rakesh Singh, please continue your speech.
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HON. CHAIRPERSON: Hon. Members, those who want to lay their written speeches on the Table can do so. They will be treated as part of the
proceedings.

SHRI R. PARTHIPAN (THENI): Hon. Chairman, Sir, Vanakkam. 1 express my sincere gratitude and thanks to our beloved leader Hon. Chief Minister
Puratchi Thalaivi Amma for giving me an opportunity to speak in the august House during the discussion on Railway Budget 2016-17.

This is the most expected Railway Budget presented by the NDA Government and naturally there are considerable expectations from it.
Recognising that world-class infrastructure is a prerequisite for rapid growth and development, my revered leader Puratchi Thalaivi Amma had
launched the Tamil Nadu Vision 2023 document aimed at identifying and implementing infrastructure projects in a number of sectors including
railways at a total cost of Rs.15 lakh crore.

Out of the 217 identified projects in the vision document, 10 are crucial railway projects costing Rs.1,88,400 crore approximately. Hon. Chief
Minister of Tamil Nadu Puratchi Thalaivi Amma stated that this budget belied the sense of expectation nursed by many segments of the population



with no new trains and no new railway lines. And it was also surprising that no specific projects were announced including several projects in Tamil
Nadu.

We wholeheartedly welcome the announcement regarding setting up of the first-ever rail auto hub at Chennai which will prove that Chennai is
a major automobile manufacturing centre. Tamil Nadu under the dynamic and able leadership of Puratchi Thalaivi Amma had been making a request
to create Chennai-Thoothukudi Dedicated Freight Corridor. Therefore, the North-South Dedicated Freight Corridor from Delhi to Chennai should have
been rightly extended upto Thoothukudi. Similarly, the East-Coast Corridor could also be extended upto Thoothukudi.

The hon. Railway Minister has paid much attention to enhance passenger amenities including safety of women, accessibility for differently
abled and senior citizens. These are all steps in the right direction and we welcome these initiatives.

I would also like to reiterate a request made by my revered leader Puratchi Thalaivi Amma in a memorandum presented to the Prime
Minister. This is the integration of the Chennai Mass Rapid Transit System, a project implemented by the Railways with substantial contribution
from the Government of Tamil Nadu both in terms of funds and land, with Chennai Metro Rail. Such integration would enable effective synergies
between various modes of public transport in Chennai. The issue has been under consideration of the Railway Board for quite some time now. I
believe this is a request which can be easily accepted as it would involve no financial outlay at all for the Railways.

Regarding introduction of more e-enabled app based mechanism, though they are positive measures, the Minister of Railways cannot expect
all the citizens including the poor to be digitally literate to operate these mediums. Ultimately, this app-based mechanism should not fall only in the
hands of the people who are active digitally. Hence I request the hon. Minister of Railways to reconsider it keeping in mind the poorer sections of
population in our country.

Last year, hon. Chief Minister of Tamil Nadu Puratchi Thalaivi Amma made a request that Chennai should be given high priority in the diamond
quadrilateral high speed rail network but it has not been done so far. I request the hon. Minister to take note of this and make an announcement in
this regard while giving his reply to this discussion.

I thank the hon. Minister of Railways for having announced upgradation of railway stations at the pilgrim centres of Nagapattinam and
Velankanni but there are other important pilgrim centres like Kanchipuram, Melmaruvathur, Chidambaram, Srirangam and Rameswaram. I request
the hon. Minister of Railways to kindly include the railway stations at these most revered pilgrim centres for upgradation in this year itself.

In her letter written to the hon. Prime Minister of India on 11.02.2016, the hon. Chief Minister of Tamil Nadu Puratchi Thalaivi Amma had
stated that the State Government had prioritized three projects for implementation through SPV with joint participation of the Railways. They are
Chenai-Thoothukudi Freight Corridor, Chennai-Madurai-Kanyakumari and Madurai-Coimbatore high speed passenger rail links. The Tamil Nadu State
Government had also indicated its willingness to enter into an MOU. I request the Minister of Railways to enter into an MOU for early
implementation with the participation of the State and the Railways. Since the land is typically provided by the State Government, this should be
treated as part of the State Government's equity contribution to the SPV at market value. Matching equity contribution from Ministry of Railways
could be in cash or in the form of land owned by the Railways or other Central Government Departments.

In the case of equity contribution, in case there should be assurances these contributions by both sides would be made in time to ensure that
the projects do not suffer delays due to lack of adequate funding. The governance structures should be well balanced with adequate participation by
the State Government.

In the same letter, Puratchi Thalaivi Amma had mentioned 20 projects which had been announced in the earlier Railway Budget but works
have not commenced due to want of fund allocation. I mention them here for the consideration of the hon. Minister so that sufficient funds would be
allocated for these projects for early completion.

As a Member of Parliament from Theni, I request the Government on behalf of the people of my constituency that more funds should be
allocated for the Madurai-Bodinayakanur gauge conversion work. At present, a meagre Rs. 25 crore were allocated for this project whereas the total
requirement is about Rs. 220 crore.

The Dindigul-Sabarimala new line needs to be surveyed and laid immediately for the benefit of lakhs of pilgrims going to Sabarimala every
year through this route.

There is no space for parking the express trains like Pandian Express, Vaigai Express, Tirupati-Madurai Express, Dehra Dun-Madurai Express
at Madurai junction. These trains could be parked at Bodinayakanur just like the Blue Mountain Express being parked at Mettupalayam.

The Madurai-Karaikudi new line via Melur should be implemented as it found a mention in the last year's Railway Budget. The doubling of
Madurai-Chennai and Madurai-Kanyakumari lines must be expedited.

There is a long pending demand for the introduction of a Madurai-Bengaluru day-time train. I request the hon. Minister to consider this
demand positively.

The demand for a new railway line from Mettupalayam to Chennai via Sathyamangalam, Gobichettipalayam and Erode is the need of the hour.
I request the hon. Minister to implement these railway projects at the earliest.

#*SHRI M.K. RAGHAVAN (KOZHIKODE): I would like to express my views on Railway Budget for the betterment and welfare of Kerala.



We all agree that Indian Railways is the lifeline and it has played a crucial role in the social and economic life of our country.

Railway is a subject dear to each and every member of this House with one or the other demand or wanting to draw the attention of the Hon.
Railway Minister for his benevolence. I am also using this opportunity.

We from Kerala feel that the Budget has totally failed to recognize a State called Kerala exposing the step motherly attitude towards the state
in introducing various projects and schemes by the Centre including the Railways.

With a heavy heart I wish to submit that Kerala is a state in India and not a neighbouring country. For the last several years no major railway
projects have been extended to the state though it has one of the largest numbers of travelling public.

On going through the budget presented on 25th February, 2016, it is seen a superficial budget with cosmetic announcements. Apparently, the
budget for the State has been reduced from Rs. 1098 crore in 2015-16 to Rs. 1041 crore in 2016-17.

Various efforts initiated by the Hon'ble Chief Minister of Kerala and we the Members of Parliament have not found any result. Incidentally,
even the office of the Chief Administrative Officer re-shifted to Kerala has not started functioning affecting even the small on-going works in the
state. Similarly, strengthening of RPF for passenger as well as railway property has become more essential in the present scenario.

Kerala had been stressing for a major uplift in the railway sector. My humble submission is to consider the following long pending demands:
The doubling and electrification of Ernakulam-Kanyamkulam (both sector) and Calicut-Mangalore sections.

The Sabri, Guruvayur-Thirunnavaya, new lines.

The Palakkad Coach factory

The increase in frequency of the much sought after trains (1) Rajdhani to Delhi and (2) Garib Rath to Mumbai as daily trains;
Introduction of new trains on the Kozhikode-Bangalore section

Introduction of MEMU service on Palakkad-Kozhikode section

Introduction of Super Fast Mangalore-Trivandrum (Night train),

Extension of train no. 5665/5666 up to Guruvayur, etc.

A third line on the Konkan-Chennai section.
So far development of railways in my constituency is concerned, the following needs immediate attention of the Hon'ble Minister:
Station Developments.
Kadalundy
Feroke
Kallai
West hill
Elathur
Construction of Sub-Way or Rail over Bridge at Kadalundy and at LC 190 (West Hill, Calicut).
The budget is still not clear how to bring in funds. The Government has miserably failed to bring the announced FDI.

The Government has announced lying of 5300 kms of new lines. Development of Kerala would be complete only if the Konkan Rail is doubled
and electrified.

The concept to increase revenue outside of ticketing and cargo is a welcome measure. The development of the announced 50 railway stations
to world class level including Kozhikode immediately will help railways generate more funds. The Kozhikode railway station which has huge potential
should be handed over to IRSDC so that work can begin immediately.

While concluding, I would like to compliment the Hon'ble Minister for the efforts in making the budget a workable solution. The Hon. Minister
has emphasized the need to develop the basic facilities in the railways before announcing popular schemes and new trains which is a welcome
measure. Some of his objectives like eliminate accidents, Mission 25 ton; women safety, etc are worth mentioning.
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*SHRI GUTHA SUKENDER REDDY (NALGONDA): Thank you for giving me the opportunity to put my views on Railway Budget 2016-17 through this



august House.
I am a third MP representing Nalgonda Parliamentary Constituency from Telangana.

You are well aware that Telangana is newly formed state. The Railway network average in the state is lesser than that of National average.
It is lesser in comparison with other states also. Therefore, there is every necessity to extend this important railway line which connects Andhra
Pradesh and Telangana states.

In the first place I would like to submit that Nalgonda-Macherla railway line was sanctioned in the year 1999. Since then I have been
continuously striving for allocation of sufficient funds to this project by raising this matter every year in the Railway Budget. But all my requests were
put to deaf ear. Unfortunately, even after lapse of nearly two decades of its inception the project is still in its initial stage only. I feel that allocation
of the nominal funds to this project is the main reason for this inordinate delay which is of no use except giving extension of life to the project.

Secondly, electrification and doubling of Bibinagar-Nadikudi section is pending with railways for long time. In view of increasing heavy traffic
on this section, I request the railways to expedite the work of electrification and doubling of this section immediately which will ease the traffic and
quick movement of trains.

Thirdly, I thrust upon the importance of a direct railway connection between Hyderabad and Amarvati, the new capital Andhra Pradesh to
keep the relations of these two States. A parallel Railway line along with the existing National Highway to connect both the places is very much
necessary. Therefore I plead for a laying of a new railway line between capitals of two States.

Lastly, Railway derive major portion of revenue from South Central Railway. In spite of this fact, SCR is being allocated inadequate funds. So I
request the Minister for railways to allocate sufficient funds for taking up various works in SCR and remove this bad feeling among public.

In view of the above, I urge upon the Hon'ble Minister for Railway Shri Suresh Prabhu ji to kindly allocate sufficient funds at least in this year
budget for execution and early completion of the above mentioned works.
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"Madam I propose to draw up a Master Plan for the development of rail infrastructure in the Northeast region in consultation with the
Northeast Development Council and the state authorities concerned.

In the northeast, ten projects have been declared as National Projects and adequate funds are being provided. The progress on some of
the projects is getting affected by adverse law and order condition. However, Lumding-Silchar gauge conversion project has been given
special priority for expeditious completion.”

"The work of Byrnihat-Shillong has also been included in this Budget as a National Project for providing rail connectivity to the capital of
Meghalaya and also the tea-growing regions of Barak Valley had been sanctioned at that time."

She had also mentioned in her Budget and I quote:

"Madam, the Government is giving priority in providing rail connections to the neighbouring countries. Service for the five new
lines have been conducted for rail connectivity with Nepal. Out of these lines, it is proposed to take up new lines from Jogbani to
Biratnagar, etc. "

So, we really do not find much allotment given to the lines that she had started.

I would like to refer to a published document of the Ministry itself. farzmer ¥ itz s & at-are 22ca ¥ amar Adt g Andhra Pradesh has total track
of 7033 km; West Bengal has 10,466 km, Maharashtra has 9,208 km and in comparison the Northeastern States like Arunachal Pradesh has a total
track of 23 km. only. Manipur has total track of 3 km.; Meghalaya has13 km., Mizoram has 5 km., Nagaland has 24 km. and Tripura 193 km. of
track. This is not my data. Is it not sad that in a country which is governed by the same rules and laws and we have people's representation here,
people of these States are being so deprived that hardly any allotment has been made?

For the last seven years I have been a Member of the Standing Committee on Home Affairs and from the Reports published and the
discussions we get to know that sometime the Ministry of DoNER is being given money by the Central Government for development of infrastructure



which includes schools, hospitals, electricity sub-stations, roads and railways. They are working through the DoNER Ministry. I do not want to go
through each project because it will be a very lengthy process, but in spite of thousands of crores being allotted through the non-lapsable fund to
DoNER Ministry for development of these Northeastern States, none of the work progress. I really tend to agree that the goodwill shown by
allotment of money or by the demand of the citizens is totally absorbed somewhere down the line, I do not know whether it is in the bureaucracy or
somewhere else, but no work is really taking place on the ground and people are suffering. This has to be really given a serious thought when the
Rail Budget is again discussed. I would request the hon. Minister to take into account the plight of the people of Northeast.

Now, I come to the state of affairs in West Bengal. When our hon. Chief Minister, Kumari Mamata Banerjee was the Railway Minister she had
proposed a certain amount for some factories in West Bengal. We, from the All India Trinamool Congress Party, met the hon. Minister a year back

on 18t" March, 2015 with our requirements. We pleaded with him to continue with the projects that had already been started so that the people can
benefit and Eastern India as a whole can progress. Some of those projects were the Kanchrapara New Rail Coach Factory, Kharagpur Workshop,
Noapara Workshop, Dankuni Railway Equipment Factory and Modernisation of Liluah. I am so sorry to say that in this Budget only a thousand rupee
has been given to these projects. It looks like a joke to me. 1,000 wue 3t @en gen? Why are we being neglected so much?

Last year's Budget was 31 pages long and this year's Budget covers 46 pages but I really do not understand whether any extra thought, any
home work or discussion went behind preparing this year's 46 pages long Budget in comparison to 31 pages long Budget that we had seen last year.

Department was very kind to have started the work but before they could proceed any further, on the first day, the Signal and Electrical
Departments gave a stay order and the work stopped. So, I think there is some kind of communication gap at the bureaucratic level. So, whatever
decision is going from here, that is also not being implemented.

This Budget that we are looking at, really does not look like a Budget to me because there are only a few pages at the end of it, otherwise for
the rest of it, there is no mention about the passenger earnings, about freight earnings, about gross traffic receipts, about budgetary supplements,
etc. So, we really feel that a serious thought has to be given before we can proceed further with the works that are pending from the time that the
present hon. Chief Minister of West Bengal who was then the hon. Railway Minister, strived for the whole country. She had sanctioned many
projects. Most of the projects have been stopped now. I do not understand whether it is political vendetta or not. But the fact of the matter is that
it is not happening.

Now we had also requested the hon. Minister that certain things be taken into account which have not been taken into account though this
Budget seems like a shadow of Vision 2020, Most of the things the Chief Minister of West Bengal, Kumari Mamata Banerjee, had published in the
Vision 2020 document. Like "what West Bengal thinks today, India thinks tomorrow " most of the things of the Vision 2020 document about the rest
of the country are done now, except the projects in West Bengal. So, it is @ matter of great regret that we are being left out from the whole
projects. To quote a few, the Double Decker Train was the idea of Kumari Mamata Banerjee. She had started nine such trains. The increasing of
speed of train was also started by her and she had started Duronto. But in an unprecedented move, unfortunately, the name of Duronto is also
being changed which has never happened before in India. Rajdhani Train has always remained Rajdhani Train. But why the name of Duronto has
been changed baffles me totally.

There has also been regional cuisine introduced in the trains by Kumari Mamata Banerjee. Dedicated Freight Corridor work had started during
her period. The revenue earnings through advertisements by using air space and land space of Rail was also her idea. She had started putting
advertisements on the walls of the local stations. The IT initiatives in ticketing were taken by her and she started computerised ticketing system.
Organisational restructuring were done. The improvement of passenger comfort was started by her.

