I  request  the  Government  to  convert
 these  political  asylum  into  economic  asylums  by  amending  the  Act  to  make  way  for  them  to  come  India.  We  need  to  open  more  consulate  branches
 in  main  cities  of  too  big  countries  like  USA,  Canada  and  Australia  to  avoid  inconveniences  to  our  NRI  brothers.