I remember that she had started a ladies waiting room along with a ladies toilet in Barasat. In this time's budget we find toilet here toilet
there and toilets everywhere. It is not that I am opposing toilets. It is a good idea to keep the country clean. But where on the one hand, we are
talking about toilets everywhere, there was one ladies toilet in Barasat Station in my Constituency along with a ladies waiting room, that has been
taken away by the officials. Ladies have been thrown out and it is being used as an office now. It simply baffles me why. Where you are making
new toilets, the toilets started by Kumari Mamata Banerjee had been closed down.

The ninth point in the Vision 2020 document had said about enlarging of the freight basket. This is also there this time and innovation and
incubation is also there. I think most of the points are from Vision 2020 but what is significantly missing is the Izzat ticket. it sidta &, crare &, sa@r

3t @ sl aftesdt w2 oA A ag 'seurd fease’ Ot ufien o) fvar oft seft 3 1 seriously demand that the Izzat ticket be brought back and women particularly
vendors and the working class be given a chance to travel at a very low cost.

Sir, the next point that I would like to highlight here is about the security of the trains and the passengers. To maintain the security and also
to ensure proper and smooth running of trains, the MMUs plays an important role, but they have found no place in the Budget. We do not find any
mention of them. We find that the conditions of the Gangmen are being improved. It is a commendable step taken but I would like to mention that
there are about 80000 Junior Engineers in the Indian Railways and all of them together ensure the safety of the running of trains. They are spending
a lot of their energy and time towards their work to make the Railways run smoothly. I would just like to draw the attention of the hon. Minister to

the fact that India Gazette Notification No. 605 was circulated by DOPT on 9t April, 2009 to improve the quality of service provided by Government
employees. Certain Departments like the CPWD, MES etc. have upgraded the Junior Engineers but the Indian Railways, which is the largest technical
organisation having 80000 Junior Engineers, have not taken this particular Gazette Notification seriously. These Junior Engineers are made to work
like Group D Staff. I do not think that is satisfying for them. So, for the safety, security and also smooth running of the trains, I think, not only the
Gazette Notification but their requirements should be respected.



Sir, as far as the security of Indian Railways is concerned, this is quite strange and I heard other hon. Members also mentioning about this.
Hon. Minister also replied regarding the security arrangements. The maintenance of law and order in the Railways and Railway premises is the
responsibility of the concerned State, whereas the security of the passengers and their belongings in the running train is the responsibility of the
Railway Protection Force. Now, by the RPF Amendment Act, 2003, the Railway Protection Force is supposed to look after this. But when a crime
takes place, the common man does not know the jurisdiction. There was an incident in Bengaluru, some one month back, when a young person was
run over by a truck. I think, most of you have seen that in the newspapers. His lower limbs were separated and he was lying still alive, the upper
torso lying somewhere else. When people went to pick him up, the first thing he said that he wanted to donate his organs because he knew he was

going to die.

A similar incident happened in West Bengal two weeks back. A lady was run over by a train. Her legs were lying on the other side of the line,
the upper torso was lying on the other side of the line. Remembering that incident in Bengaluru, that lady requested people around to pick her up
and that she wanted to donate her eyes and organs. But it is unbelievable that under such circumstances there was a tussle between the local GRP
and the Railway Protection Force as to in whose jurisdiction the legs are and in whose jurisdiction the body was and who will pick her up. So, I
sincerely feel that these two forces must be amalgamated, or at least a decision in this regard where the safety, security of railway passengers is
taken care of by one single Force so that people are safe when they are travelling. There are 7000 passenger trains. Out of these, only 3500 have
guards. So, we think all passenger trains must be accompanied by guards.

The other point of security is the unmanned level crossings. The number of unmanned level crossings is 30348. When Ms. Mamata Banerjee
was the Railway Minister she made arrangements to man those unmanned level crossings. Statistics proves that in 2011, consequential death due to
accidents at level crossings which were unmanned was 46 per cent which has come down to 33 per cent in 2015. It has happened just by manning a
few level crossings. So, we demand that there cannot be any unmanned level crossings. People have to be engaged to man them, otherwise they
have to be locked and ROBs have to be constructed in such places. The ROBs are a serious essentiality which has to be looked at so that people can
travel safely.

Sir, I have been crying hoarse for a level crossing at Ethna colony and my colleague Shrimati Shatabi Roy, a famous film star, she also
demands a level crossing at Makwa. We have been asking for it for five years now but nothing has happened. So, I would like to draw the attention
of the hon. Minister to this very serious issue and request him to make a provision for this in this year's Railway Budget.

The hon. Minister calls the Cabinet decision a landmark by which 400 stations would be redeveloped through PPP. Now, going through the
Budget, I find that station development will be done through PPP, cleaning of stations will be done through PPP, facility management will be through
PPP, logistic park will be established through PPP and warehouse will be done through PPP. I see a large cloud looming of privatization. I do not
know whether I am true or wrong. But so many right PPPs for running the Railways is not healthy for the nation. That is my feeling.

There are 14 lakhs of railway employees. The gang men have been taken care of. Thank you very much for it. But what about the other 14
lakhs who are working? The then Railway Minister, Kumari Mamata Banerjee had made provision for the parents of employees to travel for
treatment and for their children to get better education facilities. But I do not find any of them here. I think this should be given a thought.

Lastly, I would like to point out about the pilgrim circuit. West Bengal has many pilgrim centres. We have Kalighat, Tarkeshwar Temple,
Tarapit Temple and Furfura Sharif. They have been left out. We want these places to be connected with the pilgrim circuits.

About the tourist circuits, nobody can think of tourism in India without Dooars because that is the place where flora and fauna are found on
the foothills of the Himalayas. So, let it be connected through this circuit.

I would like to congratulate him regarding lowering of the carbon footprint. The hon. Minister is thinking of putting solar panels alongside the
railway tracks. But I would suggest that we should have solar panels atop all running trains so that the local current can be provided within the
trains. Regarding this also, the then hon. Railway Minister, Kumari Mamata Banerjee had ensured that only CFL should be used. This measure was
also started. I think that Vision 2020 of Kumari Mamata Banerjee has been followed to a certain extent but I do not completely agree with the
other things and I would draw your attention to those things.

HON. CHAIRPERSON : I think I have a little experience in the Department. The hon. Minister can satisfy 545 Members. The only thing is, you
should call all the General Managers and MPs of the respective States. Each of their demands like survey, laying of new lines, ROBs, RUBs and
stoppage of trains, etc. can be addressed. If you address any of their problems in five years, they can tell the people of their area that Prabhu Ji has
given so much to this area. You go in for a survey and they can continue for another five years. Then they may say that the survey has been
ordered, survey will be over and next time, you will bring the line. That is the way you should help the people. You should call the General
Managers and the Members of the respective States. By this way, you can satisfy every Member and then everybody will praise you for your
commitment. You are a dynamic person. If you commit something, you will be able to do it. I know it.

Shri Balbhadra Majhi may speak now.

#*PROF. RICHARD HAY (NOMINATED): I would like to express my views about the Railway Budget. Hon. Minister of Railways, Shri Suresh Prabhuji
deserves all compliments for having taken bold initiatives to make Indian Railways responsive to the demands of a fast developing modern India.

We look forward for the sincere cooperation of the Railways as regards the following projects:

(a) An island platform at the Shornur Junction (Palakkad Div. S.R.) to connect trains from N. Malabar and from Thrissur/PGT side to be
connected at Shoranur Station.

(b)  Toinitiate steps to conduct a survey for Thalassery — Mysore Railway Line ( a long pending demand)



(©) To declare Thalassery Railway Station (PKD-S.R.) as an Adarsh Station considering its status and importance.

(d)  To expedite the construction of Angamali-Sabarimala Railway route.

(e)  To start a Mangalore-Thiruvananthapuram Super Delux Train.

()  To start a Mangalore-Rameswaram train considering the demand from Velankanny, Rameswaram pilgrims.

(g)  To complete the doubling of Railways in South Kerala and the electrification from Kannur-Mangalore.

(h)  To provide digital display system in all trains in the country about the approaching railway station.

*SHRI P. KUMAR (TIRUCHIRAPPALLI):I would like to express my views on the Union Railway Budget 2016-17, presented by the Hon'ble
Railway Minister on the 25th February 2016.

Hon'ble Chief Minister of Tamil Nadu, Dr. Amma stated that this Budget belied the sense of expectation nursed by many segments of the
population, with no new trains and no new railway lines, and it was also surprising that no specific projects were announced, including several
projects in Tamil Nadu. Indian Railways is one of the world's top ten largest railway networks, comprising 1,15,000 kms. of track.

In this Budget, the Hon'ble Railway Minister expects to increase the total revenue for the next year, by 10% compared to the Revised
Estimate of this year, to Rs. 1,89,271 crore; and the total expenditure is projected to increase by 13% to Rs.1,71,060 crore. With this, the Railway
Minister proposed to raise the Capital Expenditure of Rs. 1.21 lakh core, for the Ministry of Railways, with which the surplus for the next year is
going to decrease by 26% that is, by an amount of Rs. 8,479 crore.

Coming to the announcement regarding setting up of the first ever Rail Auto Hub at Chennai, we welcome it, which will prove that Chennai is
a major automobile manufacturing centre.

With regard to North-South Dedicated Freight Corridor from Delhi to Chennai, this should have been rightly extended up to Thoothukudi,
because Tamil Nadu, under the able leadership of Dr. Amma, had been making a request to create a Chennai-Thoothukudi dedicated freight
corridor. Similarly, the East Coast corridor, which the Minister propose to terminate at Vijayawada, could also have been extended up to
Thoothukudi. Had these been extended, this could have fulfilled one of our longstanding demands.

The Hon'ble Railway Minister paid much attention to enhance passenger amenities including safety of women, accessibility to differently-
enabled and senior citizens. These are all steps in the right direction and we welcome these initiatives.

Regarding introduction of more-e-enabled 'app based mechanism, though they are positive measures, the Railway Minister cannot expect all
the citizens, including poor, to be digitally literate to operate the medium and ultimately, this app-based mechanism should not fall only in the hands
of the people who are active digitally. Hence, I request the Hon'ble Railway Minister to reconsider this keeping in mind, the poorer sections of the
population in our country.

Though the announcement regarding extending Wi-Fi facilities at 100 more station this year and 400 stations next year, I would like to ask
the minister, whether 400 stations had got the Wi-Fi facilities this years, which the minister promised in the last Budget, and in how many stations,
it remains to be done.

Last year, Hon'ble Chief Minister of Tamil Nadu, Dr. Amma made a request that Chennai should be given high priority in the Diamond
Quadrilateral High Speed Rail Network, but it has not been done so far. I request the Hon. Minister to take note of this and make an announcement
in this regard, while giving his reply to this discussion.

I thank the Railway Minister for having announced up gradation of Railway Stations at the pilgrim centre's of Nagapattinam and Velankanni.



But there are other important pilgrim centre's including the one in my Constituency, Srirangam, and Rameswaram. I request the Railway Minister
to kindly include Srirangam and such other stations for upgradation in this year itself.

Now, I want to mention something about the pending projects in Tamil Nadu. In the Vision Tamil Nadu 2013 document, the Chief Minister of
Tamil Nadu Mentioned about ten important Railway Projects for inclusion in this Budget which are crucial for the development of Rail Transport and
for the development of infrastructure projects in the State of Tamil Nadu. They are:

2. Sriperumbudur - Guindy freight line

3. Chennai - Thoothukudi freight corridor

4. High Speed passenger rail link -Madurai to Coimbatore

High Speed passenger rail- link - Coimbatore to Chennai
Chennai -Bengaluru high speed rail link

Chennai - Bengaluru freight corridor

Avadi -Guduvancheri rail link

10. Avadi/ Thiruvallur -Ennore port link
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I request the Hon. Railway Minister to consider them and make appropriate announcement in this regard, for inclusion in this years, and also
appropriate fund allocation.

In the letter written by the Hon'ble Chief Minister of Tamil Nadu to the Hon. Prime Minister of India, on 11th February 2016, Dr. Amma had
stated that the State Govt. had prioritized three projects for implementation through SPV, with the joint participation of the Railways. They are:
Chennai-Thoothukudi Freight Corridor; Chennai- Madurai- Kanyakumari and Madurai-Coimbatore High speed Passenger Rail Links. The State Gowt.
had also indicted its willingness to enter into an MoU. I request the Railway Minister to consider to enter into an MoU for early implementation, with
the participation of the State and the Railways.

In the same letter, Dr. Amma had mentioned 20 Railway Projects which have been announced in the earlier Railway Budget, but works have
not commenced due to want of fund allocation. I mention them here for the consideration of the Hon. Minister so that sufficient funds could be
allocated for those projects, for early completion. Those pending projects are:

Coming to some of the pending Railway projects in my constituency, I would like to remind the Hon. Railway Minister that I mentioned these
prajects in my speech last year also, but they have not been taken up for implementation and completion. I would like to mention them here again
with the hope that at least this year, he would concede to the request.

The Golden Rock workshop has nearly 1,000 acres of vacant land. This vacant land could be very effectively used to set up a new Integral
Coach Factory at Golden Rock. This will enable Railways to set up a Manufacturing Unit, which will again provide job opportunities to several
thousands of people. I feel that the Golden Rock Workshop also can be modernized for the benefit of the nation, so that it would serve in a much
better and efficient manner.

In the Budget of 2012-13, the Hon. Minister made an announcement for a new survey for a new line between Thanjavur and Pudukkottai via.
Gandarvakkottai. But no action has been taken on this even after two years. I request the Railway Minister to initiate action on this.

I request that new train services may be started between Tricky and Bangalore or between Tricky and Mysore.

There is a need for another train between Pudukkottai-Chennai, via. Trichy, in addition to the present Pallavan Express. I request the Railways
to consider running a Duranto Type Express train between Trichy and Kanyakumari via. Madurai-Tirunelveli-Nagercoil. There is also a need to have a
day-train between Trichy and Tirupati.

Coming to stoppage of a few trains, I request that train No. 22627/22628 Intercity Express between Trichy -Tirunelveli may be allowed to
stop at Manapparai; train no. 1607/16108 Mangalore Express and other Express trains may be allowed to stop at Jeeyapuram and Pettavathalai
stations; all the trains passing through Keeranur may be stopped at Keeranur; and similarly, all the Express trains passing through Sriranjam,
where there is a famous Hindu Temple, may be allowed to stop at Srirangam. There is a long-pending demand for stoppage of all trains passing
through Tirisoolam Railway Station, on both sides, on the Chennai Suburban railway network, which is the alighting station for Chennai Airport. I
request the hon. Minister to accede to this request.

There is an urgent need for early completion of Villupuram -Dindigul Doubling Project, by allocating more funds.

The Hon. Railway Minister in this Budget laid much emphasis on constructing RUBs and ROBs, and eliminating manned /unmanned level
crossings. In this connection, there is a demand for construction of ROBs in the following places, on a war-footing.

At Srirangam Town, from the side of Boys Higher Sec. School to Sirgaperumal Koil side in LC244, there is a need for ROB.

In Trichy City, near Maris Theatre, ROB No. 17 is in a highly dilapidated condition. So, this may be dismantled and a new ROB may be
constructed.

In Pudukkottai Town, between Rasavayall and Thiruvappur, there is a need for ROB.
At LC No. 249, East Pulivar Road to Devadannam, there is a need for ROB.
LC Old No. 1136, the construction work of ROB is getting delayed due to non-transfer of Railway land.

Going ahead on the ROB issue, there is a requirement of transfer of land for reconstruction of ROB at km. 0/2 of MSP Camp Road near
Trichirapalli Railway Junction in lieu of existing old Bridge No.1136 at Railway km 340/4-5 between Trichirapalli -Poonkudi Stations. In this
connection, there is a requirement of in principle approval or NOC for transfer of land are of 872.19 sq.mt. from the Railways. I had already written a
detailed letter in this connection to the Hon. Railway Minister Out of a total land requirement of 5095.91. sq.mt., there is an urgent requirement of
872.19 sg.mt., for the service road on the Didigul side; and this is very essential for the vehicles to ply smoothly, without causing traffic jams and
traffic congestion at this site.



In the absence of a service road, presently there is a huge traffic congestion and a lot of agitations are held by the public and NGOs.
Even though negotiations are going on smoothly and the construction work is also progressing very well, the work could not be expedited, due to
non-availability of in-principle approval from the Railways for giving NOC for transfer of 872.19 sq. mt. of land for constructing a service road on the
Dindigul side of the bridge.

It is very pertinent here to mention that two-way traffic is going on at this site with diversion. This bridge is located in the heart of the
city where we have Railway Junction, Central Bus stand and all important complexes. Since it is a central place, it is a 'heavy traffic prone zone' and
since there is no service road available on this portion, all the vehicles have to circumvent and go for 11/2 km. extra to come to the other side. Due
to this, the entire traffic on this side is blocked and inconvenienced; and as a result, lot of accidents take place.

In view of the above, there is an essential requirement for a Service Road on the Dindigul arm of this Bridge, more so, when this part of
the bridge is already completed, which requires the in-principle approval for transfer of Railway land to the extent of 872.19sq.mt. I hope and trust
that the Minister of Railways will consider this request favourably for sake of the people of my constituency.

There is a need to have a Railway Reservation Counter at Trichy Airport for the benefit of the people. There is a Post Office located in
the Old Terminal Building of Airport, which can be utilized to set up a Railway Reservation Counter.

Another important point is about non-closure of Narthamalai Railway Station. It is learnt that the Railways are planning to close down
the Narthamalai Railway Station, which is functioning right now. The public belonging to Narthamalai and its neighbourhood, in my constituency,
had requested many times in the past, not to close down the Narthamalai Railway Station, which is functioning now.

There are about 2000 people depending on the Railway Station for generations together There are about 100 villages which are
benefited by the functioning of this station. All of them take trains to Trichy, Keeranur, Pudukkottai, Karaikudi, etc. Several hundred Gowt. servants
and workers depend on its functioning .

In view of the above, I request the Hon. Railway Minister to stop the move to close it down and earnestly consider the above request
to make the Narthamalai Railway Station functional .

Placing all these requests to the Railway Minister for early favourable orders, I conclude my speech. Thank you.

*SHRI K. PARASURAMAN ( THANJAVUR): I would like to express my views on the Railway Budget on behalf of my All India Anna Dravida
Munnetra Kzhagam. We are well aware that Indian Railways has one of the largest railway networks in the world with 6 railways zones and 1.5
million employees across the country. It would be opting to say that railway networks is the nerve zone of our economy and life line of the nation
and a unique integrator of modern India with a major role in its socio-economic development.

A railway traverses the entire length and breath of the country providing the required connectivity and integration for balanced regional
development. In this connection, I congratulate the Indian Railways which is standing as the central pillar of the Indian economy particularly and one
of the largest transportation and logistics networks of the world on whole.

In addition to this, several train services to be extended up to some of the important destinations of my constituency. Particularly, train
Nos.(22627/22628) Nellai-Trichy Intercity Superfast Express up to Thanjavur City Corporation. Train nos. (12663/12664) Trichy — Howrah Express
Train starting from Trichy up to Velankannai the holy place. Train No.22606 — Villupuram —Purulia weekly Superfast Express up to Thanjavur City
Corporation via Kumbakonam heritage center. Train No. 22603 — Villupuram — Kharagpur weekly Superfast Express to Thanjavur City Corporation
via Kumbakonam heritage centre and train No s. (56712/56713) fast passenger train from Trichy may be extended to Thanjavur City Corporation. All
train services on these routes have been ending near to the Tanjavur City Corporation. Therefore, it would be more opt and beneficial to extend the
services up to Thanjavur I hope that besides lower financial implications for extending these routes up to hanjavur, and then initiative would
definitely fetch more income to the Indian Railways. Therefore, I once again urge the Government on behalf of my constituency for extending the
services up to Thanjavur.

I also urge the government to make stopping of train Nos. 16105/16106 and Rameshwaram Express -16713 at Boodhallur as 200 people are
travelling from Thiruchandur and Rameshwaram to Boodhallur every day on this train.

To ease the road transport in the busiest route crossing the railway line, it is important to construct the Railway over Bridge and under bridge.
It is also pertinent to construct subway wherever it is needed. In this regard I would like to bring to the notice of the government that the
government officials, workers in private sectors, school going children, college students and farmers are compelled to travel about 15 kms instead of
7 kms as there is no short cut routes in and around of 20 villages nearer to solagampatti railway station situated in Thanjavur and Trichy line. They
have to take risk by lifting the heavy vehicles above while crossing the track. Sometimes the police also capture the vehicle and punishe them. These
people suffer a lot for a long time due to non-existence of level crossing gate at distance of 1 km East from Solagampatti (L.C.No.384) Railway
stations near Budalore Taluk, Thanjavur District. Therefore, there is an urgent need for construction of subway on this line and I personally request
Hon'ble Railway Minister to include this project also in the current budget and allocate necessary fund for the same.

Our Hon'ble Chief Minister of Tamil Nadu has listed several demands to the Central Government include the same in the Railway Budget 2016.
On the basis of Vision Tamil Nadu 2023 ten important Railway Projects should be included which are crucial for the development of Rail Transport



and for the development of infrastructure projects in the State of Tamil Nadu:-

Complete doubling for Chennai — Kanniyakumari line Sriperumbudur —Guindy freight line Chennai — Thoothukudi freight corridor, High speed
passenger rail link — Chennai —Madurai- Kanniyakumari, High speed passenger rail link- Madurai to Coimbatore, High speed passenger link-
Coimbatore to Chennai, Chennai- Bengaluru speed rail link, Chennai- Bengaluru freight corridor, Avadi — Guduvancheri rail link , Avadi/ Thiruvallur-
Ennore port link.

It was also requested that for implementation of the projects under Special Purpose Vehicle (SPV) with the participation of the State and
Ministry of Railways that is

i) Chennai- Thoothukudi Freight corridor
ii) High speed passenger rail link — Chennai- Madurai —Kanniyakumari
iii) High speed passenger rail link- Madurai to Coimbatore

Given the importance of these three projects, the Government of Tamil Nadu has already indicated that it would be willing in principle to enter
into an MoU with the Indian Railways to set up an SPV to promote these projects.

It was also brought to the notice of the Government that a number of Railway Projects announced for Tamil Nadu in the earlier Railway
Budget have not been commenced so far due to want of sufficient fund allocations. A list of the above projects is annexed for your kind reference.
Considering the expectation from the travelling public, I request you to expedite these Railway Projects and allocate sufficient funds in the budget for
completion of the projects early. I hope that the ensuing Railway Budget will fulfill the long pending expectations of the travelling public of Tamil
Nadu.

I list out those projects for the kind consideration of the Hon'ble Minister here;

1. New line from Morappur — Dharmapuri

2. (a) 5" and 6™ line on Chennai to Villvakkam and (b) New line for Villvakkam and Katpadi Sections
3. New line from Chidambaram to Attur via Ariyalur

4. Doubling from Tindivanam to Kanniyakumari

5. New line from Bodinayakumari to Kottayam

6. Doubling from Renigunta to Arakkonam

7. 31984 Jines from Attippattu-Gummidipoondi
8. New line from Jolarpettai to Hosur via Krishnagiri
9. New line between Mayiladuthurai- Thirukadaiyur- Tharangambadi- Tirunallar-Karaikal
10. New line from Ramanathapuram —Kanniyakumari via Thoothukudi — Tiruchendur

But I express my dissatisfaction that not a single projects mentioned by Govt. of Tamil Nadu has been included in the Railway Budget.

The major part of transportation across the country runs only through the Indian Railways. Further, as a single system our railway network
system consists of 65,436 route kms of track that crises-cross the country, on which more than 20,038 number of trains ply, carrying about 23 million
passengers and hauling nearly 2.77 million tones of freight every day, thereby contributing to economic growth of the country and at the same time
promoting national integration. It is pertinent that major number of common people are preferring railway transport for their every day needs.

I thank you for increasing sleeper density between Thanjavur to Trichirappali line. I also thank the Hon'ble Minister for execution of railway
prajects between Karaikudi to Tiruvarur, Thanjavur- Pattukkottai and Mannargudi to Pattukottai with the adequate allocation of fund for the all these



projects together. At the same time the estimate for the Thanjavur- Pattukkottai which was announced in the year 1935 should be sanctioned
immediately along with adequate fund allocation for the this line.

Further, the work between Karaikudi to Tiruvarur which started ten years before is still running very slowly and I request the government to
expedite the work for early completion. I also welcome the announcement for upgrading stations at Nagapattinam and Velankanni.

Between Pattukottai to Mannargudi line there are six railway bridges and the construction of one bridge has been undertaken and I request to
expedite the remaining five railway bridges immediately and I also request the Pattukottai to Mannargudi BG Railway line estimate to be sanctioned
immediately.

I also thank the government for sanctioning additional amount of Rs.148 crore for Thanjavur — Ponmalai doubling project with by-pass line
and I request to execute the work without delay.

Thanjawvur is one of the oldest railway stations established in pre-Independent India. Therefore I would like to request the government to
select this city Railway station and make as a model railway stations with upgradation.

In the list of upgradation of stations, Rameshwaram and Srirangam should also be included and I request the Hon'ble Minster to include these
religiously renowned pilgrimage centres under the project of upgradation.

I feel it is my duty to notify certain limitations found in the budget 2016-17. As far as the state of Tamil Nadu is concerned the Budget has
failed to meet the expectations of people of Tamil Nadu and there is no specific projects have been announced by the government.

I am also disappointmented that there is no specific plans announced in the budget for upgradation of Chennai suburban transit system while
the budget preferred the same in Mumbai, Delhi and Kolkata.

While thanking Hon'ble Minister for announcing few of the projects for the state of Tamil Nadu, I would like to register here several pending
projects pertaining to my state particularly to my Thanjavur Constituency. The Railway line between Thanjavur to Ariyalur to be renewed and to be
converted into BG line. In this matter, our Hon'ble Chief Minister of Tamil Nadu Puratchi Thalaivi Amma had already requested the government and

sent a letter to our Prime Minister on 11" February 2016 for early execution of this project with adequate fund allocation.

Further, demand for introduction of new train services between Thanjavur —Mumbai Superfast Day Express via Kumbakonam- Chithambaram
— Chengalpattu —Kanchipuram-Tirupathai-Pune-Mumbai, New Delhi to Rameswaram-Karaikudi via Thanjavur City Corporation and introduction of
new train from Thanjavur- Coimbatore via Trichy —Manapparai-Dindigul-Ottanchatram-Palani-Odumalaipettai-Pollachi. I strongly urge Hon'ble
Minister at this moment to include the above said demands of the people and introduce new train services on these routes which will be not only
beneficial to the common public but also bring enhanced revenue to the government.

Therefore, I urge once again the government to include those projects and take necessary action for early sanction and completion so as to
supplement efforts of our Hon'ble Chief Minister of Tamil Nadu, Amma towards achievement of Vision 2013.

Even though, we could not feel satisfaction since the budget has not focused the state of Tamil Nadu, but I placed the long pending demands
for consideration of the Hon'ble Minister. With the hope that these demands will be heard at least in future and the state of Tamil Nadu will be
focused in the ensuing railway budgets, I conclude the speech.
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+*SHIRI M. UDHAYAKUMAR (DINDIGUL): While commending the railway budget our Honourable Amma Puratchi Thalaivi registered that it has
failed to meet the expectations of people of Tamil Nadu on the whole.

No new trains, no new railway lines, No specific projects were announced, including several projects in Tamil Nadu, which our chief Minister
Amma had requested.

We welcome the first ever Rail Auto Hub to be set up at Chennai and North-South Dedicated Freight Corridor from Delhi to Chennai. Also the
proposed East Coast Corridor terminating in Vijayawada should have been extended to southern part of Tamil Nadu. The auto rail corridor, also
known as auto hub will be a logistical provider facilitating transportation of vehicles form manufacturing plants to the destinations.

We hope that the double lining from Villupuram to Dindigul will be completed speedily.

Tamil Nadu been allocated Rs. 2,064 crore in the rail budget for the financial year 2016-17 and this is an increase of only Rs 22 crore from the
previous year.

I welcome that a survey for a new line between Dindigul and Sabarimala (201 km) has been sanctioned. The Minister allocated only Rs 30
lakh to conduct a survey. This amount is only a meager and not enough to conduct the proposed survey.

We welcome the Minister's announcement to get financing for 84 new subways and 13 road over brides for Tamil Nadu.
We appreciate that the Railway Minister has spared the common person and not levied any increase in the rail fares this year.

We request the Minister to extend Thiruvananthapuram-Palakkad Amrita Express to Madurai in the Palakkad-Pollachi-Palani-Dindigul new
route. The train is at present parked in Palakkad for more than 14 hours daily.

We request two passenger trains from Tiruchirappalli to be extended to Palakkad in the new route.

On behalf of rail users in Dindigul, I seek railway autharities to revive all the rains which were running on the route, during the meter gauge
days. For instance, the Rameswaram-Coimabatore Express and Rameswaram-Palakkad Express used to ferry fish catch to Coimbatore and
Palakkad.



The sections between Dindigul-Palani-Pollachi-Palakkad and also Pollachi-Podanur were closed for gauge conversion work in 2009. After
almost seven years, the small stretch between Pollachi-Podanur, connecting Coimbatore, is not yet completed and assured to be completed by
august 2016.

The additional signal system on formation of additional tracks on platform 1 in Dindigul station which is under construction be finished in the
stipulated time.

The doubling work between Tiruchi and Manapparaion, the 37 km stretch, along with electrification was taken up as part of the doubling
project on Villuppuram-Dindigul section and the second broad gauge line got clearance from the Commissioner of Railway safety for operation of
trains. But still the line is not in operation.

And also only 50 per cent of the doubling work between Manapparai and Dindigul was completed. I urge the railway minister to speed up the
work.

I request the Railway Ministry to consider operating a couple of MEMUs (Mainline Electric Multiple Unit) between Madurai and Trichy since
work on track doubling (with electrification) on the Dindigul-Trichy section will be completed by end of this year.

I urge upon the Railway Ministry to construct a MEMU shed facilities to accommodate 20 rakes of MEMU at Kudal Nagar station, near Madurai
Junction railway station to maintain a bunch of MEMU trains which would be operated in the division.

I urge upon the Minister to introduce MEMU from Madurai to Virudhunagar and Dindigul during peak hours.

All the sub-stations feeding the traction are to be operational in the Dindigul — Tirunelveli/ Tuticorin sections, so that MEMUs could be
considered.

I request the Minister to reschedule the Chennai Central - Madurai Duronto By weekly Express trains as it runs with a considerable number of
vacant seats and berth. If operated on weekends, it would benefit several passengers and also give brief stoppage at Dindigul station.

Also Madurai —Chennai Duronto Express inaugurated in 2012, hasn't got good patronage from passengers. I request that the train will attract
more passengers if it ran on the Madurai-Chennai Egmore route. At present, it takes the circuitous Karur-Namakkal-Salem route since it has to be
operated non-stop and single track in chord line is greater impediment.

Introduce push-pull passenger train services in Madurai-Dindigul and Madurai-Virudhunagar sectors.
Allocate funds for preliminary Detailed Survery for laying of a new railway line connecting Madurai-Karaidkudi via Melur, Tiruppattur.
Introduce more superfast Daytime train services in Madurai-Chennai and Madurai-Bangalore sectors.

A decade-old demand to operate a train connecting Madurai with Jodhpur has not been met. We wanted the train for the large chunk of
population form Gujarat and Rajasthan in Madurai. We demanded that at least Jodhpur- Chennai be extended up to Maduari. Similarly, the demand
for a day-train connecting Madurai with Bangalore remained unfulfilled.

A survey was sanctioned in 2012-13 for updating of RETS for a new line from Dindigul to Kumuli via Bodinaykanur and Theni for 123 km.
stretch. It is also stated that 90 per cent of the survey work has been completed. This will help the pilgrims of Sabarimalai who travel a distance of
about 118 kms. Hence, I urge upon the railway minister to complete the survey at the earliest and lay a new line to Sabarimalai route through
Dindigul constituency.

A survey was also sanctioned in 2013-14 between Karaikudi and Dindigul via Natham for 105 kms. The letter of approval was also issued and

the deadline to compete the project survey was 31t January, 2015 but so far no progress has been made in this project. Reconnaissance
Engineering-cum-Traffic Survey (RETS) for the new line between Karaikudi-Dindigul needs Rs. 8,88,000 to complete the survey. I would request the
Minister to sanction necessary amount to complete surveys within stipulated period and allocate sufficient funds for a new route from Dindigul to
Karaikudi via Natham,

The electrification works between Salem and Diindigul via Karur is also to be taken up during the current fiscal. This will have a major impact
on loco's and help a lot of freight movements.

For Erode-Palani new railway line project via Dharapuram and Kangayam, we made a representation to Prime Minister Modi Ji citing the need
for expeditious execution of the project. Even the allocations to meet the expenditure was made in a piecemeal manner, sanctioned since 2005
against the total project cost of Rs. 400 crore. The new line, when commissioned, would set up a tourism circuit connecting historic temples in
Palani, Chennimalai areas. Besides that, industrial clusters in Kangayam, Dharapuram and Vellakoil in the route would stand benefitted because of
the new line.

The Erode- Palani project initiated by the British regime as early as 100 years ago has not been given shape despite the Indian Government
acknowledging in principle the viability and profitability of the link. The Railway Budget this year, to , was not 'kind enough' to the project.

Prospects for introduction of Chennai Egmore-Guruvayur and Palakkad overnight-trains; direct rail link between Central Tamil Nadu to West
Coast cities-Goa, Mimbai etc. via. Palakkad, Kozhikkode, Mangalore and through Konkan Railway.

The significance of the Palakkad IJn-Palakkad Town-Pudunagaram-Kollengode-Pollachi-Udumalaipet-Pallani-Dindigul BG line is enormous mainly
due to the fact that it creates direct rail link between Central Tamil Nadu to West Coast cities-Goa, Mumbai etc via. Palakkad, Kozhikkode,
Mangalore, etc (through Konkan Railway from Mangalore).



Chennai Guruvayur Overnight Express, a new pair of trains offering overnight journey form Chennai to Guruvayur can be introduced. Of
course, currently passengers from Chennai prefer to travel directly to 'Guruvayur by overnight trains to Thrissur (by Ernakulam, Alleppy,
Thiruvananthapuram bound trains via. Erode-Palakkad and even get a connection train from Thrissur to Guruvayur for the just 22 km away).

It is desirable to introduce a new train to Guruvayur via. Dingigul-Oddanchatram-Palani-Udumalaipet-Pollachi Kollengode and Palakkad which
will benefit passengers in this region as well. This pair of trains can have link trains between Maduari and Dindigul and thus passengers between
Madurai and Guruvayur will get overnight journey. Kollengode- Trichur and Erode-Palani will altogether create new route for Kerala, bypassing
Tiruppur, Coimbatore, Palakkad.

Trains from Chennai to Ernakulam can take up this line and trains towards Mangalore can take the ED-TP-CBE-PGT route.

*SHRI V. ELUMALAI (ARANI) : [ express my gratitude and sincere thanks to our beloved leader Hon'ble Chief Minister Puratchi thalaivi AMMA for
giving me this opportunity to express my views on the Discussion on Railway Budget 2016-17.

With lots of thinking the Hon'ble Railway Minister has introduced his budget for the financial year 2016-2017. The Government has announced
a number of new initiatives, be it in railway infrastructure, passenger amenities or measures to revive its finances by going digital. But, I wish to
record here that it will be a long way to go for us to realize the results and fruits of this budget.

Our beloved leader Hon'ble Chief Minister Puratchi Thalaivi AMMA has written to Prime Minister about the long pending Railway demands of
Tamil Nadu. But this Rail Budget has failed to meet the expectations of the people.

What comes as a relief to Rail passengers is that the Railway Minister has not announced a hike in passenger fares. Several new trains with
a focus on improving passenger facilities were announced. Senior citizens have a reason to rejoice the Lower berth quota reserved for that category
will be increased by 50%.

Railways have shelved projects worth Rs. 19,500 crore that have been lagging, which will affect as many as 14 projects in Tamil Nadu. The
list includes projects that have seen not much progress despite passage of years since the announcement. Tindivanam Tiruvannamalai and
Tindivanam-Nagari Railway line projects were announced many years ago in 2008-09 and 2006-07 respectively. But just 6% of the work is carried
out so far in Tindivanam-Tiruvannamalai project, and 10 % of the work in Tindivanam-Nagari ralway line. These projects have been shelved citing
that return on investment as Minus 11 and Minus 5. These are people oriented projects and the economic criteria should not come in between.
These railway line projects will help to boost all round development of these backward areas of the State, if implemented. I urge upon the
government to resume work on these two railway line projects at the earliest.

The launch of Rail Mitra Sewa- a Comprehensive concierge services including battery operated cars, porter services, wheel chairs, etc and
17,000 bio-toilets and additional toilets in 475 stations before close of this FY as well as installation of CCTV camera surveillance in major stations
are welcome. To help mothers, baby foods, hot milk and hot water will be made available on stations needs to be appreciated.

SHRI MUTHAMSETTI SRINIVASA RAO (AVANTHI) (ANAKAPALLI): I am thankful to you, hon. Chairperson, for giving me this opportunity to speak on
the Railway Budget.

Sir, the country's first railway link was opened in 1853 between Mumbai and Thane. Ours is the fourth largest railway network in the world
with a total length of 64,460 kilometres after US, Russia and China. The Indian Railways are the world's seventh largest commercial employer in
terms of number of employees with around 14 lakh employees. We have four types of gauges — broad gauge, standard gauge, metre gauge and
narrow gauge.

Sir, I will mention three points in my speech. As the country comes first, my first point will be about the Indian Railways as a whole at the
national level. My second point will be on the issues concerning my State; and my third point will be on the issues concerning my Constituency.

First of all, I support this Railway Budget and I also support the Railway Minister. The Budget has proposed seven missions. They are:
'Mission 25 Tonne', 'Mission Zero Accident’, 'Mission PACE (Procurement and Consumption Efficiency)’, 'Mission Raftaar', 'Mission Hundred', 'Mission



Beyond Book-keeping' and 'Mission Capacity Utilization'.

Sir, I really congratulate the visionary Suresh Prabhuji and his team, who have come out with these seven missions. I wish and hope that in
future course of time, all these missions will be completed successfully. I do not want to mention about all missions because I do not have time. I
want to mention only one thing out of seven missions. We are seeing many accidents. The issue of safety and security is very important. Recently,
in our Telangana State, a school bus collided with a train at an unmanned level crossing. Many students were killed. Every day, we are seeing so
many accidents. There should not be any unmanned level crossing gates in this country and there should not be any accidents. For this, they are
also going to use the technology so as to avoid train collusion and accidents. I think it is a first of its kind in the Indian history.

There is no hike in the passenger fares in the Railway Budget. Every common man gets scared about the increase in fares. Without hiking
the passenger fare, the Minister has presented the Budget. They have also introduced new trains like Antyodaya Express and Deen Dayal coaches.
They have also introduced speed trains like Tejas. These are the highlights and positive points of the Budget.

If I come to the State of Andhra Pradesh, it is a newly formed State. My State is between Chennai and Howrah mainline. So, first of all, I
convey my sincere thanks on behalf of our Government of Andhra Pradesh and also on behalf of all our hon. MPs who are sitting here for the
Kothapalli-Narasapuram line, which is a dream project of our former MP Balayogi and also the present MP Ravindra Babu. They have sanctioned Rs.
200 crore for that. They have also sanctioned Rs. 50 crore for Kakinada-Pitapuram railway line.

For my constituency also, a new railway line has been sanctioned from Tuni to Kottavalasa via Madugula, Chodavaram and Vaddadi. For this
line, they have sanctioned Rs. 16 lakh. I request the Railway Minister, through you, to complete the survey in this Budget and also allocate some
amount for the new railway line in the coming Budget.

As far as our State is concerned, we were given three major things for the year 2016-2017. One is a dedicated freight corridor from Kharagpur
to Vijayawada which has to be financed by innovative means, including PPP.

Second, Tirupati has been brought under the ambit of the proposed Railway Tourism Circuit. The Minister has also indicated the allotment for
the beautification and improvement of passenger amenities at Tirupati railway station,

The third thing is the launch of a third railway line between Kazipet and Vijayawada.

He has also given proposal for 6-7 new railway surveys. One is Vijayawada-Amravati line. He has also sanctioned the project for doubling
between Kottavalasa and Jagdalpur in the East Coast Railway besides laying a third line between Vizianagaram and Sambalpur. He has also given
Rs. 80 crore for Vijayawada—Bheemavaram-Nidadavolu Railway line. He has also sanctioned Rs. 180 crore for Nadikudi—Srikalahasti line. He has
sanctioned Rs. 100 crore for Vijayawada Metro also. But for Vizag, he disappointed me by giving only a few lakhs. I request the hon. Railway
Minister to please allocate sufficient funds for the Vizag Metro because I am from Visakhapatnam district. That is also considered as the financial
capital of Andhra Pradesh.

Now, I will come to the other issues of our State. We have requested a railway university for our State but they have given it to Vadodara in
the State of Gujarat.

Gujarat is already a well developed State. If you wanted to give, you can give it to Gujarat. We do not mind. But on behalf of the Government
of Andhra Pradesh and on behalf of our CM, I request the Railway Minister and the Prime Minister of India to give one railway university to our State
also because we have all the basic amenities to establish a railway university without spending any amount.

Coming to our dream, since 30 years we have four Railway Divisions in our State. They are Waltai, Guntakal, Guntur and Vijayawada
Divisions. The Waltair Division is coming under the East Coast Railway Zone. The other three Divisions are coming under the South Central Railway.
Now the South Central Railway is under Telangana State and the East Coast Railway is in Bhubaneswar. Our State is a newly formed State. So, it is
because of the unplanned and unscientific bifurcation, we do not have a new Capital for our State; we do not have sufficient budget in our State; and
we do not have educational institutions and industries in our State. All this is due to the last regime of the UPA Government. They had divided our
State unscientifically.

In the Re-organisation Bill, 2014 also, there are several mistakes like the Polavaram project. Seven mandals are not included in our State. But
after the NDA coming to power, they have included the seven mandals. They have included Railway Zone in the AP Reorganisation Act. But since
two years we have been making this request. Minister Saheb, do not think otherwise because personally I like the Ministers very much and also the
Prime Minister. But with deep pain I am telling you that these are not my feelings but the feelings of entire Andhra Pradesh. Every year in every
Budget our people are getting disappointed because since three decades, our people have been dreaming about a Railway Zone. Even Waltair
Division is giving the highest revenue in the East Coast Zone. The other Divisions are also giving highest revenue in the South Central Railway. But
out of all the four Divisions, three are in Telangana and one is in Odisha. So, the revenue we are giving they are enjoying from their Zones.

HON. CHAIRPERSON : Please conclude.

SHRI MUTHAMSETTI SRINIVASA RAQ (AVANTHI) : This is a very important issue. This is the aspiration of five crore people of Andhra Pradesh. I
humbly request you because the UPA Government did a mistake. That is why, they had lost deposits in Andhra Pradesh. Out of 175 seats, there is
not a single Congress MLA in our Andhra Pradesh Assembly. There is no single Congress MP in Parliament.

So, I request the NDA Government, the hon. Prime Minister and the hon. Railway Minister to consider our request and grant the Railway Zone
because to establish a Railway Zone in Visakhapatnam we have all the facilities. We have all the amenities; we have buildings, land, coach factory
and everything. But it is only a political decision. You need not be afraid of the other States. Other States are having lot of revenues. For example, if
you see Telangana, they are having Hyderabad. Sir, 60 per cent of the revenue is coming from Hyderabad to Telangana State. Even Odisha is also
one of the oldest and well-established States. But our State is a new State.



This Railway Zone is the aspiration, a sincere and humble request of all the people of Andhra Pradesh. So, please consider our request and
issue the order as early as possible to set up the Railway Zone because already this is made in the AP Re-organisation Act. So, this is my request;
this is my Telugu Desam Party's request; this is my hon. Chief Minister, Mr. Chandrababu Naidu's request; and also the request of the people of
Andhra Pradesh. I hope and wish that this Budget should come fruitfully and successfully.

Lastly, my constituency, Anakapalli, is a rural headquarters for the entire north coastal Andhra Pradesh. I would request the hon. Minister to
make Anakapalli railway station as a model railway station.

I have given the list of halting for express trains. So, please give some stoppages of express trains in Anakapalli railway station and consider
my request for making Anakapalli railway station as a model railway station.

Thank you for giving me this opportunity.

*SHRI SANKAR PRASAD DATTA (TRIPURA WEST): In the 2016-17, Railway Budget the people of the country as a whole and the people of the
North-east region are really frustrated due to the absent of proper allocation in starting up new trains and lack of money for the safety of the people
of this country. The very neglected North East region did not get any new real initiative from the Railways. You know it very well that the pepple of
the state of Tripura were vry much eager to see theat the Budget would declare some new trains from the very beginning of the railway passenger

traffic. But on the very day of 25" February the day of placing the Railway Budgt after hearing the placement of railway budget people got
frustrated. In this curcumstances, I on behalf of the people of Tripura again reiterating those demands which uttered by the people, State
Government and peoples representatives of the State ¢ onstrantly demanding to start the super fast trains from the beginning of the broad gauge
operaion. For this, it is necessary to connect State Capital Agartala with the National Capital New Delhi and as such Rajdhani Super Fast train is
needed to start from the beginning of the broad gauge operation in the State of Tripura. Similarly to maintain linke between Chennai, Bangalore,
Mumbai, Hyderabad and Kolkata are such teype of links which are being demanded by the people of Tripura as their bare necessity. Duranto,
Tripura Samparkranti and Garibrath and local passenger trains cane be introduced immediately,

The line expansion from Agartala to Udaipur is at the verge of finishing. So that connection with Udaipur through trains are also needed. The
work of expansion upto Sabroom should be done as early as possible.

The link with the Banglaesh should be restored immediately.

A new Railway division and Railway Recruitment Board for taking interviews of the youth of this region for providing job should be taken into
consideration in the amended form of the Budget.

In this respect, I urge upon the Railway Ministry to include the proposals placed before this August House in the Budget.

SHRI BHEEMRAO B. PATIL (ZAHEERABAD): Hon. Chairman, thank you for giving me this opportunity. I also thank our hon. Chief Minister, Shri K.
Chandrasekhar Rao Garu.

As you all know that Railways is one of the most important lifelines in our country. I am representing the State of Telangana with a huge
expectation. I am thankful to the hon. Railway Minister for considering our long pending issues and majority of which have been sanctioned,
particularly new project works like: Ghatkesar-Raigir (Yadadri) MMTS Project at an estimated cost of Rs.330 crore; development of Satellite Rail
Terminal at Cherlapalli Railway Station at an estimated cost of Rs.80 crore; Kazipet Workshop for Wagon Periodical Overhauling sanctioned at a cost
of Rs.269 crore and an amount of Rs.20 crore allotted in this year; and Kazipet Electrical Loco Shed augmentation of homing capacity from 125 locos
to 175 locos at an estimated cost of Rs.18 crore.

The budgetary allocations for important on going new line projects are: Rs.70 crore for Peddapalle-Karimnagar-Nizamabad project; Rs.110
crore for Jaggayyapet-Mellacheruvu-Janpahad project; Rs.180 crore for Munirabad-Mahabubnagar project; Rs.30 crore for Manoharabad-Kothapalli
praject; and Rs.31 crore for Mancherial-Peddampet tripling project.

The above allocations are less than the amounts expected by the State of Rs.2500 crore for this year. In response to our hon. Chief Minister
K. Chandrashekar Rao initiation, the Railway Minister has approved new works under partnership with the State Government in joint ventures and
SPVs. These are: Gadchandur-Adilabad new line for a distance of 70 kms; Secunderabad-Zaheerabad new line for a distance of 70 kms; Bodhan-
Bidar new line for a distance of Rs.100 kms; and Gadwal-Macherla new line for a distance of 184 kms.

Approvals to the new survey lines are also given. These are: Mahaboobnagar-Dhone survey for doubling for a distance of 175 kms; Nallapadu-
Bibinagar for doubling for a distance of 243 kms; Bodhan-Biloli-Mudkhed-Jalkot-Latur Road new line survey for a distance of 130 kms.

These are other highlights of the Budget. The Railway Ministry has intended to partner with Telangana State Government for development of
suburban section and development of Satellite Terminal under PPP mode (Nagalpalli).

We expect that the Railway Minister will take necessary steps for setting up of a Coach Factory at Kazipet in Warangal district in future;
construction of ROB on Hyderabad-Kamareddy NH-44 in Kamareddy town; construction of ROB on Solapur-Hyderabad Section NH-9 in Zaheerabad



town; and Pattancherry to Adilabad which is a new line where survey has been completed.

Chairman, Sir, the Railway Minister has taken a lot of pain in balancing the Railway Budget even though there is a loss of Rs.30,000 crore in
subsidising passengers fare. He has planned to get finances through non-tariff means including partnering with global firms, marketing and
borrowings, using the Public-Private Partnership mode for building 400 new stations and by creating a new fund to finance 44 new projects, which
will cost Rs.93,000 crore.

Overall it is a pleasant Budget that even takes care of the needs of children and changing facilities for babies. He has done it by increasing the
number of lower berths for senior citizens, setting up 24 hour help line for women, providing e-catering for passengers and installing vending
machines in coaches and barcoding ticket systems at stations.

Further, it is a welcome move by providing more exciting, convenient and pleasant facilities like WI-FI and entertainment via FM Radio to the
passengers.

The Minister has also taken steps for security, safety and strengthening of the tracks and upkeeping of train timings. For furthering the Prime
Minister's Mission of Swachh Bharat an initiative has been taken to prepare 17,000 bio-toilets by the end of 2016.

This Budget is also providing improved quality of travel to the unreserved passengers by starting the Antyodaya Express, an unreserved
superfast express and Deen Dayalu Coaches with potable water and higher number of mobile charging points.

For improving the quality of travel for reserved passengers, the steps which have been taken are: Humsafar — a fully air-conditioned Third AC
Service with an optional service for meals; and Tejas — it will showcase the future of train travel in India. It will operate at speed of 130 kmph and
above. It offers on-board services such as entertainment, local cuisine, WI-FI, etc. through one service provider for ensuring accountability and
improved customer satisfaction.

The Railway Budget also provides for Uday overnight double-decker, Utkrist double-decker air-conditioned and Yatri Express on the busiest
routes which have the potential to increase carrying capacity by almost 40 per cent,

The Railway Minister also proposes to convert all operational halts into commercial halts for the benefit of the common man and to offer
operational travel insurance for rail journeys at the time of booking.

Hon. Railway Minister is going to start time-tabled freight container, parcel and special commodity trains on pilot basis. The container sector
would be opened to all traffic barring coal and specified mineral ores, and part-loads would be permitted during the non-peak season. All existing
terminals/sheds would be granted access to container traffic where considered feasible.

It is proposed to develop rail-side logistics parks and warehousing in PPP mode. Ten goods sheds will be developed by TRANSLOC, the
Transport Logistics Company of India, in 2016-17. The budget is encouraging development of cold storage facilities on vacant land near freight
terminals. Local farmers and fishermen would be given preferential usage of the facility. A policy in this regard would be issued in the next three
months.

There would be development of devices to provide audio-visual warnings to road-users at unmanned railway crossings. The Railways would
also undertake construction of ROBs and RUBs and other safety related works to eliminate the level crossings.

With these few words, I support the Budget and request the House to do the needful in this Budget Session for Telangana State.

*SHRIMATI V. SATHYABAMA (TIRUPPUR): I express my indebtedness to our beloved leader Hon'ble Chief Minister Puratchi Thalaivi Amma for giving
me an opportunity to express my views on Railway Budget 2016-17.

"These are challenging times and perhaps the toughest" Railway Minister said as he introduced his budget. Indeed it is truly very challenging
task for Railway Minister to cater the needs of cross sections of the society, length and breadth of the country.

Hon'ble Chief Minister of Tamil Nadu, Puratchi Thalaivi Amma stated that this budget belied the sense of expectation nursed by many
segments of the population, with no new trains and no new railway lines and it was also surprising that no specific projects were announced,
including several projects in Tamil Nadu.

Although many new initiatives were announced in this Railway Budget, what comes as a relief to commuters is that the Railway Minister has
not announced a hike in passenger fares. Railways has been the life-line of crores of poor and middle-class people. Senior citizens have a reason to
rejoice as the Lower berth quota reserved for that category will be increased by 50%. To help mothers, baby foods, hot milk and hot water will be
made available on stations is welcome. Major stations to be brought under CCTV surveillance is really the need of the hour and will ensure the
safety and security and crucial for assisting Police in Railway Stations.

The new categories of trains Tejas, Hamsafar and UDAY are suitable for high income upper class passengers while the Antyodaya Express, a
long distance fully unreserved, superfast train service for the common man to be operated on dense routes. Also the two to four Deen Dayalu
coaches in some long distance trains for unreserved travel will cater the economically poor passengers.

The Launch of Rail Mitra Sewa - a Comprehensive concierge services including battery operated cars, porter services, wheel chairs, etc and
17,000 bio-toilets and additional toilets in 475 stations before close of this FY as well as installation of CCTV camera surveillance in major stations



are welcome. To help mothers, baby foods, hot milk and hot water will be made available on stations needs to be appreciated.

The proposal to provide train borne entertainment via PA systems through FM radios, the installation of a high-tech centralized network of
20,000 screens across 2000 station know as rail display network to enable time flow of information to passengers, Walls of many stations converted
to murals, also contributing to social awareness.

The Tamil Nadu State Government had also indicated its willingness to enter into an MoU. I request the Railway Minister to consider to enter
into an Mol for early implementation, with the participation of the State and the Railways. It is heartening to see that the Government will partner
with Tamil Nadu for developing suburban systems in Chennai by innovative financial mechanism. Since the land is typically provided by the State
Government, this should be treated as part of the State Government's equity contribution to the SPV at market value.

Chennai, under the visionary rule of Puratchi Thalaivi Amma has become the Automobile manufacturing hub in India. Therefore the
announcement regarding setting up of the first every Rail Auto Hub at Chennai is really appropriate and commendable. But Tamil Nadu particularly
the fast developing tier-II cities like Coimbaotre, Madurai, Tiruchirapalli, Tirunelveli, Tiruppur, Erode, Salem, Vellore, Thanjavur and Thuthukudi
deserve more attention as far as the railway projects are concerned.

As a Member of Parliament, I wish to lay emphasis on the demand of the people from Tiruppur Parliamentary Constituency, for a new railway
line from Mettupalayam to Chennai via Sathyamangalam, Gopichettipalayam, Erode. I request the Hon'ble Minister to implement this railway project
at the earliest.

I request the Hon'ble Minister that there are plenty of railway demands at Tiruppur Railway station. The passenger trains normally stops only
for 2 minutes at Tiruppur Station. Because of this the Parcel services could not be carried out at Tiruppur station. Tiruppur is an important centre for
textile and knitwear industry. It is therefore very essential for five minutes stopover for all the trains at Tiruppur Railway station so that parcel
services could be carried out .

I also wish the Railway Minister to introduce shuttle service between Tiruppur and Palakkad as well as Tiruppur to Tiruchirapalli via Karur so
that people from all walks of life get the benefit of Rail services.

SHRI MD. BADARUDDOZA KHAN (MURSHIDABAD): Hon. Chairman, Sir, I will deliver half of my speech in English and half in Bengali. No doubt, our
Railway Minister is a dynamic Minister, but his hands and feet are tied; only his brain is free to think. How he is thinking and what is reflected in the
Budget, I will try to ventilate in my speech.

Hon. Chairman, Sir, our Railway Minister is looking at some good hopes and anticipations from the Budget for the year 2016-17. There is
anticipation of enhancing 50 per cent more electrification, commissioning seven kilometres a day of broad gauge line, two locomotive factories,
17,000 bio-toilets and three new freight corridors etc., but he must think about the ground reality of such dreams within the Railway Budget. What is
there in the Railway Budget? Let us discuss what is there in the Budget. Ninety per cent of total revenue is collected from freight traffic and
passenger traffic. This year — I can compare with last year also — the total revenue is expected to increase by 10 per cent, but in 2015-16, there
was a revenue shortfall of nine per cent. This year, the total expenditure is expected to increase by 13 per cent, but last year, the total expenditure
increased from Budget Estimates by seven per cent.

What is the position of operating ratio and surplus? This year, the hon. Minister hopes that the operating ratio would be 92.5 per cent while it
was 90 per cent last year. A higher operating ratio indicates a lower surplus. From where will the money come?

Hon. Chairman, Sir, in the last few Budgets, the Railway Minister has announced PPP and FDI in Indian Railways, but till date, we do not know
how much revenue has been collected from this sector so far. If there is any information, the Minister may please convey it in this House. It is also
remarkable that in the last few years, gross budgetary support from the Union Budget has remained same and there is no increase. From where will
the money come? In this position, there is one other source to support the Budget, that is, market borrowings which means that the Railways can
borrow money from the market. From 2011-12, it is a fact that the repayment is always less than the borrowing. So, in the near future, such type of

borrowings will be the debt trap for the Indian Railways. With expenditure on account of implementation of 7" Pay Commission recommendations
also being there for the Railways, I do not know what the fate of this Budget will be. What will be the fate of this Budget? I do not know.

Where is the money for safety and expansion of Railways? I want to know about it. Already, there are some Reports of Expert Committees,
but the Government has not implemented them properly. Further, the Minister has set up some more Committees / Organisations and seven
Missions for the future to divert the opinion of the common people.

I have two suggestions to make to the Railway Minister for generating funds, and I will be grateful if the Railway Minister takes my
suggestions. Out of 65,000 kms of rail route, two-third is not electrified. So, it is a huge burden of fuel charge, which is 21 per cent of the total
expenditure. Now, the cost of crude oil is cheaper than ever before in the international market, but Railways are not getting the benefit due to the
Government decision of imposing several types of taxes by avoiding the Parliament. It is the trend of the Government to avoid the Parliament, and so
many types of duties are being imposed by them.
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*Now I will speak the last portion in Bengali Sir, there were some Railway Minister during the UPA-II Government of whom, two are Members
of Parliament at present. The projects which were announced by them are still pending. So does the Government have any responsibility to



complete those pending projects? If these are not completed, the people would feel cheated. I can cite some instances from my State West
Bengal:

First, on 29t November, 2009 the foundation stone of an auto hub was laid in Shalimar, by the then Railway Minister and our present Chief
Minister. It was announced with much fanfare that there would be huge employment opportunities. But the work is still pending. What is the
reason of non-completion of the project?

Second, in February 2010, a Diesel Multiple Unit was announced in Sankrail. It has not been set up to date. Again on 6t January 2010, our
present Chief Minister, the then Railway Minister laid the foundation stone of the Metro Rail Rake Maintenance Factory at Noapara. It has also not
been initiated.

Third, on 215 March 2010 she had also laid the foundation stone of new coach factory of Eastern Rail in Kanchrapara. No work has
commenced so far.

Fourth, on 30t October 2010, on the same day, as Railway Minister, she laid the foundation stone of rail coach factory in Burdwan's Ondal
and Goods Train factory in Kulti. The very next day, she also commenced the Purulia Thermal Power Plant and coach factory. Nothing has happened
thereafter So who is going to fulfil these promises now? No funds have been allocated for these projects. People of West Bengal have been
deprived of everything. They have been duped.

As per the announcement of the present Railway Minister, the East-West Metro in Kolkata was to be made operational by 2016. This is 2016
March. Now it is said that the work will be completed by 2018. Allocation has been made for only 5 km track. Why this delay? Who is answerable?

If I can quote from Times of India, it will be very clear that the moment our Chief Minister relinquished office of the Railway Minister, she
started opposing all the projects and did not allow a single one to see the light of the day. I am, though, not reading out from newspaper but this is
my direct allegation against the State Government.

It must be mentioned here that despite the allocation, the Panchanantala and Choapur ROB in Murshidabad's Berhampore could not be
constructed due to the non-cooperation of the State Government of West Bengal. It is so depressing.

The railway bridge over Bhagirathi River in Nashipur is yet to be constructed. So many projects are still pending and the state administration
is not taking any interest in any work. Government is not acquiring any land. What would be the fate of these projects?

Therefore, I wish to put forth some demands before Hon. Railway Minister. Yes, Hon. Minister, MoS is present here. I know that much has
been conceived for the State of Orissa. Therefore I want some issues of Bengal to be addressed as well.

1. The survey work for new railway line at Berhampore-Krishnanagar via Domkal-Jalangi-Karimpur should be taken up. I have written letters to
the Hon. Minister as well.

2. Doubling and electrification of track from Katwa to Farakka should be completed.

3. He has proposed to construct elevated corridors to ease the pressure on Mumbai and its suburbs. But he did not spare a thought for the
Howrah-Sealdah stretch which is equally crowded. Elevated corridor should be constructed for Howrah-Sealdah Suburban Rail. The corridor
from Dumdum junction should also be elevated so that Bhagirathi, Hajarduari and other express trains get halts at Dumdum. This area is
extremely overcrowded.

4. The Dhano-Dhanyo Express now runs thrice a week. It should run daily.
5. One 3-tier AC coach each should be attached to the two trains 53181 and 53172 on Lalgola-Sealdah line.

6. The toy train of Darjiling is a world heritage. On August 2015, Hon. Rail Minister has announced in Kolkata that an MoU would be signed with
UNESCO for up-gradation of the toy train. But this has not been categorically mentioned in the budget speech. Thus a clear announcement is
required in this regard.*

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HON. CHAIRPERSON: I want to get the sense of the House about extension of time. There are a large number of speakers. So shall we extend the
time of the House by one hour?

SEVERAL MEMBERS: Yes, Sir. What about 'Zero Hour' Sir?

*SHRI MD. BADARUDDQOZA KHAN: Lastly I would like to mention that Railway Ministry is planning to lease out its land to generate more revenue.
But most of the railway property and land have been encroached. The encroachment must be removed, otherwise no pending railway project can be
completed in due course. So what initiatives are being taken by the Ministry to do away with such illegal encroachments? There were the few
issues which I wanted to bring to the kind notice of the respected Railway Minister. So with these words I thank the Hon. Minister and conclude my
speech. *



18.03 hours (Shri Anandrao Adsul in the Chair)

*SHRI JAYADEV GALLA (GUNTUR): I thank you very much for giving me an opportunity to make my observations on the 3rd Railway Budget
presented by the hon. Railway Minister, Shri Suresh Prabhu last week. The Budget can be understood in one statement - 1.2 lakh crores earmarked
for capital investment. There is no doubt that hon. Railway Minister has the acumen of how to bank on non-budgetary resources and create
enormous opportunities for the industry to make a win-win situation both railway and the industry. Hats off to him.

It is equally important to note that the hon. Railway Minister has not resorted to populism which, normally, is the order to the previous
Railway Ministers. Hon. Minister has focused on improving the services, use of technology to make journey of ordinary passenger more comfortable.
As we all know that the Indian Railway is notorious for its dirtiness and introduction of 'Clean my coach' just by sending an SMS, use of Wi-Fi, access
to FM radio, installation of GPS-based digital displays to track train, CCTVs, easy cancellation of tickets by using One Time Password, etc., clearly
indicates that the hon. Minister hell-bent to use technology for improving services to passengers which is a laudable one. As a part of Swachh Bharat
Abhiyan, introduction of 30,000 bio-toilets under 'Swachh Rail, Swachh Bharat' is worthwhile to mention here. I am confident that same would be
extended to all passenger and mail trains very soon.

Operation ratio is put at 90% in the current fiscal and would be 92% in 2016-17. It is primarily due to financial outgo , I think, to the tune of
Rs. 30,000 crores in view of implementation of VII Pay Commission Recommendations. With introduction of double-decker trains called Uday
between busiest stations would definitely increase traffic carrying capacity by 40% and other measures would definitely increase the revenue of the
railways and offset the outgo due to Pay Commission. But, at the same time, dwindling of passenger traffic in the last 1- years is a real cause of
concern for railways as it may bring down the earnings of railways. I only wish the hon. Railway Minister to look into this aspect very seriously. I also
welcome the proposal to eliminate all unmanned level crossings by 2020, electrify 2,000 kms in 2016-17, construct 7 kms/day braodguage line
against 4.3 kms/day now, apart from other initiatives.

Coming to my state of Andhra Pradesh, I wish to submit that we are reasonably happy as we have got a few trains, a major project of
doubling of 443 kms of track between Guntur and Guntakal with an estimated cost of Rs. 4,000 crores, Guntur-Tenali new line, Vijayawada-
Kharagpur fright corridor, Rs. 1,183 crores for doubling/tripling of railway lines, Rs. 648 Centre's share for projects to be taken up under Special
Purpose Vehicle in Andhra Pradesh, apart from other things. But, the people of Andhra Pradesh are equally disappointed for not announcing special
railway zone at Visakhapatnam which has been demand for decades and also not acceding to the request to set up Railway University in Andhra
Pradesh. I request the hon. Minister to kindly make announcement on these before passing the Railway Budget.

I, now come to my Guntur Parliamentary Constituency which I represent. Andhra Pradesh was bifurcated and the residuary State has become
Capital-less and last year Amaravati has been declared as the new Capital of Andhra Pradesh and hon. Prime Minister was kind enough to inaugurate
the same. The State Government, under the leadership of Shri Chandrababu Naidu Garu, is determined to develop this new capital as the world class
people's Capital of Andhra Pradesh. Amarawati, with an area of 217 km?, located between Vijayawada and Guntur cities within Andhra Pradesh
Capital Region Development Authority jurisdiction. APCRDA covers an area of 8352.69 km? with a population of 5.9 million with major cities such as
Vijayawada - a major trading and business center and is also known as "the Business Capital of Andhra Pradesh”, Guntur - the base for agriculture
exports for chilies, cotton and tobacco. These two cities put together will provide the critical mass and eventually create demand for future
development in the capital city region. Since, these three cities will be in close proximity it will be critical to seamlessly integrate the new city with
the existing one.

APCRDA was formed for establishing and developing infrastructure for new Capital City - Amaravati - prepared a Prespective Plan for Capital
Region and Master Plan for Capital City and recommending the following railway network and infrastructure development requirements. Hon. Railway
Minister disappointed the people of this region by not making any announcements/projects relating to Amaravati. So, I request the hon. Minister to
kindly consider these proposals positively announce them when he replies to the Budget.

New Railway Station at Amaravati : A world class railway station needs to be developed in the vicinity of Amaravati (new capital of Andhra
Pradesh which is designed for 25 lakh population. Regional rail connectivity with world class facilities at railway station for boarding alighting is to be
created at new location, as the present Vijayawada station shall not be able to cater the future demand. It is suggested that existing Krishna Canal
Railway Function shall be upgraded to cater to the needs of the new capital. Further, this station is required to be connected with extension of
railway line from Narasaraopet line via Sattenapalli, Amaravati (through the express way) to Krishna Canal station.

Advantages of this proposal :
Nearest location to the Government Complex and CBD area of Amaravati.
This location is suitable for both direction traffic towards Chennai and Bengalore on the southern part of India.

Possibility of upgrading this station as a multimodal station by integrating the Inland waterway no. 4 with a domestic port/station and rail and road
connectivity.

Extension of Railway Line:

To extend the existing Railway line from Narasaraopet Railway Station to Amaravati City (through proposed express way) either by underground or
elevated corridor within the city via Sattenapalli which will reduce the burden on the existing saturated Guntur Railway Station. (New line)

New rail corridor to major cities in and around states of Andhra Pradesh:

Amaravati-Chennai via Tirupati

Amravati-Bangalore via Kurnool and Anantapur



Amaravati-Visakhapatnam via Kakinada

High Speed Rail Corridor:

High speed rail connectivity to Amaravati with other major cities of India.
New High speed rail connectivity between Chennai-Bangalore via Tirupati
Freight/Industrial Corridor:

Visakhapatnam-Hyderabad via Amaravati

Hyderabad-Bangalore via Kurnool and Anantpur

Bangalore-Chennai via Chittoor and Sri City

The above railway infrastructure will boost the economic activity of the new capital in particular and Andhra Pradesh in general and I am sure
this will bring in lot of investments, generate employment and finally pave the way to achieve the dream of Swarnandhra Pradesh.

The new capital of Andhra Pradesh, Amaravati, falls in my Parliamentary Constituency. The new capital needs to be provided with rail
connectivity from every nook and corner of the country as far as possible. For this, advanced planning in a phased manner needs to be prepared for
execution in time-bound manner. The Andhra Pradesh State Reorganisation Act contains provisions for development of rail network in the State. I
am confident that Zonal administration will come forward to commence developmental works shortly to meet the requirements of the new capital
station.

GUNTUR STATION:

Guntur is the district headquarters, is the headquarters of Guntur Zone of the SCR and is also the nearest railway junction to the capital city.
Guntur station needs to be developed as one of the stations for the capital as it has the shortest route to Hyderabad and also existing connectivity
with the Southern Railway and also the South Western Railway.

Even though Guntur station is having 7 platforms, only 3 platforms are suitable to accommodate express trains. Keeping the proposed
increase in the traffic, in future, in view of the new capital, the remaining platforms should be developed to receive express trains and also to provide
with the amenities required for long distance passengers.

It was promised construction of 8t platform and new building on the western side of station. It has to be expedited and all platforms are to
be connected to a new FOB with escalators wherever necessary. The station should be developed symbolizing the Amaravathi culture.

The available land between the Brodipet ROB to Syamalanagar (NGO Colony) LC can be developed to keep the empty rakes easing the
movement of passenger and goods trains through station anytime without making trains to wait at outer signals.

Widening of Donkaroad RUB (known as three bridge road) is being proposed for the last few years. This is an important internal road of
Guntur city that connects to Amaravathi Road from 1 Town. Hence this proposal needs to be considered immediately.

NEW GUNTUR STATION:

The Reddypalem goods yard was converted into Guntur By-pass Railway Station with one platform and named as New Guntur Station with
lines towards Mangalagiri and Vijayawada. Though the doubling and electrification work between Tenali-Guntur is in progress, the bypass line is not
included in this project. Already three long-distance express trains from Northern part of the country to Southern part of the country are passing
through this station. Incidentally, trains that pass through this station will touch all stations in the CRDA area vis. New Guntur (25 km), Mangalagiri
(15 km) and Vijayawada Jn. (30 km) located near Amaravati. Hence, this small patch of 4 km bypass route should be included in the Tenali-Guntur
doubling electrification project which facilitates to connect the capital area immediately without much fiscal burden on railways for new trains to this
capital by simply diverting all the existing long distance express trains between Tenali-Vijayawada-Tenali through New Guntur and Mangalagiri.

Guntur station needs to be connected with a new railway line by diverting from the existing GNT-KCC line to New Guntur so as to avoid the
thickly populated area in city where there is an LC which cannot be either converted to ROB or RUB with the municipal water pipelines passing
beneath the LC and very narrow nature of road of LC. For this connectivity, railways may have to acquire available vacant lands around New Guntur
station with the cooperation of State Government and local administration which will be of the utmost use in future to meet both passenger and

goods traffic.

At New Guntur Station, two platforms presently using for goods loading and unloading needs to be converted into regular passenger platforms
by providing shelter and other facilities and also by connecting all platforms with FOB. With rapid growth of city around this place, this will become
as one of the important stations of Guntur city. PIT lines can be constructed here as plenty of land available and this can be an originating station in
future to run trains in three directions towards Hyderabad, Guntakal and Visakhapatnam.

NALLAPADU STATION Jn:

Guntur, New Guntur and Nallapadu stations will form the complete Guntur city. Already Nallapady station has a marshalling yard for goods
trains and also the goods station catering to the needs of all passengers. The growth of city around this station is certain within no time once the
capital city construction starts.

Electrification of Guntakal-Nallapday route will assure more number of goods and passenger train movement and the expected residential area



development around this place will make this station very important one as this is a junction station. By providing maintenance facilities and PIT
lines here, new trains can be originated from here towards South and East directions.

Both the New Guntur and Nallapadu stations need to be called as Guntur New and Guntur Nallapadu to avoid confusion for other state
passengers as is done in the case of Chennai Central and Chennai Egmore.

TENALI-REPALLE ROUTE:

Tenali is one of the busy stations with number long distant trains and passenger trains serving rural passengers. While all platforms are busy
with moving trains, there will be a train waiting for its counterpart train to come from Repalle. Unless Repalle train reaches Tenali station, Repalle-
bound train cannot move. This phenomenon was not there when route was laid long back as crossing line at Vemuru Station. But, somehow, the
crossing line was removed creating the said situation at Tenali Station. Repeated representations made to authorities concerned and finally
sanctions have also been given. But, thereafter nothing has been done. So far no crossing line is provided either at Vemuru or at Bhattiprolu even
after four years of its sanctioning. Because of this, more time is taking in the journey even though the distance is lesser than the road to Repalle.
This small patch of 32 KM needs to be considered for doubling with electrification as all routes in vicinity have already with that facility. This route
can be extended to Nizampatnam where there is a fishing harbour.

If a PIT line is sanctioned at Repalle it helps maintain Delta and Kachiguda Passenger trains. Introduction of an express train between
Repalle-Secunderabad/Hyderabad or Lingampalli via. Nadikudi-Nalgonda will be of use to passenger of Tenali revenue division and east Krishna Dist.
Passengers in particular and also eases the traffic in this route.

NEW TRAINS:

As Guntur-Mangalagiri-Vijayawada stations are more approachable to proposed capital of Andhra Pradesh, new trains introduced will have to
be originated covering these three places. Hence, all trains going to be introduced towards North and East may be originated from Guntur station
and all trains going to be introduced towards South and West be originated from Vijayawada. For all these trains halt at Mangalagiri be provided.

Guntur-Mysore Express train to be originated from Guntur/Vijayawada so that it reaches Bangalore by 5 a.m and Mysore by 8.30 a.m which
saves a day for its employees.

INTERCITY TRAINS BETWEEN:
(a) Guntur-Tirupathi-Guntur. ... Intercity Express via. Tenali, Gudur.
(b) A day train connecting Bapatla, Chirala, Ongole and Nellore useful to students and employees.

(c) Guntur -Visakhapatnam-Guntur Intercity Express via. Mangalagiri, Vijayawada, Eluru, Rajamandry, Annavaram and Anakapalli is needed. It
is useful to students, business people, Devotees.

Extension of Trains :

Mumbai-Secunderabad Devagiri Express to Guntur.

Increase of frequency required for :

Other Points f fdaraiion:

(a) To convert Pedakakani as fully fledged station with all the facilities like water, toilets on platforms and regular booking facility to issue season
tickets and reservation tickets. Full cover on platforms should be provided.

(b) To open LC No. 296; in 1995 LC No. 295 was closed with an assurance to provide path through LC No. 296 of Manchikalapudi to reach the



agricultural fields on the other side of track. Since 2013, this LC No. 296 has been closed pushing the framers of Duggirala to difficulties in
moving agricultural inputs and out puts. Hence, this gate be reopened or suitable arrangement be provide with RUB in the place.

(c) Restoration of Vejendla-Tsundur Chord railway line : The new Railway line laid in the united Andhra Pradesh after getting Independence. It is
this small patch of line to ease Tenali junction from heavy goods movement. This line was used to run Circar Express between Kakinada -
Madras Central. Somehow this line has been removed. As this is more useful this may be restored by including in the Guntur-Tenali doubling
project for running good trains and superfast Express trains.

(d) Mangalagiri station needs another Booking counter and hence required staff be provided to open another counter.

(e) As Amaravathi Express is being made to run daily from 26th of January 2015 between Vijayawada-Hubli, this train be provided with stop at
Mangalagiri from the date of its first run as daily Express as the Republic Day Gift.

With these observations, I once again support the Railway Budget presented by the hon. Railway Minister, Shri Suresh Prabhu, with a request
to look into the issue forthwith.

SHRI MEKAPATI RAJA MOHAN REDDY (NELLORE): Mr. Chairman, Sir, thank you very much for giving an opportunity to speak on the Railway Budget
for 2016-17.

We are very happy and I compliment the hon. Railway Minister Shri Suresh Prabhu Ji and the Minister of State Shri Manoj Sinha Ji for
presenting a very innovative and progressive Railway Budget for the year 2016-17. I also compliment them for their drive to complete all the pending
projects that have been languishing for decades within three to four years.

Sir, people of this country are very happy because they have not increased passenger and freight fares. We are very happy to note that they
are going to construct broad-gauge lines, at present, at seven kilometres per day. Previously, for the last six years, it was at 4.3 kilometres per day.
In 2017-18, they are going to increase it to 13 kilometres per day and in 2018-19, they wish to construct 19 kilometres per day. That is a very happy
news for the people of this country. They have promised many innovative things. I need not go into all those things.

In the past, Railways have set up various Committees, such as, Kakodkar Committee on Safety of Railway System; Mittal Committee to raise
revenue of Indian Railways; Sridharan Committee on Delegation of Commercial Power; Sam Pitroda Committee to modernise the railway system;
and Bibek Debroy Committee on Role of Railway Board — Revamping HR functions. They have promised many things. I need not repeat them. We
have faith in their competency and sincerity. Please carry out what you have promised in the Railway Budget. People of the country will be very
happy and definitely they are going to congratulate you also.

As far as Andhra Pradesh is concerned, there are a number of projects which are pending. I am happy to note that he has given some money
to all the projects. That is a very good thing. Almost 14 projects are pending in the newly formed Andhra Pradesh. Many important projects are
there. One such project is the Nadikudi-Srikalahasti which has been sanctioned. Now he has earmarked Rs.180 crore in this Budget. That is going to
be the shortest route, alternate route and an all-weather route between Hyderabad and Chennai. The total distance is 309 kilometres. The original
estimate was of Rs.1300 crore. Now it is Rs.2,303 crore. He has earmarked Rs.180 crore. But we have to complete that project within three to four
years. Unless otherwise, he earmarks at least Rs.500 crore to Rs.600 crore per annum, it cannot be completed.

At the time of reorganization of the State, The Sivaramakrishnan Committee had been constituted to advise the State Government about
where to locate the capital and other things. He has recorded that we have to complete that project at the earliest so that industrial development
can take place along this route. There are many drylands in this route. The Committee has said that the industrial development can take place in this
route. So, I would request the hon. Minister to complete that project at the earliest by earmarking at least Rs.500 crore to Rs.600 crore per annum.

There are another 13 important projects, such as Kadapa-Bengaluru, Kotapalli-Narsapur, Gudur-Gajrajpatnam, Kakinada-Pithapuram,
Macherla-Nalgonda and many other projects. The Railway Minister knows it. I need not take the time of the House on this.

I would like to mention one more thing. Land is a very precious item. There is 1500 acres of railway Bitragunta Railway Station. I would
request the hon. Minister to utilise it in a proper way by establishing some railway project. Adjoining to this, there is a six-lane Chennai-Kolkata road.
That way, power is there; sufficient water is there and he can utilise 1500 acres of land in a big way for industrialization. I have been repeating this
point many times. Please utilise this land because land is being encroached. Unless otherwise you take action, it may not be possible to avoid those
things.

Tirupati is a very important pilgrimage centre. In the same way, Shirdi is also an important pilgrimage centre. After so many requests, they
have very recently started a weekly train on trial basis between Tirupati and Shirdi via Nellore, Ongole and Vijayawada. I would request the Ministry
to make it a regular train or run it at least twice or thrice a week. There is a lot of demand for this and, therefore, there will be good revenue
generation from it.

Similarly, there is a demand for a new train from the new capital of Andhra Pradesh Vijayawada to Bengaluru. That also is very much required
because a large number of software engineers from Andhra Pradesh are working in Bengaluru. Hundreds of buses ply to Bengaluru daily from
Vijayawada, Ongole, Nellore to cater to these people's travel needs. I, therefore, would request the hon. Minister to start a new train from



Vijayawada to Bengaluru.

Nellore city is my Constituency headquarters and District headquarters and it has a population of 6 lakh. There is no cover on platform No.1 in
Nellore railway station. I have been making this request to the Railway authorities to carry out this work. Platforms 2 and 3 are uneven and it is very
difficult for old-aged people to walk on them. Please renovate them. I have been making this request for a long time.

Some very important trains halt at Nellore like Ernakulam-Nizamuddin Express, Coromandel Express, Tamil Nadu Express, Garib Rath Express.
At Kavali, very recently the hon. Minister has accorded permission for stoppage of Seshadri Express and I am very thankful to him for that. But there
is demand for a long time for stoppage of Sabari Express at Kavali. I would request the hon. Minister to examine this and give permission for
stoppage of Sabari Express at Kavali.

Sir, I now come to a very important point. At the time of reorganisation of the State they have promised to create a railway zone at
Visakhapatnam. They said, "Indian Railways shall within six months from the appointed date examine establishing a new railway zone in the
successor State of Andhra Pradesh and take an expeditious decision thereon." Sir, when you said that, people of Andhra Pradesh took it for granted
that you are going to create a new zone.

Already two years have passed and it has not been created. The State is already in a dire financial crisis with a revenue deficit of Rs.13,000
crore. We are not able to cater to the needs of the people. I, therefore, once again request the Government of India, Ministry of Railways to look into
this and accord permission for creation of a new zone at the earliest. This is very important. The Central Government cannot go back on its promise.

Thank you very much.
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*SHRI Y.M SUBBA REDDY (ONGOLE) : I congratulate for presenting a Budget with pragmatic economic to propel railways on fast track with modern

facilities. He tried his best to balance populism with reforms to bring back railways on the track. The Operating ratio of 90% this year is, no doubt, a
laudable one. And, looking at the financial outgo due to 7t Pay Commission recommendations, the hon. Minister put the operating at 92% for 2016-
17 that too without increasing the fares required is really an appreciable one.

This Budget mainly focuses on modernization, providing amenities to passengers, cleanliness on call, FM Radios, Wi-Fi services, electrification
of Rs. 2,000 kms in the coming year, and Antyodaya Superfast Express train with unreserved compartment meant for poor, berth-on-demand are
some of the innovative initiatives of the Budget presented.

Coming to the State of Andhra Pradesh, I am thankful to the hon. Minister for announcing taking up of survey on 10 new lines, introduction of
some trains and dedicated corridor from Vijayawada to Kharagpur But, the hon. Minister disappointed by not announcing a separate Zone at
Visakhapatnam which is long-pending demand of the people of Andhra Pradesh and were expecting announcement in this regard. This has
disappointed us. I request the hon. Minister to make announcement when he replies to the debate on Railways.

Coming to my Parliamentary Constituency and my district -Prakasam - I wish to convey my heartfelt thanks to the hon. Railway Minister for
accepting many of my proposals, requests and for giving green signals to my proposals in Railway Budget. Providing a halt of Sabari Express at
Singarayakonda, even though a minor announcement, carries a significant impact as this will help the passengers of this area a lot. The decision of
providing a halt at Singarayakonda would go a long way in serving the needs of passengers of nearly 4 Assembly Constituencies. Sanction of Road-
over-Bridge (at gate No. 207) between Ongole-Surareddypalem would help the general public a lot. If the construction of ROB is completed, people
need not cross the railway lines to reach the other side of the railway lines which is dangerous.

I also take this opportunity to extend a big thanks to hon. Railway Minister for sanctioning the following works which are in the interests of
general passengers, people of my Ongole Parliamentary Constituency and other neighbouring constituencies.

0 Cumbum-Ongole New Railway Line would cater to the needs of the passengers and facilitates transportation of goods from the western parts of the
District. This proposed line would reduce the time of travel and the distance to be travelled to Southern States from the western parts of Prakasam
District. This line would connect Nadikudi-Srikalahasti Railway line and also Visakhapatnam-Chennai Railway Lines.

0 If the work of Darsi-Narsaraopet railway line is materlialised it would facilitate general public to reach the new State capital of Andhra Pradesh i.e.
Amravati. The funds allotted in the budget for the Cumbum-proddutur Railway Line seems far below the required amount. The same may be
increased.

0 I would also thank you for provisioning in the Railway Budget for doubling railway line betwwen Gunthakal-Guntur and also for sanctioning a third
line between Vijayawada-Gudur.



I personally feel that it is my bounden duty to express my gratitude for making provision in the Railway Budget keeping my representations in
view.

I request you to enhance the amounts considerably as the proposed amounts sanctioned are insufficient to complete the works in a time-
bound manner. 1 hope and confident that the hon. Minister would also issue suitable instruction to the State Government of Andhra Pradesh to
contribute its share where Central-State Partnership is required for taking up the proposed works.

Taking advantage of this, I wish to submit that there are some more facilities required in my Parliamentary Constituency and also my
Prakasam district. So, with your permission, I am placing below some of the important issues and request the hon. Railway Minister to ponder over
them and announce them when he replies to the debate.

Provision of halting facility for Jodhpur Express at Ongole Railway Station. Hundreds of passengers from Ongole feel it convenient to go all the way
to Vijayawada to catch the Jodhpur Express. They have to face many hardships before they board the Train at Vijayawada.

In spite of being district headquarters, Ongole town has no lift and Escalator facilities for the passengers to move from one platform to another
platform. Hence both lift and Escalator facilities are to be provided.

Construction of Railway Over Bridge (ROB) at N. Agraharam Railway Gate near Pothurajupalem in Ongole Town.

Providing a new Train from Bombay to Guntur via Guntakal is essential as thousands of common people from Andhra Pradesh. (Kurnool, Mahaboob
Nagar, Prakasam, Guntur) are living in Bombay.

Providing a new Express Train from Guntur to Securnderabad via Giddalur.
Train No. 17211-17212 Kondaveedu Express runs between Machilipatnam and Yashwanthpur needs to be converted into daily service.

Conversion of the Passenger Train runs from Guntur to Secunderabad as Express.

Construction of 3" Railway Track in Markapur Railway Station and provision of roofing facility for First and Second Platforms.

In the interests of the safety of the passengers who get into the trains and who alight from the trains at Kurichedu Railway Station there is every
need to increase both the height of the platform. Previously accidents were occurred and many passengers suffered while getting in and getting
down from the trains.

Karavadi is a fast growing Town near Ongole and at present here is no foot over bridge for the passengers to move from one platform to another
platform.

I once again request the hon. Railway Minister to include, if not all, some of the important proposals in the Budget and announce the same
when he replies to the Budget as they are important ones and required for the overall development and improvement of the backward district of
Prakasam district of Andhra Pradesh.

With these words, I support the Railway Budget for 2016-17 presented by the hon. Railway Minister.

*DR. KULMANI SAMAL (JAGATSINGHPUR): The Railway Budget has categorically outlined the vision for modernization of Indian Railways
having emphasis on services. It is interesting to note that this time the Minister has not taken any steps to woo the voters by offering any real
benefits such as additional trains or fare relief which usually happens in Rail Budget.

The Minister has undertaken various technology —based mechanism such as Social Media and IVRS systems, bio-toilets, Wi-Fi enabled
station, Automatic Ticket Vending Machines, increasing ticketing capacity and number of public services such as wheelchair enabling stations and
toilets, providing 50% lower berth quota for senior citizens, and 33% for women etc. It is very good to see all these things on paper but the real
test could be experienced whether we are able to attract the passengers to travel by this means. It is known to everybody that now to travel in AC
coaches of train is costlier than that of some of the airlines. Might be that is one of the important reasons as to why the volume of passengers of
the Railways is declining compared to last years. I would like to giver data that the passenger volumes carried by Indian Railways was 8,420 million
in 2012-13 which declined to 8,101 million in the previous financial year It's a matter of concern that the declining trend has become consistent
year-after-year. In this regard, the Minister of Railways has to think over just to increase the revenue of railways.

In respect of Odisha, the total outlay for 2016-17 is Rs 4,682 crore, against a demand of Rs 5,000 crore, a 30 per cent rise from last year's
budget outlay. It is a welcome step and we welcome and appreciate the enhancement in outlay. I also thank the Minister for accepting the offer of
partnership and sanctioning the two important long-sought projects of Jeypore-Malkangiri and Jeypore-Nabarangpur. I am also equally happy for
fulfilling of the demand of our State for sanctioning the other economically viable lines of Junagarh-Ambaguda via Nabarangpur, Bereahmpur-
Sambalpur and Banspani-Badbil lines with partnership of the State. However, I request the Minister to consider the demand of the Government of
Qdiasha for a Rail based Mass Rapid Transit System for greater Bhubaneswar area because of its current status of emerging City in the country.

I would like to make a small demand in respect of naming of the Puri —Paradip superfast express train running from Puri to Paradip in Odisha.

In this regard, I would like to state that Sarala Das, known as Adikabi and Sudramuni, is a 15" —century poet and scholar of Odia literature. It is
hard to believe that how a self educated man from a remote hamlet named Kanakpur of coastal Odisha which is in my parliamentary constituency,
Jagatsinghpur could venture an incredible feat to write the Mahabharata, Ramayana and Chandi Purana along with many more in Odia. It is
important to note that he is the first scholar to write in Odia. As an originator of QOdia literature, his work has formed an enduring source of
information on Odisha's history, religion, civilization, culture, philosophy etc. for succeeding generations. The sense of Odia nationality has
appropriately been reflected in his writings. So, to memorise the contributin of such a great personality, I would like to urge upon the Minister to
name the superfast train running between Puri and Paradip via his birthplace, Kanakpur in Jagatsinghpur as Mahakabi Sarala Das superfast Exress
train.



However, it's a welcome step and I on behalf of my party Biju janta Dal wholeheartedly support the Budget.

*DR KIRIT SOMAIYA (MUMBAI NORTH EAST): At the outset, I thank the Hon'ble Railway Minister for considering the issues of Mumbai
Railway Zone-"Rail Parbasi Suraksha Suvidha Kshamta".

I also thank the Hon'ble Railway Minister for announcing and making provision of raising heights of all the platform of Mumbai suburban
Railway Zone wherever it is necessary. Monica More incident of 2014 is an eye opener. The new Siemens Bombardier train/rakes require raising of
heights of several platforms. The delay is causing loss of several human lives. The Hon'ble railway Minister has specifically insisted/emphasized
measures of Mumbai Rail Prabasi Suraksha. I would suggest some more measures in this direction,

Provision/construction of fencing between tracks/platforms to discourage crossing of railway tracks/trespassing by railway commuters.
Special measures on 35 accident spots of Central Railway where human causalities seems to be maximum.

Daily 10 passengers get minor injury, 10 major injury, 10 succumb to death. It is very high figure of loss of human lives and very
melancholy. Mumbai high Court also passed several strictures in this regard.

There is a need to convert all 9 coaches trains into 12 coaches and 15 coaches.

Action plan to convert and develop automatic door system in the coaches.

Create awareness amongst the passengers.

The target to be fixed to bring down human casualties at least by 50% by 2019.

I am sure Hon'ble Railway Minister will provide additional (at least two) escalators on following Railway stations: Mulund, Nahur,
Bhandup,Kanjur Marg,Vikroli,Ghatkopar,Vidya Vihar,Govandi and Mankhurd.

As Ghatkopar railway station in Mumbai Zone is junction point of both the Ghatkopar Versova Metro and Central Railway, this station is very
important. There is an urgent need to announce the Ghatkopar railway Station as a Junction and provide more basic passenger infrastructure
including FOB, escalators, more ticket windows, etc

The solar rooftop provision may be made at Kanjur railway station.
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*SHRI R.K.BHARATHI MOHAN (MAYILADUTHURAI): In the Southern railway, in my Mayiladuthurai Parliamentary Constituency,
Papanasam is one of the important railway Stations in the main line between Trichirapalli and Chennai. Further, Papanasam is a Taluk headquarters
and it is surrounded by important pilgrim centres such as Arulmigu 108 Sivalayam, Arulmigu Karbarakshambigai , Arulmigu Plaivananathar shrine,
etc. Presently, all passenger trains and 5 express train stop here in both directions. A UTS linked PRS is functioning in this station. This station is
earning Rs. 8.00 lakhs and above as monthly passenger ticket revenue. This station has good passenger patronage level.

Now, passengers are also demanding for the stoppage of T.No. 12083/12084 Mayiladuthurai-Coimbatore Jan Sadapthi Express here. This
train stops at small stations like Irugur, where revenue is lesser than papanasam. It may be noted that Train no. 12081/12082 -
Thiruvananthapuram-Kannur Jan Shadapthi Express stops at various stations located in short distances like Mavelikara, Chenganoor, Kayamkulam,
Vadakara, etc. But this genuine demand is declined by the southern railway for the reasons not acceptable to travelling public.

In line with the practice followed for providing stoppages with regard to Jan Sadapthi Express trains, the request for providing stoppage of Jan
Sadapthi express at Papanasam railway station which is highly justifiable.

I therefore request you to kindly consider the demand of the passengers for stopping T.Nos. 12083/12084 Exp at Papanasam favorably.

DR. J. JAYAVARDHAN (CHENNAI SOUTH): Hon. Chairman, Sir, the Railway Budget has been presented by the hon. Minister in a challenging time

when our country is dealing with tepid growth of our economy's core sectors due to international slowdown coupled with looming impact of the
Seventh Pay Commission. Further, declining modal share of Indian Railways, which dropped from 62 per cent in 1980 to 36 per cent in 2012, is
continuing to exert pressure on the institution. The hon. Minister had said in the Budget speech, "This is a Budget which reflects the aspirations of
each and every Member of the railway family.” But it should be mentioned here that it had certainly not reflected the views of the millions of railway
families in Tamil Nadu. When the hon. Railway Minister came to our State recently he had said, "Tamil Nadu has not got its due share in railway
projects over the years resulting in backlog of development and the Centre is committed to correct it." But a serious question arises here as to
whether justice has been done in the current Budget for the commuters in Tamil Nadu.

Tamil Nadu, in the Railway Budget, gets only Rs. 2,064 crore for the upcoming financial year which is an increase of just one per cent when
compared to the previous year, while a few other States received an allocation which is 25 per cent to 30 per cent higher than what they have
received in the last Budget. With various pending railway projects in Tamil Nadu and the Ministry's stand for piecemeal allocation of money for the
projects without a proper outlay and a proper roadmap for achieving its goal shows that it will take years for the Railways to increase their
infrastructure and capacity to operate more trains in Tamil Nadu. It will take years for new lines and doubling to be completed as there is no
remarkable increase in the fund allocated for projects in Tamil Nadu in the Railway Budget.

I would like to highlight a number of railway projects which are pending with the Ministry, which are crucial for the development of rail
transport and for development of infrastructure projects in the State of Tamil Nadu, which have been mentioned by our hon. Chief Minister of Tamil
Nadu, Puratchai Thalaivi Amma in the Vision Tamil Nadu 2023 Document, namely complete doubling of Chennai — Kanyakumari line; Sriperumbudur
— Guindy freight line; Chennai — Thoothukudi freight corridor; high speed passenger rail link — Chennai — Madurai — Kanyakumari; high speed
passenger rail link — Madurai to Coimbatore; high speed passenger rail link — Coimbatore to Chennai; Chennai — Bengaluru high speed rail link;
Chennai — Bengaluru freight corridor; Avadi — Guduvancheri rail link; Avadi — Thiruvallur — Ennor port link;

I would also like to mention here that a number of railway projects announced for Tamil Nadu in the earlier Railway Budgets have not been

commenced so far due to lack of sufficient funds. They are, namely 5t and 6! line on Chennai to villivakkam; new line for Villivakkam and Katpadi
sections; new line from Chidambaram to Attur via Ariyalur; doubling from Tindivanam to Kanyakumari; new line from Bodinayakanur to Kottayam;

doubling from Renigunta to Arakonam; 3™ and 4" lines from Attipattu — Gummidipoondi; new line from Jolarpettai to Hosur via Krishnagiri; new line
between Mayiladuthurai — Thirukadaiyur — Tharangambadi — Tirunallar — Karaikal; new line from Ramanathapuram — Kanyakumari via Thoothukudi
— Tiruchendur; new line between Karaikudi -- Thoothukudi wia Ramanathapuram; new line from Karaikal to Sirkazhi; new line from Salem, Namakkal
— Karaikal via Perambalur, Ariyalur; doubling from Thiruvananthapuram to Kanyakumari wia Nagercoil, Gauge conversion between Madurai and
Bodinayakanur and new line from Bodinayakanur to Ernakulam; new line between Dindigul to Kumuli via Bodi and Theni; doubling and electrification
of Madurai — Kanyakumari wa Tirunelveli line, including Nagercoil Junction Terminal facilities; new BG line between Chennai and Sriperumbudur via
Saidapet; new line between Thanjavur and Ariyalur; new line from Madurai — Karaikudi via Melur.

The Budget speech made by the Minister has plenty of announcements such as the greater role of information and communication technology
to deliver services to passengers, namely use of FM radio, increasing access to free wi-fi and even making use of the Helpline for additional services
instead of just train information. But how much of it will be implemented and how soon it will be executed need to be answered. The railway
administration should ensure that the easy-to-use technology works properly and it has been a frequent complaint by the commuters that the free
wi-fi hardly works even in the terminals as bandwidth is a major problem. The mobile application for the Indian Railways are not so mobile
application friendly and features such as knowing on which platform the train is coming, where the coach position is and on what station they can
order their food should be made available through maobile application.



Coming to cleanliness part of Indian Railways, Swatch Bharath campaign was started by our hon. Prime minister for a clean India. But the
cleanliness of railway stations in Tamil Nadu especially Chennai is very bad, and is extremely worse in MRTS stations. It is a pathetic condition
wherein the railways operate dirty coaches even in premium trains like the Pandian Express and the Vaigai Express.

It is unfair for the suburban rail development in Chennai to be let out of the Budget. The upgradation of suburban transit systems in Mumbai,
Delhi and Kolkata have been dealt with great details but in the case of Chennai, no specific plans for upgradation by the Indian Railways themselves
have been announced. An increase in frequency of services and better computer time is the need of the hour Minor things which matter to
passengers like robust platforms, roofs and food stalls at station can be developed quickly if certain policy
changes are made.

Air-conditioned coaches for suburban trains were announced a few years ago but it failed to take off. It has been the request of commuters
for a congestion-free travel by introducing 12 car racks, increasing service during non-peak hours, installing CCTV cameras and providing better
sanitation facilities in suburban railway stations. Safety of commuters in MRTS should be ensured by installing CCTV cameras in all MRTS stations.
There has been a rapid rise in the incidents of derailment of MRTS trains and necessary action should be taken so that such incidences never happen
in the future. It has been a long pending demand of commuters for early completion of entire Route proposed under CMRL and MRTS projects and
the operation of circlular trains connecting Chennai, Arakkonam and Chengalpet.

The extension of MRTS project from Velachery to Saint Thomas Mount is the need of the hour and the work has been progressing at a snail's
pace .When we are in a time where metro cities in our country have four Railway terminals, Chennai has only Central and Egmore and if Royapuram
terminal could be upgraded like Tambaram it would result in better connectivity.

Lastly, Passenger Reservation Centre should be opened up in the Saidapet railway station. In conclusion, Railway Budget has failed to meet
the expectations of the people of Tamil Nadu on the
whole. Thank you.

*SHRIMATI KAVITHA KALVAKUNTLA (NIZAMABAD): At the outset, I would like to take this opportunity to congratulate our railway minister,
Shri Suresh Prabhu ji for presenting a visionary and a forward looking Railway Budget for this year.

Apart from that, on behalf of the people of my constituency Nizamabad, I would like to sincerely thank Suresh Prabhu ji for sanctioning the
remaining Rs 70 crore for Peddapalli-Nizamabad line which has been a long pending dream of the people in my constituency for more than 2
decades, and also for sanctioning the new line from Bodhan to Bidar.

The fact that you have taken concrete actions on the 130 points mentioned in last year's railway budget, deserves to be congratulated too. In
addition to that, on behalf of the people of Telangana, I would like to also specially thank the Minister for the following prominent announcements to
our state

Rs. 80 crore for Secunderabad-Mahbubnagar doubling works

Rs 90 crore for Munirabad —Mahbubnagar line

Rs. 20 crore for Macherla-Nalgonda railway line

Rs.15 core for Raghavapuram-Mandamarri line

Rs. 114 crore for Kazipet -Vijayawada third line

Rs 5 crore for the construction of ROB between Kazipet -Warangal

Rs 5 crore for the construction of the subway between Peddapalli-Jagtiyal

I would like to request our Railway Minister, that as we all know our State of Telangana is a new State, the development of the infrastructure
especially in the railway sector would be one of the most key enabling factors in taking our State forward economically and I sincerely request more
generosity in this regard.

I also would like to take this opportunity to request our Hon'ble Minister to reconsider the proposal for the Railway Coach factory at Warangal
in my state apart from sanctioning a cold storage perishable goods facility in all the major stations of my state also. This would go a long way
towards helping the farmers in our state to get a better price for their produce, rather than remaining at the mercy of the middlemen.

I would like to request our Hon'ble Minister to kindly consider Telangana as a special case as it is a totally land locked state and especially to
encourage more growth in our state, a dedicated freight corridor spanning our State is the utmost need of the hour. Our Hon'ble minister is
personally aware of the fact that Telangana has one of the best industrial friendly policies in the country and a dedicated freight corridor for our state
would only help bringing in rich dividends to our nation as well.

Apart from that, as one of the largest public sector employers and having the rare privilege of presenting a separate budget every year, 1
request the Hon'ble Minister to consider increasing the reservation for physically handicapped people from the 3% to 4%.

While congratulating the Minister for reflecting a greater degree of gender sensitivity in the budget, I also would like to request him, as the
International Women's Day is also coming to seriously think of increasing the intake of women in the railways for all disciplines under the sports
quota. I hope you would seriously consider this and it would really be a gift for our talented women sportspersons for our next year's Women's Day

Last but not the least, I would like to remind the Hon'ble minister that the PPP in our country especially in the infrastructure sector have not



functioned effectively. So, as this is a public good and working in the larger interests of our nation, Iurge the Minister to leverage the advantages of
a PPP mode only where it is necessary. Lastly, I would like to convey my best wishes to our Minister and hope that under his dynamic and visionary
leadership, Indian railways would attain greater heights in the day to come.
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HON. CHAIRPERSON : Hon. Member, one minute, please. Hon. Members, there are two-three more Members to speak on the Railway Budget. Then
we shall take up the 'Zero Hour'. If the House agrees, till then, the time of the House may be extended.



THE MINISTER OF URBAN DEVELOPMENT, MINISTER OF HOUSING AND URBAN POVERTY ALLEVIATION AND MINISTER OF PARLIAMENTARY
AFFAIRS (SHRI M. VENKAIAH NAIDU): Chairman, Sir, my suggestion is, please extend the House up to 8 o'clock. The reason is, more than
formality, on Railways, every Member or every area has one issue or the other They want it to go on record so that the officers can look into that.
At the same time, tomorrow is a non-official day and then we have to conclude it by Tuesday. Monday is also a holiday. Please keep all these things
in mind. Whoever is interested, they will be speaking. Let us not make it a formality as to how many Members are there or not there.

SHRI K.C. VENUGOPAL : After taking up the 'Zero Hour', the House will run up to 9 o'clock.
SHRI M. VENKAIAH NAIDU: How Budget is less important and 'Zero Hour' becomes more important Venugopal ji?
HON. CHAIRPERSON: The time of the House is extended up to 8 o'clock. Okay.
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*SHRI S.R. VIJAYA KUMAR (CHENNAI CENTRAL): At the outset, I thank the Honourable Railway Minister for no increase in the
passenger and freight fares.

In the Budget (railways) for 2016-17, I welcome the announcement of the first ever rail auto Hub to be set up at Chennai. The announcement
of North-South Dedicated Freight Corridor from Delhi to Chennai is a good step. But this corridor and the proposed East Coast Corridor which
terminates in Vijayawada should be extended up to Thoothukudi to fulfill Tamil Nadu's long standing request to create a Chennai-Thoothukudi freight
corridor. Here, I may mention that the Chennai-Thoothukudi Freight Corridor finds a place along with Chennai-Madurai-Kanyakumari high speed
passenger link and Coimbatore-Madurai high speed passenger link in the Vision 2023 document, for which the Government of Tamil Nadu had
indicated its in-principle approval to be implemented through an SPV.

The initiative of MOUs with States will yield greater good if the views of states of Tamil nadu are taken into consideration before finalizing the
draft MOU.

The detailed attention to enhancing passenger amenities, including issues relating to safety of women, providing greater accessibility to the
differently abled and senior citizens is a good measure. The improvement of redressal mechanisms by introducing more digital modes including an
entirely 'app' based mechanism should also take into consideration the digitally illiterate common man without a smart phone.

While I welcome the steps for the upgradation of the railway stations at the pilgrim centres of Nagapattinam and Velankanni, other important
pilgrim centres in Tamil Nadu including Srirangam and Rameswaram should also be included.



To our utter dismay, there is no specific plan for upgradation of suburban transit systems in Chennai as in the case of Mumbai, Delhi and
Kolkata. This should be looked into. The diamond Quadrilateral High Speed rail corridors which were announced in the last year's Railway Budget
should also be given adequate importance.

Chief Minister of Tamil Nadu, Honourable Dr. Amma has reiterated speedy completion of the railway projects currently under implementation
in the State of Tamil Nadu, including the double lining of the entire stretch from Villupuram to Kanyakumari. I urge upon the Honourable Railway
Minister to accord top priority to these issues. I hope that genuine consultation takes place in the formulation of a National railway plan that has
been announced.

I conclude by echoing the views of the Chief Minister of Tamil Nadu, Honourable Dr. Amma that the Honourable Railway minister could have
done more to meet the expectations of the people of Tamil Nadu.
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SHRI JITENDRA CHAUDHURY (TRIPURA EAST): Thank you, Mr. Chairman, Sir, for giving me the opportunity to speak on the Railway Budget. I feel
very much privileged that both the hon. Minister and the hon. Minister of State are present here; I believe, definitely, they will take note of our
demands from the North East.

Sir, Tripura's struggle for railway network has a very long history. In the year 1952, our first Member of Parliament, Shri Dasarath Deb, in his
maiden speech, demanded for a railway line up to Sabroom because unless railway network is extended, no other economic activity is possible, Now,
it is being understood by every one of us. Not only that, more than 300 students and youth had to come all the way from Tripura to stage dharna
here in Delhi demanding this railway line. So, as a result of a prolonged struggle since 1952, and in between, now the broad-gauge line has been
extended up to Agartala. The work on extending it up to Sabroom, the last end of the State, is going on. Definitely, I would like to thank both the
Ministers, especially Shri Manoj Sinha Ji who recently visited Tripura. We are hearing that by the end of this March or in April, it is going to be
inaugurated. So, I would like to invite both the Ministers along with Shri Venkaiah Naidu Ji. He should also come to Tripura.

Apart from inaugurating the broad-gauge line, there will be our demand that you should flag off one Superfast train from Agartala to New
Delhi. We also have some other legitimate demands. In the North East, if you deploy railway staff from other parts of the country, it will not work.
Earlier, when there was metre-gauge line, we have seen that it was not working well. That is why we are requesting the Minister that a Railway
Recruitment Board should be set up here. Earlier, we met you, Sir, in your office and you have assured us that one Railway Recruitment Board would
be set up. Agartala may be declared as one of the new Railway Divisions. It will help not only in the development of Tripura, but also all the other
seven neighbouring States in the North East.

Sir, your Government is kind enough to accord sanction to connect with Akhoura in Bangladesh. Unfortunately, no fund has been allocated by
the Ministry in this Budget. Now, the DONER Ministry has been asked to arrange the fund for that project. That should be done.

Fourthly, for the North East, the nearest sea port is the Chittagong. When our hon. Prime Minister visited Bangladesh, there has been some
dialogue on how to optimally utilize that opportunity. One project may be initiated there. I am not saying that he should sanction funds this year
itself. But there should be some initiative so that this Chittagong Port is also connected with the railway track. That will help the entire Eastern
region as also development of the entire Eastern part of the country.

Lastly, I would like to say that there is some road under bridge on the earlier track. I had written to the Ministry. It has also come before the
Petitions Committee. It has been said by the Ministry that the State Government has to bear the expenditure. How can the State like Tripura bear
this? I would like to request him that the proposal to construct the road under-bridge may be sanctioned out of the fund of the Ministry.
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SHRI R. DHRUVANARAYANA (CHAMARAJANAGAR): Mr. Chairman, Sir, it was asserted during the presentation of the Rail Budget that the allocation
for extending railways to backward and far-flung areas with greater access for poorer sections is a priority. But given that no new trains for ordinary
passengers were announced and the Railways will henceforth only prioritize unfinished projects, its social objective will not be fulfilled. In fact, it will
increase the miseries of the ordinary passengers by not introducing new trains despite the huge pressure on existing trains.

Sir, it is not too big a surprise that passenger fares were not raised this year since the passenger earning was short by Rs.968 crore proving
that the earlier fare hikes were counter productive. While the operating ratio was 2.7 per cent less, it was mainly on account of reduction in the
international crude oil prices and not due to improvement in efficiency on the Railways.

Sir, the freight hike will cause rise in the prices of all essential commodities and also the freight hikes of coal, cement, iron and steel will badly
affect infrastructure development within the country and also will put Indian steel out of competition in the export market. The budget is also
threatening the jobs of railway workers in catering, cleaning and maintenance service due to outsourcing of these services.

I request the hon. Minister that there are thousands of vacancies in Railways, especially for Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes. Please
give direction for filling up the backlog vacancies of Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes.

Regarding my constituency, the Bengaluru-Sathyamangalam railway project was sanctioned during the year 2013 by the then Minister of
Railways Shri Mallikarjun Kharge. Our State Government has already given consent and taken a Cabinet decision to give 50 per cent cost share. The
State Government is also ready to acquire land for this project. Further, I request the hon. Minister of Railways that we require higher allocation of
funds for this project. Bengaluru -Chamarajanagar is the first phase of the project which is also sanctioned. We require the allocation of funds for
this project.

I had given a letter for extension of two trains from Mysuru to Chamarajanagar but it was not announced in the Budget. I request you to
kindly extend the Bengaluru and Hubli trains from Mysuru to Chamarajanagar from Thank you.

+*SHRIMATI APARUPA PODDAR (ARAMBAG): The Railway Minister has said that this Budget is not his own, but it reflects the aspirations of
the people of this country.

I don't find any relief for the common man as per the Railway Minister The Railway Minister and the Govt. Say that they have not hiked Rail
fares and it is passenger- friendly Budget; but before the Budget they hiked the fares. It is clear that keeping in the mind of the State assembly
elections in the next few months they have not hiked rail fares. After the Five State Election there is a possibility of fare hike.

In November 2015; 4% was hiked in Upper Class, in addition to 14% service Tax and 0.5% Swachh Bharat Cess. Service Tax of 14% and
Swachh Bharat Cess of 0.5 % are chargeable on 30% total passenger fare equivalent to 4.35% of the total fare on 15t Class and all AC fares,

Railway Ministry statement said that by implementing these taxes it is expected to get about Rs 1,000 crore is a year and it sannual earning is
estimated to be around Rs.35,000 crores. They imposed heavy burden on the people. Citizens who expected a populist Rail Budget were
disappointed with the Rail Budget and no announcement of new trains were made. The Railway Minister did not seek any suggestions from M Ps



across Party lines and did not seek suggestions from Zonal Railways.

Railways handled 1,100 million tonnes of freight in 2014-15; and 1,190 million tonnes in 2015-16. The overall growth in the passenger
segment was negative leaving very little scope for improvement in 2016-17. Reliable sources say that the people should be ready to face increase in
passenger fares and freight fares.

South Eastern Railway, which primarily handled 134 million tonnes in 2013-14, came down to 120 million tonnes in 2014-15. Only happy thing
is that the operating ratio will be improved from 92% to the current 90%

No clear vision to bring passenger safety and improvement is seen in the Budget. In the mission of cleanliness, the recently launched
'Mahamana Express', between Varansi to Delhi said to be designed with modern facilities, was a total failure. Poor lack of safety and maintenance
led to this.

Regarding passenger security, the Minister has said that 311 major stations will be brought under CCTV surveillance, but list of the stations
and the time limit has not been mentioned.

Establishing Rail University is a welcome move. It should be first brought in all the main Metros, or in some main cities; but the 15t National
Academy of Indian Railways is to be set up in Vadodara and there is no specific reason is mentioned about this.

In my constituency, the Kamarekundu rail over-bridge and Chandapur over bridge is long waiting project.
